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Seldom if ever in the his­
tory of this state has a non- 
presidential general election 
generated as much interest and 
enthusiasm as the one now ap­
proaching. For the first time 
Republican strength has gained 
sufficiently in several races to 
become a threat to the 
long entrenched political dom­
ination of the Domocratic party.

Technically it’s proper to re­
fer to this contest as one be­
tween those two parties, be­
cause those are the labels un­
der which the candidates are 
running. But practically speak­
ing it is more proper to regard 
this as contest of Liberals and 
Conservatives. Those are the 
terms which apply generally to 
the political convictions of the 
opposing candidates. And even 
more definitely, those are the 
terms applying to the policies 
which result from the success 
of one party or the other. A 
Republican victory will be re­
garded by both the public and 
the politicians as a repudiation 
of New Frontier liberalism. A 
Democratic victory will be re­
garded as an endorsement of 
liberalism.

For voters of this area that
issue is predominant in four 
races, those of Governor, Lieu­
tenant Governor, Congressman 
at Large and Congressman of 
the 13th District. The outcome 
will not only reveal the state’s 
over-all attitude to national 
policies of the past two years, 
but also determine whether our 
chosen representatives will lean 
to conservatism or liberalism in 
carrying out their duties.

Before going farther, it’s a 
good idea to clear some of the 
confusion that may result from 
claims of conservatism. Dem­
ocratic candidates say they are 
conservative, too. As a matter 
of fact there is much truth in 
their claim, because all of them 
are less liberal than opponents 
they defeated in their own 
party primary. Furthermore it’s 
smart politics for them to make 
that claim, because it enables 
them to appeal to conservatives 
even while they are sacking up 
the assured votes of liberals. 
In that regard this column 
would draw the line by class­
ifying the four Republicans as 
definitely more conservative.

It might be noted also that
records help to indicate the 
leanings of the candidates. Con- 
nally can be judged from the 
fact that he was a member of 
the Kennedy administration and 
is a protege of LBJ, who is 
going right along with New 
Frontierism. He reveals his 
real political color by the com­
pany he keeps. Cox, on the 
other hand leaves no doubt as 
to where he stands. Formerly a 
Democrat, he left the party be­
cause he could not reconcile 
his convictions with its policies.

Purcell is one who talks con­
servatism to the people at heme 
but fails to back up that claim 
in his voting record, as com­
piled by Americans for Con­
stitutional Action, a conserva­
tive non-partisan organization. 
Only 40 per cent of his votes 
in the 87th Congress were 
rated as conservative.

Here are some of the bills he 
supported. Federal aid to edu­
cation, nuisance withholding tax 
on interest and dividends, aid 
to Communist Poland and 
Yugoslavia, tighter and ex­
panded farm controls, trade 
tariffs (which John L. Lewis 
calls the “Job Destruction Act”) 
increasing national debt, in­
creased foreign aid, $10 million 
aquarium in Washington D.C.

Purcell’s claim to conserva­
tism apparently is not strong 
enough to withstand the pres­
sure of his New Frontier as­
sociates in Washington. And 
people who do not approve of 
his switch in loyalty can best 
express themselves by voting 
for Meissner whose outlook as 
a practical business man as 
well as his political beliefs lean 
strongly to conservatism. It 
can be added also that Meiss­
ner, on arriving in Washington, 
would not be greeted by L B J 
and other liberals intent on in­
fluencing his decisions.

In the race for Congressman
at Large this column can say 
little about Pool except that he 
lost to Bruce Alger two years 
ago and defeated an odd char­
acter in the last Democratic 
primary. Aside from affiliation 
with the liberal party, there’s 
the very important fact that he 
is a poor second to Barry in 
ability. Barry is the man who 
catapulted to national fame a 
few years ago by defeating the 
giant Teamster’s union and 
subsequently giving the testi­
mony in congressional hearing 
which led to the Landrum- 
Griffin bill assuring protection 
to labor against unscrupulous 
union bosses. He has the gump­
tion and energy, plus the per­
sonal integrity and political 
philosophy, to make this state

Big Vote Urged
Next Tuesday in 
General Election

A big day is expected at 
the two Muenster voting boxes 
next Tuesday as local people 
report to cast their ballots in 
the nation-wide general elec­
tion.

Assuming that interest here is 
up to normal for a general 
election, the total number of 
voters will probably be near 
600, which is about 75 per cent 
of the community’s maximum 
voting strength.

That is the reason the elec­
tion judges are appealing to 
people to come earlier than 
usual. As explained by Joe 
Luke, voting normally is slow 
for the greater part of the day 
and gets crowded near the end. 
Completing the count and mak­
ing out the report normally takes 
more than an hour after the 
polls close, and Muenster is 
delayed that long in getting its 
report to headquarters.

Voting hours here will be 
from 8 a.m. to 7 p.m. The 
north box will be located in the 
basement of the K of C hall 
under supervision of Joe Luke. 
The usual location in the pub­
lic school is not in use this time 
because the conflict with classes 
would be disturbing to both 
students and voters.

