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Texans of integrity are

grateful to their last legisla-
ture for finally bringing out
a law to deal effectively with
hot check writers. At last, it
seems, the penalty 1s severe
enough to discourage this
kind of indirect stealing.

It has been estimated that
people passing worthless
checks cheat American busi-
ness out of more than $600
million a year. Sooner or
later practically every firm

is a victim. No matter how ||
cautious a merchant tries to|.

be, he eventually encounters
the sharpie whose face or story
seems completely trustworthy.
With full confidence
judgment of character he lets
the check passer have the
merchandise and usually also
gives change in cash — then
discovers he has been beat
out of both goods and money.

That was the big trouble |
with the old attitude toward|

hot checks. Since prosecution
was lax, acceptance of checks
became almost wholly a mat-
ter of discretion. A merchant
faced a double problem. By
furning down a good check
he lost a sale and possibly
also the future business of the
offended customer. It’s under-
standable he would be in-
clined to give the benefit of a
doubt.

Dealing with unknown peo-
ple, however, was no more of
a headache than dealing with
known people of irresponsible
financial habits. Most every-
one knowns the kind of guy
who seems unconcerned
whether his check is good or
not. If not, it’'s the other fel-
low’s hard luck. Let him worry
about getting the money for
it. To such a fellow a hot
check is a means of postponing
an obligation, or evading it
completely if the other person
1S not persistent.

Well, it’s gratifying now to
know that the law places hot
checks in a category with steal-
ing — where they rightfully
belong. Also that it has set
penalties tough enough to dis-
courage both the professional
deadbeat and the guy trying
to evade responsibility. After
all, the two are very much a-
like and they deserve similar
treatment.

Fortunately there is a pro-
vision by which a person can
correct a mistake or indiscre-
tion. IIe must be notified and
allowed 10 days to make good.
If he fails to pay then he's
subject to a day in jail and
a fine for the first offense.
Second offense is subject to
30 days in jail and a bigger
fine. Third offense automatic-
ally becomes a felony calling
for a court trial and sentence
ranging from two to ten
yvears, We can take it for
granted that there won’t be
much risk in taking checks
from now on.

That’'s a good start toward
encouraging honetsy, but only
a start. Next in order for the
legislature to . consider is the
even more prevalent practice
of neglecting obligations. In
effect this is probably more
serious even than hot checks.
This column has no compara-
tive statistics to offer but it
estimates that business losses
from delinquent accounts are
greater over the nation than
those from bad checks.

Ask any man doing credit
business around here. He will
most likely say that slow and
uncollectible accounts are
costing him more. If he’s been
operating for a number of
years he can show some ac-
» counts that he has written off,
some he only faintly hopes to
collect. And he can name big
accounts that are “good” but
long overdue. All of those ac-
counts represent money that
he should have in the bank.
Instead he’s short of operat-
ing funds, so he has to borrow
to keep zoing. And the result
is that he has to pay interest
on money that is due him
from others.

You would think he has a
perfect right to recover some
of that loss by charging inter-
est against his past due cus-
tomers. He does. But as sure
as he tries to collect the other
fellows blows his top and
takes future business else-
where. The merchant is in a
dilemma. Will he lose the in-
terest or the customer? Most
likely he will lose the interest.

It's a well known fact that
many a business went on_the
rocks because of the accounts
on its books. Also it's well
known that many of those ac-
counts are owed by people
who are able to pay, some of
them even living high on
credit while their creditors
have to struggle.

IBM Billing on
Toll Calls Begins
At Phone Company

Another big step in the im-
provement of Muenster’'s tele-
phone system becomes effective
on September 1 as it changes
to an IBM method of record-
ing and billing long distance
calls. First charges under the
modern method will be iIn-
cluded on October 1 state-
ments.

In making the change the
phone company discontinues
a method that has been in
use since the system was
started 60 years ago. Data on
each toll call was recorded on
a small slip as the call was
made and slips were filed un-
der customer names. At billing
time those calls were listed on
the statement.

While the number of toll
calls was small the method
was OK. But it is slow and
expensive now when more
than 6000 toll calls are made
per month.

The new method automatic-
ally records toll call data on
IBM tickets which are col-
lected in the office of South-
western Bell in Dallas. At
billing time tickets are put
into an IBM machine which
gathers, adds and files them
according to telephone num-

ber. The toll statement in dup-
| licate plus tickets is sent to
| the local office. One . copy is
sent to the customer. The
other copy and tickets are filed
in the office. The new method
will be neater, save time and
money, and allow employees
more time for their other of-
fice work.

As of July the company has
987 phones. Traffic meters at
the exchange . indicate com-
pletion of 136,464 local calls
that month — an average of
138 per telephone for the
month or 4.5 calls per phone
per day.

