comment about Former Gen-
eral Edwin Walker. His popu-
larity seems to be picking up
despite the fact that he has to
run without benefit of a well
oilled and lavishly financed
political machine.

It remains to be seen whether
his apparent gains will be suf-
ficient to pay off at the polls
next Saturday. But for now it
is gratifying at least to see
greater interest in the principles
he stands for.

After all, Walker is the kind
of candidate a big percentage
of Texans have wanted for
years. More than any other
man in the race, he places pro-
per emphasis on the dangers
of communism, pointing out
that our state as well as our
nation faces an urgent need to
recognize the red menace for
what it really is and to muster
all the forces necessary to
stamp it out.

Too many years the nation
has under-rated the dangers
so clearly spelled out in the
red program and so clearly in-
dicated in red gains through-
out the world. We have cause
to be alarmed at the attitude
of our professional politicians
who devote their enérgies to
politics as usual while seeming-
ly unaware of the life or death
issue that should receive their
first attention.

At the beginning of the state
political race it was mentioned
that Walker picked the wrong
field for his activity, that he
should enter national politics,
which is more directly con-
cerned with the global ambi-

tions and shenanigans of the
reds.

In a way that is true, except
for two all important factors.
First, this year has no senatorial
race, which would be the only
method of going to Washing-
ton with state wide endorse-
ment of his program. Second,
his recent experience as a gen-
eral hardly permits an assump-
tion that he could exert suf-
ficient influence there.

He chose rightly in seeking
governorship of our state. He
1s giving all the state an op-
portunity to endorse his pro-
gram. And if he wins he will
be in position to crack down
on the subversive and treason-
able activities of communists
at least within this state.

There’s no denying that the
reds are here. Texas, like every
other state of the union, has
them, scheming and plottting
their fiendish ways to cause
social and ‘economic troubles
and to cripple the country in
case of national emergency.
Walker is asking for a big field
in which to apply his program
of dedicated Americanism. And
the danger is certainly serious
enough to warrant putting him
on the job.

By way of belittling Walker,
some of his opponents and their
supporters like to brush him
off as an extreme rightist.
Their attitude implies that he
goes too far in alerting us to the
menace, that the threat isn’t
actually serious enough to
worry us, so there’s no need for
the public to listen while he
sounds the alarm. In this there
1S tragic evidence of the ef-
fectiveness of anti-anti-com-
munist brainwashing. Too many
people, including candidates
who decline to find fault with
the country’s foreign policies,
would have us believe that all
is well in that regard and the
voters’ only concern is to de-
cide which of the hopefuls will
give them the most benefits for
the fewest tax dollars.

But a brief review of history
ever since World War II proves
that all is not well. This coun-
try’s wishy washy attitude has
helped communists to enslave
hundreds of millions of people
all over the world. The facts
are there, plain for all to see.
The reds have Cuba, only 90
miles from our shore. They are
gaining ground in Mexico, just
across our state border.

With all that evidence of dan-
ger before us, who can say that
Walker’s statements on com-
munism are extreme? Who can
say that his appraisal is less
credible than opinions of those
who ignore the frightening facts
of the past?

Any who are not convinced
on that point should at least
consider which course is safer
in case of a doubt. Over-caution
on this issue seems much bet-
ter than under-caution. And, if
only for the sake of striking a
balance, the state and the na-
tion needs Walker's extreme
concern to offset our alarming
lack of concern.

As for other factors in the
campaign: Few can find fault

This year, according to county
tax collector records, Muenster
has 641 voters with poll tax
receipts and exemptions.

Muenster is one of the few
towns of the county responding
to GOP efforts to establish a
two party system in the state.
However it is assumed that
voter response will be limited,
because people who vote there
lose their chance for a say in
local races, which are invariably
determined by the Democratic
primary.

Because of the two primaries
voters are urged to bring poll
tax receipts or exemptions to
the ballot box. By law the re-
ceipt must be stamped to show
that the bearer has voted, so
that he cannot vote again in the
other party's primary.

The Republican primary for
the North Muenster box will
be held by Joe Kathman at his
home on Elm Street. No Re-
publican box has been specified
for South Muenster.

The Democratic Primary will
be held as usual. North box will
be at the public school, 8 a.m.
to 7 pm. with Joe Luke in
charge. South box will be at
the city park entrance, hours
8 to 7, and Paul Fisher in
charge.

On the ballots, besides the
long list of state, district and
county candidates, is an oppor-
tuntiy for state voters to ex-
press themselves on two hotly
contested current issues; a-
bolishing the poll tax and lega-
lizing pari-mutuel betting.

Despite
repeated warnings from health
and medical authorities, they
continue to eat all they want

more than they need.

The situation created by this
nation-wide practice of over-
eating presents, quite literally,
a grave problem. According to
findings published by the Na-
tional Health Education Com-
mittee, Inc.,, overweight is the
No. 1 factor in predisposing a
person to artieriosclerosis, heart
attack and stroke.

Reinforcing the committee’s
study are facts and figures de-
veloped by the Society of
Actuaries, which analyzed the
survivorship record of ordinary
life insurance policy holders for
a 20-year period. It was found
that, among men 20 percent or
more overweight, mortality
from heart and circulatory di-
seases was 40 percent higher
than among standard risks. And
that’s not all. Excess mortality
in the overweight group topped
50 percent for cerebral hemor-
rhage, 68 percent for digestive

diseases and approximately 75
percent for nephritis,

Certainly a graph plotted
from life insurance statistics
would indicate an alarming ex-
pansion of the national waist-
line — make it wasteline be-
cause, in this case, that's pre-
cisely what it is. It has been
sald before that there is no
better way to expand the life-
line than by reducing the
waistline,

In almost every case, over-
eating i1s a habit. It may be
forged by those years of be-
tween-meal or bedtime snacks.
It may be traced to parental
pleas to “clan up that plate” or
to other causes.

But, whatever the origin, as
a habit, it can be attacked and
changed. And over-eating is
dangerous enouugh in its long-
range effects to deserve an as-
sault. Medical and nutritional
scientists have developed
nutritionally adequate means to
combat excess weight safely
and effectively and it’s high
time more Americans began
the battle seriously.
