ficiated by Father Victor Gillespie, 
OSB, and Father Camillus 
Cooney, OSB.

The Retired Bishop of the Dallas 
Diocese was taken on Monday to 
Cathedral Santuario de Guadalupe 
by McCoy Funeral Home of Muen­
ster to lie in state from 2 p.m. until 
the Rosary was prayed at 6 p.m., 
followed by Mass at 7 p.m. Most 
Reverend Charles Grahmann, 
Bishop of Dallas, was celebrant of 
the Mass. The Dallas Fourth 
Degree Knights of Columbus 
provided the Honor Guard, in full 
regalia.

Bishop Danglmayr was then 
returned to Sacred Heart Church 
by McCoy Funeral Home on 
Tuesday for the Mass of Christian 
Burial at 10:30 a.m. Most

Reverend Thomas Tschoepe, 
Retired Bishop of Dallas, was the 
principal celebrant, assisted by 
Most Reverend Carl 
Pfeifer, Bishop of San Angelo; 
Most Reverend Joseph P. Delaney, 
Bishop of Fort Worth; and Father 
Victor Gillespie, OSB, pastor of 
Sacred Heart Church. A great 
number of clergy gathered in the 
sanctuary and church.

Participating also in the solemn 
funeral liturgy were Father Stephen 
Eckart, OSB, who gave a Reading 
from the Old Testament, and 
Father Robert Wilson, who gave 
the Reading from the New 
Testament.

CCC names new president

A dm in istra to r Dr. Ronnie 
Glasscock will take the reigns as 
the new president of Cooke County
College following his unanimous 
selection by the CCC Board of 
Trustees this week.

Glasscock, 45, is Provost of 
South Plains College in Lubbock, 
where he is chief administrative 
officer and oversees a $3.5 million 
budget. He will replace Luther 
"Bud" Joyner. Joyner, who also 
came to CCC from South Plains 
College, resigned in August after 
six years at CCC to become 
president of Amarillo College.

Glasscock will formally begin 
his duties on Oct. 19. The board 
this week approved Glasscock's 
two-year contract at an annual 
salary of $72,500. Joyner's salary at 
CCC was $70,635. After spending 
more than a month in the selection 
process, which included the 
selection of five finalists and day­
long interviews and visits to the

CCC campus with each candidate, 
trustees announced the decision 
following a 10-minute executive 
session during the board's regular 
meeting. CCC Board Chairman 
Urban Endres said the job was 
offered to Glasscock late last week, 
when he accepted the position. 
Glasscock is expected to visit the 
CCC campus on Thursday, he said.

"The five applicants were so 
strong, it was really a pleasure in 
one respect, but doubly hard to 
make a selection on the other 
hand," Endres said.

Trustee Milton Dixon agreed, 
saying that all five candidates were 
highly qualified, but that Glasscock 
best suited what the college was 
looking for.

Glasscock has had more than 23 
years in classroom experience and 
has held various administrative 
positions.

Augustine Danglmayr was born 
Dec. 11, 1898 on a farm near 
Muenster, to Joseph and Theresia 
(Muck) Dangelmayr, the oldest son 
and the second of eight children. 
He received his early education in 
the Winterfield School, a little one- 
room country school in a pasture 
near his home. His teacher was Er­
nie Huchton who later became 
Mrs. Conrad Fette. Later, he at­
tended Sacred Heart School in 
Muenster.

On Sept. 9, 1912, he entered 
Subiaco College where he pursued 
his studies for eight years. His in­
terests included the college band, 
dramatics, elocution, holding of­
fices in the Sodality, Dramatic 
Club, College Band, Student Cadet 
Corps, the College Newspaper, the 
Classical Course in Foreign and 
Modern Languages and the 
Subiaco Alumni Association. He 
registered for the Selective Service 
DraftonSept. 12,1918.

He earned his Bachelor of Arts 
degree on June 15, 1919, and en­
tered Kenrick Seminary in St. 
Louis, Mo. In 1922, he was sent to 
St. Mary’s Seminary in La Porte, 
Texas to finish his theological 
studies and prepare for ordination.

Ordained to the priesthood on 
June 10, 1922 at Sacred Heart 
Catheral of Dallas by Most 
Reverend Joseph Patrick Lynch, 
D.D. L.L.D., Bishop of Dallas, he 
celebrated his First Mass in Sacred 
Heart Church of Muenster on June 
13,1922. Scarcely a month later, he 
was appointed assistant at the 
Dallas Cathedral and was appoin­
ted Chancellor and Secretary of the 
Cathedral on Nov. 30, 1923. In 
1926, he was appointed Diocesan 
Director of the Society for the 
Propagation of the Faith and 
Diocesan Director of NCWC 
Bureau of Immigration. The same 
year, he was named director of the 
Union of Catholic Youth, of the 
Catholic Nurses Association and of 
the Catholic Young Men’s 
Association of Dallas.

