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Last Sunday’s ground break-
ing ceremonies to start construc-
tion on the Muenster Memorial
Hospital was an important e-
vent in the history of our com-
munity. As mentioned in one
of the talks, hospital facilities
rank next to the church and
the school in meeting the es-
sential needs of the people In
its area. In about a year we
will have a beautiful and mo-
dern institution to take care
of our physical requirements
just as we have the other in-
stitutions to take care of spir-
itual an intellectual require-
ments.

Not many towns of our size
are privileged to have such a
wonderful set-up. So we of
Muenster have abundant rea-
son to show greater pride In
our community than we have
ever shown before. Not only
because of the fine new service
made available to ourselves
but also because of the greater
opportunities that will be made
possible by it. If Muenster has
been able to grow and prosper
up to now there can be no
doubt that it will be more able
to do so after this major im-
provement is complete.

Much has already been said
about the advantages of having
a good hospital here. Nearness
is often a vital factor in sick-
ness. Sometimes it can save a
life. More frequently it brings
earlier relief from pain and
permits treatment of sickness
in its earlier stages. Local pa-
tients will get a better break
than they have ever had be-
fore.

Nearness will likewise be a
worth while factor to visitors.
The time and mileage they
will save in seeing loved ones
will count up, eventually go-
ing far toward meeting our
cost in building the hospital.

Another big consideration 1is
the economic value to the com-
munity. We who have been
striving for additional indus-
try will be pleased by the pay-
roll to a sizeable staff of em-
ployees. We who have tried
to attract more trade into town
will be pleased at the increase
of traffic resulting from the
new service.

In addition to all that there
are possibilities resulting from
making this a better town in
which to live. With the ad-
dition of this vital improvement
Muenster will become more at-
tractive to investment capital
than cver before. New business
and new industry has a better
reason to locate here. There's a
good chance that new oppor-
tunities will be created here.

All these factors give us rea-
son for tremendous pride In
our community, the Kkind of
pride that deserves enthusiastic
backing from every one of us.
In addition to the benefits prac-
tically all of us will receive
directly from the hospital’s
service, there is no telling how
many additional benefits will
result from the related possi-
bilities. Without a doubt this
offers much to the future of
Muenster. It's worth far more
than the price we will have to
pay.

While counting the blessings
and glowing with a pride in our
future, let's also give thought
to another matter which can
make our pride complete . .
that is, getting the hospital pald
for. In this respect we might
combine our enthusiasm for
future potential with our pride
in past achievement. Muenster
has long had a reputation for
getting things done. Now’s the
time to live up to that reputa-
tion in a big way and see that
our financial goal 1is either
reached on in sight before the
building is finished.

Let's look at it this way. We
know that sooner or later the
goal will be reached anyway.
But we'll be ever so much
more proud of ourselves if we
can say we finished the job
on schedule.

That's a big undertaking,
we have to admit, but our sat-
1sfaction will be in proportion
to our achievement. Further-
more, it's easily within our abil-
ity if all of the community will
give its enthusiastic support.

One Subject Texas
Can’'t Brag About

WASHINGTON — The crime

rate in Texas is high. Think
not? The proof is in the 1961
crime records of Texas and
Ohio, provided by J. Edgar
Hoover.

Ohio’s population: 9,876,000.
Texas has 9,788,000 people.
Both states have identical met-
ropolitan, small-city and rural
populations.

One major difference — 'it's
easier to buy and carry a gun

in Texas. Look at the record
for 1961:
Murders: Texas had 785 of

them; Ohio had 306.

Rapes: There were
Texas; 554 in Ohio.

Aggravated assults: A

941 1n

total

of 3,066 in Ohio; 10,591 in Tex-
as.

Texas had nearly 3000 more
car thefts than there were in
Ohio, and nearly 4000 more
major thefts of more than $50
apiece. Texas had 21,000 more
burglaries committed than did
Ohio.

Ohio's total crime tally 1is
less than 75 per cent as great
as the total in Texas, even
though murders, burglaries
and auto thefts declined some-
what in Texas, compared to
1960.

There were more rapes last
year in Texas than in 1960 —
more robberies and more ma-
jor thefts.
