A challenge has been issued
to the drys of Texas by Repre-
sentative Red Berry of San
Antonio. He has proposed a
constitutional amendment aimed
at letting the voters In 1964
either approve or abolish
alcoholic beverages over the
whole state.

As it looks from here his all-
or-nothing attitude demon-
strates more feeling than judg-
ment. Doubtess the man has
worked up some enhusiasm on
the issue — to the point of feel-
ing the wets would have a
cinch — and yearns to inflict
total defeat on the drys.

There are lots of people on
both sides of the alcoholic is-
sue who don't go along with
Berry. They're not willing to
give up what they have. Here
at Muenscter, for instance, we
see no sense in risking our wet
status just for the sake of im-
posing our opinion on others.
Other towns, likewise, would
not risk dry status to impose
their opinitons. No matter how
they feel on principle they pre-
fer, for practical reasons, to
leave conditions stand as they
are.

They have the right idea too.
Their way, not Berry's is their
state’s best solution of the wet-
dry issue. Let local option apply
as much as possible, giving
both wets and drys the oppor-
tunity to adopt a regulation of
their own choice. On a state-
wide basis the chances are that
more people will be happy that
way.

But in a strict sense, that is
not the solution. It has mo re-
gard for the right of a wet who
happens to be in a dry area —
or for the principle that the
evil of alcchol is in excessive
drinking, not just taking a
drink. From ,that premise it
follows that prohibition is
wrong in principle and the cor-
rect approach to the alcohol
problem is cracking down on
the people who get out of line,

This subject came up here a
short time ago in relation to
the problem of teen age drink-
mg. A point brought out there,
incidentally, is that anyone old
enough to be drafted to the
armed servicas ought to be old
enough for a drink. We have
to admit that the idea has merit.
It’'s not very consistent to give
a young man adult responsibil-
ity while treating him as a
child.

Nor is it a good idea for
society to assume that young
people are irrasponsible crea-
fures incapable of neasonable
behavior, and must be pro-
tected from the conditions that
cause any misbehavior. A very
prevalent opinion i that a
minor cannot be blamed for
getting drunk. The real villain
is the unscrupulous adult who
allowed him to get the drink.
Also that young delinquents
are t0o be more pitied than
blamed. The real cause was
some unpleasant condition in
present or past life.

All of which may have a
small content of truth but a
much greater content of bunk.
Common sense tells us, and in
his own mind every young per-
son realizes, that misbehavior
of any kind is really a matter
of one’s own choice. The minor
who drinks too many beers and
gets ito trouble has himself
0 blame. The same applies to
a criminal. He did as he chose.
He should have to pay the
penalty, At any rate society

LET'S END THE CUBAN

CRISIS — PERMANTLY!

The controversy over Cuba
s at a high pitch again. The
Kennedy administration 18 once
again being critized for “doing
nothing” about the Soviet build-
up.

The situation 1s . almost
identical to the one just prior
to the November elections. Con-
stant criticism at that time
produced a blockade policy —
one that was never fully car-
nied out, and rthen quickly
called off. This time, of course,
there .are no elections coming
up.

Unfortunately, mo one 1is
proposing a solution. A few
people are calling for an in-
vasion, but most critics are sum-
ply arguing that Cuba 1s a
military threat, and that the
government should “do some-
thing” about it. But what?

We'd like to make some ob-
cservations and suggestions 1in
that regard. [First, Cuba is not
the cause of our problems —
it 15 just one more effect.
Psychologically it is depressing
— because for two years, our
government has guaranteed
that we'd never tolerate a
military base in Latin America.
Now our inaction makes us
look ridiculcus.

But outside from the emarrass-
ment, Cuba I no more, Mor-
less, dangerous than any Com-
muist base which is very
dangerous. We should realize
that and start treating the core
of the disease — instead of the
latest symptom.

Let's recognize first of all
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that this latest threat hasn’t
changed the enemy, our pro-
blem, or the solution. No matter
what happens — whether the
Soviets increase or decrease
their troops’ in Cuba — our
70b 1s the same.

