
Suppose our forefathers, who
went to war over the principle 
of taxation without representa­
tion, had foreseen the tax poli­
cies that were destined to de­
velop in this generation, would 
they have revolted against 
Great Britain?

Obviously that question can’t 
be answered. But it is certain 
that all of them would have 
been horrified by a preview of 
what is happening to us. The 
tribute demanded by England 
was peanuts compared with that 
now paid to the bureaucracy 
of Washington.

As old timers will recall, in­
come tax started as a low per­
centage tax on people with big 
incomes. Few could find fault 
with it then because nobody 
was hurt. But money hungry 
do-gooders could not let it go 
at that. They needed more 
funds for their socialistic wel­
fare schemes so they adopted a 
three pronged attack of con­
fiscation. They raised rates, 
they reduced deductions, and 
they encouraged inflation to in­
crease dollar income and there­
by make a bigger part of each 
person’s income subject to the 
tax bite.

For many years also they ob­
served the old custom of re­
quiring tax payment at the end 
of the year it was due. Then 
scheming spenders figured out 
that a pay-as-you-go schedule 
would temporarily increase the 
flow of revenue, giving them 
a fatter fund to draw from. 
Within a few years all tax­
payers had been put on that 
schedule and the bureaucrats 
in effect had gained the income 
of an extra year to finance their 
squandering.

They used psychology to ad­
vantage also. By means of the 
withholding scheme they took 
income that the earners had 
never seen, hence was less 
painful for them to give up. 
They’ve done an effective job 
of that, too. They’ve taught peo­
ple to regard only take-home 
pay as their wages, not the a- 
mount they actually earn. But 
the method, though less pain­
ful, is still confiscatory.

Social Security likewise
started small and has since 
grown to a big burden. And 
now there’s an effort under 
way to increase it further in 
order to support a partial plan 
of socialized medicine . . .  to 
be expanded to a full plan, of 
course, if the other can be put 
over. All that despite the fact 
that most people already have 
voluntary plans of health in­
surance, and also that socialized 
medicine has already been 
proved a dismal failure in other 
countries.

And now comes another
scheme for tapping the public. 
That is, another version of the 
withholding scheme to tax 
dividends at their source, leav­
ing each person with what is 
left after the infernal revenue 
collector makes his grab.

At first glance that does not 
seem so bad. Payment might as 
wrell be made sooner as later. 
But a second glance shows the 
unfairness and the added bur­
den imposed by the scheme.

It's generally known that a
sizeable percentage of invest­
ments are held by people of 
modest means to provide extra 
income in their old age. And 
the total income of those peo­
ple, including dividends, is not 
large enough to make them 
subject to income tax.

But according to this scheme 
the Internal Revenue Service 
would take its specified per­
centage of tax from the com­
pany paying the dividend and 
the stockholder’s dividend would 
he proportionately less. That 
imposes on old folks the extra 
work of filing for a refund. 
They have to assume the re­
sponsibility, and probably pay 
for having the report prepared, 
to claim money which was 
theirs in the first place. Is there 
any justice in that?

There are still other problems
related to this asinine brain­
storm. Since no firm can know 
the tax bracket of each stock­
holder, it is obvious that there 
is no way to make the correct 
tax deduction on each one’s div­
idend. The only way would be 
to apply one rate to the com­
pany’s entire dividend and ex­
pect each stockholder to make 
the adjustment on his own in­
come tax return. What a mejs! 
Besides all the work it imposes 
on the people concerned it would 
require the addition of thous­
ands of employees in the tax 
department to do the extra 
paper work.

The only way to avoid all 
that etxra work and expense 
is to collect a tax on all div-

He classified ani­
mals on excellence rather fhan 
competitively and awarded rib­
bons accordingly, and also 
selected grand and reserve 
champion in each class.

Best group was the dairy 
heifers, in which Tommy Bayer 
had the grand champion and 
Donny Fisher had reserve 
champion.

The fat steer class had only 
one entry, Roy Hartman’s, and 
it was judged good enough for 
a grand champ rating.

Feeder calves had six entries, 
one of which was rated good 
enough for a blue ribbon but 
not good enough for grand 
champ, hence no champ rib­
bons were given in that class.

Other awards on cattle were 
blue ribbons on Robert Kle- 
ment’s dairy cow and Weldon 
Vogel’s beef breeding heifer.

Donny Fisher’s entries domi­
nated the hog show. He had 
both champ and reserve barrows 
and the grand champ sow. Roy 
Monday had reserve champ 
sow.

