J. E. Swirczynski 
Former Resident 
Dies In Oklahoma

Funeral services were held 
on August 3 in Our Lady’s 
cathedral in Oklahoma City for 
Julius E. Swirczynski, 87. who 
passed away on Monday after 
being ill a year with a heart 
ailment and with cancer. He 
was the brother of Joe Swir­
czynski and Mrs. Bob Yosten 
of this city. They attended the 
funeral.

The deceased was a resident 
of Muenster from 1890 to 1895. 
He was born in Danzig and 
came to the United States when 
he was 12 years old. settling 
with his parents in Nebraska. 
He married Rosalie Maciejew- 
ski in 1882. The two families 
had come to America together 
on the Norma, an old sailing 
vessel, and although they mo­
ved to many different towns 
they always stayed together.

The Swirczynskis had lived 
in Oklahoma City since leaving 
Muenster.

Mrs. Swirczynski died in 
1928, about the time her hus­
band retired from active busi­
ness. They were the parents of 
10 children, all of whom sur­
vive.

In addition to his brother and 
sister from this city there is 
one other brother. John, of Ok­
lahoma City, and three sisters. 
Sisters Ruperta and Angelina 
of Grand Island. Neb., and Sis 
ter Ladislaus qf Columbus. Neb.

Muenster W ill Be 
Fogged With DDT  
In About 10 Days

Muenster will get its second 
dousing with DDT in about ten 
days. The city council made 
this decision at its regular 
monthly meeting Monday night. 
The fog' machine belonging to 
the city of Gainesville will 
again do the work. The first 
fogging took place on August 
first.

The council asks that in the 
meantime Muenster residents 
clear their alleys of weeds, rub 
bish and trash to obtain full 
benefit from the DDT spray. 
They’d like to have the mach­
ine make a run through the 
alleys if possible.

In the interest of health and 
sanitation, and still concerned 
over the prevalence of polio 
the council is anxious to dos 
troy the breeding places of 
flies, mosquitoes and other pests 
that might carry polio and oth­
er warm weather infection. They 
believe another spray job will 
do the work for this summer.

The city’s only cost for fog­
ging is the spraying solution 
which consists of a 8 to 1 mix­
ture of diesel fuel oil and DDT. 
Gainesville furnishes the ma­
chine and an operator free of 
charge.

Dairymen Inspect 
Dairy Breeding 
Farm At Dallas

A group of ' Muenster and 
Gainesville dairymen and bus­
inessmen spent Tuesday in Dal­
las at the North Texas . Artifi­
cial Breeding Farm making a 
tour of the plant in an effort to 
become better acquainted with 
modern methods. Accompany 
ing the group were County 
Agent B. T. Haws and Voca 
ticnal Agriculture Instructor 
Hugh Barnhart.

Dr. David Smokier, techni­
cian. personally conducted the 
tour and lecturpd to the men 
as they made their rounls.

The men were impressed by 
the efficiency of the breeding 
program as indicated by high 
average production and by the 
increasing percentage of uni­
form high producing cows. The 
proved-sire system of breeding 
has demonstrated its worth ns 
a sound- method of improving 
the efficiency of dairy herds, 
and the Cooke county . DHIA 
members have indicated that 
they would like to make ar­
rangements to have this service 
available to county dairvmen. 
It can be done if enough are 
interested.

Those who wish further in­
formation are asked to write 
to the county agent.

Council Appeals 
For Bus Stop

Muenster may get a bus stop.
Members of the city council, 

discussing the situation at 
their meeting Monday night, 
decided to appeal to the trail- 
way’s headquarters to make 
this city a regular stopping 
place and to make arrange­
ments for a depot.

Busses have not stopped in 
Muenster. without flagging, for 
about a year. This causes in­
convenience to patrons who 
ride the bus and to business­
men who use it for small pack­
age shipping. Packages now 
routed to Muenster are left at 
Gainesville and have to he 
picked up there.

Notes On S o il 
Conservation

Tony KIcment is building 
small channel type terraces 
with his disc breaking plow. He 
uses the island method and is 
building the terraces in 21 
rounds. The terraces outlet on­
to a waterway that he sodded In 
the spring of 1914. This grassed 
waterway has born kept free 
of Johnson grass and weeds and 
the Bermuda grass has made a 
good turf.

Eugene Klement is starting 
terracing on his farm. The ter­
races that have l>oon staked off 
carry water to a pasture., He 
will build his terraces on the 
samp pattern Tony Klomont is 
using. The island method gives 
a long hack slope and a wide 
water channel.

