If the topics most vivid in
a person's mind are proper for 
a column like this, yours truly 
has every reason this week to 
devote this space to memoirs 
of a most pleasant and inter­
esting vacation.

Recalling literally hundreds 
of memorable scenes and pla­
ces along a 4400 mile drive 
through a half dozen great 
western states, Con has mater­
ial for at least a dozen articles. 
Since however, a person should 
get his spirit as well as his 
body back on the job we’ll set­
tle for a brief summary of the 
itinerary and points of in 
terest along the way.

A person might say that
real summer vacationing from 
here does not begin until he 
has c< inpleted a long day of 
driving. Our destination the first 
day was Eagle Nest Lake, N.M., 
a cool scenic wonderland about 
a mile above sea level which 
helps justify the slogan on 
New Mexico car license tags. 
‘The Land of Enchantment” . 
Approaching it from Cimmaron. 
on the north, is>splendid moun­
tain drive mostly beside a 
mountain stream which a1 
least half the time appears to 
be itinning up hill. Driving is 
tricky around there. A person 
seldtm knows whether he’s go­
ing up or down.

The overnight stay at Eagle 
Nest was especially chummy, 
thanks to the hospitality of the 
Mill on Wades, former residents 
of Gainesville. Milton is tops 

/ as a tourists' and \ acationer’s 
host. Operates a lodge and ca­
bins. Until a couple of months 
ago he had the snazziest place 
in town. A dandy building with 
chrome anil other fancy fur­
nishings and a really artistic 
collection of mining equipment. 
He called it the Goldi Pan. A 
fire changed all that. Left noth 
ing but a heap of ashes. He’s 
rebuilt, hut in a completely dif­
ferent way. The name is still 
the Gold Pan but the building 
follows the design of a rugged 
prospector’s shack. Unpainted 
planks in place of highly pol­
ished hardware. Milton’s idea 
is to come back the slow and 
sure way. making improve­
ments as' circumstances per­
mit and gradually restoring the 
lodge’s former splendor. And 
lie’ ll do it. we betcha!

The Red River drive between
Eagle Nest and Taos ranks as 
one of the most beautiful in 
the nation. Words are inade­
quate, but we'll settle by say­
ing that it’s about all anyone 
can hope for in a combination 
of cliffs, valleys, vegetation and 
water. It’s a wonderful eyefull.

Taos is quaint, old, pretty and
shabby, depending where you 
go. A mecca for art students 
and tourists with a yen for the 
old Indian and Spanish Amer­
ican atmosphere. Abode is the 
predominating building mat­
erial and many of the struc­
tures are still serviceable after 
200 years or more. The town is 
packed with history, tradition 
and curio shops.

Outside a couple of miles is 
a pueblo village that’s down­
right fascinating in a repulsive 
sort of way. It’s Interesting to 
see how primitive Indians liv 
ed. At the same time it’s dis­
appointing to see that they have 
so little spunk as to continue 
living that way.

A bright spot in Taos is the 
La Donna Luz restaurant. In 
an old abode building satuwt 
ed with old world tradition, the 
gracious hospitality of Soanlsh 
blue-bloods lingers on. But the 
present hosts are Frenchmen 
The cuisine, wonderful.

Santa Fe, the only state cap­
ital in the nation not served 
by a railroad, is another rem­
nant of the old world. Inciden 
tally. Carson City, Nevada, an 
other town on our itinerary has 
the distinction of being the 
smallest state capital in the 
nation. But getting back to 
'Santa Fe. It’s another town fea 
tured by history, abode and 
curio shops. How thos" places 
play up to the tourists! Which 
may be a good thing, cause 
they'd probably have a skim­
py living otherwise.

The two places we chose to
visit during our limited time 
there are San Miguel’s, the old­
est church in the United States, 
and the Miraculous Staircase

Federal Grant On 
Ten Bed Hospital 
Offered to Muenster

For the asking Muenster can 
have a federal grant on the 
construction and equipment of 
a 10 bed hospital. That Infor­
mation, submitted by the State 
Health Department, was receiv­
ed Monday by J. M. Weinzapfel, 
president of the Muenster Co­
operative Hospital Association.

The grant is offered under 
provisions of the Federal Hos­
pital Construction Act, which 
assists hospitals that are re­
commended by the State Health 
Department.
Muenster’s recommendation is 

based on a survey of hospital 
facilities which indicated that 
only 85 per cent of the general 
hospital bed needs in Cooke 
County are presently met. To 
make up the shortage the 
Health Department encourages 
Muenster to submit an applica­
tion for federal aid' on the pro­
ject.

