
At the outset of the column
this week yours truly is going 
to make a little promise. This 
definitely is the end o f the 
junior sized travelogue based 
on our recent ramble to and 
from the west coast.

At first the intention was to 
give about two installments to 
the subject. But it soon became 
apparent that so many vivid 
impressions cpuld not possibly 
be crowded into the space. In 
spite of condensing and by­
passing many events and scen­
es ^that deserve lengthy men­
tion. w e’ve already used three 
weeks’ space and are still far 
from home.

In a way, however, this hasty 
wind-up is a true reflection of 
the trip. When we left Los An­
geles our intention was to see 
San Francisdo and hurry home

At Frisco again we enjoyed
the advantage of expert guide 
service. As guests of the Frank 
Swans we made a whirlwind 
tour that started in mid-after­
noon and extended into the 
wee hours. They live in Rich­
mond which adjourns Oakland 
just across the bay from San 
Francisco.

Like the garden spots of 
Southern Cal,that group of cit­
ies is a delight to flower lovers. 
Trees, shrubs and flowers, ev­
erything that fits into a beau­
tiful landscape, are abundant 
and bright. And the reason a- 
gain is the same old California 
Chamber of Commerce talk . . . 
the mild climate . . . plus a 
bit of special Frisco talk . . . 
the fog. There’s loyalty for you. 
They don’t say much about the 
soggy dampness of the fog but 
claim it is an asset to their 
flowers.

The temperature, too, is said
to be about the most pleasant 
and uniform In the country. 
Extremes of heat and cold are 
unknown. Coats are comfortable 
after dark in mid-summer and 
not much more is needed in 
mid-winter.

Folks there say that last 
winter was a bit rougher than 
usual. Because of three days 
ol ice. And as w e were driving 
around we understood how a 
bit of ice can cause a lot of 
grief in that town. The traffic 
problem must be terrific when 
those steep streets get slick 
There are literally hundrds of 
blocks that require low’ gear 
when they are dry. With ice 
they must be impassable.

Another distinguishing fea­
ture of,F risco is its two m ag­
nificent suspension bridges. 
T h e r e 's  the Frisco-Oakland 
bridge, an enormous double 
deck job with six lanes o f traf 
fic above and railroad tracks 
below, all supported by two 
massive cables. It compares in 
size with the famous Golden 
Gate bridge but it has more 
supporting towers and a much 
shorter span between towers. 
That tremendous span on the 
Golden Gate bridge is what 
makes it famous, the longes* 
suspension in the world. The 
supporting cables are over 30 
inches in diameter. We wander­
ed out on it afoot to get a bet­
ter idea of its size and also {p 
get a good look at Alcatra? 
which is out in the bay be 
tween the two bridges. Inciden 
ta lly  while exploring there we 
were chilled to the bone in 
spite of coats . . .  in early Aug­
ust.

Among other interesting stops
were the C liff House, famous 
for its view  o f the ocean and 
the seals that lounge on rocks 
only a hundred yards or so aw ­
ay; the Top o f the Mark, with 
its superb view  of the whole 
city; and a tour of nite spots 
including the snazziest and the 
lousiest the city has to offer.

From Frisco our destination
was home, with a short inter 
mission at Denver to visit with 
Herb Fette at Lowry Air Force 
Base. The route we chose in­
cluded Lake Tahoe and Salt 
Lake City. Lots of wonderful 
mountain driving especially a- 
round Tahoe and the Salt La&e 
to Denver stretch. Between T a ­
hoe and Salt Lake it's mostly 
w ide open country, the only 
unusual scene being the Bon 
neville salt flat, which was 
flatter than anything else a 
long the way. We were told 
that it’s the largest fla t area 
on the globe. And It’s a ll salt,

The Mosser car, according to 
the information, was attempt­
ing to pass the tractor and w a­
gon and before it had time to 
get back to the right side of 
the highway, it collided almost 
headon with the car driven by 
King.

Soil Conservation 
Cash Will Benefit 
Small Farmers Most

For the first time since Texas 
passed a soil conservation districts 
law, the state now will be giving 
those districts financial support.

The $5,000,000 soil conservation 
appropriation will give the rapid­
ly.expanding districts program 
some money to work with.

Under the bill, the money will 
be granted for the purchase of 
machinery and equipment by soil 
conservation districts.

Its allocation will he the task 
of the Senate Soil Conservation 
Board which must spread it out 
over 150 districts which now are 
organized. The funds still will 
have to be spread pretty thin.

The small farmers «nd ranchers 
of Texas will benefit most from 
the appropriation in the opinion 
of V. C. Marshall o f Temple, ex­
ecutive director of the Texas State 
Soil Conservation Board.

