
There was lots of food tor
thought last Thursday night In 
John Surratt’s talk before the Com­
munity Council. For practical pur­
poses, it seems, the sum total of 
all community advancement can 
he gathered into the simple form, 
ula "make it attractive enough to 
keep the youngsters at home.” 
Obviously it’s got to be a pretty 
nice place if modern youngsters 
will settle and raise their families 
rather than go after the opportun. 
ities offered in cities.

A factor to make the formula 
even more attractive is that it is 
self perpetuating. Ambitious and 
prosperous youngsters attracted 
by such a set up will be inclined to 
carry on the good work. They'll 
continue the improvement, and the 
fruits of their efforts will event­
ually return to benefit those who 
set the wheels of progress- in mo- 
tion.

The application of that principle
is evident now in the commun­
ity. In the past Muenster enjoyed 
better than average success in 
keeping its new talent and energy. 
Youngsters have joined with pro­
gressive oldsters in developing 
markets, industry, school facilities, 
comforts and other benefits now 
shared by both young and old. 
Those advantages now await the 
next crop of talent, which will con­
tribute its share to the next cycle 
of progress.

Getting down to specific cases, 
a better school will impart more 
knowledge in soil conservation and 
productivity which will be reflect­
ed In greater farm incomes and 
greater business volumes. Better 
businesses and better roads will 
expand the trade area. All of 
which justifies more religious, rec 
reational, educational and health 
facilities and a greater variety of 
business opportunities.

Once the wheel of progress gets 
rolling it has a lot of momentum. 
And when that momentum is as- 
sisted by a good steady push it 
can really go places.

During the past few years we 
have heard lots of humiliating 
stories about the fast deals our 
erstwhile Russian allies have pulled 
on Uncle Sam, but none to com­
pare with the one being unfolded 
now. And It’s nothing short o( ex­
asperating to note that some of 
our Washington big shots are re­
ferring to the present disclosure 
as a tempest in a teapot.

Radio commentator Fulton Lewis 
Jr. popped the lid off this case 
with the testimony of a former air 
force officer who had the foresight 
during the war to keep notes on 
a lot of suspicious procedure which 
he tolerated under protest only 
because of direct orders from 
Washington. The real significance 
of what happened then dawned 
on him after disclosures that Rus­
sia hns an atomic bomb. So he’s 
telling what he knows, to the 
public and to a congressional in 
vestlgating committee, and 'the 
impact of his revelation is enough 
to jar any thinking person into a 
state of serious apprehension.

How. we ask. can the rank and
file of Americans possibly enjoy 
a feeling of security when they 
discover that they have been sold 
down the river by our own trust, 
ed officials to a mob of unscrupu­
lous foreign cutthroats whose ad­
mitted aim is to overthrow our 
government?

Fantastic things are coming to
light in the present exposures. 
Planes which were given to the 
Russians under the so-called lend 
lease program were loaded with 
top secret documents, plans and 
materials acquired and transport­
ed with the cooperation of high 
ranking men in Washington.

Long before the nation at large 
heard of Oak Ridge or the atomic 
bomb Russian pilots were haul­
ing away scientific data, plant dc. 
signs samples and what not.Hund­
reds of cheap suitcases crammed 
with tons of the most secret. Infor­
mation were permitted to go out as 
luggage of the Red pilots. Every 
bit of it was protected by dlplo. 
rriatic immunity.

Air Force personnel at Great Falls,
Mont., the point of departure, had 
Instructions to see nothing and 
say nothing and let the stuff go 
through. But the officer in charge 
of clearing the transfer of planes 
got suspicious and looked inside 
some of the suitcases. On several 
occasions he protested and refused 
to let the "luggage” go through, 
and each time he received instruc­
tions directly from Washington to 
release it.

Nevertheless he kept notes list­
ing some of the documents and 
articles he saw. Among them were 
huge bundles of papers on top 
military secrets on planes, radar, 
atomic bombs, superchargers and

Two years ago he underwent 
surgery from which he recovered 
Members of his family were not 
aware that he had heart trouble. 
He spent the day before his death, 
as was his custom, doing minor 
chores around the home and visit­
ing in town.

