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Of all reasons for objecting

to the rebuild ing  of an arm y 
camp, the one advanced by the 
group of Brownwood people is 
probably the  most original . . . 
and perhaps also the least per­
suasive. We can ju st imagine 
how m uch the  arm y big brass 
will be -impressed by the  plea 
not to m ake Brownwood an 
atom  bomb target. If th a t is the 
basis upon w hich camp sites 
are to be selected it begins to 
appear th a t Uncle Sam  w ill not 
be able to locate in any popul­
ated  area, w hich leaves only the 
desert for fu tu re  camps.

Of course the Brownwood 
people probably realize th a t all 
camps cannot be isolated, so 
th e ir petition am ounts only to 
a request to invite atom ic a t­
tack som ewhere else, not on 
them . Their a ttitu d e  is under­
standable, b u t som ewhat lacking 
in  validity. There is no reason 
w hy they should be spared a 
risk  which m illions of other 
Am ericans w ill have to take.

Considered in ano ther way,
the  petition seems even a little  
absurd. We can hard ly  im agine 
an  enem y carrying bom bs a 
couple of thousand miles inland 
w hen m ore im portan t targets 
a re  near our boundaries. 
Brownwood’s chances of being 
h it  by the  bomb are actually 
rem ote. If the enem y ever gets 
th a t far he probably won’t 
need to bomb. He’ll have the 
country under control anyway.

So it seems the atom  bomb 
is only a weak excuse to con­
ceal o ther reasons. M aybe the 
people don’t w ant to  give up 
land again. M aybe they don’t 
w an t m ore of the  confusion and 
inconvenience they experienced 
before. On the o ther side there 
a re  people hoping the  camp 
will re turn . They w an t more 
business booms and high ren ­
tals.

Thank goodness Cooke Coun­
ty  has not been w ailing about 
atom bombs in connection w ith 
the  possibility of re-activating 
Camp Howze. Lots of talking 
has been done, but all of it 
boils down m ostly to personal 
considerations . . the full list 
of reasons pro and con which 
are  prom pted by m em ories of 
a  few years ago.

From  w hat yours tru ly  has 
heard  on th e  subject it seems 
th a t  contrary  sentim ent a t this 
tim e carries a little  more 
w eight. From  the  view poins of 
both  soldiers and civilian How­
ze is a less desirable campsite. 
And the reason in a nutshell 
is th a t no city  is able to  absorb 
th e  overflow* from  a camp 
w hich is four tim es its own 
size.

One can easily understand 
w hy  soldiers used to call it 
C am p Lousy. When they flood­
ed the town they  found a p i t i ­
fu l shortage of the diversions, 
conveniences and necessities 
th ey  craved. They lived in a 
constant s ta te  of disappoint­
m ent. If they brought w ives or 
children to town they  found it 
m ost difficult to get living 
quarters. All in all, Gainesville 
w as not able to do m uch for 
soldier morale.

Civilians, too, had a ra th er
rough time. Facilities geared to 
th e ir  population w ere swarm ed 
by  soldiers. Stores, movies, 
churches, busses, service s ta ­
tions . . . everything . . . were 
crowded fa r beyond th e ir in ­
tended capacity. Gainesville 
w as far m ore uncom fortable 
because of the  camp than  a 
large city w ould have been. 
So, for the  sake of all concern­
ed, lots of people are hoping 
th a t Uncle Sam w ill by-pass 
Gainesville th is tim e in his 
search for campsites.

As regards the airfield, how ­
ever, the case is different. In 
th e  first p lace it seems Uncle 
Sam  should find a w ay to m ake 
use of the trem endous invest­
m ent he already  has there. Why 
le t th a t lie idle and gig us ta x ­
payers to spend m illions some­
w here else. F u rtherm ore  the 
sm all num ber of tra in ers  th a t 
could be accom m odated would 
n o t be too m uch for the  city 
to  absorb. T hat num ber of sol­
d iers could be  com fortable and 
happy and they  would not place 
a burden on the  norm al popu­
lation.

Ttye intention is to continue the 
w ork  steadily  as w eather and 
the  budget perm it un til all 
stree ts have been p u t in good 
condition.

