
In principle the Montague
County sage, A. V. Grant, is a 
hundred per cent correct in 
storming for a resolution in­
structing the Texas legislature 
to begin secession proceedings 
at once. When one party to a 
contract has violated the terms 
of the contrast the other has a 
reasonable right to declare the 
contract null and void.

Back in 1845 when the Re­
public of Texas applied for ad­
mission as a state in the United 
States of America it specifically 
retained the title to all of its 
domain, including the tidelands, 
and it was accepted into the 
union on those terms. This very 
fact was mentioned in the dis­
senting opinion of Justice Reed. 
“ In my view,”  he said, ‘Texas 
owned the marginal area by vir­
tue of its original proprietor­
ship; it has not been shown to 
my satisfaction that it lost it by 
the terms of the resolution of 
annexation.

Since the title has been neith­
er sold nor given nor transfer­
red in any other way since 1845 
the plain fact is that Texas still 
has a valid title. . .that is. ac­
cording to the standards of jus­
tice that used to prevail in this 
country.

But all of that is meaningless
when an autocratic and avar­
icious central government de­
cides on a big steal, and when a 
subservient supreme court de­
grades its own dignity by being 
a party to the crime. Regardless 
of all the legal jargon expound­
ed in the decision, the one im­
portant fact is that Texas has 
not in any way relinquished its 
title to the tidelands.

As a matter of fact- the fed­
eral government’s stand in this 
case is in diametric opposition 
to the basic principle upon 
which this nation was founded. 
When the original 13 colonies 
made their historic agreement 
their only purpose was to unite 
for the welfare and security of 
all. Not one the states surrend­
ered one iota of its title to the 
land or other recources it then 
claimed. Nor was the principle 
changed as other states enter­
ed the union. To this day our 
federal government remains just 
what the word implies, a union 
of sovereign states and it has 
no right to land or any other 
natural resource which was not 
Specifically and validly trans­
ferred to it by a state.

Since the federal government
is big and powerful it’s easy for 
us to be confused about its 
rights. But let’s take the same 
principle and apply it on a 
smaller scale, and notice how it 
works out. Suppose all the busi­
ness men of a town unite in an 
association for their mutural 
benefit. The thing gets results, 
business flourishes, the town 
grows, and the association’s fees 
for services eventually grow in­
to an office building, warehouse, 
trucks and various other assets.

There’s no question that the 
association as such h a d  a 
right to acquire property. But 
then oil is discovered on a mem­
ber’s property and the associa­
tion promptly steps in to claim 
the property. Does anyone think 
that the association has a right 
♦o such a claim? Then how can 
anyone say that our federal 
government has a right to take 
property away from a state?

The supreme court has set
quite a precedent here. If these 
claims are valid, what’s to keep 
the federal government from 
filing its claim to every other 
resource in the United states? 
All it has to do is state that 
mines, factories, forests, etc., lie 
within the limits of the nation 
and that it w ill henceforth col­
lect all the royalties and taxes 
deriving therefrom. The viola­
tion of states’ rights would be 
no more definite than in this 
tidelands case.

That's why the column says
that in principle our good Mon­
tague County friend is altogeth­
er proper in his secession talk. 
If Uncle Sam doesn’t have to 
stick with his part of the agree­
ment, why does Texas have to? 
The only trouble is that the pro­
posal isn’t altogether practical. 
Remember what happened when 
several states seceded a little 
less than a hundred years ago?

And even though secession
were possible it would not be

Montague County 
Meeting Demands 
State’s Secession

Roderick Reiter of Kerrville 
is visiting here this week with 
relatives of the Reiter and Ber- 
nauer families.

NOCONA, Texas — Two hun­
dred Montague county people 
voted unanimously M o n d a y  
night to ask the legislature to 
take Texas out of the union and 
make it a republic again.

They voted in a mass meeting 
called to protest four decisions 
of the United States Supreme 
court which took away Texas 
tidelands'and banned segrega­
tion in colleges and in railroad 
dining cars.

A. V. Grant, Nocona and Saint 
Jo lawyer, who called and con­
ducted the meeting, said it was 
one of three scheduled in d if­
ferent cities in the state this 
week. Grant said a meeting 
would be held in Waco Tuesday 
night, called by Baylor univer­
sity students, and that former 
Congressman Martin Dies would 
speak to a state-wide meeting 
Saturday in Huntsville.

