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We note with satisfaction that
there is a movement afoot in
Congress to abolish the RFC.
We hope it keeps moving, be-
cause at this time it seems to
be the most proper ending to
the shabby story disclosed by
the current senate investigation
: an ending that could be
lrpproved only by another pro-
vision which would banish for-
ever from our government's em-
ploy every grafter and influ-
ence peddler who had a part in
the sorry mess.

It's exasperating to think that
American tax money has been
poured down rat holes for no
apparent reason than as a
means to provide fat fees for
those who manipulated the
deals. Time after time testi-
mony has shown that millions
were advanced on poor invest-
ments . . . over the disapproval
of board members . . . and pol-
itical favorites harvested a
neat commission or high salar-
ied job or fur coat or some-
thing for their influence in se-
curing the loan.

According o our understand-
ing of the situation nothing
much can be done about prose-
cuting the leeches involved in
this scandal. It seems that ped-
dling influence is regarded only
as a profitable sideline for the
administration guys and gals.
And the mere fact that influen-
ce has resulted in a bad invest-
ment is nothing more than an
unfortunate circumstance.

To this column’s way of think-
ing, however, there should be
grounds for criminal prosecu-
tion.

much of the oats planted in re-
cent weeks.

Damage to new oats cannot
be fully determined until it has
a chance to respond to good
growing weather. Farmers will
discover whether it is only
slightly hurt, as some believe,
or seriously hurt. General opin-
ion is that early oats, which
survived the fall and early win-
ter drought, stood the freeze
successfully.

Fire in Wilde Shop

A flaming match carelessly
thrown into a pail of gasoline
was given as the cause of $12,-
000 to $15,000 fire loss in the
shop department of the J. B.
Wilde motor company Tuesday
afternoon.

Preparing for repairs on a
car, gasoline was being drained
out of its gas tank. A person
standing nearby lit a cigarette
and flipped the flaming match

away not realizing that he
threw it in the direction of the
gasoline.

The intense fire quickly set
the car afire and spread over
the shop. Meanwhile a stiff
breeze through open doors

speeded the rapid spread.

When the fire department ar-
rived a few minutes later flam-
es had reached the roof beams
and rafters. Starting their job in
dense smoke the firemen work-
ed about an hour to get the
blaze under control.

By that time six cars were
either partly or totally damag-
ed, several units of shop equip-
ment were ruined, the roof
structure was about half burned
out, windows were broken and
the frames charred. The loss is
only partly covered by insur-
ance.

None of the fire passed the
partition which separates the
shop and office.

Early Wednesday Wilde and
several workmen started mak-
ing temporary repairs. Their in-
tention is to add braces and
supports to the weakened roof
structure and to repair the
roof. Wilde also intends to re-
place the ruined equipment as
soon as possible. He hopes to
restore service by the end of
the week.

At this writing Wilde has not
decided whether he will re-
place the building or repair it.
The temporary repairs now un-
der way will permit business
to continue while he makes in-
quiries and decides: on what
course to follow.

Washington, D. C.,, Mar. 10—
One of the most controversial
pieces of legislation now pend-
ing in the Congress is called
‘The India Emergency Assis-
tance Act of 1951.” Under this
bill we would give to India 2
million long tons of food grains.
This is 112 ship loads. During
the movement of this grain it
would require 2500 box cars a

month. India did not ask for
this gift of grain but rather
sought to purchase. Our State

Department thinks we should
give it to India as a good will
gesture. The Pakistan League
of America has filed a brief op-
posing this gift of grain. This
League states that Pakistan has
adequate supplies of food grains
which India could buy. They
claim India is trying to destroy
Pakistan through economic boy-
cotts. However, within the last
few weeks India has negotiated
a trade agreement with Pakis-
tan through which India will
receive 325,000 tons of rice and
25,000 tons of wheat in exchan-
ge for iron, coal and other ma-
terial. Our proposed gift of
grain to India will eventually
cost us in the neighborhood of
200 million dollars. Opponents
of the proposal point out that
India produces manganese, mica,
and many other critical mater-
ials which we need and for
which we should trade or bar-
ter if we are to ship India grain.

