This week it is our displeas-
ure to print two items, a news

Both are on F. E. Schmitz's
dilemma over what to do about
the Relax Theatre,

There are two reasons why
this affair is unpleasant to us.
One is that civic pride is out-
raged by the thought of a
theatre, or any normal business
venture for that matter, having
a hard time in a community as
prosperous as ours. Another is
the thought that Muenster
shows so little appreciation for
an outstanding improvement to
its town.

This situation isn't a matter
of passing tip something infer-
ior to get a better deal else-
where. When the standard of
the theatre and the schedule
of pictures compare with those
of much larger towns, no one
has reason to complain.

Apparently there is only one
explanation. Too many people
want to get out and drive, so
they decide on out of town
shows to sort of justify a lot
of needless mileage.

It’s their own affair, of cour-
se, but this column cannot help
thinking that those very per-
sons would be a little more
pleased with themselyes if they
saw more shows at
There's some satisfaction in
patronizing the institutions
which help make this a better
town and probably a little
more satisfaction in cutting
down car expense.

At any rate this column fer-
vently hopes that some of our
movie fans will give this mat-
ter serious thought. Perhaps
they too will agree that civie
pride calls for a little more
loyalty to home town institu-
tions.

Frankie himself has a matter
of fact attitude toward the sit-
uation. Says he does not in-
tend to keep operating in the
red, so if things do not im-
prove soon the town just will
not have a theatre.

That's something we should

not permit to happen. We
should not permit that kind of
a blow to the town's prestige. |
We should not let down those
who depend on the show for|
regular entertainment.  We
should not let down a man who
has invested thousands of dol-!
lars for our benefit.

To an optimist like yours
truly the best news out of Kor-|
ea in many a moon is the state-
ment by Maj. Robert Soule re-I
leased the early part of this'.
week to the effect that “We can
stop the Chinese reds on this
line or any other line they tell
us to hold.”

Reasons he gives is that the
Chinese have already - spent
their best troops and the for-
ces left are mostly riff-raff.
They have few planes and ar-
tillery and don’t know how to
use them. Besides their supply
lines are stretching out and get-
ting more vulnerable. All in all
he seems to be in hearty agree-
ment with other top generals
who said weeks ago that we
can hold our own in Korea.

Then he airs what he con-
siders another very favorable
condition. Communism is ex-
tremely unpopular in' Asia. He
sees it in Korea now, he saw
it in China when the commies
there kept him under house ar-
rest for six months prior to
the Korean outbreak. N

In fact he believes that com-
munism in Asia today is prac-
tically a push-over for a good
war of anti-red propaganda.
That, he says, will not only
check the continued spread of
communism but weaken the
menace where it already has a
foothold.

Everything he says seems to
be backed up by facts. We
know from reports that the
Chinese drive has slowed down,
that Russian planes are losing
fights to ours, -that extended
supply lines are taking a beat-
ing, that Korean civilians are
fleeing in panic to keep on the
American rather than the Chin-
ese side of the battle line.

But what infuriates us is
that men in Washington who

should be aware of those con-
ditions, are not doing the one

The two most important com-
mittees, Appropriations and Re-
districting were handled, in my
mind as fair as they could be.

The mem-
bers that were placed on the
Re-districting committee were
members of scattered points in
the State of Texas. Their names
were drawn by the speaker
more or less at random.

Predictions on the length of
the session before we got un-
der-way were that it would
last from nine to ten months.
Now it looks like 120 days will
do it. !

I worked during the first
week on miy committee appoint-
ments. The new speaker was
very fair with me and the
committees that I am appoin-
ted to for the 52nd legislative
session are as follows:

Banks and Banking Commit-
tee — that handles the banking
system of Texas.

On the 3rd day of the Session
I co-authored a constitutional
amendment providing for THE
EXPANSION ©F VETERANS
LAND PROGRAM. This bill, in
general, provides for one hun-
dred million dollars to be voted
on by the people of Texas. The
Veterans Land Program was en-
acted into law two years ago
entitled: Senate Bill No. 21.
This law provides for a twenty-
five million dollar issuance of
bonds through the Veterans
Land Board.

