{ Pity the poor retail merchants
in times like this. They are pay-
ing a terrific price in sweat and
bother to meet the requirements
of OPS, that new bureaucratic
ball and chain devised by the
administration wise guys to
protect us defenseless citizens
from the ill effects of official
folly.

Ask any person who has to
fight his way through all that
red tape. It's quite a job. In
fact it's an imposition. Days
and days of tedious checking
tl@rough old invoices in order to
give government snoopers a re-
cord by which to check up la-
ter and see whether a store’s
prices exceed the allowed ceil-
ing. Small operators have to do
the work themselves. Big mer-
chants have to hire extra help
or pay overtime.

But that imposition is only
half the story. Once the reports
are submitted we taxpayers
have to hire thousands of paper
fumblers to examine the re-
cords, determine whether things
are in order, and conduct the
nation wide checking campaign.

It all seems so silly and un-
necessary. By its own fiscal and
economic policies the govern-
ment encourages inflation and
then introduces measures to
keep prices from running away.
By its own inefficiency it pro-
uces shortages and then tries
to supervise a fair distribution.

All this hocus pocus and
round about rigamarole is in-
tended to accomplish what
might have been done by the
simple expedient of diverting
more man-hours into productive
work. Anybody knows that the
way to meet an emergency is
to work harder and cut out the
unessentials. Average people
are using that method every
day to get through their pro-
blems. Our government could
and should do the same.

One change that would help
tremendously is to take a few
million people off the public
payroll and put them into pro-
duction. Another is to extend
the work week to 48 hours or
more. Another is to cut out all
the administration’s expensive
excursions into socialism and
devote the extra time and mon-
ey to the emergency. Another
is to set up once and for all a
fair working standard and then
refuse to tolerate strikes.

It's sickening to compare
what is being done with what
could be done if everybody
really got on the job. An 8
hour increase in the work week,
plus the shift of unessential
help to real production would.
do wonders for the country . . .
very ,likely it would more than
meet our present war produc-
tion schedule along with our
‘normal civilian\ requirements.

The situation could be fur-
ther improved by holding dewn
the wage level. The so-called
champions of labor will scream
to high heaven at the thought
of doing 48 hours of work for
last year’s normal 40-hour pay.
But think it over a minute.
Suppose that in doing so they
held down the war debt
and at the same time held down
their cost of living to last year’s
level, or even lower. Could any

reasonable worker object to
that?
Of course this is all so re-

mote from the present method
that it seems like a pipe dream.
Nevertheless a little thought
will show that it is possible.
Just approach the problem from
the other side. Increase supply
instead of controlling demand.
By using our full manpower
potential our country could
meet emergency needs and at
the same time maintain an ade-
quate supply of civilian goods
at a much lower production
cost. It could be sailing high
today instead of floundering in
expense and confusion.

Tt’s a safe bet that if all un-
necessary government workers
were producing instead of con-
suming we would have no need
of OPS to keep prices in line.
With greater supply and less
inflation we could depend on
prices to remain stabilized at
a decent level.

Besides working out better all

around the system has another

THE MAYOR'S REPORT

Since my first term as mayor is rapidly drawing to a close,
I feel my constituents. are entitled to know what has been
done by the city administration during the past two years
and how the tax money is being spent.

There are several things that have been gaccomplished to
which we can point with some degree of satisfaction. I
shall briefly summarize the more important ones.

To begin with, we have not only increased the water sup-
ply to meet all of the city’s needs, but have also reduced
the loss of water through leaks in the mains by approx-
imately seventy per cent,

A steady flow of water into our elevated storage tank has
been assured by the installation of another 20-horse-power
electric motor to operate the dual pumps at Well No. 1. As
it was before, if the one motor developed trouble, no power
was available to pump water into the fank, making an in-
tolerable condition in case of a large fire.

A big”street improvement program has been undertaken.
About ninety per cent of the open streets have to date been

put into first class condition by opening the bar ditches with
gentle slopes, putting a nest crown on the streets, and patch-
ing or completely graveling streets where needed.

All wooden culverts, with the exception of one — and the
tile for it is on the way — have been replaced by re-enfor-
ced concrete tile.

Now with the acquisition of our own maintainer, I can
see no reason why our streets cannot be kept in first class
condition without further large expense.

The city park has been reopened after many years of neg-
lect. At this writing enough improvements have been made
and playground facilities installed to make this an ideal spot
for outdoor affairs. With the Veterans of Foreign Wars now
in charge of the maintenance of the park, I am sure it will
soon be one of the best little parks in this part of the state.

Thirteen additional street lights have been installed at
various intersections over the city for the convenience of
the citizens in going to and from the main attractions in
town.

A sanitation program was launched last year with the re-
sult that all residences within reach of our sanitary sewer
are tied on. A credit, indeed, to our city.

Besides paying for the above improvements and for the
thousands of dollars for water and sewer extensions, we
have also retired fourteen thousands of dollars of the city’s
indebtedness. And what is more, we have enough cash on
hand to pay for all current bills and ordinary expenses.

In conclusion, T wish to take this opportunity to thank
each and every one of you for your loval support and co-
operation. It has been a pleasure to serve vou as mayor.
There are other large projects yet to be carried out. Let us
continue this fine spirit of cooperation for our mutual bene-
fit. With everyone doing his bit. we can have the best little
city in the world. Remember: “What You Do For Yourself
Materially Dies With You; What You Do For Your Commun-
ity Lives On And On.”
