Gratifying indeed is the news
that American propaganda stra-
tegists are planning a campaign

to counteract the barrage of
hooey that has been spewing
from Moscow for the past sever-
al years. If our nation ever ex-
pects to win the friendship and
confidence of people in other
parts of the world it had better
start soon to convince them that
we are not imperialistic war
mongers as accused by the
reds. . .and then go on to prove
just who has been the arch-vil-
lain of world affairs.

It has been said that eternal
vigilance is the price of liberty
Well, we've taken our liberty
for granted and neglected to be
alert to the subtle scheme which
was intended to alienate us from
the friendship of other nations
and leave us standing alone at
the time selected for our anni-
hilation. We have been too self
sufficient and independent.
Drowzing in our complacent as-
surance that we were okay any-
way and not giving a hoot if |
other people were silly enough |
to believe kremlin concocted lies |
about us, we, permitted the red
smear campaign to go on and on
until the greater part of the
world was convinced that we
are a gang of monsters.

In a feeble way we tried to
do something about it. Congress
appropriated funds for the Voice
of America, which was intended
to tell our story to the world.
But it failed to notice that a
clique of Benedict Arnolds in the
State Department had engineer-
ed a double cross and broadcast
a lot of stuff that did this coun-
try more harm than good. Like
praising Wallace as the champ-
ion of the common man in Am-
erica, and twisting news to
leave the impression that screw-
ball socialistic schemes are the
only salvation for the country’s
slipping economy.

Is there any wonder that Rus-
sia has been so successful in its
propaganda conquest? When our
feeble and misguided efforts in
many cases amounted to actual
verification of the red line, what
can anyone expect? Were it not
for the fact that a few better In-
formed people exist in those oth-
er countries we'd be the objects
of even greater contempt and
mistrust than we are.

Accordingly our gratification
over the new policy to tell the
world our side of the story must
first be limited by one condition.
Before cheering let's ask for as-
surance that the propaganda
will be the real American story
and not just a revised edition of
the Voice of America broadcasts.
Let's see that the world hears
the truth. Send out a barrage of
facts that will expose the Rus-
sian line as a pack of lies and
re-establish confidence in our
own aims and ideals.

The material is at hand in un-
limited quantity. We can call on
the world's common sense, for
instance, to consider the facts of
Korea and then decide who is
the aggressor. We can tell them
to compare the war machines of
Russia and America and decide
which is the war monger. . .
or living conditions in the two
countries and decide which has
the better economic system. .
or the size and methods of po-
lice forces to determine which
offers more freedom. . .or the
trend of balloting to decide
which has free elections. We can
tell the daily story of UN pro-
ceedings to prove that Russia’s
delegate is guilty of deliberate
falsehood every time he claims
to strive for peace. We can prove
by Russia's persistent and in-
discriminate use of the veto pow-
er that it has no regard for other
nations’ wishes or rights. . .by
the demonstrations of its hire-
lings everywhere that it is tot.
ally devoid of decency, justice,
integrity, mercy or any other
virtue known to man.

Of course it will take more
than words to win this propa-
ganda campaign. While telling
the world we also have to show
it. To be really effective we ou-
ght to unload some of the social-
istic ballast from our ship of
state and then proceed to give
the world a first class exhibit-
ion of how things can be accom-
plished by free men operating

The infection had
developed from a cold. The fever
climbed and congestion appear-
ed. But nobody in our neighbor-
hood got excited, not even the
parents. The doctor was called.
Penicillin and one of the sulfano-
mides were administered. The
doctor came away from the bed-
side cheerily confident. There
was absolutely no cause for un-

due anxiety, he said. The fath-
er went back to work, the moth-
er to her housework. Sisters and
brothers went back to play.

The incident harkened mem-
ory to the occasion some 30 years
ago when another child had
fallen critically i1l with pneu-
monia. Then our town was a-
roused. A specialist was rushed
in from a distant city; oxygen
equipment was flown from the
State capital. There followed
many anxious days for everyone
who knew. the family. The cris-
is came. The child died. In the
30 years since then the Ameri-
can medical profession has
erected some remarkable mile-
stones in life saving and health
building.

Pneumonia Whipped

As the doctor drove away from
our neighbor's house 1 hailed
him down to discuss the miracle
of this now commonplace viec-
tory over pneumonia. He said his
young patient had brondhial
pneumonia—the milder type—
and would be completely free of
infection within 48 hours. Then
he said an amazing thing. He
has a big practice and I happen
to know he spends hours each
week in public health clinic
work and on charity calls, yet
he said he'd not seen a single
case of lobar (deep-seated) pneu-
monia in the past three years!

What had become of this one
time major Kkiller? Penicillin
and the sulfas, now administer-
ed routinely in all upper res-
piratory infections, had done
such a wonderful job, he said,
the disease just never had a
chance any more to get to the
critical lobar region of the lungs.
This doctor believes also that
the general use of these great
drugs has killed off a lot of the
pneumococcus organisms and
rendered far less virulent the
spores still alive.

Other Diseases Concerned

The stilling of the deathhand
of pneumonia is but one of the
many victories recorded in the
fecent past by American medi-
cine—physicians, surgeons, nur-
ses, researchers and pharma-
ceutical manufacturers. A baby
born in America today has a life
expectation of nearly seventy
years, at least fifteen more than
could have been expected thirty

years ago. Most of the major dis-
ease killers have heen concern-
ed and rendered far less peotent
by our medical men, and sur-
gery has advanced to almost
unbelievable capabilities.

