President Truman’s speech last

Saturday night was fine. . . as
far as it went. The nation agrees
that this is the time to roll up
sleeves and tighten belts in an
all-out efforf to provide the
things we need for survival as
a free and independent people.

We heartily agree with the
president that industry should
be mobilized to begin pouring
out a flood of war materials,
that workers should put in more
hours, that wages in general
should not be raised, that no
one should realize fat profits on
the emergency, that consumers
should buy only as much as
they need, that easy payment
plans should be made less easy,
that a higher tax should be a-
dopted in order to defray ex-
penses as much as possible on a
pay-as-we-go basis.

All that is reasonable enough
and rates enthusiastic approval
from every person who is wor-
thy of his citizenship. As indiv-
iduals we are glad to make a
sacfifice to presreve the ideals
and living standards that have
become our birthright.

The president’s proposal seems
all the more reasonable in light
of the fact that, by comparison
with conditions elsewhere or
with our own pioneer conditions,
we can do all that has been
asked and still enjoy wonderful
living conditions. We'll still
have more leisure, more comfort,
more convenience, more cloth-
ing and more food than our
grandfathers had in their best
days. Though less than we've
had in recent years, it certainly
will not amount to a real hard-
ship.

To use the president’s own
figures, our present economy
produces about $275 billion a
year. Within a year the govern-
ment hopes to add 815 billion
and work up to $30 billion or
more a year.

At first that seems like a big
goal, but it doesn’t look so big
when measured in terms of
work. If presgnt efforts yield the
275 billion, it stands to reason
that about one ninth more work
should yield the adgditional 30
billion. Now apply that to the
average man's schedule. After
adding one ninth more work,
how will the average man's
schedule compare -with his
grandfather's?

That's why this column be-
lieves the president has not
made a big request. .Since the

whole thing boils down to a
measure of work, it becomes
clear we can handle the pro-

gram simply by putting in more
hours on the job. It is a known
fact however that things do not
go as smoothly in practice as in
principle. There will be some
shortages caused by diversion of
materials to war channels,
There will be readjustments, in-
convenience and expense but no
real privation or hardship.

As mentioned before, the pro-
posal is fine as far as it goes.
But it is not so good in its fail-
ure to include an offer of gov-
ernment economy. As a matter
of fairness and cooperation, we
think the president was slightly
out of line in asking the public
to carry all of the extra load.

Conspicuous by its absence
was any mention of eliminating
any of the administration’s un-
essential spending, which ace-
cording to Senator Byrd amounts
to about 10 billion a year.

Another point not mentioned is
the work schedule of government
employees. To our way of think-
ing the sneech would have car-
ried infinitely more popular ap-
peal if it had stated that the
government- itself will lead the
way in this proposed emergency
schedule. We ordinary citizens
would have been delighted with
the assurance, for instance, that
effective immediately all fed-
eral workers will put in 4 extra
hours of work a week at no ex-
tra pay and that all pork bar-
rel spending is eliminated for
the duration.

Incidentally we believe also
that the president passed up
another good point in failing to
recommend that workers, federal
and civilian alike, adopt the
plan of more work for the same
pay. He's deeply concerned with

Praised for Rescue

Of Hot Line Victim

The courage and presence of
mind of John and Ed Hess in
saving a man from death by
electrocution last week drew en-
thusiastic praise this week and
may eventually result in the a-
ward of a Carnegie medal and
grant.

In his “Town Topics” column
in the Gainesville Register, A.
Morton Smith discloses that ci-
tizens of Valley View are hope-
ful the brothers will be reward-
ed for their bravery by the Car-
negie Hero Fund. He made no
mention however of any defin-
ite move to make official recom-
mendation for the honor.

Smith's article also reveals
that the name of the rescued
man in Cass McCuistion of Fort
Worth. When interviewed last,
week the Hess brothers could
not recall his name. Since then
the man has been transferred
from a Denton to a Fort Worth
hospital and then released. He
is recovering normally from the
shock and severe burns sustain-
ed during his ordeal on the hot
power line.

The heroic action of the broth-
ers consisted in removing the
man from the power line on
which he fell while trying to
help two persons injured in a
car wreck south of Valley View.

