
Even if a  person did  no t see
and  h ea r daily  reports abou t the 
a la rm in g  in te rn a tio n a l situation , 
he w ould  know from reports of 
city -w ide days of prayer th a t  
so m eth ing  is seriously  wrong. It 
is a reg re ttab le  fact th a t  th e  ran k  
and  file  of C hristian  h u m an ity  
does not bo ther to  pray u n til it 
is in  trouble.

Of course th e re  is som e s a t­
isfaction  in th e  th o u g h t th a t  
deep in  th e ir  h ea rts  people still 
carry  an  aw areness of th e ir  de­
pendence on A lm ighty God. 
W hen h u m an  folly develops to  
th e  po in t w here w e lose con­
fidence in  h u m an  solutions we 
still go fran tic a lly  to  an  All­
w ise and  A ll-powerful God, beg­
g ing Him to  deliver us from  the  
m ess we have  started .

Every rea l C hristian  w ill agree
th a t  th e  lead e rs  responsible for 
th e  few city-w ide prayer days 
deserve th e  h ighest praise. The 
m ovem ent is fine and we s in ­
cerely  hope it is ju s t a s ta rte r 
for a general sp iritua l aw ak en ­
ing by w hich a ll C hristian ity  w ill 
find  its  w ay back to  a proper 
and orderly  w ay  of living.

W hen cities generally  adopt 
th e  idea, w hen a ll w ho profess 
to  be C hristians get back to  the  
good old C hristian  custom  of 
p ray in g  every day, and  w hen 
th e  m en w ho control world d es­
tin y  ta k e  tim e to  ask  Divine 
gu idance before en tering  th e ir 
deliberations, we w ill have m ore 
reason to  hope for a solution of 
w orld problem s.

At th is  very tim e delegates
from a ll over the  world a re  g a ­
thered  in th e  UN cham bers, 
s triv in g  to bring  a peaceful 
se ttlem en t out of the  present 
confusion. T hey  face a super h u ­
m an  task , b u t th ey  do not s ta rt 
by ask in g  for super-hum an  help. 
They continue, as decided w hen 
th e  UN w as organized, to  snub  
God ra th e r th a n  offend their 
godless problem  child. Really, it 
is an  absurd  situation . The 
C hristian  e lem en t of the  UN 
w a n ts  God’s help  in dealing  
w ith  R ussia bu t re fra ins from 
p ray in g  for it  because R ussia 
objects.

Looking back  now  we can see
m an y  th in g s  th a t  should  have 
been done in th e  UN. And we 
h av e  a feeling  th a t  if th e  d e le­
g a te s  h ad  called  Divine b less­
ing  on th e ir  m eetings some 
th in g s  w ould h av e  gone differ- 
en tlv . P erhaps th e ir decisions 
w ould not have shown any  ev i­
dence of D ivine Guidance, but 
th e  chances a re  they  would 
have shown evidence of better 
h u m an  courage and  judgm ent. 
W hen m en com prom ised th e ir 
p rincio les to  appease  Russia 
thev  w ere a lread y  off to  a poor 
sta rt. If instead  th ey  h ad  chos­
en to  back up  th a t p rinciple the 
chances a re  th a t  they  would 
have  backed up q u ite  a few o th ­
er princip les and  checked R us­
sia  before it reached  its present 
w orld -m enacing  position.

W ith th a t  theory  in  m ind
yours tru ly  contends th a t  the  
firs t s tep  in dea lin g  w ith  the  
Moscow m ob is to defy it on th e  
sub jec t of prayer. Let th e  red 
fiends ra n t  and  rave a ll they  
w ish, th e  C hristian  elem ent of 
th e  UN should  by a ll m eans a s­
sert th e ir  fa ith fu ln e ss  to  th a t 
principle, a fte r which, we feel 
confident th ey  w ill be m ore in ­
c lined  to  asseTt their fa ith fu l­
ness to  o ther principles.

T he  tim e h as  come to draw  a 
line. And if d raw ing  th a t line 
does not p revent th e  th rea tened  
g lobal conflict it is certa in ly  high 
tim e  to  be lin in g  ourselves up 
on God’s side for th e  battle.

But le t 's  no t ap p ly  th a t to the
UN only. T his idea of p rayer a p ­
p lies ju s t a s  m uch to every ci­
tizen of th is  country. In case 
th is  b ad  situation  comes to  the  
w orst we in d iv idua ls  too w an t to 
be lined  up  on God’s side. 
M eanw hile  w e can reasonably  
assum e th a t  a nation  fa ith fu l in 
p ray er w ill be fa ith fu l to  the  
p rincip les m ost likely  to  p re ­
serve peace.

