ful but sometimes can be dan-
gerous too. Getting in debt to
the government has cost them
one of the most basic of human
rights—the right to their own
property. As collateral on a loan
from the government they put
up the stock and physical as-
sets of their company. Now the
principal and interest on their
loan has been paid, but the gov-
ernment bureau refuses to return
their stock and their steam-
ships.

Upon being informed of what
a Federal government bureau
has done to the Dollar Line own-
ers, almost any American would
exclaim: “Oh no! They can’t get
away with that in our country!
But the sobering fact is—they
have. The  “Dollar Line Case”
should be clearly understood by
every American. At issue, ac-
cording to some of the nation’s
best legal minds, is the question
of constitutional law when it
seeks to override basic rights of
the citizens.

Criminal Contempt

The U. S. Secretary of Com-
merce and his bureau, the Mari-
time Commission, have been
ordered by the U. S. Court of
Appeals in Washington, second
highest in the land, to return
the Dollar Line stock and prop-
erty to the owners. Secretary
Sawyer and the Commission have
not obeyed the order—issued

last January. So unrelenting has\recourse

been their defiance that, in a
unanimous decision, the same
court has assessed civil contempt
judgements against Commerce
Secretary Sawyer and eight other
| U. S. officials.

| But through one of the most
'amazing series of legalistic block-
[ades on record, they have es-
| caped jail, have refused to sign
over the stock as ordered and
they® are in possession of the
$68,000,000 steamship line. It is
not my intention to pass judge-
ment on the conflicting claims
of the Dollar Line owners and
the Maritime Commission bu-
reau. This nation’s second high-
est court has done that, finding
the claims of the line’s owners
to be true and correct—even the
U. S. Supreme Court has twice
refused to intervene in carrying
out of this judgement.

The Background

Here are the bare facts: In
1938 the Dollar Line owed the
Maritime Commission $7,500,000,
borrowed to build some of its big
fleet passenger liners. The com-
pany accused the Commission
of withholding normal mail sub-
sidies due it and otherwise at-
tempting to bankrupt the line
and gain control through receiv-
ership. In order to forestall the
bankruptcy they felt was be-
ing pressed upon them the own-
ers were obliged to put up 91
per cent of the line’s stock as
collateral and agree to the Mari-
time bureau taking over control
and operation of the company.

This was in August 1938. A
short time later the nation’s de-
fense effort began and then war
broke out in the Pacific. The
steamship line, a tremenous as-
set to our nation at war, operated
profitably and within five years
the $7.500,000 indebtness had
been paid in full. The Dollar

family asked for the return nfi
their stock and property. The
Maritime bureau refused. It said
it would keep the company and
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January ordering the
bureau to return the stock and
property to the Dollar family,
and the U. S. Supreme Court’s
refusal, twice, to halt this judge-
ment.

The Question
One of the most stunning as-
pects of the case was an order
from President Truman, without
precedent, actually directing
Secretary -Sawyer to defy the
court’s judgement.

Sawyer obeyed this directive
and defied the court, he was in
civil contempt and the court

‘Average Car Driver

annually or about $87 for reach
vehicle owner, according to a
| recently published study by
one of America’'s topflight au-
tomotive engineers.

After a series of controlled
mileage tests lasting more than

a year, Delmar G. Roos, for-
mer president of the society of
automotive Engineers, has con-
cluded that the average mo-
torist gets less than half the
motoring miles he should out
of a gallon of gasoline.

The primary cause of gaso-
line wastage says Mr. Roos,
are speed, mechanical negli-

gence and sloppy driving hab-
its.

“Speed alone cuts mileage
almost in half,” Mr. Roos says.
‘In rigidly controlled tests
over a measured mile, a Wil-
lys station wagon consistently
averaged 31 miles per gallon
at 30 miles an hour. However,
at 60 miles an hour, mileage
was cut considerably.

Heading a list of mechani-

To stem the rise in the num-
ber of stolen vehicles and to
assist you in protecting your
investment in an increasingly
hard-to-get commodity, Homer
Garrison Jr., director of the
Texas Department of Public
Safety, passes -along these tips

to car owners:
1. Keep unattended cars off

streets, particularly at night.
2. If you use your auto at
night, do not park on poorly
lighted or littleused streets.