The south box, supervised by 
Paul Fisher, will be in its usual 
location at the entrance to the 
city park.

The ballot for this election 
is extra large, almost the size 
of a newspaper page. It in­
cludes the full list of state and 
local candidates in five columns 
under the headings of Demo­
cratic, Republican, Constitution 
and Independent parties and 
aother for write-ins. And at 
the bottom of the ballot are 
fourteen proposed constitutional 
amendments.

Special caution is recom­
mended in casting ballots so 
that votes will not be discarded 
as invalid. Since the accepted 
method in Texas is to scratch 
out all candidates but one for 
each office the voter must be 
careful to leave only one. For 
instance the governor’s race 
has three candidates. Many 
voters deciding only between 
Democratic and Republican 
may forget the Constitution 
Party candidate and scratch 
only the Democratic or Repub­
lican candidate. That would 
leave two votes for the same of­
fice and make that part of the 
ballot invalid. Political leaders 
of both major parties have 
urged special caution in this 
matter because so many votes 
were lost that way in the last 
general election.

Another item for voter con­
sideration is th e  “loyalty 
pledge” on ballots of the Dem­
ocratic primary. Price Daniel, 
while attorney general, declared 
that a voter is not legally obli­
gated to support Democratic 
candidates after voting in the 
party’s primary. Anyone has 
the right to vote as he pleases 
in a general election.

AMENDMENT NO. XII
DELEGATION OF ZONING 

POWERS TO CERTAIN 
COUNTIES 

For or Against:
The constitutional amend­

ment authorizing the legisla­
ture to delegate limited zoning 
powers to any county bordering 
on the Gulf of Mexico or the 
tidewater limits thereof.

The resolution would permit 
the Legislature to authorize 
counties bordering on the Gulf 
of Mexico, or the tidewater 
limits thereof, regulate and re­
strict the speed, parking, and 
travel of motor vehicles on 
beaches available to the public 
by virtue of public rights and 
the littering of such beaches. 
The resolution specifically states 
that it would not increase the 
rights of any riparian or littoral 
land owner.

Apparently the amendment 
is proposed for the regulation 
of traffic on public beaches for 
the protection of the general 
public who seeks to use those 
beaches.

AMENDMENT NO. XIV
DE NOVO APPEALS FROM 
ADMINISTRATIVE AGENCIES 
For or Agaisi:

The constifutional amend­
ment granlinq the legislature 
power to provide for trials De 
Novo on all appeals from ac­
tions, rulings, or decisions of 
administrative or executive a- 
gencies of government.

The resolution provides that 
the Legislature may enact legis­
lation requiring that any ad­
ministrative agency may be 
“de novo” as that term is un­
derstood in appeals from Justice 
to County Courts in Texas. 
This is not a self enacting a- 
mendment as it depends on 
subsequent legislative action.

The nature of the problem 
involved is substantially this— 
most of the administrative a- 
gencies of the state today are 
vested with the authority of 
the “first forum” on matters un­
der agency jurisdiction. In­
cluded in that power is the 
responsibility of finding facts 
and applying the law to those 
facts. A party to a hearing 
may appeal to the appropriate 
court; however, in most agen­
cies when that appeal is taken, 
the court is bound to proceed 
on the facts as found by the 
agency if there is “substantial 
evidence” to support such 
finding of fact. For all practical 
purposes this leaves the court 
jurisdiction of the application 
with the customary appellate

of the law to the facts found 
by the agency. The court does 
have authority to set aside 
capricious finds of fact, but for 
the most part their function is 
applying law to facts already 
determined.

The arguments of the pro­
ponents of the resolution are 
basically that administrative 
procedure denies the right of 
trial by jury. The argument of 
the opponents of the resolution 
is basically that administrative 
agencies deal with a narrow 
field of a complicated encon- 
omy; that experts would be 
better equipped to ascertain the 
facts surrounding a controversy 
in that limited field; and that 
the appeal “de novo” would 
render the agency ineffective to 
perform its regulatory function.

A SOUND PROPOSAL 
FOR CUTTING TAXES

A great many plans have 
been advanced for cutting in­
come taxes. The House Ways 
and Means Committee has been 
studying tax reform for some 
time; the President has sug­
gested a tax cut next year; 
and the Herlong-Baker bill (to 
cut taxes to a minimum of 25 
per cent) has been picking up 
steam.

We salute all of these efforts 
to give the poor taxpayer a 
break. But we feel compelled to 
point out one salient weakness 
that exists in all of them. Since 
none of them include provisions 
for cuts in government spend­
ing, the tax cuts must be made 
up by some alternative tax.

Of what value is an income 
tax cut, if new excise taxes 
raise the cost of the things we 
buy? Even if no revenues are 
enacted, the inflation resulting 
from the inevitable deficit will 
be just as great a tax to pay. 
So we see little sense in re­
distributing the tax load, when 
the actual size of government 
remains the same.