Work Will Start

Next Tuesday on
City's Paving Job

The city’s 1963 paving pro-
ject begins early next week.
According to Mayor Earl
Fisher a representative of J.
C. McCauley and Associates
of Hillsboro called this week
advising that the paving crew
will arrive Tuesday and start
working promptly.

The project consists of about
20 blocks to be paved from
curb to curb. Some will be
complete new pavement, some
will be widening of narrow
pavement to full width, some
will be only resurfacing.

Extensive curb building dur-
ingthe past several weeks has
established curbs and gutters
on practically all streets. The
little work remaining can be
finished easily before the pav-
ing crew catches up.

Paving consists only of
grading and packing base ma-
terial and applying the sur-
face. The city has gravel base
in place and will furnish wa-
ter for the packing.

Cost of pavement to pro-
pertv owners will be 67.5 cents
per square yard, and charge
will be for new pavement
only. If none exists now the
owner pays from curb to cen-
ter of street. If narrow pave- |
ment exists he pays from cub
to old pavement. However,
owners do not pay for resur-
facing.

Farmers Urged to

Claim Refund for
Federal Gas Toax

Farmers and ranchmen are
reminded that claims for the
Federal Gas Tax refund must
be submitted before Septem-
ber 30, says C. H. Bates, farm
management specialist, Texas
Agricultural Extension Ser-
vice.

This refund is on the four
cents per gallon excise tax
paid on gasoline and diesel
fuel used by operators on their
farms during the period July
1, 1962 to June 30, 1963, says
Bates. He explains that this
refund has no connection with
the claim for refunds sent to
the State Comptroller’s office.
The gasoline used on an oper-
ator’s farm by custom con-
tractors is also eligible for the
refund, points out Bates, but
fuel used in highway travel is
not.

The special postcard form,

2240, 1s the proper one to
use to submit fuel claims,
says Bates, and they have

been mailed to operators who
reported in 1962. New farmers
and those who have not re-
ceived the Form 2240, may ob-
tain them from the office ot
the county extension agent or
the area offices of Internal
Revenue Service, he says.

Bates reminds that claims
are subject to audit, just as
other reports submitted to the
Internal Revenue Service, and
records should be kept to
support refund claims. The
specialist emphasizes that the
deadline for reporting claims
1s September 30.

1 at all Official Inspection Sta-
tions in Texas.

“During the summer months,
the department has conducted
intensive re-training schools
for all owners and mechanics
of 1nspection stations.” Garri-
son said. “These men are now
qualified and they are ready
to serve the motoring public

in their vehicle inspection
needs.”
More than five million

vehicles registered in the state
are required by law to be in-
spected at one of the 5,000 of-
ficial stations between now
and April 16, 1964. Operators
of vehicles not displaying the
new sticker by that date will
be in violation of the law.

We have had the pleasure of
meeting some outstanding
Negro leaders.

We are sad to confess, how-
ever, that we have had more
occasions to come 1n contact
with lesser Negroes who make
a great number of our people
afraid to come out to Nihon-
machi at night.

Some of our respected Negro
leaders, too, often present
themselves as being small.

They will tell you the rea-
son that there i1s a large num-
ber of crimes being committed
by the Negroes is because the
colored people are not equally
treated. They will tell you that
the reason why there are more
Negro dropouts from high
schools 1s because the colored
children are not given oppor-
tunity to follow the kind of
work they want after gradua-
tion.

They blame society for their
womanfolk giving birth to
1llegitimate children and liv-
ing on welfare checks. They
blame society for petty thefts
and rapes being perpetuated
by their manfolks in Nihon-
machi. In short, they blame all
of their anti-social habits and
cultural maladjustment on the
“unjust” community in which
they live.

We have yet to hear any
Negro voice “blaming” them-
selves for their social malad-
justment.

We once told a prominent
San Francisco Negro leader at
a NAACP gathering that one
doesn’t have to have a penny
in his pocket to check himself
from stealing or raping a wo-
man, for that was what he had
implied in his chip-on-the-
block defense of Negro mis-
behavior.

What we are trying to say
most sincerely here is that the
Negro community leaders
should do a little soul-search-
ing of their own today and
see 1f their backyards couldn’t
be tidied up a bit, find if their
children couldn’t be given a
little more community push
and encouragement for educa-
tion, and examine if there is
not one rock too many on their
shoulders needlessly.

From the looks of the Negro
papers In San Francisco there
IS an apparent lack of this
sort of leadership: this sort of
self-reflection.

We have no intention at all
of telling the Negro commun-
ity leaders, brazenly, to soften
their fight for integration and
for equal opportunity — for
that is our fight, too.

But we believe there is a
crying need on the part of the
Negro community as a whole
to make a concerted effort
sincerely to better themselves.
And this effort should be
made hand in hand with their
effort to break down the so-
clal and economic barriers.
These two efforts can and
should be made together.

Do not say, impatiently,
there is no time. Life is long,
and America will be here for

we are gone.
This 1s the time for soul-

searching for all Americans —
from President Kennedy down.