He was invested as Private 
Chamberlain to His Holiness Pope 
Pius XI in December 1934 and was 
promoted to the rank of Domestic 
Prelate in 1937. As Monsignor 
Danglmayr, he received an 
Honorary LL.D. degree from St. 
Edward’s University in Austin. His 
official Coat of Arms indicated 
that the “ e” had been dropped 
from t he spelling of his name.

His assignments and respon­
sibilities in the diocese were many. 
As the health of Bishop Lynch con­
tinued to decline, more and more 
responsibilities were placed on 
Augustine Danglmayr’s shoulders. 
He was actuary of the matrimonial 
court, member of the finance and 
building commission, had charge

Several years ago, when Robert 
Bayer was commissioner of 
Precinct 4, he realized that Copper 
Switch Road had a real problem. It 
had holes, ruts, low spots, and for 
the traffic it handled, drained 
poorly.

The Muenster School District 

will receive about $3,500 when 
some $51,000 in funds are 
distributed from theCookeCounty 
Public Schools Availability Fund. 
With interest rates falling and the 
fund’s 30-year treasury bill 
matured, county commissioners 
recently decided to bust the trust 
that has been trickling interest 
money to the county’s eight school 
districts since before the turn of the 
century.

“ At one time, the fund provided 
a substantial contribution to the 
school districts,” said County 
Judge Ray Russell, who admitted 
he had to do some homework to 
find out what the trust was all 
about. “ Because of inflation con­
tinuing to erode the fund and the 
falling interest rates, it’s just not 
economically worthwhile to con­
tinue,” hesaid.

The trust developed from a law 
passed on Jan. 26, 1839, by the 
Third Congress of the Republic of 
Texas. The law provided for three 
leagues of public land to be given to 
“ each county organized or to be 
organized for the purpose of 
establishing a primary school or 
academy,” according to a thesis 
completed on the history of the

The Congress 
added one additional league to the 
package later.

Cooke County received its first 
two leagues of land, or 8,856 acres, 
in 1861. The land, ironically, was 
located 12 miles northwest of 
Decatur on Big Sandy Creek in 
Wise County. The second portion 
was obtained in 1879 along Elm 
Creek in southeastern Cooke 
County. The idea was to resell the 
land and then place the money in a 
trust for the development of 
schools, Russell said. With a 
variety of political and other delays 
caused by such things as statehood

and the Civil War, Cooke County 
finally sold its first parcel of land in 
1877, a parcel of 139.5 acres to 
J.M. Neeley at a cost of $2.50 per 
acre.

By August 1892, all 17,712 acres 
located in Cooke and Wise counties 
had been resold, and a total of 
$49,000 has been in the trust ever 
since. The interest money has been 
distributed annually to the coun­
ty’s school districts according to 
average daily attendance, Russell 
said. While the Gainesville In­
dependent School District, the 
county’s largest, is due to receive 
$ 1,024 in interest this year from the

to Walnut Bend ISD, the county’s 
smallest district, for $15.46.

Commissioners decided it’s time 
to dissolve the fund and distribute 
the money, which must be used by 
school districts to retire debt or for 
capital improvements. “ They’ll 
make more if they use the money to 
pay some of their debts than draw 
that little dab of interest,” said 
Commissioner Kenneth Alexan­
der.

Russell said he had another

CCAD approves budget with 5% increase
The board, during their regular for the purchase of a mailing

machine and $8,000 to upgrade 
mapping for the appraisal district. 
Fry said there could be an 
additional budget change for 
mapping if the CCAD Board 
chooses to include additional 
mapping for 1993. Most of the 
increase in the collections budget is 
a 5% salary increase for collection 
employees, as well as increases in 
office supplies, unemployment 
insurance premiums and in the 
collections contingency fund. An 
additional $1,000 was added for 
microfilming deed records, Fry 
said.

In other business, the board 
approved a new mileage rate for 
appraisers from 23 to 27.5 cents per 
mile, the same as allowed by 
federal guidelines. The appraisal 
district has three vehicles and four 
appraisers, so the mileage rate will 
apply to one employee, Fry said.