Once we realize that, we
can “do something” about Cuba.
We can use it as the turning
point in the war, the spring-
board from which to take the
offensive and start rolling back
the Communist tide. We sug-
gest:

1. The President should an-
nounce that we’'ll now back
up our pledge to keep Soviet
bases out of the hemisphere.

2. He should state that hence-
forth we will withdraw diplo-
matic relations, foreign aid, and
trade from any country that
continues to trade with, recog-
nize, or &id the Communist
government of Cuba.

3. To back up this policy,
our Navy will intercept any
ships headed for Cuba — re-
gardless of the cargo. This iIs
an act of self-defense — as
the Communists have already
initiated force against us, by
expropriating American pro-
perty and holding American
prisoners m Cuba.

Khrushchev will then be
forced to make a decision. He
knows — better than we do —
that the Communist govern-
ments cannot survive without
our help. He'll have to make
a choice: either he lets go of
Cuba or his own government
will collapse — which 1is cer-

tain if he loses contact with
the U. S.
Within six months, Castro

would be out. We can then use
this as the precedent to push
onward — icolating all Com-
munist countnies, with the same
inevitable resuit.

Yes, we should “do some-
thing” about Cuba. We should
make it the first great offensive
for freedom. By applying the
normal pressure we have his-
torically wused against any
enemy, we can and should end
the Cuban crisis — perman-
ently.

invoking the procedure previously
adopted by the city council of the
city of Muenster and the pro-
visions of Article 1105b of the re-
vised civil statutes of Texas deter-
mining that a part of the cosis
shall be borne by the City and that
a part of the costs shall be borne
by the abuuln? properties and the
owners thereof, providing for the
assessment of the portion of the
cosis 1o be born bY property
owners, and for the {fixing of a
lien 1o secure payment of such
assessments, siating the time and
manner proposed for payment of
all such costs, directing the city
secretary fto cause a notice of the
enaciment of this ordinance to be
filed in the lien, mortgage or
deed records of Cooke County,
Texas and declaring an emergency.

Be it ordained by the city council
of the city of Muenster:

SECTION I. That a necessity
exists for the permanent improve-
ment of those street or portions of
public streets herein listed, by ex-
cavating, grading and paving the
same, by the installation of drain-
age facilities therein, and by con-
struction of curbs and gutters
where adequate curbs and gutters
are not now in place, and such im-
provements are hereby ordered,
the public streets and portions
thereof to be so improved being
designated by Street Units are
as follows:

UNIT No. 1. On PECAN STREET,
from the boundary line of Divi-
sion Street to Seventh Street, and
continuing on Seventh Street to
connect with the existing pave-
ment now on said Seventh Street,

UNIT No. 2. On OAK STREET,
from the boundary line of Division
Street to Sixth Street.

UNIT No. 3. On SIXTH STREET,
from the boundary line of Hickory
Street extending West to Walnut
Street, and from the boundary line
of Main Street to Elm Street.

UNIT No. 4. On FIRST STREET,
from the boundary line of Main
Street to Syvcamore Street.

Unit No. 5§ On THIRD STREET.
from the boundary line of Mapel
Street to Sycamore Street.

UNIT No. 6 On FOURTH STREET.
from the boundary line of Mapel
Street to Sycamore Street.

UNIT No. 7. On FIFTH STREET.
from the boundary line of Mapel
Street to Hickory Street.

UNIT No. 8. On SYCAMORE
STREET. from the boundarv line
of Division Street to Fourth
Street.

UNIT No. 9. On CEDAR STREET,
from the boundary line of Fourth
Street to Fifth Street.

UNIT No. 10. On MAPEL STREET
from the boundary line of Third
Street to Ninth Street.

UNIT  No. 11. On EIGHTH
STREET, from the boundary line
of Mapel Street to Main Street.

UNIT .12. On ELM STREET,
from the boundary line of Third
Street to Seventh Street.