Mark Heilman’s sheep got all 
the top awards, both grand and 
reserve champ in fat lambs, 
ewes and rams.

Eleven of those animals will 
also be shown in the Cooke 
County Fat Stock Show Friday. 
Donny Fisher will have five 
barrows, Mark Heilman two fat 
lambs, David Vogel two fat 
lambs, Jimmy Vogel one fat 
lamb, and Roy Hartman one 
fat steer.

Muenster 4-H boys are also 
expected to take several ani­
mals to the county stock show.

Tour in Spain Is 
Memorable Event 
For Local Airman

Writing from Spain where he 
is stationed at Zaragosa with 
the Air Force, Airman Lloyd 
Klement tells of interesting 
sight-seeing in connection with 
a tour made by the Spanish class 
of which he is a member. He 
wrote his parents, the Ray Kle- 
ments, some of the highlights 
of the day’s tour on March 27.

Principal places visited were 
an art museum, principally 
paintings, and two churches . . .  
enormous buildings. Outstand­
ing at the Basilica of El Pilar 
is a statue of the Blessed Vir­
gin with a jeweled crown and 
a huge halo of gold and silver 
and jewels. The silver section 
alone contains over 2000 dia­
monds, not counting rubies, 
emeralds, etc. Also seen here 
was a chasuble, priest’s vest­
ment, with over 32,000 natural 
pearls embroidered in it. This 
particular church has some 20 
different altars.

Completely fascinating here 
also is a collection of precious 
jewels . . . millions upon mil­
lion of dollars worth glittering 
inside glass cases. Most of these 
were donated during the rule 
of the monarchies.

Picture taking is prohibited 
but Lloyd sent a colored pic­
ture postcard of the statue.

The other church Templo 
de la Seo was formerly a 
Mosque when the Moham- 
mendans had control of the 
city. It still has two holes in 
the roof — somewhat patched 
up where two bombs fell com­
pletely through during world 
war II but failed to explode. 
Both bombs are on display.

The main feature of this 
church is its tapestry, rated a- 
mong the best in the world, 
dating back to the 13 century, 
and telling the story of Christ’s 
passion and death.

In the museum, along with 
the paintings, are mosaics made 
in the area before the time of 
Christ.

The tour was especially in­
teresting because the Spanish 
professor was a guide for the 
class and is as well versed in 
history as in Spanish.

Here in the Muenster-Saint 

Jo area of the Upper Elm-Red 
Soil Conservation District the 
right season for seeding or sod­
ding of grasses has all but ended.

Personnel of the SCS note 
that adequate moisture is now 
in the ground and some of the 
plantings which were made 
early are already sprouting. 
Many of these plantings will 
produce some grazing before 
frost and if used properly will

be even better next year.
Both time and money were 

necessary to establish this grass 
but many farmers will over­
look this fact and will severely 
over-graze their struggling 
strands of green. The result will 
be an even poorer stand of 
grass next year and the land 
owner will be apt to tell his 
neighbor what "sorry grass” he 
planted. For pastures to stay 
vigorous and give greatest re­
turn, good pasture management 
is essential.

The key to good pasture 
management is man. It is he 
who opens and closes the gates.

Proper use of grasses, which 
means leaving a part of the 
green, leafy plant above ground, 
may be obtained in several 
ways:

1 — Take some and leave

some. On tame pastures this 
is determined by inches; on na­
tive grasses by weight. Take 
half, leave half. Local SCS per­
sonnel can assist in determining 
the amount.

2 — Rotate grazing or change 
pastures at regular intervals. 
This is done when grass reaches 
a predetermined heighth. Na­
tive grass needs a three-month 
rest each year and should be 
allowed to make a seed crop 
every third year.

3 — Weed control. It takes 
more water to produce a pound 
of weeds than it does to grow 
a pound of grass. Use a rotary 
mower or chemicals. Native 
grasses should not be mowed

after July 15.
4 — Use legumes in tame 

pastures to improve the soil 
and give additional grazing. 
Legumes must have p rosper­
ous and potassium and must be 
innoculated.

4 — Fertilize . . . more econ­
omically on tame pastures 
than on native grasses.

5 — Provide adequate water 
in each pasture.

6 — Feed salt and minerals. 
Locate approximately one half 
mile from water for best dis­
tribution of grazing.

For further information on 
management of grasses farmers 
and ranchers are invited to con­
tact the local SCS personnel.