John Hess has started build­
ing additional terraces on his 
farm northeast of the city.

Don Cooke left part of his 
meadow for seed production last 
vear. It did not produce enough 
seed to justifv harvesting but 
he does not think he lost any­
thing. This plot benefitted from 
the extra growth and grass 
mulch that was produced and 
the forage produced this year 
was much better than that pro­
duced on the plot and baled off 
last vear.

Thomas Sicking’* 
Herd Leads County 
For Month of July n

Thomas Sicking’s herd of 26 
Terseys and Holsteins was the 
top producing herd in the Cooke 
County Dairy Herd Improve­
ment association for the month 
-»f July according to the assoc­
iation’s monthly report releas­
ed this week. Paul Fisher’s 
herd of 17 Jerseys and Guer­
nseys took third place honors. 
Frazer Bros, herd of 21 Jerseys 
was second.

Sinking's herd averaged 754 
oounds of milk with a test of 
1 and a hutterfat average of 
29.8 pounds. Fisher’s herd av­
eraged 684 pounds of milk 
testing 4.1 and having a but- 
terfnt content of 28.2.

Fourteen member herds were 
tested. Total number of cows 
in milk was 245 of which 31 
nroduced 40 pounds of butter- 
fat or over. Of these 31 cows 
Muenster dairymen own 14.

Muenster members and num­
ber of cows producing 40 or 
more pounds of biitterfat fnr 
the month are: Thomas Sick-

Leo Haverkamp’* 
Truck, Machinery 
Destroyed by Fire

Leo Haverkamp lost a clean­
out machine and a truck in a 
fire of undetermined origin 
early Monday morning. The 
truck and machinery had tur­
ned over in a ditch late Sun­
day afternoon after the truck 
failed to make a curve south 
of Muenster, near George Geh­
rig’s farm.

Herbert Russell, driver of the 
truck and %its only occupant, 
was not seriously injured when 
the heavy machinery turned 
over after the brakes failed and 
plunged it into a ditch. He 
caught a ride to town, had a 
gash on his hand stitched and 
reported the accident to Hav­
erkamp.

Haverkamp went to the scene 
to check the damage to equip­
ment and then made arrange­
ments to have it brought to 
town the next day. He did not 
learn ol the fire until about 6 
o’clock the following morning.

The only report of the fire 
reaching Muenster was thro­
ugh J. D. Hott at about 3 a.m. 
Monday when the blaze was 
already in its final stages. He 
notified the local telephone 
operator, who in turn called 
J. W. Fisher. Fisher took the 
city’s little fire fighter to th-? 
scene but it was too late. Only 
the tires were still burning.

How the fire started and why 
no one saw the blaze earlier 
still remains a mystery. The 
loss was partially covered by 
Insurance.

Plans are progressing favoi- 
ably for early construction 
work on the Farm to Market 
road south of Muenster and the 
paving of the section of Main 
street from Division street to 
the south city limits.

proval of plans and the city 
council’s authorization for con­
struction in the city limits.

Preliminary work is sched­
uled for the latter part of this 
month, according to Simpson’s 
estimates. Right-of ways have 
been secured and surveying is 
almost complete. Contract will 
be let about the middle of 
September. The gravel surface 
will be allowed to pack during 
the winter and the pavement 
topping will await warm wea 
ther next year.

South Main from the high­
way to the Katy tracks will re­
ceive curb to curb work and 
the road south to the Linn four 
corners will be the regular FM 
width.

65, died 
suddenly of a heart attack at 
his home Wednesday night at 
about 9 o’clock.

Mr. Walterscheid was born in 
Carroll, Iowa, on Dec. 4, 1883, 
a son of Conrad and Eva W al­
terscheid, and came to Muen­
ster with them in 1890. shortly 
after this colony was founded. 
He had lived here ever since. 
He farmed until about 15 years 
ago and since then had engag­
ed in carpentering.

He married Miss Catherine 
Haverkamp on Nov. 26, 1907.

In April, last year, he built 
a new home in the west part of 
the city.

John Hacker 
and James Eckart and Miss 
Dorothy Mae Walterscheid of 
Muenster and Sister Thomasina 
of Jonesboro; five sons, A l­
phonse. Andrew, Norbert, Ray­
mond and Henry, all of Muen­
ster; 18 grandchildren and fwo 
brothers. Joe and August W al­
terscheid of Muenster.