According to the Federal Hos­
pital Construction Act the fed­
eral government pays one third 
of the building and equipment 
cost and local interests pay the 
remaining cost.

Miss Kelly will work under 
provisions of the Smith Hu&hes 
act. serving as a teacher in 
school and a technical adviser 
to the entire community. Her 
extra curricular work, which 
extends into the summer, con- 
sisrs principally of girls club 
work and home demonstration 
activity.

The opportunity for band and 
glee club work resulted from 
the board’s appointment of 
Frederic Huff as an English 
teacher to succeed Mrs. Effie 
Hembree who resigned in order 
to remain with her family in 
Louisiana. Huff, a native of 
Denton, is qualified to teach 
music as well as English and 
will have charge of band or 
glee club activity that develops 
at the school.

Work Begins This 
Week on Muenster 
New School Project

Work on Muenster’s new 
$300,000 public school building 
got under way this week. Since 
Monday bulldozers have been 
levelling the building and play­
ground site and actual con­
struction will begin on Septem­
ber 6, when Jack Owens of Dal­
las will arrive to supervise 
construction.

Stanley Brown of Dallas is 
architect for the building and 
Owens is construction super­
visor representing the school 
board, which has retained char­
ge of the project instead of 
turning it over to a general 
contractor. Sub contractors such 
as plumbing, electrical and 
concrete workers will deal dir­
ectly with Owens and the 
school board.

With a full year to go the 
board has set the first of Sept­
ember of next year, as the goal 
for completion of the building. 
The plan is to have it ready 
for the beginning of the 1950 
school year.

Built according to the latest 
designs in school construction 
the building will have a total 
floor space of 35,485 square ft. 
occupied by 8 high school class 
rooms, 4 elementary class rooms 
auditorium, gymnasium, library 
shop, offices, storerooms, toi­
lets, etc.

Space allotted to each section 
of the building is as follows: 
High school. 14.029 sq. ft. Grade 
school, 3.960 sq. ft.; Shops, 
3.416 sq. ft.; Gymnasium, 8,500 
sq. ft.; Auditorium, 5,580 sq. ft.

Newsletter

By Congressman Ed Gossett

Washington, D. C., Aug. 20— 
The House this week cut five 
hundred and eighty million 
dollars off the Administration’s 
one billion' four hundred and 
fifty million dollar program 
for military aid to Europe. Not­
withstanding some of the spee­
ches made in the Congress, 
none of our military experts in 
their testimony before the House 
Committee on Foreign Affairs 
would say that this military 
aid program was necessary. 
They did advocate the program 
but refused to go on record to 
the effect that it was vital in 
any way to our national de­
fense. As a matter of fact, the 
House action did not drastical­
ly curtail the program. The Ad­
ministration’s bill called for a 
two year authorization, where­
as the House bill provides for 
only a one year program. Those 
of us supporting this cut — 
the reduction from two years 
to one year —  want to see how 
the program works out. We 
want to know how these Euro­
pean countries use the supplies 
to be furnished. These Euro­
pean countries have not yet 
worked out a plan for the use 
of this equipment. If they use 
it efficiently, if they work out 
a sound program of self-help, 
then Congress will probably go 
along with further aid. Other­
wise, the program will be re­
duced rather than increased by 
subsequent Congresses. From 
my brief travels in Europe, and 
from my study of European a f­
fairs. if seems to me that th" 
biggest need of those folks is

to go to work. Someone has 
said that the only wrong with 
Europe is Europeans. In many 
places in Europe, it seemed to 
me the people were putting in 
one half their time making 
wine, and the other half drink­
ing it. While in Paris and Mad­
rid last October, I was impres­
sed with the vast numbers of 
peoples on the streets in both 
cities who were trying to sell 
lottery tickets. Both France and 
Spain conduct national lotter­
ies as a means of raising pub­
lic funds. This, to my mind, in­
dicates a form of national de­
pravity. (Incidentally, I am 
glad to see our F. C. C. crack­
ing down on these radio-give­
away programs. They should 
be stopped.) Furnishing guns 
to Europeans is not going to 
make good soldiers out of 
them. Furnishing them billions 
in equipment is not necessarily 
going to make them work.