They will he able to rent ma­
chinery from the elected super- 
visors of their individual soil dis- 
ricts — machinery which t h e y  
couldn't afford to buy.

The usefulness of the appro­
priation is that the rentals the 
farmer and rancher pay will pro­
vide funds to purchase more 
equipment and replace equipment

when worn out without the need 
of appropriating again for the 
same purpose.

Mr. Marshall corrects the im­
pression that the money will be 
spent mainly for heavy equip­
ment.

"A greater portion of this mon­
ey, when made available to dis­
tricts, will be spent more in the 
interest of the small to average 
size farm and ranch,” he said.

•‘In making lighter equipment 
such as sodding machines, grass 
seed drills, seed separators, small 
combines, combination fertilizer 
and grain drills, and the like, 
available to groups of small far­
mers wfio cannot afford to own 
equipment outright, it will be 
extremely useful.

"One of the greatest stumbling 
blocks to the progress of this 
program is the lack of this kind 
of equipment ih the field.

"In the first place, its use is 
comparatively new and many 
farmers have not used such equip­
ment. It is only through demon­
stration that they realize its im- 
oortance in connection with a 
proper farm management pro­
gram.

"Much of this work must be 
sold on the basis of demonstrat­
ion in the various farm comniun- 
ities."

Big F u tu re  A w aits  
New W onder M etal

BUFFALO, N. Y.— A new wonder 
metal that may grow up to out­
rank nluminum and stainless steel 
Is making its how in this age of 
science miracles. It’s titanium— 
still just a wobbling youngster 
in the family of useful metnls.

The metal has researchers, 
mtlltarv leaders and industrialists 
in a dither. It has few uses today. 
But tomorrow’s planes for examp­
le—  even dreamed-of space ships 
—may he built of this metal. Ex­
perts are confident of its future.

Tests show that titanium is 
practically unaffected by exposure 
to sea water or marine atmos­
phere.

Only a lower-cost method of 
mass production will make it pos­
sible for titanium metal silvery- 
white and rust-resisting—to stand 
on its own feet in competition 
with other structural materials.

Titanium combines, many of the 
best properties of aluminum and 
stainless steel. It- weighs much 
less than stainless steel, yet it is 
just as strong. Slightly heavier 
than aluminum.it has a high- re- 
sistance to corrosion and to mod­
erate hent. By adding other met­
als to titanium, metallurgists will 
be able to develop alloys with 
strength far beyond those of to­
day.

COLLEGE STATION— It Is. 
time to begin the fall garden. 
Recent rains over most of the 
states should make it possible 
to get the garden off to a good 
start, ‘ and you’ll want to in­
clude in the early planting, 
Irish potatoes. Before beginning 
the plowing job, clean off all 
weeds and grass for if turned 
under at this season, they’ll 
heat and cause the soil to dry, 
says John E. Hutchison, associate 
extension horticulturist of Texas 
A. & M. College.

If well dried barnyard manure 
Is available, spread It over the 
garden and plow it under five 
to six Inches deep. It adds plant 
food and increases the water 
holding capacity of the soil. 
Three to five pounds of 5-10-5 
fertilizer per 100 feet of row 
space will also help increase the 
yield.

Home gardeners may select 
seed potatoes from the spring 
crop, says Hutchison. Small po­
tatoes may be planted whole.

nrger potatoes should be cut 
into pieces about half the size 
of hen eggs. He recommends 
the Bliss Triumph. These - reach 
maturity in about 70 days. Five 
to six pounds of seed potatoes 
will plant 100 feet of row.

Seed potatoes from the spring 
crop must have a rest period of 
six weeks from time of harvest 
to planting time. It is often a 
good idea to sprout the potatoes 
before planting and Hutchison 
says this can be done by spread­
ing them on the ground in a cool 
shady place, covering them with 
straw, damp sand, sawdust or 
old sacks. Keep them moist for 
several days until sprouting be­
gins, then plant immediately 
but not in dry soil. If necessary, 
irrigate a day or two before 
planting.

The rows should be three feet 
apart. Drop the seed potatoes 
about 14 inches apart and cover

iHitzelb^rger, vice president and 
■general manager of the Fair, 
has announced.

This is the first display of 
this spectacular show anywhere 
in the South outside of Oak 
Ridge, cradle o f the atom bomb, 
illitzelberger said.

The exhibit w ill demonstrate 
how nuclear science is provid­
ing new tools for atomic re­
search. and how it may help 
unravel some of the greatest 
mysteries of science

The comprehensive Oak Rid- 
?e show is expected to be sup- 
olemented by other important 
-'xhibits from manufacturers 
cooperating with the atomic 
orogram and from tnstitutions 
which are among those partic­
ipating in the Oak Ridge Insti­
tute of Nuclear Studies. The 
University o f Te*as, Rice Insti­
tute and the University of 
Oklahoma are Southwest spon­
sors of the Institute, which op­
erates the Museum of Atomic 
Energy —  first and most com- 
j-ilete of its kind in the world.