Survivors are his wife; two 
daughters.

Tommy Gremminger 
Dies of Injuries in 
High Line Accident

Thomas J. Gremminger, 22, a 
member of the Cooke County Elec­
tric Cooperative line maintenance 
crew died Wednesday afternoon 
after coming In contact with a 
live wire and falling off a power 
line pole.

It has not been determined 
whether the shock or the fall or 
both caused his death. Neither Is 
the time of his death definitely 
known. The accident occurred a- 
bout 1:30 and efforts to revive him 
w’ere continued until after 3. A bro­
ken right leg and a minor bruise on 
his forehead were the only ap­
parent injuries from his fall. Bums 
on both hands gave evidence of his 
contact with live wires.

The tragedy occurred while the 
crew- consisting of Gremminger, 
Frank Feiderhoff and Wofford 
Hall were replacing insulators that 
had been destroyed by gunfire on 
the line about 5 miles northeast 
of Gainesville. After repairs were 
complete Gremminger remained 
on the scene while his companions- 
left to re-energlze the line.

Meanwhile he climbed the ad­
joining pole and met his accident 
during the few minutes the other 
two were gone. When they re- 
turned they found him at the foot 
of the pole. Less than a minute 
earlier he had been discovered by 
a lady driving past.
Feiderhoff applied artificial res­

piration a few moments then 
turned the job over to Hall w-hlle 
he reported the accident to the 
electric co-op office over his truck 
radio. The office had a doctor, a 
priest and two ambulances sent 
out from Gainesville and also no­
tified the victim’s family. Word 
spread in Gainesville and members 
of the sheriff's office, highway- 
patrol, -city light plant and TP&L 
also came out to offer their help. 
They continued artificial resplra- 
tlon and exhausted the oxygen 
supply from both ambulances. 
Meanwhile Father Albert De Crits 
administered the last rites of the 
church. After more than an hour 
and a half Gremminger was giv­
en up as dead. .

Rosary for the deceased will be 
recited Thursday night at 7:30 at 
the home of his wife’s parents, Mr. 
and Mrs. Victor Hartman.

Funeral services at 9:30 Friday 
in Sacred Heart Church will be 
followed bv burial in Sacred Heart 
Cemetery under the direction of 
Nick Miller

Pallbearers are Leo and Joe Sick- 
Ing, Frank Feiderhoff, Casper 
Haverkamp, Artie Arendt and Billy 
Joe Miller. All are co-workers at 
the Electric Co-op.

Thomas Gremminger was bom 
at Windt horsi on August 15, 1927, 
the oldest son of Mr. and Mrs. 
Ted Gremminger. Two years later 
his parents moved to Wichita Falls 
and In 1943 they moved to Muens­
ter.

While here Tommy attended 
Sacred Heart High until June 1945. 
worked 3 months with the elec­
tric co-op, then joined the Navy. 
After 9 months In the service he 
returned and has worked with 
the Co-op ever since.

On September 28. 1948 he w-as 
married to Miss Edna Hartman. 
They have one daughter. Sharon. 
7 w-eeks old.

Other survivors are his parents, 
a brother Teddy and two sisters 
Marilyn and Patricia.

’49 Safety Slogan: 
“ Don’t Let Death 
Take Your Holiday”

“Don’t let death take your holi­
day!"

This was the warning issued to­
day by Col. Homer Garrison, Jr., 
Director of the Texas Department 
of Public Safety.

“Too many people either do not, 
or will not, associate the Christ­
mas holidays with anything as 
grim as death," Col. Garrison said. 
“And yet this month's death rate 
is consistently high. Last- year, 
more than 3,000 motorists and pe-

destrains died in December alone.”
The Department of Public Safety 

is emphasizing the subject of holi­
day hazards during December in 
cooperation with the Texas Safety 
Association.

Col. Garrison pointed out that 
December, last year, again success­
fully defended its title as the dead­
liest month of the year from a 
national standpoint. Both pedes- 
train and motorist fatalities were 
higher at that time than at any 
other time of the year.