Though most of the  w ork  is 
being done now  th e  finishing 
touches in  m any places w ill 
have to w a it fo r th e  nex t rain. 
U ntil the  ground soaks suffic­
iently  to  keep it from  coming 
out in  clods the  grader w ill not 
be able to  p u t the  final trim  
along the  p roperty  side of g rad­
er ditches. A nother detail in the 
unfinished look is th e  scattering 
of rocks a t  the  edge of some 
people’s lawns. The rocks w ere 
throw n th ere  to  get them  off 
th e  road w hile w ork  w as in 
progress and  city  w orkers will 
be along soon to hau l them  
away. P roperty  ow ners who 
find them  on th e ir law n are 
asked to bear w ith  th e  city a 
w hile and not th row  them  back 
on the  road. \

Special pains a re  being taken  
to provide adequate drainage. 
A surveying in strum en t is used 
to determ ine the  direction of 
natu ra l flow  and ditches are be­
ing cut to  follow th a t as close­
ly as possible. W here w ate r p re ­
viously crossed the  stree t fill- 
ins w ill lift the road surface to 
a higher level.

A bout 1000 yards of gravel 
figures in the  job. R esurfacing 
on Oak, H ickory, W alnut, Syca­
m ore and Elm w ill add to a 
to tal of about 9% blocks. A bout 
7 of th a t is com plete now.

Speaking 
of Sacrifices

By George Peck

The P resident has declared 
a national em ergency. He has 
called on the A m erican people 
to m ake sacrifices. Any sacri­
fice essential to giving th is n a­
tion the strength  to w in a th ird  
world war, the  A m erican peo­
ple will cheerfully  m ake. Their 
perform ances in the past m ake 
th a t a certainty.

But controls and rationings 
not necessary, such as m any 
th a t were imposed during  World 
W ar II, they are not prepared 
to take. They have an  unplea­
san t recollection of the  non­
b re ad ' slicing, no-cuffs-on-trous- 
ers and o ther asinine regu la­
tions of the  last war. The A d­
m inistration will do well to 
bear in m ind th a t controls just 
for the sake of pushing people 
around will never again  be to l­
erated.

U nfortunately, the P resident 
m ade no m ention of any sacrifi­
ces to be m ade by the  A dm in­
istration. Perhaps he has some 
in mind bu t ju st forgot to  m en­
tion them . Could it be th a t he 
plans to give up a yacht or so, 
an airplane, perhaps even an 
autom obile or two? M aybe he 
has even highly resolved, in the 
emergency, to w rite no more 
nasty notes to Congressm en and 
critics.

If the P resident is planning 
to give up his luxurious notion 
of foisting the  W elfare S tate 
upon us, he overlooked m en­
tioning it. Surely, he m ust 
know that this defin itely  is not 
the tinge to increase govern­
m ental expenditures by one sin­
gle penny except for actual de­
fense requirem ents.

Is the P resident w illing to ab ­
andon the  idea sown by the So­
cialists. the P lanned Economists 
and the  A nti-Business Group 
th a t anvone who earns his w ay 
honestly and by th rift achieves 
m ore w orldly success than  his 
less industrious and less provi­
dent neighbor, m ust have done 
so by thieving and to the de­
trim ent of his fellows?

Is the P resident figuring on 
clearing the industrial atm os­
phere by having the  D epart­
m ent of Justice w ithdraw  its 
unw arran ted  suits against ce r­

tain  large industries? He m ust 
know  th a t the  D epartm ent of 
Defense and other w ar agencies 
now need the  fu llest coopera­
tion of these industries and 
that they cannot expect to get 
this fu llest cooperation while 
ano ther departm ent of th e  gov­
ernm ent persecutes and th re a t­
ens to destroy big industries.

The P resident did say th a t he 
plans to cut non-m ilitary  expen­
d itures to the bone. Does this 
m ean he is planning to release 
hundreds of thousands of u n ­
necessary governm ent em ploy­
ees now w orking in departm ents 
o ther than  w ar agencies? I 
hope so, 'as he m ust know that 
this would lighten the tax  b u r­
den; th a t these em ployees can 
be shifted to expanding w ar ag­
encies, or m ade available to 
w ar industries w here there  is 
bound to be a terrific  shortage 
of m anpow er as more and more

m en are drafted  into the arm ed 
services.

Is the  P residen t as long last 
w illing to risK the. em barrass­
m ent of chopping off a f^w 
heads, by encouraging ra th er 
than  d i s c o u r a g i n g  a sw eep­
ing i n v e s t i g a t i o n  to get 
rid of the com m unist ra ts th a t 
he and everyone know infest 
our governm ent departm ents? 
Surely, he m ust realize th a t this 
is no tim e to have com m unist 
sym pathizers in  key govern­
m ent positions w here they can 
sabotage the  defense effort.