The resolution passed at No­
cona called on Gov. Allan Shiv­
ers to summon a special session 
of the Legislature to “reconsti­
tute the Sovereign Republic of 
Texas and do all things necess­
ary to facilitate our sovereignty."

Giant previously had told the 
crowd, which cheered his re­
marks:

“Whether you believe In go­
ing this strong or not. we have 
got to show the Federal govern­
ment that we are sore enough 
about the tidelands decision to 
threaten to pull out of the 
union.”

Grant said the tidelands deci­
sion was "not of the court’s do­
ing." He said the nine court 
members had been told how to 
vote by high federal politicians.

‘The bigwigs ordered a 4 to 2 
vote,” Grant shouted. ‘That was 
so if Texas raised enough sand 
and made it look like the Dem­
ocrats might lose an eleettion, 
the remaining five members of 
the court could overrule this 
decision and make the court 
back up.”

Grant said the Texas tide- 
lands decision threatened ev­
ery piece of property by the State 
of Texas since 1848.

“ I don’t know why Tom Clark 
when he sued for the tidelands 
didn’t sue for Nocona or Dallas, 
or the oil lands of the Univer­
sity of Texas. He could have 
and he would have gotten them.”

“The court had held that Tex­
as has no privileges which were 
not given to the other forty-sev­
en states—meaning that Texas 
cannot make use of provisions 
in its Treaty of Annexation by 
which Texas retains not only 
tidelands, but-all other public 
lands as well.

“Many land grants have been 
made • by Texas since then,” 
Grant continued.

He said the decision would 
knock the props from many 
farms and ranches which deriv­
ed early titles from the state.

It is the frame building used 
last year as a temporary school 
while Myra's new school build­
ing was under construction. Be­
sides being practically new it 
is especially suited for a brood­
er house because of the ample 
window space in the south wall.

C. F. Gobble, hatchery man­
ager, said the additional space 
w ill not only relieve present in 
convenience but reduce conges­
tion and the possibility of 
spreading diseases. With all 
brooder chicks out of the build­
ing, none of the newly hatched 
chicks will be exposed to infec 
tion. He explained that in the 
future people who get their 
chicks immediately after hat 
ching can rest assured they are 
n o t  getting diseased chicks. 
Up to now the hatchery could 
not be certain on that point.

After a new roof and a gen­
eral check-over for possible dam­
age from the 6 mile haul the 
building will be ready for use.

Local Grain Crop 
Badly Damaged by 
6 inch Cloudburst

Harvesting in the northwest 
part of this community took an­
other beating Saturday night 
when a cloudburst unofficially 
reported to measure about 6 
inches flooded lowlands and 
caused further delay to urgently 
needed work on higher levels. 
Some farmers of the vicinity 
said that rain gauges with a 
total capacity of six inches were 
full to the brim.

Approaching from that direc­
tion, the rain apparently was 
mostly spent before it reached 
the city of Muenster. The mea­
sure on Steve Moster’s official 
U S weather gauge was exactly 
2 Inches. In some areas south 
and east of town the rain was 
so light that a few people were 
returning to the fields on Tues­
day.

Damage was widespread all 
along both the Brushy Elm and 
the Dry Elm creeks. The bridge 
across Brushy,. Elm near the 
Sinclair pump station was part­
ially wrecked and its east ap­
proach was washed out. An­
other bridge crossing Dry Elm 
on the North Muenster FM road 
had its approach washed away.

Just south of town rampaging 
water in the Brushy Elm topped 
the floor of the bridge by a foot 
or more but caused no damage 
beyond washing away the road 
shoulders and several chunks of 
pavement. The bridge held firm. 
Grain fields along the creek, 
however were cleared in the 
lower spots and the bundles de­
posited in underbrush farther 
down stream.

The city’s sewage disposal 
plant along the north bank of 
the creek was completely under 
water. After the flood receded 
a four foot deposit of silt re­
mained but the operation of the 
p l a n t  apparently has n o t  
been affected. Steve Moster re­
ported Tuesday that no sewer 
troubles had developed up to 
then.

Up to late Tuesday field activ­
ity in the area has been practi­
cally at a standstill. One com­
bine and a few mowers had re- 
retumed back into the field.

Meanwhile grain crops con­
tinue to suffer from the long 
delay. Besides losses from fa ll­
ing there is the increasing dam­
age to test caused by the lush 
growth of weeds, and grasses. 
Moisture from the green vege­
tation, when combined along 
with the grain, impairs the qual­
ity of the grain.