Incidentally, India’s troubles
seem to be of her own making.
I am told that they have 180,-
000,000 sacred cows, millions of
sacred monkeys, and millions of
sacred beggars. It is considered
a terrible sin to disturb or a-

buse sacred cows, monkeys, or
beggars. If a sacred cow goes
into your house you cannot

drive her out. If she goes into
any of the fodd stalls, as they
frequently do, they can eat up
the grain with impunity and
must not be disturbed. Indian
religion glorifies what, under
our code of ethics, would be
sexual immorality. Hence, her
country has always been over-
populated. If India could re-
duce her death rate as low as
ours and maintain her Dbirth
rate, this one country alone
would overpopulate our earth
six times within a hundred
years. Starvation and disease
seem to be accepted institutions.
in that unhappy land. Would
our gift of grain purchase their
good will; would it serve any

useful purpose; or would it
simply take 200 million dollars
out of our taxpayers pockets?
This is the question.

Of course, India might well
say, “Who are you to talk of
morals?” Reports this week are
that American gambling alone
runs into 20 billions of dollars
per year. Some authorities claim
that we spend more money for
liquor than we do for food. All
of history, both sacred and pro-
fane, shows that at all times,
among all peoples, spiritual and
moral decay precedes political
and economic decay. Our so-
ciety will suffer to the exact
extent and to the exact degree
of moral and spiritual deca-
dence.

Sometime ago, Mr. H.L.. Hunt,
of Dallas, published a most in-
teresting booklet, entitled “Con-

structive.” He suggests that
“eonservative” has developed
an unfair connotation in the

minds of the public; that many
people regard the word “conser-
vative” as meaning unprogres-
sive and unsocial. The magazine
section of our Sunday papers
last week carried an article en-
titled “Capitalism”. The writer
is suggesting that a new word
be substituted for “capitalism”
because capitalism, he says, has
accumulated unpleasant conno-
tations and is regarded by many
as being anti-social and a sim-
ile for greed and avarice. Thus,
we appear to confuse labels.
Words are used as propaganda
slogans. Welfare state apostles,
liberals, have done much t«
discredit the labels ‘“conserva-
tive” and ‘“capitalism”. Thus
some conservatives and capita-
lists seek to avoid the unfair
aspersions cast upon them by
adopting new labels.

These essays on ‘“capitalism”
and on “conservatism” remind
me of a memory gem I learned
when I was in the fourth grade.
Such memory gem appears on
page 85 of the New Century
Spelling Book used by me€ in
1912. While not entirely apro-
pos, we quote as follows:
“Keep a watch on your words,

my darlings,
For words are wonderful things;

When 1 heard this story a
few years ago it made me
laugh.

AUSTIN—. “It has been well
said that procrastination not
only is the thief of time, but
frequently the thief of health
and life,”” Dr. Geo. W. Cox,
State Health Officer, said to-

day. “Indeed, medical records
in physicians’ offices and hos-
pitals prove that many persons
die because they do not re-
ceive early diagnosis and prom-
pt treatment for their condition.
An outstanding example of this
fact is the great number of
deaths from tuberculosis that
could have-been prevented.

“Tuberculosis is a powerful
enemy, no matter what its stage
but the fact remains that early
discovery and adequate treat-
ment offers the best opportun-
ity for cure. If the patient up-
on being. told that he has tuber-
culosis cooperates fully with
the strict regimen and disci-
pline outlined for him, the di-
sease can usually be overcome.”

Dr. Cox said that in line with
some of the other major killers,
tuberculosis is insidious in its
approach. Acute pain and dis-
comfort are absent usually, and
the symptoms are so compara-
tively mild that the patient is
thrown off guard and considers
them of little importance.

AUSTIN—. Too prevalent to-
day is the belief that heart dis-
ease is the spell of doom and
that one must cease all work
and activity. Modern medical
knowledge easily disproves this
notion, and thousands of case
histories bear witness to its
falsity. )

Heart disease, medical science
now knows, is not a single ail-
ment. Many troubles can afflict
the heart — some less serious
than others. While some restric-
tions are necessary, it is now
generally true that patients
with any form of heart trouble
should be active within the li-
mits of their capacity.

Not all persons with heart
ailments can continue working
at their same pace. Obviously
there are those who require bed
rest and often a very strict lim-
itation of physical and mental
activity. But there are many
who can continue working, per-
forming some type of useful or
productive activity, without fear
that their hearts will suddenly
give out.

A person with a mild heart
disorder can in most instances
perform any kind of job for
which his skills qualify him.

No individual with a heart
condition, it should be caution-
ed, should determine for him-
self whether he is able to work
or not and how much work he
can do.