The twenty-five million dol-
lars was let through theee dif-
ferent issues of five and ten
million dollars apiece by the
Veterans Land Board, and the
bonds paid on an average of
less than 1.75 per cent interest
and netted 1.25 per cent interest
to the State of Texas. This pro-
gram as it is set up will actual-
ly save the people of the State
of Texas money, and as Bas-
com Giles, Commissioner of the
General Land Office said, “I
can think of no finer gesture
on the part of the State of Tex-
as than assisting the veteran
to acquire what he most deser-
ves — a parcel of the land he
fought for.”

In the past, I had a personal

opportunity to work with the
Land Board, and I know that
every veteran of World War II
living in Cooke county that has
applied for land under this pro-
gram, received the same. It can
be said that Cooke County was
the first county in the State of
Texas that had all of its appli-

cations for land completed.
Since the twenty-five million
dollars has been exhausted,
there have been a number of
veterans in the county to ask
when they would be able to
apply for land under this pro-
gram. I have told them that as
soon as more money was re-
ceived by the Veterans Land
Board, they would have the
opportunity of getting the land
of their choice if the Veteran's
Land Board appraised the land
at the price the owner was ask-

One of my duties as an editor
is to spend considerable time
studying the public utterances
of national leaders. This study
has convinced me that the lead-

‘Jers of American Capitalism are

doing a mighty poor job of
selling this system to at least
one large body of fellow cap-
italists. — the American work-
ers.

Millions upon millions of dol-
lars are spent annually on ad-
vertising the products of Capi-
talism, and the accomplish-
ments in this direction are truly
stupendous. But little or noth-
ing is being done to sell the ec-
onomic system which makes
possible this grand array of
products. &

Oh, yes, I know that no small
amount of money is spent on
what is known as “institutional
advertising.”

Hardly a magaziné misses an
issue without running several
theusand dollars worth of such
copy. Btit to read these ads is
to come to the conclusion that
the copywriters know little or
nothing about the item they
are trying to sell, that is, the
package known as American-
ism. The impression they con-
vey is that they regard the av-
erage American as either an
educated snob or an imbecile.
They beat about the bush -of
what they are endeavoring to
put across. They tell their story
either in a language necessitat-
ing a Harvard degree to com-
prehend or in Kkindergarten
terms that insult the intelligen-
ce of the reader.

What is needed, if we are to
keep capitalism alive and fun-
ctioning, is a straightforward
down to earth informational
campaign that will tell the Am-
erican people all there is to
know about capitalism not
simply as it affects our busi-
ness leaders of the nation but
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as it affects the workingmen as
well. In fact, chief emphasis
should be directed toward the
latter.

What does the average work-

er care about capitalism if he
believes that its benefits are
reserved for the other fellow—

the businessman? If he is to
place a high valde on this ec-
onomic system, he must be
shown in clear, unmistakable
terms that he himself is propor-
tionately as much a capitalist

as the duPonts, the Fords and
the Rockefellers. He must be
made to see that what benefits

these people benefits him-—and
that what hurts them will like-

wise hurt him. He must be
shown that the destruction of
the capitalistic system by com-
munism or socialism or any|
other form of+ collectivism will
mean the loss of something
pretty valuable to him — 'I‘()l
HIMSELF PERSONALLY. Nev- |

er mind what the businessman, |
big or little, stands to lose. Cun»!
sider the effect upon the indiv-
idual worker,

The worker should be helped
to realize that in communistic
and socialistic countries he is!
deprived of the means of pro-
viding his own financial secur-
ity. In Soviet Russia, for exam-
ple, the worker does not own
his own home or drive his own
car. He 'is denied the right of
frée speech. He cannot pursue
an occupation of his own choos-
ing. He cannot quit an occupa- |
tion when he himself sees fit.!
He is not,allowed to voice his
own opinion at the polls and
last, but not least, he is not al-

lowed to belong to a church of
his own choice.

These are the things that
must be brought to the atten
tion of American workingmen
—- the junior capitalists, mind
you, of this United States.

Polio in Texas Sets
All Time Record in
1950 . . . 2778 Cases

AUSTIN.— Texas wound up
1950 by setting a grim new re-
cord in polio incidence — 2778
cases for the year.

Never before
have so many

in state history
cases been re-
ported during a 12-month per-
iod. Eight cases occurred dur-
ing the last week in December.