Local and state medical soc-
ieties, working with hospitals,
businesses, industries and citi-
zens, are constantly expanding
insurance plans which bring
aoo0od hospitalization, medical
and surgical services within the
reach of most Americans. By
next January approximately
75,000,000 will be covered by
plans which pay an average of
80 per cent of hospital expen-
ses; 40,000,000 will be enrolled
in plans which pay the major
portion of surgical fees, and a-
bout 25,000,000 will be enrolled
in year-round medical care
plans.

Voiuntary vs Compulsory

For the price of a package of
cigarettes a day, any American
family can be free from worry
over financial difficulties aris-
ing from illness. An example of
what industry and a great many
businesses are doing in co-op-
eration with their employees
and the medical profession is
Bethlehem Steel’'s program which
provides T0 days full hospital
care for its 125,000 employees

and their families—at a cost of
$2.95 per month, half paid by
the company, half by the em-

ployee.

In spite of the rapid, whole-
some growth of such voluntary
medical care plans and the mag-
nificent progress made by our
medical profession in its battle
against the major disease killers,
there are a few people who wish
to establish a  politically-con-
trolled compulsory health pro-
gram and socialize the profess-

ion of medicine. Their spokes-
men use the same lure used
by England's Socialists. The

English people got “free” med-
icine—and, to boot, a taxheavy,

freedom-crushing, stagnating

Socialist “austerity” that has
reduced the nation virtually to
beggary

Just 3 Minutes

Reader's Digest recently pub-
lished a little item by Don Whar-
ton called “It Could Happen
Here,” which said: “When a pa-
tient enters a certain doctor's
office in North -Carolina.and sits
down for a consultation, the
physician unobtrusively reach-
es across his desk to a three-
minute hourglass, Without a
word, he turns it over and starts
the sand running. The consulta-
tion proceeds as usual—not a
word about the hourglass until
all the sand has run into the
lower half. Then the doctor
points at it and says: ‘Three
minutes. If we had socialized
medicine your time would be
up. In England today three min-
utes is all the time a doctor can
give to the average call. Just
three minutes.""”

Socialized medicine is mass-
production medicine, Each doc-
tor is given a panel of patients,
and it is so large in number
that it is impossible for him to
take the time needed for care-
ful diagnosis and treatment.
The fact that the service -is
“free”, leads many patients to
call on the doctor whether they
need attention or not, on the
theory that they might as well
get what is coming to them.
So more time is unnecessarily
consumed—and the patient who
is really ill is given quick, in-
ferior service.

Moreover, overworked doctors
have no time for study and re-
search. Their education becomes
static. Practice becomes routine
and mechanical. Preventive med-
icine is given less and less at-
tention. And so, inevitably, the

standards of health deteriorate,
Yes, it- can happen here— if

we don't keep on the alert and
stop it.

The American Way

CHRISTIANITY AND
CAPITALISM

By Dr. Alfred P. Haake

Many times I have been ask-
ed if I believe private, com-
petitive enterprise is compati-
ble with Christianity. My ans-
« wer has always been, “Yes.”
How did I arrive at this conclus-
ion? Many things convince me
petitive enterprise is compati-
with capitalism.

To begin with, man is placed
here on earth with a somewhat
higher status than that of a
mere animal; he is given free-
dom of choice. God never forced
man to accept God. The thing
distinguishing him from the an-
imal, that makes him a little
bit lower than angels, and
qualifies him to become the
Son of God, is the fact that
he is given freedom to choose
for himself. He may choose to
worship. He may choose not to
worship. And whichever he does,
he accepts the consequences of
the choice that he makes. The
same thing applies to his life
under capitalism,

Again, under both Christianity
and capitalism, we find man is
entitled to enjoy the fruits of
his labor. This is emphasized in
the Master's teaching., The 25th
Chapter of Matthew and other
passages of the Bible make this
perfectly clear. The laborer is
worthy of his hire and he is en-
titled to enjoy the fruits of that

work. So private propery is en-
dorsed under both systems; un-
der both a man may actually
own things.

Along with that ownership
goes a responsibility, steward
ship. A man can use his free-
dom and property rightly or
wrongly, and take the ' conse-

quences. Under Christianity it is
made perfectly clear that he is
given a stewardship. He is ac-
countable to someone for the
way in which he uses the gifts
he was given—his abilities, po-
wers and the materials that we
call natural resources.

Under the capitalistic system,
the individual is likewise res-
ponsible for the way in which
he uses that which is his. If he
uses it rightly he is let alone,
but if he uses it wrongly he is
subject to punishment.

In the case of Christianity, we
have a God whose laws are im

mutable, unchanging. We may
have different notions as to
these laws, because God has
not completely revealed Him-

self for human understanding.
But it is God who metes out jus-
tice and who later metes out
mercy and understanding. He
does not, however, do away with
justice completely, even in the
interests of mercy. A God who
denied justice would be unmer-
ciful to those to whom justice
was denied, even though it might
look like mercy to the offenders.
The Christian recognizes both
justice and mercy, and the jus-
tice is acquired or provided for

through the power of a Supreme
Being.

On the other hand, under our

economic system we secure
that justice or order from gov-
ernment, under which we es-
tablish the kind of conditions
which make it safe for people
to exercise their freedom with-
out destroying that of other peo-
ple. But behind that there must
be a sanction and the sanction
that is recognized behind the
capitalistic system itself is God.

Perhaps you may raise your
eyebrows at an economist recqg-
nizing God as the final sane-
tion behind the laws governing
economics. I do know that the
process of economics is govern-
ed by competition, by operation
of natural laws, and that some-
where there is a Power who sees
that right is finally done. One
has only to read enough history
to know that invariably our sins
catch up with us.

+On the common basis of free-
dom of choice, the recognition
of private property and contract,
the recognition of an ultimate
Power or sanction to enforce
justice and maintain order,
Christianity and capitalism are
thoroughly compatible. Both re-
cognize the same fundamental
principles. 3