When ‘they arrived on the
scene they found the man par-
alyzed with pain and shock and
begging for help. A consider-
able number of spectators stood
about helplessly, afraid to ven-
ture near the wire.

The Hess brothers adopted a
rescue plan in which Ed held to
John's clothes ready to pull him
to safety in case of trouble. John
first tried to lift the man by his
feet but found the shoes charged
with current. Then he hooked
his fingers in the man’s trous-
er cuffs and flipped him com-
pletely over into the clear.

Livestock Auction
Announces Decrease
In Commission Rate

Beginning Saturday the take-
home pay for cattle sold at the
Muenster Livestock Auction will
be one per cent higher than be-
fore. The increase in net price
is a result of a decrease in com-
mission rate from 3 per cent to
2 per cent.

Announcing the rate change
this week Dick Cain, owner and
auctioneer, said that it was
made possible by the consistent
good patronage currently en-
joyed by the auction and is of-
fered to give old customers more
for their cattle as well as to at-
tract additional business.

Cain pointed out that the re-
duced rate combines with other
advantages to.provide an excep-
tionally good market for local
livestock raisers. High selling
prices, consistently better than
market quotations less a low
commission means a good net
price and short hauls result in
lower shrinkage loss and lower
hauling expense,

The reduction in commission
rate applies only to cattle. Hogs
and calves will continue to sell
at the old rate.

Farmers Distress

Another gully washer begin-
ning shortly after midnight Wed-
nesday and lasting until about
6 a.m. added another 2.86 inch-
es of moisture to this already
drenched community.

According to Steve Moster's
official weather bureau records
the year's figure to date now
stands at 42.68, well above a
normal year’s rainfall, and the
September total to date is 4.13.
Up to Wednesday of last week
the moisture of 3 light rains a-
mounted to .63. Monday morn-
ing’'s reading was .64 and Wed-
nesday morning's was 2.86.

As the unprecedented wet spell
continues reports of its damag-
ing effects become more and
more numerous. The latest is
that the community’'s bumper
corn crop, described as one of
the best ever in this area may
end as a crop failure after all
According to reports the persis-
tent wet weather has soaked
corn husks on the stalk and is
causing the matured kernels to
sprout.

Plowing is another headache.
Estimates are that no more than
ten percent of the plowing has
been done, and the finished land
will have to be plowed over be-
cause it has grown back in
weeds. Normally finished with
the job at this time of the year
the community still has all its
plowing ahead.

Even hay crops have suffered.
Many fields grew past the pro-
per cutting stage, cuttings were
fewer and some cuttings were
spoiled by rain after mowing.

Other items will include doe-
uments and photographs per-
taining to the history of Texas
and the State Fair and a des-
cription of the everyday life of
today.

ed services, but we citizens, as
the ruling element in the gov-
ernment must ourselves fix the
form and degree of our civilian
sacrifices.

Such self-determined sacri-
fice is not an easy voluntary
achievement. Grave responsibil-
ity is therefore placed upon the
nation's governmental leader-
ship in the Congress and in the
White House. There is a natural
tendency in the political realm
to want to water-down the sacri-
fices, to cater to the human
weakness, to push back the hard
financial facts of war's demand.

Cost Withheld

Cur soldiers and airmen are
being maimed and killed in the
Korean war theater, our govern-
ment is voting multibillion dol-
lar emergency funds tb more
adequately equip them and to
otherwise build up our own and
Europe's defenses, but some na-

tional policy makers do not
wish to reveal the total price,
in civilian sacrifices that must
be paid for this effort .They

want to continue borrowing
money to finance the major por-
tion of the war effort and a
sizeable part of the civilian
governmental services. They
want, in other words, to con-

tinue the “good life"” while wag-
ing what at any time may be-
come the “most terrible” war

To adopt this “least painful”
procedure is very temporary po-
litical expediency. But it creat-

es a dangerous situation which
can become as devastating as
a losing war. The fiscal facts
are these: We have entered a
state-of -war period in which the
Federal government will spend
at least $40 billion a year on
military preparation. The pres-
ent nonmilitary items in the
budget require $30 billion
Thus we have at once a $70
| billion projected Federal ex-
| penditure. Federal tax revenue,
including the new $5 billion,
will be, as now projected, about
$42 billion, which would leave
l.‘l deficit of $28 billion for this

year, if nothing worse happens

administrative and readjust-
ment program expenses of the
VA by $1 billion; trim govern-
ment civilian payrolls and tight-
en up the general functions of
government, thus saving several
hundred million.