M uch of com m unism ’s success 
in  ad v an c in g  to  its presen t w or­
ld m en ac in g  position can be 
traced  d irec tly  to  th is  n a tio n ’s 
b lu n d ers  or deliberate  desertion 
of C h ristian  principle, th in g s 
w hich incom peten ts or double; 
crossers. . .as th e  case m ay  be 
. . .w ould no t h av e  dared if an 
a le rt and  conscientious citizen­
sh ip  h ad  dem anded  otherw ise. 1 
We w onder, for instance, w heth- 
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Fire Razes 2,500 
Acres of Pasture 
Near Marysville

A bout 2500 acres of pasture 
and tim ber betw een M arysville 
and V alley C reek w ent up in 
smoke last F riday  and S a tu r­
day in  one of th e  w orst fires 
in the  history of th is county.

S tarting  about 11 F riday  the 
b laze did its dam age in th ree 
shifts and  w as no t com pletely 
brought under control until a- 
bout 7:30 Satu rday  night.

A t all th ree  periods members 
of the M uenster F ire D epart­
m ent w ith  their tan k  truck  and 
dozens of o ther volunteers jo in­
ed residents of the  M arysville 
and Valley C reek area in figh t­
ing the  fire. A bout 200 persons 
w ere on the job Friday afte r­
noon and alm ost as m any were 
there a t n igh t and the nex t day.

Fanned by a strong wind, the 
flames raced through the  ta ll 
tinber-dry  prairie  grass w ith 
am azing speed. A t times, w it­
nesses said, the raging inferno 
rolled forw ard as fast as 35 
miles p er hour.

Efforts to check the  fire ’s fo r­
w ard m ovem ent w ere fu tile  ex ­
cept by rushing ahead to  the  
nex t road or o ther b arrie r and 
starting  a back-fire. In some 
cases gaps w ere cut w ith  m ain- 
tainers and the backfire started  
from them . Energies of the  fire 
fighters w ere used principally 
in checking the fire’s spread 
to the  side after th e  m ain blaze 
had rolled past.

In doing th a t job the M uen­
ster truck  refilled about a doz­
en tim es and moved continually 
along the  fire’s fringe d irec t­
ing its fog spray on the  flames. 
Less efficient b u t very help ­
ful w ere some 8 or 9 power stock 
spray units, which did an equal­
ly effective job b u t on a sm all­
er scale.

The first fire broke out a- 
bout 11 Friday m orning and o r­
ganized fighting got under way 
at about the tim e of the fire 
truck’s arrival 2 hours later. By 
7 o’clock all seemed to be u n ­
der control but a second out­
break an hour la ter brought an ­
other session lasting until 1:30 
a.m. The third shift started  a- 
bout noon Saturday and lasted 
about 8 hours.

Calls for help w ere sent to 
Gainesville and Saint Jo as well 
as M uenster. Gainesville sent a 
tank truck  which helped for a 
w hile F riday  afternoon bu t the 
Sain t Jo  truck  was already oc­
cupied w ith  another fire  be­
tw een S ain t Jo  and Nocona.

All dam age was confined to 
the grass and tim ber. The few 
farm ers who had stock on the 
grass succeeded in getting them 
to safety before the  flam es a r ­
rived. Dwellings also w ere suc­
cessfully protected, and there 
w ere no reports of personal in ­
juries.

T he greatest loss was sustain­
ed by the  D anglm ayr Brothers. 
They had 1000 acres in dense, 
tall bluestem  which, afte r ly ­
ing idle and re-seeding for 4 
years, had developed into an 
ideal pasture. Averaging four 
feet in height the stem s in some 
places w ere as high as the  roof 
of a ‘pick-up truck. The Dangl- 
m ayrs planned to s ta rt grazing 
the  pastu re  th is w inter, b u t the  
fire took about 800 acres of it.

According to A lbert Dangl­
m ayr the intense h ea t from  the

long the  alley east of the  M uen­
ster Mill.

The dam age w as indicated 
when lights for all those lines 
suddenly flashed on the  sw itch­
board of the telephone office. 
Early M onday L inem an Bill 
Fuhrm an found the  location 
east of the mill. He completed 
repair w ork shortly  after noon.

F ortunate ly  the w eather was 
dry and m oisture did not in ­
crease th e  trouble. Rain would 
have shorted out every line in 
the  cable, Fuhrm an said,

Goldburg, a 
consolidation of the  form er 
Ringgold and Stoneburg schools, 
w ill en ter a boys’ team  only.

According to Hood the to u r­
ney will consist of about 30 
games, some of them  bringing 
together outstanding team s of 
Nort Texas. Two team s espec­
ially, Savoy and P ra irie  Valley, 
are due to  go fa r in interscho­
lastic league com petition this 
year. The sam e is tru e  of the 
girls teams, especially South­
mayd.

The tournam ent w ill be in 
progress W ednesday, Thursday 
and Friday nights beginning at 
6 and Saturday  morning, a fte r­
noon and night. All games are 
expected to last about 1 hour.