3. Lock car at all times —
ignition, doors and rear deck.
4. When car is parked or
stored in public garages or on
parking lots, insist upon a
claim check. Don’'t yield when
attendant says, “You do not

need a ticket as I will know
you.” Also insist upon locking
ignition, doors and all
partments when fire
not prohibit such measures.

5. If auto is kept in a pri-
vate garage, see that locks are
strong and that door hasps can-
not be taken off with a screw
driver, or hinges removed from
the outside.

' State Polio Record
' Better Than in ‘50

| AUSTIN-—The state last week
| logged its highest polio inci-
| dence of the season, but it was
{ still far short of the record set
| last year.

Ninety-seven cases of the vir-
1ul(~nt disease were reported by
| the State Department of Health
| for the week ending August 11,

bringing the year’'s total to 874.
\Lust week’s report bested the
'previous week’s incidence
| of 92 cases by five.
|  “Even one case of polio is too
much,” State Health Officer
George W. Cox said, ‘“but I'm
| mighty glad we don’t have polio
'in wholesale lots like we did
{ last year and the year before.”

“Of course we still have to
| get through September and Oct-
ober — they can be mean for
| polio too,” he cautioned.

Last year Texas suffered 23-
55 cases for the entire season.
[ There were 210 deaths for the
entire year, State Health Depart-
! ment statistics show 88 of
them occurring during the first
6 months. Through June of this
year 29 polio deaths have been
recorded.

Counties heaviest hit last
!weok were Dallas, 17 cases; Tar-
| rant, 10 cases; Bexar, 10 cases;
and Harris, 7 cases.

Meanwhile, dysentery, always
a leader among communicable
| diseases, continued its hot wea-
'ther rampage. Morbidity statis-
' tics show 16,775 cases to date.
Border counties -— principally
 Cameron, Hidalgo, and Webb —
| reported the highest number of
iweekly cases.

Water Conservation
Program Urgently
Needed in Texas

AUSTIN, TEXAS,— A water
conservation program must be
started immediately by towns,
water districts, ranchers, and
farmers declared Dr. Geo. Cox,
State Health Officer. The pres-
ent situation is extremely grave
and immediate action is neces-
sary to relieve drouth areas and
prevent such conditions occurr-
ing in the future.

Dr. Cox said, “Our diminish-
ing water supply, and in many
places in Texas the total lack
of sufficient water, brings
about an emergency that im-
perils the life and health of
the citizenship and brings about
a substantial economic loss.
“Without water- industry can
not operate- homes can not ex-
ist -crops can not grow- forests
would disappear- game and fish
would die- the earth would be-
come a desert- and the human
race would perish!

Soil Conservation
Notes

The application of conservat-
ion practices to the land has paid
cash dividends to Adolph Fuhr-
man of Lindsay, co-operator of
the Upper Elm-Red soil conser-
vation district. He has just fin-
ished harvesting 45 bu. of corn
per acre from a nine acre field
that has been in hairy vetch and
rye for the past two years.

The field had not produced a
paying cash crop before this
year with the exception of vetch
and rye, Fuhrman said. He's
been on the farm four years.
His neighbors say that they
can’t remember a cash crop be-
ing planted as the land had been
used for hay crops such as cane
and sudan, which do better than
corn, cotton and grain on dro-
ughty soils that are low in fer-
tility.

When Fuhrman moved on the
farm he planted the field to oats
which turned out barely good
enough to harvest. That fall he
followed with vetch and rye
from which he sold more than
$400 worth of seed. The next
fall he allowed vetch and rye to
volunteer. This crop made a
good growth but greenbugs dam-
aged it and it produced only
about 100 pounds of vetch and
some rye. In the spring of 1951
corn was planted and made the
unusually good yield of 45 bu-

shels an acre. “I doubt if the
corn would have been good
enough to harvest had it not

followed vetch” Furhman said.

He gave this information to
Jack McFerran, work unit con-
servationist, while he was in the
midst of preparations to plant
more vetch.

A black, scorpion-like ani-
mal strange to most of Texas
was brought from Alpine to
the Texas Game, Fish & Oy-
ster Commission- headquarters
for inspection by biologists and
bugologists.

It is known as a whip scor-
pion. Its habitat is the semi-
arid section of the Southwest
and is found along the Mexi-
can border of Texas westward
from Del Rio.

The arthropod is vicious ap-
pearing but, according to the

Game, Fish and Opyster Com-
mission, it has no venom and
the only danger to humans

would be from a bite becoming
infected.

4. Finish kitchen waincots