One proposal for tax reform 
does meet our requirements. 
Since it is a proposed Constitu­
tional amendment, it cannot be 
retracted by government the 
day after it is enacted — as 
can a simple act of legislation.

We are speaking of the 
“Liberty Amendment”. Its first 
section says: ‘The Government 
of the United States shall not 
engage in any business, profes­
sional, commercial, financial or 
industrial enterprise except as 
specified in the Constitution.” 
Since the government could not 
engage in any activty not 
specified by the Consti- 
tion, rt would automa­
tically eliminate the f a r m  
subsidy program, foreign aid, 
and many other federal grants 
and subsidies. It would not in­
terfere with national defense, 
the post office, or other activ­
ities authorized by the Consti­
tution.

The savings to the American 
people would amount to over 
$40 billion per year, which is 
actually more than is collected 
by the government in personal 
income taxes.

The amendment requires the 
government to sell any un­
authorized facilities within three 
years. At the end of the three, 
year period, the personal in­
come, estate, and gift taxes 
would be realed and Congress 
would be Constitutionally pro­
hibited from ever taxing in­
comes again.

Six states have already pro­
posed that Congress submit the 
Liberty Amendment for ratifica­
tion, and many more will con­
sider it next year.

We like this approach be­
ing first. We like it because it 
will restore the Constitution to 
its place as the supreme law of 
the land. And we like it be­
cause it will “get the economy 
moving again.”

HOW DID HE KNOW?
Didn’t we see in the news the 

other day that the Federal gov­
ernment was asking the steel 
companies how much it costs 
to produce a ton of steel?

If the government doesn’t

know, it is reasonable to assume 
that President Kennedy doesn't 
know. And if he doesn’t know 
production costs, how was he 
so sure that the $6 increase in 
steel prices was not justified?

Preliminary Census of Agri­
culture figures for 1959 re­
veal thnt 509,538 U. S. farms 
produce some cotton.

C otton is grown in 19 
states. These are Alabama, 
Arizona, Arkansas, California, 
Florida,  Georgia,  Illinois, 
Kentucky, Louisiana, Missis­
sippi, Missouri, Nevada, New 
Mexico, North Carolina, Okla­
homa, South Carolina, Ten­
nessee, Texas, and Virginia.

Cotton is grown on 35% of 
the farms in Texas—almost 
81,000. South Carolina, how­
ever, has the highest percent­
age of farms producing cot­
ton—58.1, followed by Missis­
sippi with 56, Alabama with 
55.2, Georgia with 40, Arkan­
sas with 36.7, and Arizona 
with 35.1.

Texas also ranks first in 
cotton production,  ginning 
more than 4.8 million bales 
of the 14.3 million ginned 
during the 1961-62 season.

California ginned nearly 1.7 
million bales,  Mississippi 
more than 1.6 million, and 
Arkansas nearly 1.5 million. 
Next in order were Arizona

66-4 Vote Okays
Lindsay Bond for 
Water System

By the overwhelming vote of 
66-4 people of Lindsay last 
Saturday approved a bond is­
sue to finance a municipally 
owned waterworks system.

The election authorizes the 
Town of Lindsay to issue re­
venue bearing bonds in the a- 
mount of $51,000 for the pro­
ject, which will include well, 
reservoir, pressure pump and 
the water mains. The pressure 
pump system is being used be­
cause its cost is much lower 
than that of a gravity system 
with elevated tank.

Funds for payment of the 
bonds will come out of the 
earnings of the water system. 
Mayer Joe Bezner said Tues­
day that 60 customers had 
signed for connections and more 
are expected before installa­
tion is finished.

He also said that the proect 
will probably be ready for use 
next spring. Bids can be in­
vited thirty days after election 
and the contracf should be 
awarded about thirty days af­
ter that.

Financing was assured by a 
provision which was made 
prior to the election. A loan 
has 'been approved by the Fed­
eral Housing and Home Fin­
ance Agency which guarantees 
sufficient funds for the system. 
That gives the town a choice 
of using either private money 
or government money, which­
ever will ask the lower interest 
rate.

not favor its ways.

During the past week many
Democrats have gloated that the 
President’s courageous ultima­
tum to Khrushcrev has stolen 
a campaign issue from the Re­
publicans. It’s true his action 
merited and received nation 
wide approval. But that does 
not change the fact that he per­
mitted an awful mess to build 
up before he acted . . . that 
he actually deserves less credit 
for his decision because he de­
layed until the nation-wide

protest, ringing in his ears, 
practically forced him to i t . . .  
and until political repurcussions 
from the delay were becoming 
apparent.

Even now we have cause to
wonder whether the deal is 
going to our satisfaction. Why 
was it necessary to call off the 
blockade for two days? Why 
permit negotiations suddenly to 
be confined to missiles in Cuba? 
How about planes and other 
offensive weapons? How about 
our intention to get Castro and 
communism cleaned out and 
give the country back to Cub­
ans? It seems we have retreated 
more than advanced during 
th past week. The political is­
sue may not be dead after all.