Dead Cows Give No Milk

PROFUMO AND
OPPENHEIMER

No one in his right mind
can condone the conduct of
John Profumo, minister of
war in the Conservative Cab-
inet of British Prime Minister
Harold Macmillan.

One cannot help specuating,
however, about how America’s
vocal “liberal” community,
which professes such shock and
abhorrence at the Profumo af-
fair, might have reacted had
Mr. Profumo been a notable
leftist rather than a Conserva-
tive.

There is some clue to the an-
swer In several stiking par-
allels between the Profumo af-
fair and the equally celebrated
case of atomic scientist J. Ro-
bert Oppenheimer,

The charges against
Profumo were these:

That he maintained as a mis-
tress one Christine Keeler, who
was simultaneously heaping
her favors upon a Soviet in-
telligence agent.

That he lied to the House of
Commons after his relationship
with Miss Keeler.

That this set of circum-
stances, combined with the
secret nature of Mr. Profumo’s
work, constituted a breach of
British security, although
there is no evidence thus far
that Mr. Profumo acually de-
livered any military secrets
into Soviet hands.

The charges against Dr. :Op-
penheimer included these:

That he mainained “at least
one Communist mistress.”

That he lied to a Federal a-
gency about being approached
by a Soviet agent to sell
atomic secrets to the Soviet
agency.

That he consorted with other
known Commuinists in such
a way that the Atomic Com-
mission held it prudent to deny
him access to the mnation’s
atomic secrets.

There, however, the similar-
ity ends.

Mr. Profumo has been driven
from office in disgrace, and the
Profumo affair is regarded as
all but certain to cause ulti-

Mr.,

mate downfall of the Macmil-
lan Conservative government.

Dr. Oppenheimer, by way of
contrast, has been elevated to
the stature of a national mon-
ument in the eyes of America’s
“liberal” community. Last year
he was invited to dine at the
White House, and this year
he received the Atomic Energy
Commission’s $50,000 Fermi
prize,

A!l of which makes one won-
der whether Mr. Profumo’s
orincipal offense was not mor-
al, but political.

HOW BIG IS TEXAS?

Most any school child and
perhaps a few adults can tell
you that Texas is 801 miles
from south to north and 733
miles from east to west. An
even smaller number of peo-
ple might know that the state
land area is composed of 168,-
648,320 acres.

Although it is a rare Texan
who will admit it, Alaska is
bigger in land area but, after
all, that “frozen state” isn’t
even connected directly with
the continental limits. Agri-
culturally speaking, there is
no comparison between the
two — Texas is far in the lead.

In the last year of record,
Texas farmers harvested 21,
735,000 acres of land yielding
59 principal crops. Total farm
value amounted to $1,575,104,-
000.

Through no fault of our own
farmers, this value only rates
second in the United States —
California being in the lead.
California managed to harvest
a smaller acreage of 6,767,000
acres with a production value
of 1,814,752,000.

Texas’' average cash farm in-
come, including both livestock
and crops, is approximately 2.4
billion dollars annually. Gov-
erment payments average
slightly over $100,000,000 a
year and brings the state agri-
cultural income figure to near
$21% billion.

Texas ranks sixth in the
United States in population
with 9,579,677 persons counted
in the 1960 census. Population

Few eradication programs
have produced such prompt
and effective results as the
U. S. Department of Agricul-
ture’s screwworm eradication
plan.

A year ago scientists and
field workers started the “sat-
uration” release of sterilized
files to conquer screwworm
population explosion.

Texas Animal Health Com-
mission reported only 28
screwworm cases confirmed
In a 5-day period — as opposed
to nearly 3,000 cases recorded
during a comparable period
in 1962.

As further encouragement,
the Commission noted that of
last week’s 28 reported cases.
only five were in areas where
the program’s “controls” were
in full effect.

Cows owned by Jerry Hoe-
nig took top honors in the
Cooke County Dairy Herd Im-
provement Association during
the month of July.

One of Hoenig's cows pro-
duced 2,580 pounds of milk
during the month to lead all
others in the Association. The
same cow produced 88 pounds
of butterfat during the month
to lead in that category also.

High butterfat test for the
month was in the Paul Fetsch
herd. Two of his cows pro-
duced butterfat testing 4.1
per cent.

AUGUST 30,
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Only nine cows produced
more than a ton of milk during
the month of July. They are
owned by Hoenig, D&F Dairy,
Richard Frasher, Hi Lo Farms
and Peter Prescher.

During the month of July,
84 cows In the Association
produced more than 50 pounds
of butterfat, with the aver-
age pounds per cow set at 28.
A total of 470 cows were in
milk during the month, and
produced an average of 910
pounds of milk each.

Frasher’s herd produced the
highest average of milk — 1,-
125 pounds each. His herd also

had the highest average of
butterfat — 39.