Fry reported that the district is 
awaiting approval of all tax rates 
before sending out tax notices. The 
Callisburg School District is set to 
adopt its tax rate on Monday, which 
is the last county entity to approve 
its rate. The district expects to send 
out 50,000 tax notices this year, 
about 20,000 less than last year 
since vehicle tax has been dropped 
from the tax rolls. The notices are 
expected to be sent out within the 
next three to four weeks.

The district received no bids on 
the sale of its old computer system, 
so the district will try to find a 
buyer, Fry said. The CCAD's 
mapping project is underway, with 
survey lines and some aerials on the 
computer system. Ownership 
mapping is expected to get 
underway some time in October 
when the employee completes 
training, Fry said.

September meeting, also approved 
a $131,420 collections budget, a

The budget will take affect Jan. 1 
unless a majority of county taxing 
entities reject it within 30 days, said 
CCC Chief Appraiser Ross Fry.

of many mission churches, was 
chaplain of orphanages and the 
Good Shepherd Home, was 
chaplain of Ursuline Academy in 
Dallas. He conducted religious in­
struction for adults interested in 
the Catholic faith and was 
credited with the conversion of 
about 60 adults a year.

During the Great Depression, he 
was Catholic representative and 
director of relief. During WW11, he 
was a public member of the 
regional war labor board, headed 
the chancery office including the 
matrimonial court, and 
bookkeeping with the assistance of 
Fathers Gulczynski and Tschoepe. 
In December 1941, Augustine 
Danglmayr was named Vicar 
General of the Dallas Diocese.

On April 26, 1942, His Excellen­
cy the Most Reverend Augustine 
Danglmayr received the episcopal 
consecration as Titular Bishop of 
Olba, and Auxiliary Bishop of 
Diocese of Dallas from the 
Apostlic Delegate to the United 
States, Archbishop Amleto 
Giovanni Cicognani, assisted by 
the Bishop of Dallas and the 
Bishop of Chicago.

On Feb. 26,1954, hewasappoin- 
ted the founding pastor of the new 
St. Monica Church in Dallas, 
where he served until 1962 when he 
retired and moved back to his 
hometown. He often expressed his 
pleasure in his retirement and en­
joyment of lifein thecountry.

Even in earlier years, when he 
could manage a short vacation in 
Muenster, he loved to join his 
brothers working cattle on vast 
ranch properties. Many of his old 
friends and peers recall seeing him 
wearing boots, khakis and a 
favorite old hat. They all loved him 
for his goodness and his “ human­
ness.”

Special celebrations were held to 
mark important jubilees. Bishop 
Danglmayr celebrated his Silver 
Jubilee of Consecration and his 
Golden Jubilee of Consecration. 
On June 10, 1982, he celebrated his 
60th anniversary as a priest and his 
40th anniversary as a bishop, with 
receptions in Dallas and Muenster.

His most recent celebrations 
were in Sacred Heart Church of 
Muenster in June 1992, observing 
his 70th year as a priest and his 50lh 
asa bishop. Many of theclergy who 
attended in June returned in Sep­
tember to honor his memory.

Rebate numbers soar for Muenster
Slate Comptroller John Sharp 

sent a total of S 112.1 million in 
September sales tax rebates to 943 
Texas cities and 106 counties, a 
15.6-percent increase over the 
payments of one year ago.

Locally, sales tax rebate checks 
show improvement over last 
September. Muenster and Valley 
View have shown the greatest 
increase with Muenster’s check of 
$ 10,910.21 growing 85.69 percent 
over September 199 l ’s and Valley 
View’s $3,434.21 in September 
1992 compared to a year ago’s 
SI,782.06, an increase of 92.71 
percent. Muenster’s 1991 amount 
for this month was $5,875.57.

Gainesville and Oak Ridge also 
marked favorable changes. The 
check this September to Gainesville 
was $89,760.30, an increase of 9.10 
percent compared to $82,275.40 
from a year ago. Oak Ridge 
received $3,462.26, up 2.79 percent 
from $3,368.39 last September. 
Lindsay was the only exception. 
Their September 1992 payment was 
down 3.50 percent. It was 
S4,456.24, compared to $4,617.80.

Things look optimistic when 
1992’s payments to date are 
compared to those of 1991 at this 
time. All local cities show an 
increase. Amounts and percent of 
increase are as follows: Muenster, 
$88,075.72, up 2.89 percent; 
Lindsay, $34,934.30, up 4.23 
percent; Gainesville, $908,968.06, 
up 2.04 percent; Valley View, 
$21,474.54, up 20.84 percent; and 
Oak Ridge, $27,074.94, up 5.13 
percent. Total payments to date 
made to Cooke County cities are 
$1,080,527.56.