SECTION 2: Each of said street
units shall be paved with one of
the followineg types of pavement:

Streets will be paved from curb
to curb, curbs and gutters will be
constructed where none now exist,
and necessary drainage facilities
will be installed. In instances where
there i1s now some existing pave-
ments . which may be adequate,
such pavement, if possible, will not
be removed, but repaired and/or
resurfaced. All proper grading and
proper base and all other necessary
work and materials will be done
upon said street units in order to
effect a good and sufficient pav-
ing, from curb to curb, and the
plans and specifications for said
improvements, heretofore prepared
by the City and/or its agents and
now on file with the City Council
are hereby in all things approved.

SECTION 3. The City Water and
Sewer Superintendent and/or the
City Secretarv is hereby author-
izrd and directed to advertise for
hids for the improvement work
herein described, the advertising
receiving and opening of such bids
to be handled in a manner pre-
scribed by law. Upon the receipt
and opening of the bids for such
improvement work, the said Wa-
ter and Sewer Superintendent and /
or City Secretary is directed to
prepare and file with the City
Council an estimate of the total
cost of the improvements hereint
ordered and the total amount of
the part of the costs thereof to
be paid by the City of Muenster
in accordance with the provisions
outlined in Article 1105b, Revised
Civil Statutes of Texas, and in
accordance with the instructions
given by the City Council.

SECTION 4. The City Council of
the Citvy of Muenster deems it
advisable and hereby determines
to proceed under and in the ex-
ercise of the powers, terms and
provisions of Chapter 106, Acts of
the First Called Session' of the 40th
Legislature of Texas, being, Art.

SECTION 5. The cost of said im-

provements shall "be paid as fol-
lows:
a. The City shall pay the cost of
surveving the proper boundary
lines of said streets and shall take
care of drainage installations,
whereever located and some of
the base preparation and paving,
within street and alley intersec-
tions, and not less than 20 percent
of the cost of excavation, base, pre-
paration and paving of all other
nortions of street units involved.
The remaining cost of all such im-
provements shall be paid by the
property abutting said street units
and the owners thereof.

b. The City shall pay its part of
the work on the various street units
on completion of the work, after
same is inspected and approved
by the City. The City shall pro-
ceed to accept bids and/or make
provisions for all the necessary
work required to be done on said
improvements, and the pro rata
share to be paid by the abutting
property and the owners thereof
shall be submiited a statement
showing the portion due on the
said pro rata basis.

¢. The remaining and pro rata
share of costs of such 1mprove-
ments shall be assessed against the
respective abutting properties and
the real and true owners thereof in
accordance with Article 1105b and
other regulations pretaining to
said improvements. No assessments
shall be made against anyv abutting
property or the real and true owner
thereof for costs in excess of the
benefits to such property in en-
hances value thereof by means of
such improvements., The amounts
of such assessments shall constitute
a first and prior lien upon all such
properties and a personal liability
of the true and real owners there-
of, whether correctly named or not,
and shall be pavable as follows:

When the improvements herein
ordered for any street herein de-
signated have been completed and
accepted by the City of Muenster,
the amount of the assessment a-
gainst each property abutting
thereon and the real and true
owners therof shall be and be-
come payvable in full, In the event
any abutting property or the real
and true owners thereof desire to
liguidate the assessment obliga-
tion in installments they may do
so, after receiving a statement of
the cost from the City, by signing
an agreement to pay the same in
not more than twelve monthly in-
stallments and payving interest
thereon at the rate of five per
cent. Such installments to be made
to the City Treasurer each month,

same matures, then, at the option
of the holder of said lien, the
entire amount of the assessment
upon which default is made to-
gether with reasonable attorney’s
fees and all collection costs In-
curred, shall be and become im-
mediately due and payvable, and
subject to execution as the law
provides.

SECTION 6. The construction and
installation of the improvements
herein ordered in each street unit

The assessments to be
levied for the improvements in
each such street unit shall be
separate and distinct from the
assessment to be levied in every

sidered, all as fully and to the
same extent as if separate con-
tracts were executed and separ-
ate proceedings had. with refer-
ence to each such street unit or
portion of street.