WASHINGTON, D. C., Aug. 6, 
1949 — The biggest sensation 
this week was occasioned by 
the release of the so-called 
China White Paper. This is a 
one thousand page book, pub­
lished by the State Department, 
seeking to explain our policy in 
China. This White Paper will 
be the subject of bitter debate 
here and abroad for years to 
come. In money and military 
equipment we have spent sev­
eral billions of dollars trying 
to bolster democratic forces in 
China, and trying to save them 
from Communist domination. 
An editorial in the Scripps- 
Howard Newspapers blames Gen­
eral George C. Marshall for the 
Chinese debacle. This editorial 
claims that th e  Nationalist 
Government, under Genralissi 
mo Chiang Kia-shek, the so- 
called democratic forces of Chi­
na, were winning the civil war 
against the Communists until 
General Marshall's trip over 
there, and until we stopped 
sending them tremendous quan­
tities of military equipment. It 
was General Marshall who 
came back and reported that 
our aid was being dissipated, 
that much of our military e- 
quipment was being delivered 
to and used by the Commies, 
and that the Nationalist Gov 
ernment was corrupt to the core 
Our State Department, headed 
hy Mr. Dean Acheson, now con­
tends that to effectively aid 
the Chinese Democrats In * their 
war against the Chinese Com­
mies would cost more billions 
of dollars and require the ser 
vices of American military per­
sonnel. and might even then 
he unsuccessful. In other words 
the official position of our gov­
ernment is that the gamble is 
not worth taking. We have con­
cluded that we have no real 
alternative other than to let 
China stew in her own iulre. so 
to sneak. Admittedlv the Chin­
ese must suffer individually 
and collectively from a lack 
of ideals and Integrity. “Th*’ 
wages of sin is death."

Hypocrisy, duplicity, and a 
lack of honesty can and will

destroy any people, however 
rich or powerful they may be. 
Our own hands are not entire­
ly clean, and we should take 
warning.

Within -the next few weeks 
the political demagogues of our 
country will again undertake 
to pass through the Congress 
the so-called Fair Employment 
Practices Commission, the FEPC. 
A bill by -New York’s Negro 
Congressman, Adam C. Powell, 
is now ready for high-pressur­
ing through the Congress. The 
Administration h as  already 
sought through executive order 
to impose FEPC upon the Armed 
Forces of the country. Segrega­
tion in the Armed Forces has 
been eliminated by order of the 
President. This order is doing 
great harm to the morale of the 
Armed Forces and to their e f­
fective administration.

Recently the Department of 
Interior sought to abolish seg­
regation in some of the swim­
ming pools of Washington. Riots 
and trouble ensued, and such 
swimming pools have now beer 
closed. A friend of mine from 
Birmingham, Alabama reports 
that an Armed Services dance 
in that city was recently attend 
•'d by two Negro couples. The 
Negro couples had a right to go 
under the President’s order. The 
several hundred White couples 
immediately abandoned th e  
hall, and the orchestra was 
compelled to play all evening 
for two Negro couples. Just last 
week at a Naval Officers din­
ner dance here in Washington 
* Negro Naval Officer came to 
the party with a White girl 
They were given wide berth at 
this social affair and almost 
broke up the affair^

The proposal to spend a bil- 
’ ion and a half dollars furnish­
ing arms and military equip 
•nent to European nations is en­
gendering bitter debate. Op­
ponents contend with great log- 
lc that when we signed the 
North Atlantic Pact we under­
wrote the security of European 
''ountries outside the iron cur­
tain. that through the Marshall 
^lan we have been feeding these 
oeople and have been rebuild­
ing their factories. Opponents 
ooint out that this equipment 
would he obsolete and worn 
out in the event of war, and 
that it is unneoessarv for the

training of European soldiers. 
They further point out the dan 
ger that such equipment might 
fall into the hands of the Com 
mies in Europe, as it did in 
China.

The House this week passed 
the Harris Bill, amending the 
Natural Gas Act. This bill seeks 
to keep the Federal Power Com 
mission from controlling the 
production of gas within States. 
It largely restricts the authori­
ty of the Federal Power Com­
mission to interstate traffic.

This week th e  House also 
passed a cotton allotment bill. 
This bill gives the Department 
of Agriculture authority to a l­
lot and restrict cotton acreage.

The bill is deemed necessary If 
the Government is to support 
the price of cotton. For a num­
ber of years our cotton acreage 
has averaged a little over 29 
million acres. This year cotton 
acreage amounts to 26 million 
acres. Under existing law the 
Secretary of Agriculture could 
not reduce cotton acreage for 
1950 below 27.fS00.000 acres. The 
bill just passed reduces this 
amount to 21 million acres lit 
1950, and allows a still further 
reduction in 1951 If the same 
becomes necessary.