On Monday of this week. Re­
presentative Francis Walter, of 
Pennsylvania, introduced two 
new Tidelands bills. He did 
this at the request of the 
Speaker of the House, the Hon­
orable Sam Rayburn, of Texas. 
One bill is known as the Ad­
ministration bill, the other as 
the States’ bill. Both bills were 
drawn as a result of several 
months of negotiations between 
State officials and Federal o f­
ficials in an effort to reach a 
compromise on the tidelands 
issue. The chief difference be­
tween the two bills is in the 
matter of control and owner­
ship. Both bills provide that 
the States shall receive ‘ 62*6 % 
of the income from submerged 
lands, l.e., the so-called Tide 
lands, while the Federal gov 
ernment will receive 37*6'r 
Both bills provide that the Sta 
tes and the Federal govern

ment will share 50-50 in the 
income from the Continental 
Shelf, i.e., the area beyond the 
so-called marginal sea. Tide- 
lands is somewhat a misnomer. 
What is meant by tidelands, as 
currently used, is the area from 
the low watermark three miles 
seaward. In the case of Texas, 
however, this means the area 
from low watermark ten and 
one-half miles seaward, or three 
marine leagues. The Texas 
boundary was described by the 
Republic of Texas in 1836 by 
metes and bounds. Our bound­
ary was reaffirmed in the trea­
ty of Guadalupe Hidalgo, and 
was recognized by all the na­
tions at that time, Including 
the United States of America. 
It described our boundary as 
beginning at the mouth of the 
Sabine River, thence extending 
into the Gulf three marine lea­
gues from the shore, and ex­
tending in a line parallel to 
the shore to a point opposite 
to the mouth of the Rio Gran­
de. and thence up the Rio 
Grande including what we 
know as the Renuhlic which 
then included portions of New 
Mexico, Colorado, Wyoming. Ok 
lahoma and Kansas.

In the so-called States’ com 
promise bill, the Texas hour 
dary Is recognized to conform 
with the line set up by the Re 
public of Texas. In the Admin 
istration’s hill, our line Is re 
cognized being only three 
miles seaward.

B A C K  T O  W O R K

An American returning to his 
homeland after an absence of 
twenty or twenty-five years 
would wonder what in the world 
had happened to the industri­
ous people whom he had, left 
behind. He would be saddened 
at the spectacle of millions of 
Americans demanding and get- 
ing more pay and giving in re­
turn work, less in quantity and 
inferior in quality.

The present situation brings 
back to mind a motto which I 
saw some years ago on the o f­
fice wall of a business execu­
tive. It read:

“ I AM A GREAT, BELIEVER 
IN LUCK; I FIND THAT THE 
HARDER I WORK. THE MORE 
I SEEM TO HAVE OF IT.’*

A few days after reading this 
brief essay on luck and work. 
I was the week-end guest of a 
friend at his shooting lodge. 
There above the immense fire­
place extending across the end 
of the livingroom was another 
motto. It seemed to go hand in 
hand with the one seen a Pew 
davs before. It read: “ HE WHO 
CHOPS HIS OWN WOOD GETS

WARMED TWICE.”
Those two mottos, it seems 

to me, most tersely and e lo­
quently describe the America 
that was; an America that we 
must revive to make it once 
again a land where men work 
and take pride in doing their 
jobs well.

It used to be the American 
concept that, the man who work­
ed harder & a little better de­
served a larger reward than his 
less industrious arndi less skill­
ful fellow-worker. Until recent­
ly no one in this country had 
ever thought of denying to that 
worker his right to a larger com­
pensation. It was the competi­
tive spirit between Americans, 
whether they were workers pr 
bosses, which wag largely res­
ponsible for making America 
the most prosperous country the 
world has even known, with 
the highest standard of living 
for all classes.

In recent years, sad to relate, 
certain individuals and groups 
have been trying to upset this 
American scheme o f  things 
which justly rewards individual 
effort, initiative, ability and 
thrift. They would have us 
abandon our right to pursue in­
dividual opportunity as it pre­
sents itself, or as we seek it 
out; they would deny to the 
individual the right to share in 
the profits of his own personal 
accomplishments. They demand 
that we set up here in America 
a different system under which 
there would be no incentive for 
the individual to work and to 
create.