Manv of the exhibits are an­
imated and presented in such 
a simnle manner that gram ­
mar school children can under­
stand the complex factors In­
volved in the release of nuc­
lear energy.

Amqng the graphic mock-ups 
and dioramas which w ill be 
shown at the Fair is a “ Nuen” 
reactor model dlpicting the 
probable future of atomic en­
ergy and which looks 25 to 50 
years into * the world o f tom-

three to four inches deep as soon 
as possible. Exposure to heat and 
light Increases the chances for 
decay and a poor stand, says 
Hutchison.

After the potatoes are up to a 
stand, they should be worked 
every few days. If the plants wilt 
during the day, it is an indication 
they need water and should be 
irrigated. Toward the end of 
the growing period when the po­
tatoes begin to form, it is import­
ant that the soil he kept moist.

Fall grown potatoes keep well 
in storage, but don't let them 
freeze. Cellars and sweet potato 
curing houses can be used for 
storage. The cotton seed house 
on the farm is a good storage 
place. Scoop out a hole in the 
seed large enough to accommo­
date several bushels of potatoes, 
then pile the seed hack over them. 
They will keep well and will be 
free from dirt.

orrow. It reveals the principles 
of the Nuen plant around 
which industrial and other 
community life of that time 
w ill be centered. “Nuen” is a 
coined word* combining the first 
syllables of nuclear and ener­
gy.

A model of a uranium pile 
w ill demonstrate how radioac­
tive isotopes are produced for 
use in medical and industrial 
research. A display of Geiger 
counters w ill measure the ra­
diation from luminous dial 
watches worn by Fair visitors. 
There w ill be an exhibit which 
shows several of the more im ­
portant types of instrumnts 
used in detecting and measuring 
radioactivity. A cartoon repre­
sentation of atomic fission w ill 
picture how “ Dagwood Splits 
the Atom.”

The Dr. Martlandi display 
w ill show the effects of rad­
iation on tne human body; and 
an animated exhibit demon­
strates, on a greatly magnified 
scale, just what happens in the 
chain reaction which leads to 
an atom bomb explosion.

The recent rains have insured 
good growth of winter cover crops 
this year and cooperators of the 
Upper Elm-Red Soil Conservation 
District in the Muenster Work Unit 
area are making plans to get the 
seed into the moist soil as soon 
as possible.

Cooperators on the sandy loam 
soils sections of the Muenster 
area are preparing seedbeds and 
applying phosphate fertilizer in 
preparation for vetch seeding. 
Plans have been made on several 
farms for vetch seeding in the 
pasture. This practice will add 
badly needed nitrogen to the de- 
pleted soil, improve grazing and 
condition the soil for better grow, 
th of the desirable grasses.

Farmers on the heavier, fine 
textured prairie soils who plan 
to plant corn next spring are pre­
paring to plant Dixie wonder peas 
in three foot rows. This legume soil 
building crop makes its growth in 
about ninety days. Austrian win- 
t< r peas are slower in growh and 
are used on land that will produce 
cotton next summer. Both these

winter cover crops will reduce wat­
er run off, build up the land by 
adding nitrogen or organic matter 
to the soil, furnish some grazing 
and increase the yields of crops 
that follow.

Many of the cooperators of the 
Upper Elm-Red Soil Conservation 
District have witnessed the ben- 
ifits of legume crops in the in­
creased yields of following crops. 
Jake Seibold of the Clear Creek 
conservation groups says his com 
crop following vetch produced 
40% more corn than corn on 
similiar soil that had not grown 
a legume. Joe Hoenig of Muenster 
obtained a 30% increase in yield 
of corn on a portion of his field 
that was in clover last year over 
the rest of the field.

Matt Muller is building two 
more terraces to outlet on the 
waterway he sodded last year.

A.W. Walterscheid has recently 
become a cooperator with the 
Upper Elm-Red Soil Conservation 
District and has made plans for 
a soil conservation program on 
hi* farm.

AUSTIN, TEXAS—. Undulant 
fever or Malta fever, a disease 
contracted from cattle, goats or 
sheep which are infected with 
contagious abortion, is being re- 
ported sporadically throughout 
Texas and the nation, according 
to Dr. Geo. W. Cox, State Health 
Officer. This indicates malta fever 
to be a pqblic health problem an^ 
the attendant need of more gen­
eral recognition by the public to 
the disease.