“A lot of things go into making 
of a record like that, ” Col. Garr­
ison said. "Low visibility, slippery 
road surfaces, fogged windshields, 
riiore drinking drivers, and long 
hours of darkness that cover the 
peak hours of traffic every day 
are the factors chiefly responsible 
for such a high fatality rate.”

Maintenance of windshield wip­
er, defroster, and brakes, use of 
chains, lower speeds, and abstin­
ence from alcohol before and while 
driving were the preventive mea­
sures urged by the Department 
of Public Safety and the Texas 
Safety Association.

“Don’t Let Death Take Your 
Holiday, is more than a slogan,” 
Col. Garrison said. “ Remember— 
that very thing happened to more 
than 3,000 people last year!"

EQUALITY

We hear much these days about 

equality, but there seems to be 
a wide divergence of opinion as 
to just what "equality” means 
when applied to the human fam­
ily.

Ask a socialist what he means 
by "equality,” and he will tell 
you it menns a civilization in 
which all equally share the wealth. 
He will neglect to add that it 
generally means sharing the pov­
erty.

Ask a capitalist or a believer 
in the capitalistic system and the 
definition you will get from him 
is that "equality” is the civiliza­
tion in which all have equal op­
portunity and equality before the 
law.

Commencing with the French 
Revolution the socialistic dream of

equality of wealth has led to vast 
cruelty and endless bloodshed, all 
to very little purpose. At times 
the bourgeoisie and the upper 
class either have been relegated 
to the sidelines or completely 11- 
quidated by the proletariat; weal­
th has been confiscated and divid­
ed. But, in every such case, it was 
not long until the people discov- 
ered that the beautiful theory of 
equal sharing of the wealth does 
not work out in practice. By kill­
ing off or rendering inactive the 
brains of a nation, the sum total 
of accomplishment is poverty for 
all.

Any government can immedi­
ately establish equality of a sort 
by taking away property from 
the rich "haves" and distributing 

| it among the poor "have nots." 
Currently that is what we are do­
ing through progressive income 
taxation, social security, unem- 
ployment doles, etc. In the past, 
whenever and wherever a govern­
ment has undertaken equal dis­
tribution of the wealth, the "have-

nots" did not become less poor. 
Notable examples of this are the 
French and Russian Revolutions.

Why did these fail? Simply be­
cause confiscation of the property 
of the rich, even if honestly dis­
tributed among the general pop­
ulation, no more raises the level 
of wealth than a cup of water ap- 
preciably raises the level of the 
water in a bathtub. The net re­
sult of those two revolutions was 
to produce an equality of poverty. 
This is always easy to do and any 
dictatorshfp can accomplish it. 
What dictators cannot accomplish 
Is something far more difficult— 
an equality of plenty.

Here in America we had made 
considerable progress toward an 
equality of plenty in a capitalistic 
economy. It would be idle for us 
to contend we had reached that 
mueh-to-be-desired goal, but we 
were on the right track. At least, 
we had travelled further toward

Unsealed Greeting 
Cards Need 2-cent 
Stamps This Year

Postmaster Arthur Endreg this 
week reminds Muensterites not to 
try to mail their Christmas cards 
this year with l ' i  cent stamps.

The postage rate on unsealed 
greeting cards, which travel by 
third-class mail, he pointed out, 
was raised to 2 cents last January.

Christmas cards carrying 2-cent 
stamps must not be sealed and 
must not contain personal mess­
ages. Only one effort is made to 
deliver them. If the address proves 
incomplete ~or Incorrect, the card 
lands in the Dead Letter Office.

Payment of the first-class rate 
of 3 cents i£ recommended by the 
postmaster to avoid disappoint­
ment and obtain the best service, 
including free forwarding to ad­
dressee if he has moved, or re­
turn to the sender if undeliverable 
"hen the sender’s address Is 
shown.

"Please address plainly and com- 
otetely” , the postmaster urges. 
"Give the full name, house num­
ber, street, name of city, zone 
number and state. Many emergen­
cy clerks and carriers are requir­
ed to handle the heavy Christmas 
load and they haven't the time or 
experience to figure out scrawled 
addresses and zones. And write in 
vour return address", he added.