The foregoing are just a few 
of the sacrifices the Adm inis­
tra tion  can m ake and thereby set 
a shining exam ple to the  rest 
of the  nation. H ere is a golden 
opportunity  for the A dm inistra­
tion to exercise real leadership, 
a leadership th a t has been w oe­
fully  lacking for m uch too long, 
a leadership th a t we m ust have 
if we are to  prevail against the 
forces th a t seek to destroy A m ­
erica.

kerosene.-

C ooperators of the U pper Elm- 
Red Soil C onservation D istrict 
a re  realizing m ore each year 
th a t grass is a paying crop and 
m ore and m ore of them  are 
p lan ting  grass each year and 
setting  up grazing ro tations and 
other grass im proving prac­
tices to insure m axim um  pro­
duction from  th e ir grass crop.

G rass is the  forgiveness of 
n a tu re  — her constant benedi­
ction. G rass sw iftly  moves in to 
cover m an’s failures. I t  takes 
over old fields th a t have been 
abandoned by m an as w orth ­
less and in tim e produce grass 
th a t can be converted into live­
stock products.

B ut n a tu re  i^ slow and spends 
years in getting  desirable gras­
ses back on land th a t has felt 
the  effects of the  plow and 
crops th a t have m ined the  soil, 
and m an is seeking to speed up 
her w ork by p lan ting  soil im ­
proving crops, adding com m er­
cial fertilizers and planting seed 
of desirable grasses.

The tim e has come to p lant

grasses. As usual old M other 
N ature is ahead of us. She has 
already p u t the  seed of our na­
tive grasses on the ground so 
th a t it will have p lenty  of tim e 
to  become covered and season­
ed before tim e to germ inate.

Farm ers and ranchers are ta k ­
ing a tip from natu re  and are 
p u tting  native grass on old field 
areas and on rangeland th a t 
needs better grass cover.

In the Forestburg  area W. L. 
B lankenship is using the  district 
owned grass seed d rill to sow 
a native grass m ix tu re of Big 
and L ittle  B luestem .Indiangrass, 
and Sw itchgrass on 20 acres of 
old field areas th a t is being 
turned  into pasture. The area 
was seeded to vetch and tre a t­
ed w ith  200 pounds of phos­
phate per acre earlier this fall. 
The vetch w ill act as a nurse 
crop and as a soil im proving 
crop to aid in the establishm ent 
and grow th of the native grass 
seedlings. Also in the  Forest­
burg area K enny Thurm an and 
Louis Penton are planting n a ­
tive grass seed on old field 
areas th a t have been treated  
w ith vetch and an application 
of commercial fertilizer. Mr. 
Thurm an is also using a press 
w heel cotton p lan ter to seed 
some Indian grass in rows. He

What Do You Know 
About Your Heart?

AUSTIN.— W hat do you 
know' about your heart? Do you 
know th a t the th ree  m ajor 
kinds of h eart disease are: 
Rheum atic heart disease, high 
blood pressure, and coronary 
h eart disease?

One of childhood’s most dan ­
gerous foes is rheum atic fever, 
declares Dr. Geo. W. Cox, S tate 
H ealth  Officer. A child is most 
likely to develop rheum atic fe­
ver w hen he is less than  10 
years of age. However, the  dis­
ease is not confined to children. 
“In World W ar II, about 40,000 
men in the A m erican forces de 
veloped attacks of rheum atic 
fever.” This disease m ay d am ­
age the  h eart valves and m us­
cle. Any child who has rheu 
m atic fever should have the 
best of m edical care, p lenty  of 
rest, a special diet, and be free 
from  anxiety  or worry. Ju s t be­
cause a person has rheumatic- 
fever, is no sign he will have 
rheum atic h eart trouble. B ut it’s 
im portant to keep in close check 
w ith  the fam ily physician.

Coronary h eart disease strikes 
those from m iddle age groups 
and up, m ore than  o th er forms 
of h ea rt trouble. And, it  strikes 
m en m ore often than  women. 
M oderation in daily  living is 
very im portant, fo r if a person 
worries too much, w orks too 
hard, exercises too frequently  
and hard, and eats too much 
his heart is overworked. Yes, 
one of the  best checks against 
overburdening the heart, . . is 
m oderation in all things . . . . 
and p lenty  of rest.

High blood pressure is anoth­
er im portan t cause of death. 
N aturally, the h eart has to w ork 
harder to pum p the blood, when 
blood pressure is high. An ov-