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WASHINGTON
NEWSLETTER

By ED GOSSETT

WASHINGTON. D. C. June 9, 
—The most sensational news in 
Washington this week was made 
by the Supreme Court. On Mon­
day the Supreme Court handed 
down numerous decisions, some 
of which will become historic.

In the Texas Tidelands Case 
the Court brushed aside all of 
our contentions and laid feder­
al claim to all of the marginal 
sea within the described boun­
daries of Texas. It is my hope 
and belief that Congress will 
override the Supreme Court’s ac­
tions in these tidelands cases. 
We will probably not get this 
job accomplished before the 
next session of Congress. ~

Three other cases decided by 
the Court give evidence of a 
social, revolution that is going 
on in this country. Congress will 
probably do little or nothing to 
stop this revolution. In the 
Sweatt Case the Court held that 
the University of Texas must 
admit Negroes to her Law 
School. In the Henderson Case 
the Court held that separate 
facilities on trains for Negroes 
was unlawful.

In the McLaurin Case the 
Court held that Oklahoma Uni­
versity’s separate seating of the 
Negro. McLaurin, in the class­
room was discriminatory. In 
other words, these three cases 
in effect set the stage for out­
lawing all forms of segregation.

On the day following the 
Court’s action in these cases, un­
der the one minute rule, I 
made the following statement 
to the House of Representatives:

“Mr. Speaker. Yesterday might 
well be called 'Black Monday’. 
Yesterday’s Supreme Court de­
cisions in the Tidelands Cases. 
Sweatt Case . t h e  Henderson 
Case and the McLaurin Case, 
mark a new low in Anglo-Saxon 
jurisprudence. T h e  Supreme 
Court has definitely established 
itself as a political arm of those 
who would wittingly, or un­
wittingly. destroy Anglo-Saxon 
civilization.

“In the absence of congress­
ional action, the Tidelands Case 
legalizes the theft of property 
by a superior soveriegn. This 
however is a minor evil compar­
ed to the destruction of char­
acter which portends from the 
other decisions. States rights,

State laws and State constitu­
tions are gradually being des­
troyed.

“ If Solicitor General Perlman 
has his way, America will ev­
entually be Communized. If the 
Perlman gang continues their 
successful attack upon Ameri­
can institutions, the Russians 
can one day take this country 
without firing a shot. The de­
livery of atomic secrets to the 
Russians by spies and traitors 
is of small consequence when 
compared to the destruction of 
American principles by execu­
tive fiat and judicial decree. 
Our foundations are rotting and 
are being eaten away.

“ Mr. Speaker, I hope the 
gloom and pessimism to which 
I now succumb is not justified. 
I hope there is enough integrity 
and intelligence left In this 
country to stem the tide that 
now threatens to overwhelm 
us.

“ However, Mr. Speaker, the 
time may well come when the 
inscription above the Supreme 
Court should be changed to 
read:

'Gas Chamber of American 
Liberties’.'*

On February 22, 1832, speak­
ing at a George Washington 
centennial birthday celebration. 
Daniel Webster had the follow­
ing to say of constitutional gov­
ernment.
• “Other misfortunes may be 
borne, or their effects overcome. 
If disastrous war should sweep 
our commerce from the ocean 
another generation may renew 
It; if it exhaust our treasury, 
future industry may replenish 
it; if it desolate and lay waste 
our fields, still, under a new 
cultivation, they will grow green 
again, and ripen to future har­
vests. It were but a trifle even 
If the walls of yonder Capitol 
were to crumble. If its lofty pil­
lars should fall, and Its gorgeous 
decorations be all covered by 
the dust of the Valley. All these 
might be rebuilt. But who shall 
reconstruct the fabric of demol­
ished government? Who shall 
rear again the well proportioned 
columns of constitutional liber­
ty? Who shall frame together 
the skillful architecture which 
unites national sovereignty with 
States rights, individual security, 
and public prosperity? No. If 
these columns fall, they will be 
raised not again. Like the Col­
iseum and the Parthenon, they 
w ill be destined to a mournful, 
a melancholy immortality. Bit­
terer tears, however, w ill flow

Everyone, business man, far­
mer, wage earner, white col* 
lar worker and everyone else, 
has in one way or another felt 
the devastating effect of excess­
ive taxation. A graphic illustra­
tion of how far this has gone, 
almost to the point of confisca­
tion, is given by the current 
newspaper advertisements o f 
the Union Oil Company of Cal­
ifornia.