Just as there are many who
become cardiac invalids because
of fear, there are those at the
opposite extreme who ignore
proper medical advice and sub-
ject their hearts to unnecessary
strain and abuse by overactiv-
ity. Only a competent physician
is qualified to say what are the
limits of an impaired heart.

WASHINGTON —. For more
than 40 years now Congress has
been using small amounts of
the taxpayers’ money to have
special calendars printed for the
exclusive use of congressmen
and senators.

The cost of this special little
privilege in now nearly $6,000
a year. That uses up all the in-
come taxes paid in a year by
27 family men (wife and two
children) earning $4,000 a year.

Indiana’s penny-conscious con-
gresswoman, Cecil Harden
thinks this is a luxury Con-
gress can well afford to forego
at this time when so many law-
makers are making big speech-
es about what they’re going to
whack out of President Tru-
man’s $71.6 billion budget.

The lawmakers, she feels, can
get along very well with the
free calendars they get by the
dozen each year from business
firms — most of which end up
in the waste basket.

“When Congress starts cutting
government expenditures, it
should look to its own house-
keeping,”” Said Congresswoman
Harden, citing the special cal-
endars as an example.

The calendars are printed by
the Government Printing Office
annually — 10,600 calendars
for the 435 members of the
House and 5,600 calendars for

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Cattlemen’s Association Was Formed |

To Meet Challenge

Nobody ever had a good word
for cattle rustlers, but seventy-
four years ago wide roving
bands of these ornery crooks
were responsible for the forma-
tion of the Texas and South-
western Cattle Raisers Associa-
tion, which many cattlemen to-
day say is the best thing that
ever happened to the industry.

The 1951 convention of the
association in Dallas, March 12-
14, has set many a cattle raiser
to recalling events in the early
history of the organization. Old-
timers say the stories are as
interesting as ever came out of

the old west.
Faced with. a growing wave
of rustling in the Reconstrue-

tion period after the Civil War,
a small band of determined
cattle raisers met under a large

oak three in the frontier town
of Graham, Texas.

It was February 15, 1877, and
on that day a basic creed was
written which has never been
altered:

“The members of this assoc-
iation shall work together for
the good and common interests
of all stock raisers — and to do
all within their power for the
promotion of the stock inter-
ests.”

The association was formed
during the era of the open ran-
ge, and many of its early activ-
ities centered around the organ-
ation of round-ups, trail drives
and protection against theft.
Later came problems growing
out of fencing, the closing of
the open range and “the cattle
trails, and a shift to owned or
leased ranges and marketing by
rail or truck.

First president of the assoc-
iation was Col. C. L. (Kit) Car-
ter - who-settled on the wild

Texas frontier in Palo
Pinto  County.

The virgin valley which Car-
ter chose for his ranch was 30
 miles from the nearest neigh-
bor, and mail was picked up in
Waco once or twice a year. In-
dian warfare nettled his oper-
ations, but by 1883, when the
Indian troubles were over, he
was running 8,000 head of cat-
tle. At one time he had 15,000.

From experience comes know-
ledge, whether it be a simple
operation or a very complex
one. It often saves much time,
effort and money to study the
experience and follow the re-
commendations suggested by
those that have had some de-
gree of success in a similar op-
eration.

The_successful sodding of wa-
terways to bermuda grass is
not as simple as it may first
appear. There are plenty of wa-
terways where a stand of grass
was not obtained after roots
were planted. The planting of
bermuda grass roots is some-
thing new to most farmers and
the average farmer probably
will never have occasion to
plant them more than once in
his lifetime. To increase the
chances of the successful plant-
ing of bermuda grass the re-
commendation of those who
have planted the grass on their
waterways and obtained a good
stand should be a . valuable
guide to save much time and
effort.

Last year the Muenster State
Bank sponsored a waterway
contest. At that time the judges
decided that out of the 69 par-
ticipants, Paul Fisher, H. N.
Fuhrman and Gary Hess had
the best cared for and the most
completely covered waterways.

that could be corrected if they
had the job to do again. Here
are the steps that they consider
necessary to the successful es-
tablishment of a bermuda grass
waterway and pasture.

1. Prepare a seedbed good
eniough for corn. Deep plow and
harrow the land in the fall or
leave it listed and harrow down
in the spring. This gets the land
in shape and pulverizes the soil
so that the grass roots will be
covered evenly without leaving
air pockets that dry the roots.
It also assures better moisture
conditions.