That in itself is
for not a single week passed
that didn’t see at least one case
of the so-called hot weather
disease being diagnosed in some
part of the State.

The total 1949 incidence of
the dread disease reached 2355
cases, establishing a record up
to that time.

203 counties out of the state's
254 were involved
outbreak. That’s comparable to
the 201 counties which ex-
perienced polio in 1950.

The disease reached its peak
on August 12, when 131
ans fell ill. That marked the
greatest single weekly incidence
ever to be.reported.

Twenty-eight counties had 20
or more cases; ten had more
than 50 cases; six had more
| than 100 cases: and three coun-
Hies ~ Dallas, Harris, and Tar-
| rant — had' more than 200 cas-
es each. Those three areas re-
| present the most populous re-
| gions in Texas.

Early in the polio season, Dr.
| Cox pledged the facilities “of
lthe entire State Department of
'Health” to local communities
in combatting polio. The health
agency’s laboratory and field
| personnel, working in cooper-
ation with civic organizations
| and local health units, were
credited with keeping the epi-
| demic from reaching even
greater proportions.

State health department death
records show 201 polio deaths
through the first 11 months of
1950, and 192 deaths from that
cause during all of 1949, Com-
plete death figures are not yet
. available for. December.

; Physical Reflexes

 Are Often Amusing
Always Important

Along with paflor tricks dur-
ing the holiday season, the test-

‘| ing of reflexes frequently adds

hilarity to gatherings. It is al-
ways amazing to find out that
parts of your anatomy do things
you're unaware of, when you
think you have yourself quite
under command.

Reflexes are those actions of
muscles that respond to a stim-
ulus without sending the mess-
age to the brain. While the test-
ing of those reflexes at a party
seems to add to the enjoyment,
the testing in the doctor’s of-
fice is sometimes a vital part
of your physical examination.

Blinking the eyes when a
piece of cotton is stuck in your
eye, gagging when something
touches the back of the mouth,
and bending the big toe down
when a finger or stick is strok-
ed across the sole of the foot all
come under the heading of su-

perficial reflexes, reactions of
the skin and mucous mem-
branes.

Arm, leg and foot reflexes are
tested not only for enough re-
action but for exaggeration, too,
which may be  significant of
nerve path disorder. The foot
jumps out when you tap the
knee just below the Kkneecap,
the foot jerks down when you
tap the back of the ankle, the
forearm and hand jerk up when
you hit the biceps muscle on top
of the upper arm, and the fore-
arm and hand pull” down when
the triceps muscle on the bot-
tom of the arm is tapped. Those
muscles all have to be nicely
relaxed to give any medical in-
formation as to reflex.

One of the favorite “tricks”
in sociable testing of reactions
is standing with the arm and
| shoulder against the wall for a
’period and then stepping back
| from the wall and watching the
'arm float up.

The sense of pain, touch, and
temperature ape part of the
skin sensations which may be
tested if conditions suggest it
advisable. The degree of pain
may be important whether it be
lacking entirely or unduly. ex-
aggerated. Numb parts of the
skin where nothing is felt are
always important, though they
may be numb only to touch of
jnormal objects and still react
to pain and heat or cold.

Buttoning or unbottoning your
coat with your eyes closed may
be a part of the deep sensation
examination; it's really not as
easy as it sounds. If you dress
in the mornings before you get
'your eyes open real good, tho-
ugh, you have had lots of prac-
tice for that.

Standing with the feet and
ankles close together is anoth-
er of the deep sensation tests.
Easy? You're supposed to close
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your eyes while you do it. Not
so easy, huh?

These deep senation tests are
all done with the eyes closed.
Stretch your arms as far apart
as you can and bring the fore-
fingers together in a quick
sweep or bring the forefinger
in to your nose in a quick, eye-
closed motion. With your eyes
closed, no peeping, put the heel
of one foot on the opposite knee-
cap and run it down the front
of the leg.

Since yrelaxation is an impor-
tant part of reflex and senation
testing in the physical examina-
tion, you aren’t likely to be able
to tell much about your own
testing during the merriment
and exhilaration of a party. In
your doctor’s. hands, this test-
ing may result “in definite in-
formation as to whether the
nerve path and mechanism is
in proper order.