But the direction of the gov-
ernment fiscal affairs is to-
ward Dbigger borrowings and
ever bigger debts,

waste, continued big domestic
peacetime spending program,
continued expansion of the Fed-
eral payrolls, The attitude be-
ing created is, “Oh, why worry
about a $300 or $350 billion debt
within five years?

State Puts Bits of
Glass on Highway

It won’t hurt your tires, but
the Texas Highway Department
is putting tiny particles of glass
on the state’s highways at the
rate of 102 pounds per mile.
“It's called “reflectorization.”
The glass is in the form of
tiny beads which reflect light
and they are being used on the
yellow broken stripes along the
centerline that means ‘“no pass-
ing.” They enable you to see
those broken stripes at night.
This reflectorization of the no-
passing stripes was ordered by
the Highway -Cemmission last
December and is almost com-
plete now.

A machine moving at about
four or five miles per hour paints
the broken stripes which are
twenty feet long. Another gad-
get follows it up, sprinkling the
tiny glass particles on the fresh
paint. The recipe calls for six
pounds of glass to each gallon
of paint. And it takes from sev-
enteen to eighteen gallons of
paint to put down a solid stripe
four inches wide and one mile
long.

Average cost per mile of this
ald to night driving is $107.47,
according to Fred T. Bennett,
traffic services engineer for the
highway department.

A special type of paint is used
to make the tiny glass particles
stick. The finished product, with
the glass beads protruding sli-
gthly, looks a lot like yellow
sandpaper.

Have you, as a motorist, ever
thought of the meaning a cen-
ter line on a pavement should
convey to you?

It should tell you that the
right-hand’ half of the road is
yours, that it was not put there

as a challenge to your driving|

skill to keep one wheel on it
and that when you cross it to
overtake and pass another car,
you should be sure the other
half of the road ahead of you is
clear.

Failure to observe the simple
but important meaning of the
center line can result in a tra-
gic end for you.

Last year (1949) on rural high-
ways alone there were 3,625 ac-
cidents caused by thoughtless
drivers who were on the wrong
side of the road, and they were
not even in the act of passing
another car—just driving on the
wrong side of the road for no
good reason whatever.

A good winter growth can be
obtained on hairy vétch that is
planted in September and al-
most every farmer in the Muen-
ster Work Unit Area has some
land that can be planted now.
In fact the vetch can be planted
before you get in the field to do
any other kind of plowing or
planting. If you do not think so,
ask Ike Fulton, Paul Fetsch or
Al Wiesman. Each had a ber-
muda grass or buffalo grass wa-
terway planted to vetch last
winter. The vetch furnished good
winter and spring grazing, pro-
tected the ground while the
grass was dormant and added
nitrogen to the soil for better
grass growth. Where the vetch
was not grazed too close it re-
seeded. If the waterway is still
under water, some of the pas-
ture should be drained off
enough to hold up a drill.

It is common knowledge in
this work unit area that hairy
vetch and sweet clover green
manure crops will increase the
vield of following crops on cul-
tivated land.

Did you notice that
most of our short grass pastures
fired up and turned a light col-
or this summer with plenty of
moisture. Most of the grass
grew more than normal but it
ran out of nitrogen this year be-
fore it ran out of moisture.

Drill 20 to 30 pounds of hairy
vetch seed with 200 to 400
pounds of 20% superphosphate
per acre and do not forget to
inoculate the seed.

Roy Townsley of Myra had 20
acres of hairy vetch last year
and plans to plant 50 acres as
soon as he can. Part of Roy's
vetch is going on his bermuda
grass waterway.

Ben Fleitman had 5% acres of
his poorest soil in hairy wvetch
last year.

H. L. Dennis of Saint Jo got
vetch land plowed and has the
ground almost covered now
with a volunteer crop.