For the opener, a t 6 W ednes­
day, girls of the E ra and Valley 
View schools w ill m eet. Next 
boys of the  two schools will 
play. M uenster girls a re  schedul­
ed for the n ex t tilt and the boys 
will play the final game. Muen- 
ster’s opponents in the  two 
games are not known a t this 
writing.

People Are 
Waking Up

M onth by m onth, week by 
week the  Am erican people are 
becoming better inform ed on 
th e  facts about governm ent and 
economics w hich have such a 
great bearing on th e ir everyday 
lives and  their future.

Signs Were Apparent
The resu lts began to  be of 

m easurab le size about a year 
and a h a lf ago. They were so en ­
couraging th a t a report w as 
m ade to th e  readers of “Look­
ing Ahead” on Feb. 15. “In the  
past year or so," I wrote, “there 
has been an  aw akening  of s ign i­
ficant proportions.

The achievem ents of A m erican 
industry  both  in peace and w ar 
are a trib u te  to the  resourceful­
ness, ingenuity, and know-how 
of business enterprise.

Only if we m aintain  the  d riv ­
ing force of p rivate in itiative 
and rew ards for personal achie­
vem ent w ill A m erica be able to 
carry  th e  staggering load th a t 
is being and w ill be imposed 
up  on us.

Warfarin Appears 
To Be Best Poison 
For Rats and Mice

COLLEGE STATION, — W ar­
farin , a new  ra t  k ille r released 
by the  University of W isconsin 
Research Foundation, appears 
to be one of th e  m ost effective 
poisons av a ilab le  for the  control 
of ra ts  and mice.

T he active ing red ien t of the 
new  poison is coum arin, a  com ­
pound found in sweetclover 
w hich affects the  clo tting  of 
blood, says J. E. Poore, a ss is t­
an t d istric t leader for th e  Rodent 
Control Service. R ats th a t  have 
ea ten  w arfarin  baits  for several 
days become less active, develop 
in te rn a l hem orrhages, and  slow ­
ly bleed to  death .

Poore says th a t  one ad v a n t­
age of w arfarin  over m an y  of 
th e  o ther ra t  poisons is th a t  It 
is odorless and  tasteless. Rats 
w ill continue to  e a t th e  bait u n ­
til they  die w ithou t detecting 
the  presence of th e  poison. An­
other ad v an tag e  lies in th e  s a f­
e ty  w ith  w hich it can be used on 
th e  farm . W arfarin  is poisonous 
to  a ll w arm -blooded an im als, 
bu t th e  am ount recom m ended 
for controlling ra ts  and  m ice Is 
so sm all th a t  there  is  little  d an ­
ger of farm  an im als  or people 
being poisoned accidentally .

Even though w arfarin  is con­
sidered an  extrem ely  safe ro ­
den t poison, Poore w arns th a t 
the  usual p recautions should be 
tak en  to prevent accidental poi­
sonings on the  farm .

For the  poison to  be effective, 
it is necessary  for ra ts  to  ea t 
w arfarin  b a its  over a period of 
five or m ore successive days. 
G rain or cereal type baits , which 
are not read ily  ea ten  by cats 
and  dogs m ay be  m ixed w ith 
the  poison, th u s  reducing the 
possible danger of poisoning 
these farm  pets.

W arfarin  is now on th e  m arket 
under the  trad e  nam es of v a r­
ious chem ical com panies. Poore 
cau tions th a t th e  w arfarin  baits  
should be m ixed according to 
the  m anufactu rer ’s instructions.

According to Poore, m ixed bait 
can be secured in 100 pound 
lots from the  Rodent control 
service fieldm en an d  county 
ag ricu ltu ra l ag en ts  and  repre­
sen tatives of o ther public se r­
vice organizations can  order the  
new poison.

Farmer's Almanac 
Predicts Cold Winter

The Old F arm er’s Almanac 
(established in 1792 and publish­
ed at Bublin, New Hampshire) 
hangs by a string  in the  k itch ­
ens of thousands of U S . farm  
homes — and farm ers place ex ­
ceptional reliance on the A lm a­
nac’s long-range w eather for- 
casts. The Alm anac tries to be 
as cheerful as possible about the 
w eather, but its prediction for 
th is w in ter chills the bones. The 
Almanac says (and you can feel 
for yourself how it tu rn s  out, 
th a t this w in ter w ill be colder 
th an  most, and will bring a 
"full share of rain  and snow.”

Tongue-in-cheek editors of the 
Alm anac a ttrib u te  — or, rather, 
pass the  buck — to  one Abe 
W eatherwise, a guesser quite 
fictional bu t durable enough to 
have lasted as long as the  A l­
m anac itself. Back in 1947, Abe’s 
forecasts w ere com pared w ith 
the U.S. W eather B ureau’s five- 
day predictions. Abe was right 
78.5 percent of the time, the 
W eather B ureau 65.6. An earlier 
comparison gave the official 
forecasters a slight edge.