A surviving spouse may 
use the joint return tax rates 
for two tax years following the 
year of death of the spouse, but 
only if the survivor remains 
unmarried and maintains as his 
home a household that, for the 
entire tax year, is the principal 
place of abode for a son or 
daughter, adopted child, foster 
child, or stepchild who is a 
member of the surviving spouse's 
household and for whom the 
taxpayer is entitled to the 
dependency exemption.

A widow or widower who 
qualifies as a "surviving spouse" 
uses the joint return rate 
schedule or Tax Table and must 
use Form 1040 or 1040A. This 
benefit is afforded a survivor 
only if they were entitled to 
file a joint return with the 
^deceased spouse during the 
letter's lifetime.

A high-fat diet increases the risk o f 
diabetes, a study at the University o f 
Colorado Health Sciences Center, 
Denver, found.

Archery, other seasons begin in October
Dove season has been open for 

almost a month in most of the state 
and many hunters have had the 
opportunity to hunt during an early
teal duck season for the first time in 
several years. The next step in the 
fall chain of hunting events begins 
in October with the archery only 
season for deer and turkey and 
several other game seasons.

The Texas Parks and Wildlife 
Commission approved adding one 
day to the end of the archery deer 
and turkey season, giving bow 
hunters five complete weekends in 
the woods. The season will run Oct. 
1-Nov. 1. This regulation is 
applicable only in 1992.

The commission also clarified 
the rule allowing hunters to possess

both archery equipment and 
firearms in camp or a vehicle 
during the archery only season. It is 
illegal to possess a firearm while 
hunting with a broadhead hunting 
point during the archery only 
season. However, the archery 
hunter may have in camp or in a 
vehicle any firearm that is lawful 
for use in hunting squirrels, 
javelinas or any species other than 
deer or turkey.

Two other seasons begin Oct. 1 
for certain counties in the state. The 
fall squirrel season runs Oct. 1-Jan. 
15 and javelina season is Oct. 1- 
Feb. 28. Check the 1992-93 Texas 
hunting Guide for information on 
which counties allow squirrel and 
javelina hunting by season.

Other hunting seasons with 
October beginnings include:

-Light geese, east of U.S. 81, 
Oct. 31-Feb. 14; light geese, west 
of U.S. 81, Oct. 17-Jan. 31; dark 
geese, Oct. 31-Jan. 17.

-Antelope, Oct 3-11.
-Pheasants, coastal, OcL 31-Feb.

-Quail, OcL 31-Feb. 28. 
-Chachalaca, Oct. 31-Feb. 28. 
-Prairie chickens, Oct. 17-18. 
-Common snipe, Oct. 24-Feb. 7.

• Seek support from family and friends. A buddy 
system is a great technique.

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Farm News
Ten tips for Farm Safety 
Week and all year long

Farm Safety Week provides an 
excellent opportunity each year for 
those involved in agriculture to 
evaluate their safety attitude and 
work habits and rededicate their 
efforts to make each day a safe day 
on the farm

Safety Recommendations
1. Take the time to be safe.

Farming puts a lot of demands on 
everyone’s time. Sometimes, when 
time is tight, experienced 
equipment operators and farm 
workers take shortcuts. Those 
shortcuts can result in accidents 
that harm or kill. Saving a couple of 
minutes is not worth the chance of 
losing a lifetime. Don't be too busy 
to be safe.

2. Just say "no" to children.
Many accidents could be prevented 
by simply keeping kids away from 
farm equipment. Do not permit a 
child to do an adult's job. Even 
when young people become mature 
enough to operate equipment, it's 
vitally important that they be able 
to properly use all of the machine's 
controls and work safely. Be sure 
they receive thorough safety and 
operating instruction. Basic tractor 
and machinery safety courses are 
available from many schools and 
extension offices.

3. Accept no riders. Children 
often plead for rides on equipment. 
Busy farm parents may be tempted 
to give in to these requests so they 
can spend more time with their 
children. Never give in to requests 
for rides from children - no matter 
how much they plead or how great 
the temptation.

4. Teach safety by good 
example. Actions often do speak 
louder than words. Parents need to 
make sure their daily safety 
behavior is consistent with the 
other safety information they 
provide to their children. Children 
will quickly notice when dad and 
mom don't practice what they 
preach.