A  Spider In The Paper

Many years ago Mark Twain 
was editor of a small-town 
newspaper. A reader wrote in 
saying that he had found a 
spider in his paper, and wanted 
to know if that was an omen 
of good or bad luck. Mark 
Twain answered: "Finding a 
spider is neither good nor bad 
luck. The spider was merely 
looking over our paper to see 
which merchant was not ad­
vertising so he could go to that 
store, spin his web across the 
door and lead a life of undis­
turbed peace ever afterward."

Retailing has come a long 
way since those days, and the 
art of advertising has under­
gone great development. And 
advertising, hy stores or any 
other kind of business, is a 
typical outgrowth of the com­
petitive system. It is fhe best 
possible means of reaching the 
people who want goods and ser­
vices. of urging the merits of 
one brand as against another,

and of encouraging the con­
sumer to go to some particular 
retail outlet. That It benefits 
the consumer goes without say­
ing. No storekeeper could long 
charge an excessive price with 
the same or an equivalent pro­
duct at a lower price. And de­
ceptive advertising always de­
feats its own purpose. The wise 
merchant advertises aggressive­
ly, but he bases his story on 
appeal, not fiction.

Salesmanship is a driving 
force in keeping the American 
economy running. Advertising 
is the heart of It.

HOUSE JOINT 
■"RESOLUTION NO. 15

Proposing an amendment to 
the Constitution of the State of 
Texas by adding a new Section 
to be known as Section 48-b, 
authorizing the Legislature to 
provide for the establishment of 
health units, and authorizing a 
tax in support thereof.

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE 
LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE 
OF TEXAS:

Section 1. That the Constitution 
of the State of Texas be and the 
same is hereby amended, by add­
ing a new section to Article III 
of said Constitution to be desig­
nated Section 48-b, reading as 
follows:

"Section 48-br. The Legislature 
shall have the authority to pro­
vide for the organization of 
county-city health unit* and the 
operation thereof and to author­
ize counties and cities to pro­
vide a tax of not to exceed twen­
ty cents (20c) on the One Hun­
dred Dollar ($100) valuation of 
taxable property in counties and 
cities for the purpose of financing 
the said county-city health units;

Members of the State 
Senate and House of Representa­
tives shall receive from the State 
Treasury an annual salary of 
Three Thousand Six Hundred Dol­
lars ($3600), to be paid in mon­
thly Installments on the first of 
each month.

Constitution of the State of 
Texas.

Sec. 3. The Governor of the 
State of Texas shall Issue the 
necessary proclamation for said 
election and have the same pub­
lished as required by the Con­
stitution and laws of this state.

Section 4. The sum of Five 
Thousand ($5,000.00) Dollars, or 
so much thereof as may be neces­
sary, is hereby appropriated out 
of any funds in the Treasury of 
the state not otherwise approp­
riated, to pay the expenses of 
such publication and election.

Pre-school Check-up 
Important In Getting 
Child Ready fo r  School

AUSTIN. — The month of Sep­
tember brings a return of 
school days, and thousands of 
Texas boys and girls will be 
returning to classrooms for the 
next nine months. Every one 
of these children, according to 
Dr. Geo. W. Cox. State Health 
Officer, should be as free as 
possible from all physical de­
fects that can be corrected, and 
protected against other dis­
eases which frequently spread 
through classrooms.

A complete medical and den­
tal pre-school check-up is of 
the utmost importance In get­
ting the child ready for school. 
Eyes, ears. nose, throat, and 
teeth should be carefully ex­
amined and all remediable 
defects corrected or placed un­
der treatment. Such defects 
can load to serious Impair­
ment of growth and progress 
academically, socially, and e- 
motionally.

Defects of hearing and vis­
ion handicap a child in his 
class work, and often result 
in the false impression that* he 
is backward an unable to 
learn. Such defects can often 
he corrected, and the child is 
not only more progressive in 
his school work, but Is a hap­
pier. better balanced indivi 
dual as a result of being more 
socially acceptable. Dental de­
fects should bo corrected not 
only for cosmetic reasons, but 
because good teeth enable a 
child to chew his food proper­
ly and^thus promote good di­
gestion and bodily nourish­
ment.

■“ In addition • to correcting 
such defects as already exist,

young children should be pro­
tected by immunization a- 
gainst disease, when possible,” 
Dr. Cox said. “ Immunization is 
safe and dependable, and ev­
ery child is entitled this pro­
tection against disease.”