For lack of a better name we 
call this great American sys­
tem “ Free Enterprise.” Under It, 
for over a century and a half, 
as a nation and as individuals, 
we made great progress. If we 
cast out this system our for­
ward progress will cease, decay

w ill set in, and we w ill lose 
our place at the head of the 
parade of nations. Defeat of 
Hitler and Hirohito will have 
availed us naught, and the b il­
lions of dollars we are now 
spending abroad to head off 
Communism will be wasted if 
we lose at home those things 
for which our armed forces 
fought so valiantly and suc­
cessfully in World War II, and 
which our dollars now fight for 
overseas.
• Let us. therefore, turn deaf 

ears to the defamers of our 
American System of Free Com­
petitive Enterprise. There is 
nothing fundamentally wrong 
with this system. True, there 
are some individuals who abuse 
it. but for one hundred and 
fifty years we were gradually 
eliminating those abuses. Let 
us resume with that refining 
process to make the best eco­
nomic system ever devised in 
all the history of mankind, work 
even better.

Let’s have done with some- 
thing-for-nothing schemes; let’s 
quit looking for a daily visit 
from Santa Claus, instead of 
his time-honored annual pilgri­
mage. Let’s recognize again the 
old truth that “ HE WHO CHCYPS 
HIS OWN WOOD GETS WARM­
ED TWICE.” Let’s get back to 
work. Hard work brought us 
luck in the past and hard work 
will bring us even better luck 
in the future.

Small Grain Pastures 
For Winter Grazing Top 
Dairyman’s “Must” List

COLLEGE STATION. August 
— There are certain items that 
should be on every dairyman's 
“ must" list and one of these, 
says R. E. Burleson, associate 
extension dairy husbandman of 
Texas A. & M. College, is small 
grain pastures for fall and win­
ter grazing. Plan at least one 
acre for each cow in the herd, 
for it is one way to get more 
feed for less money and that 
means lower production costs 
and more net income.

Silage is another source of 
cheap feed nutrients so have 
the silo ready for filling by the 
time the crop you are growing 
for silage is ready for harvest­
ing.

In many sections of the state, 
it will pay you well to sup­
plement the drying pastures 
with plenty of good quality hay 
and silage, says Burleson. Give 
the cows all they will eat. They 
will pay you well for It. Sum­
mertime isn’t over In Texas and 
chances are good that many 
pastures will be brown from 
the heat and dry weather be­
fore fall grazing crops are a-

vailable so have the .supple­
ments ready.
v Herd culling is always in or­
der, says Burleson. Make the 
herd fit the feed supply. The 
same amount of feed produces 
more milk when fed to high pro­
ducing cows, he adds. There is 
no profit in feeding cows- that 
only pay their board bill. They 
should be culled.

The mark of an efficient dai­
ry herd is a high average pro­
duction of milk and butterfat 
per cow. The efficiency of the

AUSTIN. — Would you drive 
with your head tucked under 
thf* dashboard of your c?y?

It's as sensible to do that, 
State Highway Engineer D. C. 
Greer says, as to ignore warn­
ing signs along the streets and 
highways. “Either one represents 
a case of flying blind." Greer 
said, “ and cars aren’t equipped 
for blind flying."

The Texas Highway Depart­
ment is cooperating with th** 
Texas Safety Association In an 
effort to impress the import­
ance of traffic markers on mo­
torists and pedestrians alike.

“ Traffic signs and signals 
and pavement markings cover 
almost every situation that can 
he anticipated, yet the regulari­
ty with which they are ignored 
is appalling." Greer said. "A 
conscientious observance of 
traffic signs would help greatly

to reduce traffic accidents.
Greer pointed out that traffic 

signs are easily recognized by 
their distinctive shapes, even 
at a distance that makes their 
lettering illegible. And he urged 
drivers to increase their own 
traffe protection by learning 
what these shapes are.

“ Round markers are used to 
Indicate approaches to railroad 
crossings," he said. “The fa ­
miliar ‘crossbuek’ marks the 
crossing Itself. Oblong signs in­
dicate speed limits or other reg­
ulatory instn-udtions. Diamond 
shaped signs warn of danger 
ahead. Eight-sided signs are 
used only for stop signs.

The Highway Engineer em­
phasized that every sign has a 
meaning and a purpose, and 
is installed for the protection 
and guidance of the people only 
after study by traffic engineers 

has established Its advisability.