Undulant fever is so called be- 
cause of the wave-like variations 
in temperature. The symptoms in­
clude rise in temperature, loss of 
weight and strength, chills, sweats 
and joint pains. The disease has

rather a low mortality rate, but 
Important because symptoms may 
persist for a number of weeks and 
even months before normal health 
and strength are restored.

In Texas, the goat, horse and 
cows are the usual spreaders of 
this disease. The germs of undul- 
nnt fever enter the body through 
the mouth or skin. Therefore, care 
should be used in handling ani­
mals known to be Infected and 
dairy products from the same 
sources should be pasteurized, if 
used. More men acquire this dls- 
ease than women and adults seem 
more likely to have It than child­
ren. More cases are found In the 
rural areas than in the cities.

The true prevention of undulant 
feyer is based upon the detection 
of the disease in livestock and 
the elimination of infected stock 
from the herds. Dairy herds should 
be tested for Bacillus abortus. This 
is a task that cannot be accomp­
lished in a short time. Pasteur­
ization of milk will prevent the 
spread from this source.

Salt Lake City's claim to
fame of course is the Mormons' 
Temple Square. Among the 
things that distinguish it are 
wonderful landscaping, a mon­
ument to seagulls, the m agni­
ficent temple and the amazing 
tabernacle with its enormous 
pipe, organ.

The seagull monument has 
an interesting story behind it. 
Shortly after the Mormons set 
tied a plague of crickets mov 
ed in on them. Crops appeared 
to be doomed but then an en 
ormous flock of gulls moved 
in, devoured the crickets and 
saved enough of the crop for 
the pioneers to make another 
year.

Mormons regard the event as 
a miracle. They claim that on 
ly an act of God could have 
brought the sea birds so far in 
land and at such an opportune 
time. So they commemorate it 
with the tall shaft topped by 
a seagull.

In this connection it fs inter 
esting to observp that a simi 
lar incident took place in Can 
ada last week. The only differ 
encc in circumstances is that 
the Canadian pests were grass 
hoppers. Nevertheless gulls got 
’em just in the nick of time. A 
commentator explaining It sta 
ted however that the birds are 
not the regular ocean birds 
but an inland variety of gulls, 
and that the gulls of Mormon

fame belonged to i the same 
species. Just the same, even if 
the birds came from near-by, 
their timely help was quite 
wonderful and we can't blame 
the Mormons for regarding it 
as miraculous.

The temple is enormous and
beautiful, as seen from the 
outside. But that’s the only im ­
pression we can mention. It 
happens to be closed to tour­
ists, , so that services can be 
held any time without inter­
ruption.

At the tabernacle, however,
people can look and listen to 
their hearts' content. By a 
stroke of good luck we arrived 
a few moments before the e v ­
ening recital and are qualified 
to vouch that the famous or­
gan has tone as w e ll-a s  sife. 
The guide who conducted a 
tour afterward said it is re­
garded as one of the best in 
the world. It has 10,000 pipes, 
some of which are the originals 
made from native logs about 
75 years ago, and five  manual 
keyboards besides the pedals. 
Really an amazing instrument, 
but no more amazing than the 
building which contains it.

The tabernacle is a huge
building, much larger than its 
low construction with arched 
roof indicates from the outside. 
But the guide tells you it mea­
sures 250x150 and has seating 
space for more than 8000. As 
many as lff.OOO have crowded 
into it. And here are some of 
its remarkable features. In 
spite if its size it has no s u d - 
oorting pillars. The entire 150 
foot span is bridged by beams 
which are joined by pegs and 
dovetailing. W hile it was built 
rawhide was used to hold the 
beams in place. A ll that bridge- 
work Is in the 10 foot gap be­
tween the roof and the ceiling.

Another unusual feature Is 
the balcony independently sup­
ported on pillars. It does not 
join the wall, and the 2 foot 
gap between it and the wall 
is said to be one of the rea­
sons for the building’s marve­
lous acoustical qualities. Wc 
were there and heard when a 
guide dropped a pin some 200 
feet away. We also heard the 
swish as he brushed his shirt 
sleeve.

From Salt Lake City to Den­
ver our schedule called for 
nothing but a long day of 
steady driving. There were 
plenty of Interesting places to 
stop but we were running out 
of time, so kept rolling.

At Denver we were Joined by 
Herb Fette for a day of loafing, 
visiting and touring around 
town. Our only disappointment 
was being unable to see the 
mint. It was closed lor Sunday.

The following day was taken 
up with leisurely driving, with 
a several hour pause at the 
Garden of the Gods and Mani- 
tou. and the .next was the home 
stretch from Raton, N. M., to 
Muenster.