Cards receive more considerate 
handling if they’re mailed before 
the peak Christmas rush, Post- 
master Endres pointed out. Greet­
ings for out-of-town delivery sho­
uld be posted before Dec. 15. For 
late mailings and to distant 
points he recommends air mail.

WHAT’S WRONG 
WITH WORK?

It is disturbing to observe how few 
of our young people know hqw to 
work or have any intention of 
learning. They dfin’t like the idea 
of work. Yet they want jobs and 
incomes.

Only a few year^ago work was 
neld to be honorable. To be called 
a "hard worker" was considered 
high praise. People put in a full 
measure of hours and applied 
themselves diligently at their Jobs. 
Nobody thought there was any­
thing peculiar about it. We re­
ceived a sort of inner satisfaction 
in doing a job well. Now all this 
appears to be old-fashioned, and 
all of us who worked hard in the 
hope of carving out a niche In the 
world were dopes. If you don’t be­
lieve me, just listen in on young­
sters’ conversation; or better yet, 
let them apply to you for "an ass- 
ociation with your firm."

No, they don’t even apply for 
jobs any more. TheyVant to "form 
a connection." And most of them 
want to start out at executives’ 
salaries.

Just notice the questions they 
ask you: "What are the hours? 
When will I get my vacation? Do 
you have free hospitalization in­
surance? How about a pension 
and retirement plan? How soon 
will I get a raise?"

Another thing that disturbs me 
is the low grade of effort exerted 
by the workers who are on the 
Job. Offices, shops, stores and fac­
tories are full of Indifferent em- 
ployes who give half measure, 
who stall on the Job, who manage 
to waste two or three hours a day.

Can It be that a big slice of our 
population no longer believes In 
Opportunity? Has so much talk 
about Security caused a letdown 
in the vital drive that made Am- 
erica great? Young people used 
to expert Opportunity. Now they 
demand Security.

Perhaps that’s where the differ­
ence lies.

The fact that jobs have been 
plentiful the past several years 
has a strong bearing on the matter. 
Few of the younger white-collar 
folks have known what It means 
to hunt a job for weeks. Maybe 
the situation will correct Itself 
without our young folks having 
to learn what it Is to need a job 
desperately. But I can’t help won­
dering if the answer will come 
out any other way. I hope it will.

Dents and Crevices 
In Milk Cans Make 
Bacteria Hideouts

COLLEGE STATION, —Milk can* 
that are badly battered and in 
poor condition are one of the 
weak links in the chain between 
the farmer and the milk plant, 
says A.M. Meekma, assistant ex­
tension dairy husbandman of Tex­
as A&M College. Dents and ere- 
vices in old cans tend to harbor 
and furnish breeding plaoes for 
bacteria while rust spots may 
cause the milk or cream to have 
a metallic flavor.

This weak link, by lowering the 
quality of milk, robs the farmer 
of income and often renders the 
milk unfit for use. According to 
Meekma. the average life of a 
milk can is from 8 to D years and 
during that time it will be used 
to transport some $6,000 worth of 
milk and cream. He recommends 
that reasonable care be exercis­
ed In handling the cans—for extra 
life and better condition.

Good daily care of the milk cans 
will pay dividends and here are 
his suggestions on how best to do 
the Job. Use a recommended wash­
ing solution and do a thorough Job 
of washing. Rinse well and invert 
the cans on a good rack that per­
mits thorough draining. He says 
leave the lids, off empty cans and 
to be earefupVhen you are using 
the stirring rod, it is easy to scrat- 
ch the inside of the can. Remove 
the rod after you’ve finished stir­
ring. Leaving sour milk or cream 
in a can over a period of time is 
hard on the enn and makes the 
washing job more difficult, he says.

CIRCULAR CHICKEN HOUSE
Designed for efficient working 
conditions, time and financial ec­
onomy, and a healthy chicken is 
a newly patented circular chicken 
house, a cross section of which 
suggests a huge pie cut into eight 
pieces-seven pens and a feed 
room! Each pen has a door lead­
ing to a circle in the center of the 
building and a door leading out­
doors. Water is supplied to the 35 
automatic water fountains by a 
gravity system and feeding is ac­
complished with a feed conveyor 
which runs from the feed room 
through the pens and back. The 
building receives sunlight from 
42 skylights in addition to the 172 
windows, and a ventilating system 
allows fresh air to circulate at all 
times. —National Patent Council.