In 1949, Federal, state and city 
taxes took 18%% of the total in­
come of the company. In other 
words, out of every dollar in 
sales 18 %c had to be used to 
pay taxes.

Stockholders, the real owners

The employees of the company 
did almost three times as well 
as the stockholders, but still 
had to take a back seat to the 
tax collector.

Could anything be more ab­
surd or, for that matter, any 
more dangerous to our free en­
terprise system and our Amer­
ican way of life than for taxes 
to take almost exactly the same

over them, than were ever shed 
over the monuments of Roman 
or Grecian art; for they w ill be 
the remnants of a more glori­
ous edifice than Greece or Rome 
ever saw. the edifice of consti­
tutional American liberty.”

amount from the total revenue 
of the company as is paid the 
stockholders and the employees?

It’s perfectly true that the 
services rendered by the various 
agencies of government which 
are supported by taxes do con­
tribute something to the opera­
tion of the Union Oil Company 
or any company. But is this con­
tribution Worth as much in dol­
lars or in any other measure­
ment of value as is the contri­
bution made by the stockhold­
ers who finance the company 
and the employees who run It?

They def­
initely do not belong to the 
group which spends every dol­
lar it gets hold of because the 
government owes them a living 
and w ill take care of them, come 
what may, from the cradle to 
the grave.

Of course, what the tax col­
lector takes from the company 
doesn’t by any means tell the 
whole tax story. The employees 
have to pay taxes individually 
on the salary or wages they re­
ceive and the stockholders have 
to pay taxes on their dividends 
which materially increases the 
government’s take.

The whole point is how much 
more of this can business and 
industry take without cracking

wide open. If it cracks, what 
happens to all of us, wage ear­
ners, salaried employees, stock­
holders, professional people, in 
fact, our entire population?

That, my friends, is the $64 
question.

The excessive taxation we are 
laboring under is based on ex­
travagance, wasteful, unnecess­
ary governmental expenditures. 
I have said before and I repeat 
with even more emphasis, if 
that’s possible, that unless the 
big spending program of our 
Federal Government is drastical­
ly reduced in the immediate fut­
ure, it can only result in a nat­
ional collapse which would 
bankrupt you, me and everyone 
in the United States.

70s and 80s Were 
Dark Era in Texas 
Wildlife History

AUSTIN, Texas —  The dark era 
for Texas wildlife back in the 
1870’s and 1880’s is described 
by A. S. Jackson, wildlife bio­
logist for the Game, Fish and 
Oyster Commission, in the May 
issue of TEXAS GAME & FISH. 
His article, h e a d e d  “When 
Game Was Plentiful,” emphas­
izes that the doom of the once 
mighty herds was sealed by the 
advent of repeating rifles, mo­
dels of 1873 and 1876.

Jackson’s research yielded a 
Henrietta Journal item about a 
man “ living near The Red Riv­
er” killing 278 head of deer in 
a circumference of ten miles from 
his house.” The San Antonio 
News on August 31, 1877, told 
about two brothers, in two weeks 
time, shooting 67 deer, 219 tur­
keys (104 in one day), 3 bears, 
46 ducks and 30 quail and that 
they also bagged 275 pounds of 
wild honey.

A Hardin County newspaper, 
i on July 21, 1878, quoted venison 
hams at 25 cents each. A Mas­
on County news item carried in

August 24, 1879, reported a man 
killed more than 100 deer “so 
far this year.”  The article con­
tinued: “Our woods are alive 
with deer and other game. We 
hear a number of men in this 
section who are following no 
other pursuit this year but that 
of killing deer (because) the 
skins when dressed bring a 
fancy price. One month later a 
news report stated that a Mas­
on man “made $112 this year 
from deer pelts.”

The Brownsville Cosmopolite 
on December 26, 1880, quoted 
the current price of mallard 
and teal ducks in the local mar­
kets at a little over four cents 
each. The same month, the Hen­
rietta Shield stated that “ A load 
of wild turkeys was brought to 
town last Sunday and sold at 
fifty cents apiece." But, about 
the same time, another quotat­
ion for turkeys was 25 cents 
each.