2. Harvest good bermuda grass
roots and keep them damp until
planted.

3. Plant sprigs 12 to 18 inches
apart in three foot rows. Plan
the dropping of sprigs so that
they will be covered as soon as
possible in the furrows. The
high winds and sunshine dry
the roots quickly if they are left
exposed for long periods.

4. If the soil is fairly dry the
rows of planted grass should
be packed by running over them
with rubber tired tractor wheels.

5. Fence and graze as soon as
possible after seeding and mow
or spray as needed for weed
control. This eliminates com-
petition and shading by taller
growing Johnson grass and
weeds and enables the bermuda
to make runners and spread.

6. Overseed bermuda grass to
a legume after the first growing
season. The legume adds nitro-
gen to the soil and aids the
growth of the grass.

These are the steps that these
men recommend for getting
that grass cover on that water-
way with minimum effort and
time. There are other methods
that may be wused. Bermuda
grass sprigs may be put in rows
and corn or cotton planted on

top of them. Then the grass is

The sprig planting machine
has been running under a full
head of steam lately. Tony Wal-
terscheid and Herman Zimm-
erer each sodded two water-
ways on the Danglmayr farm
10 miles northeast of Muenster.
Eddie Schmitt used the machiné
to sod a waterway on his farm.
Andy Wimmer has just com-
pleted the sodding of a wide
lane with the machine. The lane
will connect his pasture and al-
so serve as a terrace outlet area

These waterways will serve
dual purposes as terrace outlets
areas and to furnish additional
pasture. As H. N. Fuhrman says
“It is surprising how much grass
can be produced on land that
was practically useless before
it was sodded for a waterway.”

Powerful Turbojet
Engine Developed

Engineers employed by Am-
erican industry have completed
ground qudlification tests of a
turbojet engine believed to be
the most powerful in the world
to qualify for quantity produc-
tion.

The new jet, known as the
J40, uses less fuel per pound
of thrust than its predecessor,
the J34, which powers some of
the nation’s fastest planes. The
J40’s thrust is equivalent to 14,-
000 horsepower at modern flight
speds, and is expected to be al-
most twice that when an after-
burner is added to reheat ex-
haust gases before they emer-
ge as a jet stream.

Robert Fuhrman Is
One of 7 Winners In
4-H Cotton Contest

COLLEGE STATION.— Rob-
ert Fuhrman, 15, son of Mr. and
Mrs. Adolph Fuhrman, Gaines-
ville, Route 2, is one of the sev-
en 4-H cotton producers in the
state to receive an Anderson-
Clayton Cotton Scholarship for
1950, The list of winners was

released by the state 4-H club
leaders of Texas A & M Col-
lege.

Each winner will receive a
$200 college scholarship provid-
ed he studies agriculture in col-
lege. The awards are furnished
by the Anderson, Clayton Com-
pany of Houston and the 4-H
cotton improvement program is
sponsored by the Texas Agri-
cultural Extension Service.

Robert is a member of the
Lindsay 4-H Club and attends
the Lindsay High School. He
has completed two years of 4-H
work and his demonstrations
include dairy and beef cattle,
swine and field crops. Last fall
he won 13 ribbons on his ex-
hibits at the Cooke County
Fair. He is active in school and |
church affairs and now serves
his local club as junior leader.

Here is what he reports in
the narrative that was submit-
ted gith his 1950 cotton pro-|
duction record book.

“My two acres had been plan-|
ted to vetch the year before
and in the summer it was plow-
ed deep and left until fall. Then
it was one-wayed and 200 lbs.
of superphosphate per acre was
applied and winter peas were
planted. The peas were plowed
under at planting time.

“T used Acala cotton and
treated the seed before they
were planted. When the cotton
plants reached the three Ileaf
stage, 1 started my early season
insect control program. One
pint of toxaphene to 10 gallons
of water was applied to each
acre . as a spray and I did this
at the same time I cultivated
the crop. Ten days after the
first application another was
made and one quart of toxa-
phene to 10 gallons of water
was used. After the third spray-
ing and cultivation, I noticed
that my crop was developing
much faster and looked better
than my father’s crop which
had been planted on unfertiliz-
ed land.

“My brothers and I harvested
my crop. I got one 500 pound
bale from my two acres while
my father got one bale from
his 10 acres. It was a poor year"
for cotton — too much rain dur-
ing the growing season. But