5 p.m. One big reason is fatigue. 
Working long days and pushing to 
finish before weather conditions 
change take a toll in both physical 
and mental sharpness. If the job 
requires long hours or is done under 
stress, take extra breaks to remain 
physically and mentally alert. A 
few minutes of rest can produce big 
returns in safety and productivity.

6. When working alone, keep 
others informed. If it's necessary 
to work alone, always tell someone 
where you'll be and when you'll 
return - just in case you have an 
accident and need help. A 
significant number of farmers and 
ranchers who were injured while 
working alone would be alive today 
if they had been found sooner.

Make sure equipm ent is in 
p ro p er operating  condition. 
Properly maintained and adjusted 
equipment is an important element 
in a safe and productive operation. 
Before the beginning of the use 
season and periodically during the 
season, inspect each machine 
thoroughly. Look for worn parts 
that may affect the smooth 
operation or reliability of the 
machine and replace or repair as 
required. Replace parts which are 
missing or cannot be properly 
repaired. This includes all shields, 
guards, and safety signs.

8. C a re fu l ly  re a d  th e  
operator's manual. The single best 
source of safety information about 
a machine and instructions for 
servicing and adjusting it for proper 
operation is the operator's manual. 
Study it thoroughly before 
operating a machine and keep it 
handy. If the operator’s manual 
cannot be found, order a new one 
from the equipment dealer.

9. Shut it off before getting off. 
Always disengage the power and 
shut off the engine before working 
on any part of a machine. When 
working with others, make sure 
everyone is clear of the machine 
and in full view before restarting 
the engine.

10. M aintain a strong safety 
attitude. Most experienced farm 
workers and operators know how to 
work safely, but sometimes the 
temptation to take shortcuts and 
ignore safety principles proves too 
great to resist. Unfortunately, this 
momentary lapse in safety 
consciousness can result in injury 
or death. Success in making the 
farm a safer place to work and live 
requires the mental toughness to do 
a job safely every second of every 
day.

County Agent's Report

Ryegrass for pastures
Ryegrass provides an excellent 

forage opportunity during the cool 
season in the North Texas area. 
Pastures throughout the area 
contain ryegrass. However, this 
native ryegrass has little forage 
potential except for the spring 
growing season. Newer varieties 
arc available to producers. Some of 
these include Marshall, TAM 90, 
Gulf, and Tetragold.

Planting
Ryegrass can be planted in 

several ways. One of the older 
methods is to simply broadcast the 
seed on top of existing turf. This 
works fairly well but the denseness 
of this year's turf will prevent the 
ryegrass seed from getting in 
contact with the soil. Drilling 
ryegrass with a conventional grain 
drill works the best. This allows 
producers to accurately seed with a 
known seeding rate and the seed 
comes in contact with the soil. 
Ryegrass is a very small seed and 
therefore, does not need to be 
drilled deeply. Contact with the 
soil, a good rain and cool 
temperatures is all that is needed. 
When drilling, 20 pounds of seed is 
sufficient to get a good stand in a 
pasture. If you plan to broadcast the 
seed, then increase your seeding 
rate by 5 to 10 pounds. Ryegrass 
also works well in a planted 
prepared seed bed. Remember, if 
you plant ryegrass in a field, plan to 
have it for years to come. Do not 
plant it in fields that you expect to

plant in wheat or other small grains 
in the future.

Fertility
Like most cool season annuals, 

ryegrass will need nitrogen 
fertilizer. To avoid fertilizing 
competition from cool season 
pasture grasses, producers should 
wait until after the last killing frost 
in November to fertilize sodded 
seed ryegrass. A November 
application of 50 pounds of actual 
nitrogen will help grazing. Most of 
the forage produced will be 
produced in the spring. Therefore, 
an additional 50 pounds of actual 
nitrogen can be applied in 
February.

Considerations
The growth characteristics of 

ryegrass cause it to produce a 
tremendous amount of forage in the 
spring and on into June. If you have 
a bermudagrass meadow that you 
harvest hay from, you may want to 
avoid ryegrass plantings. The 
ryegrass will compete for nutrients 
and hold back the bermuda growth 
somewhat. Again, don't plant 
ryegrass in fields that you plan to 
use for wheat, oats, or other small 
grains.

The following chart indicates 
forage clippings that were taken 
from the Overton Experiment 
Station during the 1990-91 growing 
season. Overton experienced wet 
growing conditions throughout that 
season. A low temperature of 15 
degrees F. on December 31, 1990, 
resulted in some freeze damage.