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE

Section 1. That the Constitution 
of the State of Texas be and the 
same is hereby amended, by add­
ing a new section to Article III 
of said Constitution to be desig­
nated Section 48-b, reading as 
follows: _

"Section 48-b. The Legislature 
shall have the authority to pro­
vide for the organization of 
county-city health units and the 
operation thereof and to author­
ize counties and cities to pro­
vide a tax of not to exceed twen­
ty cents (20c) on the One Hun­
dred Dollar ($100) valuation of 
taxable property In counties and 
cities for the purpose of financing 
the said county-city health units; 
provided that no such tax shall 
be authorized except by a vote 
of the people residing in the city 
or county In which said tax 
shall apply. The foregoing tax 
shall be levied only on county 
valuations."

Sec. 2. The foregoing Constitu­
tional Amendment shall be sub­
mitted to a vote of the qualified 
electors of this State at an elec­
tion to be held throughout the 
State on the second Tuesday in 
November. 1949, at which elec 
tion all ballots shall have writ­
ten or printed thereon:

“For the Constitutional Amend­
ment authorizing the Legislature 
to pass laws for the creation and 

I operation of city-county health 
! units and to authorize cities and 
counties to vote a tax in support 
thereof’ and

“ Against the Constitutional 
Amendment authorizing the Leg­
islature to pass laws for the crea. 
tlon and operation of city-county 
health units and to authorize 
cities and counties to vote a tax 
in support thereof.

Each voter shall scratch out 
one of said clauses on the ballot, 
leaving one expressing his vote 
on the proposed amendment.

Sec. 3. The Governor of the 
State of Texas shall issue the 
necessary proclamation for said 
election and shall have the same 
published as required by the 
Constitution for A m e n d m e n t s  
thereto.

RESOLUTION NO. I

Proposing an amendment to 
Section 2 of Article VI of the 
Constitution, repealing the pro- 
visiop making the payment of 
a poll tax a qualification of an 
elector; requiring the Legislature 
to pass a general registration 
law for voters; providing for the 
necessary election,, proclamation 
and publication by the Governor, 
and making an appropriation.

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE 
LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE 
OF TEXAS:

Section 1. Section 2, Article VI 
of the Constitution of the State 
of Texas be and the same is 
amended hereby so as to read 
hereafter as follows:

“Section 2. Every person subject 
to none of the foregoing disqual­
ifications, who shall have attain­
ed the age of twenty-one (21) 
years and who shall be a citizen 
of the United States and who 
shall have resided in this State 
one (1) year next preceding an 
election and the last six (6) 
months within the district or 
county in which such person of­
fers to vote, shall be deemed a 
qualified elector; provided that 
before offering to vote at any 
election a voter shall have regis­
tered ak an elector before the 
first day of February next prece­
ding such election. This provision 
shall be self-enacting. The Leg­
islature shall pass a general re­
gistration law requiring registra­
tion of voters at a time not later 
than the first day of February 
for each election to be held for 
that calendar year, and the Leg­
islature shall have power to pre­
scribe a registration fee. The Leg­
islature may authorize absentee 
voting."

Sec. 2. The foregoing Constitu­
tional Amendment shall be sub­
mitted to a vote of the qualified 
electorate of the State at an el­
ection to be held on the 8th day 
of November, 1949, at which e l­

ection all ballots shall have prin­
ted thereon (or in counties using 
voting machines the said mach­
ines shall Drovide for) the follow­

“FOR the amendment to the 
Constitution of the State of Texas 
eliminating the provisions in said 
Constitution making the payment 
of poll tax a requirement for 
voting, and providing for a gen­
eral registration law.”

“AGAINST the amendment to 
the Constitution of the State of 
Texas eliminating the provisions 
in said Constitution making the 
payment of poll tax a require­
ment for voting, and providing 
for a general registration law” .

Each voter shall mark out one 
of said clauses on the ballot, 
leaving the one expressing his 
vote on the proposed amend­
ment; and if it shall appear from 
the returns of said election that 
a majority of the votes cast are in 
favor of said amendment, the 
same shall become a part of the 
Constitution of the State of 
Texas.

Sec. 3. The Governor of the 
State of Texas shall issue the 
necessary proclamation for said 
election and have the same pub­
lished as required by the Consti­
tution and laws of this State.

Sec. 4. The sum of Five Thou­
sand ($5,000.00) Dollars, or so 
much thereof as may be necessary 
is hereby appropriated out of any 
funds in the Treasury of the 
State not otherwise appropriated 
to pay the exoenses of such pub­
lication and election.