AUSTIN—Patients in Texas men. 
tal hospitals are desperately in 
need of “.breathing room.”

Now numbering 16,000 and in- 
creasing every day. the State's

half the present hospital popula­
tion.

Newspapermen, representing 
some of the State’s largest and 
smallest papers, recently got a 
first-hand look at this pathetic 
situation when they made a 1 ,000- 
mile swing through Texas.

spected the institutions himself, 
finding them overcrowed and un. 
derstaffed. Later, he described his 
.findings to the journalism fra­
ternity. The Journalists started 
planning a press tour before the 
meeting ended to see for them­
selves the conditions.

Guided by Dr. James S. Scrirv 
borough, medical director for State 
Hospitals, the newsmen saw what 
the Governor told them they 
would see.

In San Antonio’s mental hos- 
pital, 26 beds were Jig-sawed into 
a wardroom with space for 15. 
Some of Abilene's epileptic cases 
were eating In bathrooms for lack 
of dining spacev

At Terrell. 77 Negro women were 
confined in a rotting "infirmary” , 
condemned and evacuated before, 
but pressed Into service again 
when “breathing room” ran out.

Rusk State Hospital’s superin­
tendent told the visitors that 50 
patients were on a “ waiting list” 
to enter his hospital. Half were 
still living at home, half in jail 
cells.

In the Austin hospital tubercu­
lar patients could not be isolated 
from other patients for lack of 
dormitory space.

In more than one hospital pat­
ients slept on open porches, win- 
ter ns well as summer. Buildings 
with fire escapes were in the min­
ority at several hospitals.

Superintendents of the institut­
ions pointed out that, while ade­
quate bed space is essential in 
ordinary hospitals, it is even more 
Imperative in mental hospitals.

The officials emphasized that 
mental patients often become 
"disturbed” during the night and 
can inflame a whole ward when 
beds are only inches apart.

The hospital authorities also ex­

plained that hundreds of new pat­
ients with only slight mental ill­
ness have become hopeless cases 
after living with the acutely.ill for 
a few months.

More space, the hospital men 
added, is the only means of sep­
arating patients according to the 
stage of their insanity.

Abilene's hospital for epileptics 
offers a special, deadly problem.

All the Abilene institution’s 
buildings have three or four stor­
ies. Steep flights of razor-sharp 
slate steps make every building 
a deathtrap tof epileptic patients 
who are subject to “ seizures” at 
any time. Falls down the stairs 
have taken some lives and re­
sulted in many serious Injuries.

An unrehearsed demonstration 
qf this hazard was «c»n by the 
newsmen. They watched while a 
nurse ran to help a little girl who, 
unnoticed, hud pulled herself al­
most to the top of a steep flight 
of stairs.

Officials of the hospitals told 
the nVwspapermen they plan to 
ask the special January session 
of the legislature for funds to 
give their patients "breathing 
room."

Similar appropriations were pro- 
posed during last spring’s regular 
session, but the lawmakers ran 
out of money before they could 
act to ease the strain on the 
State's mental hospitals.

Children's Diseases

AUSTIN, TEXAS—"No one needs 
to have diphtheria, but it will not 
be conquered until all parents 
realize that they and their child­
ren must be safequarded against 
it,” declared Dr. Geo. W. Cox, State 
Hearth Officer. "After the first six 
to nine months of life nearly 
every child is susceptible to the 
disease and should be immunized. 
Adults also have diphtheria, but 
are not as liable to "catch" it as 
children.' A successful immuniza- 
tion gives complete protection 
against the disease.”

Other diseases for which there 
is immunity are: smallpox, lock 
jaw and whooping cough.

Dr. Cox advises parents to con­
sult their family physician and 
gives these instructions for par-

\  ,
ents to follow concerning immun­
ization: • —•

“Vaccination against smallpox 
ai any age during epidemic, but 
routinely between 3 to 12 months 
of age. Repeat at 6 to 12 years of 
age and during an epidemic. Re 
vaccinate after any exposure.