Jackson, in his graphic account 
of the wanton destruction, con­
tinued: “Throughout the news­
paper record of game slaughters 
was found no note sounding the 
word conservation. Indeed, public 
opinion seems to have been a- 
sleep to what was happening.”

Then Jackson concludes: "If 
one is sickened after reading 
the entire collection of notes at 
one sitting, he must be at the 
same time heartened by the 
changes which have followed, 
changes which reflect by con­
trast, an awareness on the part 
of news editors to wildlife, va l­
ues and needs, and an awaken­
ed public consciousness."

Flock Mortality is 
Biggest Handicap to 
Texas Poultrymen

COLLEGE STATION,— Laying 
hens are not so fortunate as the 
“ proverbial cat". They have one 
life to live and the length of 
that life, says professor E. D. 
Parnell, department of poultry 
husbandry. Texas A & M College 
System, may well determine 
whether the poultryman uses 
black or red ink for his book­
keeping job.

If you’re an average poultry- 
man. Parnell hopes you are not, 
you lost 17 percent of your grow­
ing turkeys and almost 20 per­
cent of your laying chicken hens 
during 1949. That was on a na­
tional basis but the record in 
Texas was even worse. He says 
24 percent of all laying hens in 
Texas die sometime during their 
first year of egg production. 
Poultrymen. he points out, who 
suffer such flock losses are burn­
ing or burying their poultry pro­
fits with the dead hens.

He says there are lots of good 
drugs available to help with the 
fight against diseases hut their 
use is only a part of the ans­
wer. Preventive practices must 
be used more widely, he believes 
so the poultry just will not have
any excuse for getting sick.
Here are some practices that 

poultrymen have found mighty 
effective for preventing disease 
outbreaks, says Parnell. When 
new birds, unless it’s day old 
stock, or when birds are return­
ed from shows or contests, keep 
them isolated for a few days 
and watch them closely for poss­
ible disease outbreaks. If one 
occurs, never add them to the 
flock.

Keep the young and old stock 
completely separated at a l l  
times. This is one place where 
segregation pays off. Such a 
practice may be hard to follow 
on many farms but It pays big 
dividends.

Use deep, dry litter in the poul­
try house. If the litter is kept 
dry and the mud puddles are 
eliminated, disease germs will 
have a hard time surviving on 
the farm. A good sanitation pro­
gram plus close checking, im­
mediate treatment or removal 
from the flock of all possible 
disease carriers, says Parnell 
will go a long ways toward 
keeping a lot of the young hens

ure crop. Chinese Reds will 
grow fast and produce a lot of 
green top growth which can be 
turned under in time for the fall 
seeding of grain.

H. D. Embry of the Clear Creek 
Soil Conservation Group has a l­
ternated his rows of com with 
rows of summer peas for soil 
improvement.

George Bayer and Alphonse 
Luke have used volunteer vetch 
for hay. The vetch volunteered 
in oats and the two crops were 
baled together. The combina­
tion makes a good hay. Vetch is 
a five-way crop. It is used to 
furnish winter grazing. It is a 
legume soil building crop and 
benefits the soil even more wrhen 
used as a gTeen manure crop. It 
may be used for hay or it may 
be turned into a cash crop by 
harvesting th e  seed Besides 
these advantages it is a good 
honey crop because It stays In 
bloom for a long period.

The deadline on the Muenster 
State Bank waterway and Pas­
ture contest Is drawing hear and 
many of the plantings are In 
need of maintenance. A mowing 
now will greatly Improve the 
appearance and growth of the 
Bermuda grass a n d  Buffalo 
grass on many of the waterways 
and earn the owner a few more 
points.

Eugene Element has mowed 
part of his waterway and In­
tends to finish the Job as soon 
as possible. Clem Hofbauer and 
Paul Endres have also mowed 
the weeds and Johnson grass 
on their waterways.

This has been a good grass 
year and native grass meadows 
have made an excellant growth. 
Cutting the meadows now, or 
in the near future is desirable 
from two standpoints. A cutting 
now will result in a higher pro­
tein hay, than can be obtain­
ed from a later cutting. Young 
plants have a higher protein 
than more mature plants. An 
early cutting w ill allow the 
grass to recover enough to pro­
duce seed to thicken the stand 
and to maintain the vigor of 
the old plants. Grazing a mea­
dow after haying it thins the 
grass by preventing extra grow- 
th and reseeding. Good grass 
meadow management requires 
an early cutting and no grazing 
until after the first killing 
frost.