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE 
LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE 
OF TEXAS:

Section 1. That Section 24 of 
Article III of the State Constitu­
tion be amended to read as fol­
lows:

“ Sec. 24. Members of the State 
Senate and House of Representa­
tives shall receive from the State 
Treasury an annual salary of 
Three Thousand Six Hundred Dol­
lars ($3600), to be paid in mon­
thly installments on the first of 
each month.

"They shall also be entitled to 
mileage In going to the seat of 
government for each session of 
the Legislature and returning 
therefrom, which mileage shall 
not exceed Two Dollars and Fifty 
cents ($2.50), for every twenty 
five (25) miles the distance to be 
computed by the nearest and 
most direct route of travel from 
a table of distances to each coun­
ty seat prepared by the State 
Comptroller."

“AGAINST the Constitutional 
Amendments relative to sessions 
of the Legislature and to com­
pensation of Its ^members."

Each voter shall express his 
vote on the proposed Amendment 
in the manner provided by law.

Sec. 5. The Governor of this 
State shall issue the necessary 
proclamation for said election 
and shall have same published 
as required by the Constitution 
and laws of this State.

AUSTIN.—  Correct posture in 
school children, and adults as 
well, is necessary to proper 
physical and mental develop­
ment, says a warning from the 
Texas State Department of 
Health. “ Good posture is a sign 
of self respect and plays an 
important part in winning the 
respect of others,” said Dr. Geo. 
W. Cox, State Health Officer.

“ Many of the ills of child­
hood and the deformities of 
adult life have their beginning 
in poor posture acquired dur­
ing childhood,” he said, “ and 
it is particularly important.that 
the child’s posture conform to 
nature’s dictates. Most children 
are bom in good phypsical con­
dition and yet examination of 
large groups of school child­
ren show a high percent to be 
suffering from poor posture. 
Malnutrition and fatigue are 
productive of pool- posture. 
These lessen the size of the
chest and decrease the lung
capacity. Abdominal organs may 
also be pushed out of natural 
position, which may seriously 
interfere with their action 
These conditions must be cor­
rected before the body is able
to attain normal weight and 
nutritional standards.

winter or spring. One field was 
in sweet clover this year and 
more will be planted next 
spring. The sweet clover will 
be seeded with small grain 
and will be used for grazing. 
By controlling the grazing to 
allow reseeding it should not j 
need replanting very often.

Bill Lutkenhaus recently bou­
ght a farm 8 miles southwest 
of Muenster. He is developing 
a conservation farm plan and 
has already started construc­
tion on 3 diversion terraces that 
will protect his good cultivated 
land from outside water. Bill 
has located a waterway to be 
sodded next spring. This water* 
way will carry the runoff wa­
ter from part of his cultivated 
land. Some old cultivated fields 
that are to be developed into 
pasture, will be seeded to sweet 
clover next spring. Sweet clo­
ver and Johnson grass should 
provide good grazing and good 
ground cover until permanent 
grass can be established.

'A new farm pond and diver­
sion terrace are being built by 
Gus Lutkenhaus, whose farm 
is north of Hood.

J. W. Fleitman is sloping 
some ditch banks and shaping 
a waterway on his farm east 
of Muenster. He plans to sod 
the waterway to bermuda grass 
next spring. Mr. Fleitman sod­
ded about 8 acres to bermuda 
grass this past spring.

BABIES IN INDIA  
PLAY W ITH  COBRAS

NEW DELHI. — Babies fondle 
cobras and vipers instead of 
playthings at Molar Bund, a 
dusty village 15 miles from 
New Delhi.
t Molar Bund is a village of 

snake charmers. There are wick­
er baskets o f assorted reptiles 
In every family hut, and every 
male is taught the art of charm­
ing almost as soon a£ he can 
walk.

When a boy Is old enough and 
skillful enough, he Is sent away 
with a bag of snakes and musi­
cal instruments to earn a living 
in the cities. Only the failures 
and the women stay behind. 
There is more to snake charm­

ing than blowing a flute. A- 
mong other things, a Molar Bund 
appretice must learn how to 
catch a snake in the field, how 
to keep him happy in captivi­
ty and how to mix a quick an-( 
tidote for bites.

He also must know to extract 
venom. Contrary to popular be­
lief, snake charmers seldom put 
on a show with deadly reptiles. 
It would be too .risky.
"Bite people," the heard charm­

er of Molar Bund (now retired) 
explained to a visitor.