"If immunization is to be giyen 
ngainst diphtheria only, start be­
tween 9 to 12 months of age.

"If single vaccination against 
whooping cough (pertussis) Is em. 
ployed, start at 6-9 months or at 
any subsequent time. It is ques­
tionable whether pertussis vac­
cination should be employed after 
6 years of age.

"Multiple combined vaccines are 
now being used safely against 
diphtheria, tetanus (lock jaw) 
and pertussis, starting at 3 months 
of age.

Upper Elm-Red Soil Conservation 
District News

For years, the Upper Elm-Red 
Soil Conservation District has ad­
vocated the reseeding of aband- 
oned old fields and marginal crop­
land to native bluestem grass or 
one of the adapted introduced 
grasses. Seed supplies of the blue- 
stem grass have been limited to 
small amounts of nursery grown 
seed. Last year, Mother Nature 
smiled on Northeastern Oklahoma 
to produce the largest crop of nat­
ive grass seed ever harvested. We 
were able to plant over 600 acres 
last spring in the Muenster area. 
This fall a good crop of Bluestem 
seed was combined off of ranches 
in the Henrietta, Bowie, Jacksboro 
area and this seed is available 
now if we get it before it is all 
sold. Early spring plantings pro­
duced satisfactory stands of grass 
and some of It showed up after 
fall rains

In the Clear Creek Conservation 
group Horace Embry is planting 
an oil field to native grass mixture 
of Little Bluestem. Big Bluestem 
and Indian Grass. Levi Busby is 
planting a portion of his pasture 
that was once culitvated to the 
grass mixure to give more grass 
for wintering his cattle and to aid 
in handling water from a proposed 
diversion terrace that will protect 
his cultivated fields.

In the Hardy Conservation Grour 
J.C. Donnell is planting about 35 
acres of his upland pasture with 
the grass mixture in an effort tc 
get a good grass cover back or 
the land to prevent erosion and to 
add greatly to the grazing capacity 
of the pasture.

In all cases of native grass seed­
ing the cattle will he kept off 
during the growing season for at 
least two years following the 
planting to allow the seedlings to 
become established. After estab- 
lishment the native grasses will 
be protected from grazing one 
half of the growing season each 
year to maintain the grass stand 
and cover.

Earl Robinson has completed 
construction of over two miles of 
terraces on his farm north of 
Muenster.

Harry Fisher is using his tractor 
and the island method of construc­
tion to add another terrace to the 
terracing system on the Joe Fisher 
farm.

New farm or ranch ponds are 
being constructed by Jake Blffle 
Jr. at Myra and Dub Trew south of
Muenster.

1T*S EXPENSIVE TO  
CROWD LAYING HENS 
DURING THE WINTER

COLLEGE STATION,—The poul- 
j tryman who sells the extra pul- 
I lets rather than overcrowds the 
j laying house will be money ahead, 
says W.J. Moore, associate exten- 

' slon poultry husbandman of Tex­
as A&M College.

Too many hens in the laying 
house can cause plenty of trouble 
during the winter season, because 
ventilation systems may be in­
effective when the house is over­
crowed, says Moore. The result 
is too much moisture In the air, 
damp litter and wet walls and 
generally unhealthy conditions. 
The birds are /nore likely to be 
troubled with diseases and thus 
a reduction in the eggs produced.

According to Moore there is a 
definite relationship between the 
floor space provided and potential 
egg production. He says that three 
to f o u r  square feet of f l o o r  
space should be allowed for each 
bird In a well equipped house. If 
there is overcrowing, sufficient 
feeding space will not be avail­
able and hens cannot get enough 
feed to produce at maximum lev- 
els. Moore recommends at least 
six Inches of feeder space per hen.

He says there should be at 
least one nest for every five hens 
In the house and cautions poul- 
trymen to be sure and supply 
plenty of good fresh, clean drink­
ing water for the hens. When the 
weather Is cold, it Is a good idea, 
says Moo£p, to warm the water 
before it is given to the her\s. You 
can figure that 100 hens will drink 

l about five gallons of water per 
day. Moore says if the little items