The head charmer, an old 
man with dots of gold Inlaid 
in his teeth, got out a round1 bas­
ket to demonstrate how the Job 
was done. He stripped off a 
w ra^ in g of damp rags and 
lifted the cover. Coiled inside 
was a five foot cobra, greenish 
gray on top with creamy under­
neath. It had been trapped the 
day before.

As its head swayed up and 
out of the basket, the old man 
grasped it with a thumb and 
forefinger just behind the eyes, 
with a tiny knife he made 
a deftr cut qear the inner 
angle of the jaw and scooped 
out a pale sac about the size 
of a pea. The snake hissed.

"Bad poison," the old man 
said.

A circle of teen-aged appren­
tices sat on the ground play­
ing fat gourd flutes and drums 
built of wood $nd rubber inner- 
tubes. They wore dirty turbans 
of brilliant colors and their

ears were pierced with ivory 
rings.

Nearby, in the shadow of a 
hut, a dozen or more snakes 
were feeding. Some of them lay 
half submerged In huge flat 
pans that contained a thin mix­
ture of milk, water and some 
kid of meal. Two boys kept an 
eye on them.

There were cobras, vipers and 
one snake as fat as a man’s bi­
ceps which looked like a python. 
Not more than 10 feet away, a 
naked fly-tormented baby sat 
crying in the mud doorway of 
tha hut.

The head charmer gathered 
the big snake as fat as a man’s 
biceps, around his shoulders, 
walked to t£e hut and folded 
the great colls around the in- 
lant’s knees and stomach.

"Waaaa,’ screamed the baby, 
louder than before.

The snake’s head swayed up 
Inquisitively, flicking a dark 
tongue at the ^infant’s mouth. 
Fascinated, the baby stared. 
Then he patted the heavy coils 
with tiny fists—and grinned.

"Snake good," said the head 
charmer.

Both were most interesting.

San Miguel’s is an abode 
church with walls 5 feet thick. 
Some say it was built fn 1541. 
some place the date as late as 
1607. and thfre are records to 
show it w^s used as a parish 
church in 1629. About all that 
is left of the original structure 
now is the walls. Ravages of 
weather, age and Indians have 
made other repairs necessary. 
Thq original roof was burned 
by Indians In 1680. The orig-' 
inal tower fell In 1872. Beams, 
plaster and floors have been 
replaced or repaired as the 
need arose. The principal beam

now remaining, is oak with a 
carved inscription datepl 1710. 
Other distinguishing features 
are very old paintings, carved 
wood statues and a bell cast 
and hammered in Spain in 
1356. It weighs 780 pounds, is 
made of copper, silver, iron and 
gold and ha6 5 distinct notes.

The miraculous spiral stair­
case of Our Lady of Light cha­
pel in the Sisters of Loretta 
convent has two distinct claims 
to fame. Its construction baf­
fles the best engineering minds 
of our time and its origin is 
mysterious. It became world 
faitious through the “ Believe 
It or Not” feature of the late 
Robert Ripley. . -

The fascinating legend con­
nected with the staircase is 
that by an architectural fluke 
no provision had been made 
for a staircase when the chapel 
was built in 1873-78. After a 
balcony was already in place 
the staircase could not be built 
without blocking doors or ob-* 
literating beautiful s t a i n e d  
glass windows. So the sisters 
prayed to Saint Joseph, car­
penter and patron saint of buil­
ders, to help them through 
their dilemma. Some time later 
an old, unknown carpenter came 
to the convent, offered his ser 
vices and erected the stairway. 
But when the Sister Superior 
wished to pay him he was 
gone.

The mystery is that none of 
the persons who saw him at 
work, including his three help­
ers. had ever seen or heard of 
him before or since. Further­
more no business house in San­
ta Fe had any record of selling 
the material which he provided 
for the stairway. Many believe 
that Saint Joseph answered the 
sisters’ prayers in person.

Equally amazing is the tes 
timony of architects and engin­
eers. They say it defies all 
known laws of engineering 
and cannot understand how 
the structure possibly stands 
Its  a winding stairway, with 
out a center supporting beam 
Its only support is the bottom 
step on the floor and the con­
nection of the top step with 
the balcony. Engineers say It 
shmild crumble under its own 
weight but it supports a proces­
sion of people marching up It? 
33 steps. The material is oak 
throughout and put together 
with oak pegs. Not a nail or 
screw in the entire Job. •
