
way to deal with a hot com­
petitive salesman is to hire him. 
From one of the reports released 
in Washington last week it 
seems that the same principal 
applies to politics.

Relative to the current dis­
cussion over a proposed UN 
military force for Europe, the 
administration apparently wou­
ld be pleased to turn the com­
mand over to Ike Eisenhower.

Normally we would be inclin­
ed to cheer over this recommen­
dation. As a man of unquestion­
ed integrity and ability, Ike 
would certainly be well quali­
fied for the job, probably better 
qualified than any other that 
could be found.

But in view of other circum­
stances we are inclined to con­
sider the proposal more as po­
litical strategy than anything 
else. It is generally conceded 
that Ike on the 1952 Republican 
ticket would have a fair chance 
of becoming our next president. 
Naturally the Democratic don’t 
want him in the race and they 
would feel much more comfort­
able if they succeeded in tying 
him down with some other big 
job.

Yourg truly for one hopes that
General Ike will pass up that 
offer and save himself for the 
office that millions of Americans 
want him to occupy. As things 
stand now all he has to do is 
give the nod and he’s practi­
cally a cinch for the GOP choice 
. . . and the nation’s choice. He 
hasn’t agreed to run yet, but 
there has been more than a 
little talk to the effect that he 
is available if sufficient public 
support lines up on his side.

If such talk is reliable it is
by far the brightest ray of hope 
in this nation’s future. Eisen­
hower is the nation’s best pros­
pect as a political and econ­
omic savior to lead this coun­
try out of the chaos into which 
it has been drifting.

His convictions are made up 
of the kind of ideals which made 
this nation great. He believes 
with our forefathers that indiv­
idual opportunity rather than 
Washington-provided security is 
the way to real human welfare. 
He believes in sound financial 
standards rather than deficit 
spending. He believes in the 
greatest possible degree of per­
sonal liberty, along with cor­
responding personal responsi­
bility. rather than present pol­
icy of official regulation and 
pampering.

Along with all that he seems 
to have a more realistic under­
standing of subversive elements 
in and out of politics, and seems 
much less inclined to dismiss 
shocking cases of communist 
activity as mere red herrings. 
Aside from his own personal 
convictions in the matter, there 
is also the very distinct advan­
tage of not being obligated to 
the left wing fringe for political 
support.

There are good and practical 
reasons why we have been 
shocked by the administration’s 
handling of communist ex­
posures in recent years. The 
pink fringe has given valuable 
support to the administration 
so it has been expedient for the 
administration to show all pos­
sible favors to the pink fringe. 
The only trouble is that while 
certain persons in the adminis­
tration thought they were using 
the pinks to their own advantage 
the facts have revealed that the 
pinks used the administration.

Well, it is a known fact that 
communists and socialists will 
not support General Ike. He will 
owe them no gratitude in the 
first place, and judging from 
his brand of thinking we can 
safely assume that he will 
grant them no quarter.

This isn't intended to iznpLy 
that Eisenhower is the only man 
who would make us a good pre­
sident. There are quite a num­
ber whose principles coincide 
very closely with his and pro­
bably would do as well in the 
executive office Tut how many 
of them could win? That’s the 
big problem.

That's why yours truly believes
that General Ike should by all 
means save himself for the big 
race of 1952. He’s the right kind 
of guy and popular besides. He’s 
the nation’s best bet to defeat

For Street Work

Beginning in the near future 
the City of Muenster will settle 
down to a systematic street im­
provement and maintenance pro­
gram.

A used maintainer recently 
purchased is due to be deliver­
ed some time this week and a 
truck load of concrete culvert 
sections has just been received.

The city’s plan, according to 
Steve Moster is to use the con­
crete to replace wood construc­
tion in all future bridge work.

The same plan applies to the 
use of the maintainer. As bad 
spots can be reached the city in­
tends to make improvements 
which will eliminate future trou­
bles. Most of that will be accom­
plished by cutting deeper drain­
age dftches and building up the 
road bed where water now floods 
the street surface.

The maintainer offers an ad­
vantage also in regular street 
maintaining work. Hereafter the 
city can do the job when work­
ing conditions are best instead 
of waiting until precinct mac­
hinery is available. An earlier 
plan to soak streets ahead of the 
machine was abandoned because 
of the expense.

In Keeping President

WASHINGTON —  It takes a- 
bout $3,500,000 a year to keep 
President Truman and his family 
in the style befitting the head 
of the world’s richest nation, Rep. 
Earl Wilson (Rep.) of Indiana, 
told his neighbors in Southern 
Indiana.

In a weekly newsletter, Wilson 
said that an American would 
have to have an annual income 
of $3,500,000 to live like the first 
family. He said the President’s 
"take home” pay is $110,000 a 
year (after deducting taxes from 
the annual salary of $100,000 
and adding tax-free expense al­
lowance of $50,000 and travel 
and entertainment allowance of

Some readers may have won­
dered from time to time why this 
column has so persistently war­
ned of the danger of a prolonged 
practice of deficit financing 
(operating on borrowed money) 
by our Federal government. The 
reason is that runaway inflation 
is disasterous, and if there is a 
single economic law on which 
virtually all economists can a- 
gree it is the one that says gov­
ernment deficit spending inevit­
ably brings on and feeds infla­
tion.

In Asia, in the Orient, and in 
Europe I have had personal con­
tact with the havoc wrought by 
inflation. For a number of years 
I’ve carried a $10,000 currency 
bill in my wallet. In 1936. when 
we left Hong Kong to return to 
America, this Chinese money 
would have hought a very nice 
home anywhere in the Orient. 
Today the $10,000 bill would be 
just enough to pay for one slice 
of bread.

It's Destructive
Inflation can be as destruc­

tive as defeat in war. Lenin, the 
fatUer of international Commun­
ism. said: “We must force the 
United States to spend itself in­
to destruction." In opening the 
nationwide Crusade for Freedom 
with a radio address early this 
month, General Eisenhower pon­
dered the possibility that present 
Russian strategy may be calcu­
lated to force us Into ruinous 
financial practices. Earl Brow­
der. the Communist, says in his 
new’ book that Socialism is in­
evitable in the United States. 
He gives as the foremost rea­
son "Government deficit financ­
ing."

In its full, runaway stage, in­
flation creates panic and some­
times anarchy results; but in its 
first, insidious stages it is not 
likely to generate alarm among 
the people. That’s another rea­
son this column has frequent­
ly pointed out the danger. Con­

ditions which led to the French 
revolution were set into motion 
by the Finance Ministry’s heavy 
deficit financing and resultant 
runaway inflation. Hitler’s Na­
tional Socialism took root in a 
post war Germany prostrated by 
currency inflation.

Loss: 50 Per Cent
The higher our national debt 

goes, due to government bor­
rowing and deficit spending, 
the less value our dollars will 
have. The debt has been increas­
ed during 18 of the past 20 years 
Today it amounts to $258 billion. 
The dollars in my billfold hav­
en’t shrunk in value like the 
$10,000 Chinese currency has, 
but just since 1940 they have 
lost nearly 50 per cent of their 
purchasing power. And Ih e  fu­
ture income of our 150,000,000 
citizens, young and old, is a l­
ready mortgaged to the extent 
of $1,800 each by the national 
debt.

Besides being a danger to our 
national security, inflation is a 
hidden parasite feeding on the 
bank account, the savings, the 
insurance policy, the annunity, 
the pension. It hits everybody’s 
earnings, everybody’s savings, 
every body’s future plans. For in­
stance. about $5 billion worth 
of Defense Bonds were bought 
by citizens in 1940 and this year 
they are redeemable. The bond 
bought for $75 in 1940 and now 
redeemable for $100 is now worth 
acually only $63. in 1940 dol­
lars. Inflation has robbed the 
purchaser of $25 interest and has 
eaten up $12 of the principal he 
invested 10 years ago.

"The Greatest Danger"
The 80 million Americans who 

ow n  insurance policies a r e  
being highjacked by inflation 
every y e a r  the government 
spends more than it receives. 
More than $50 billion in savings 
bonds are owned by citizens and 
every day inflation continues 
their value is sapped. The aver 
age industrial wage was $23.86 
in 1939. By May of this year it 
was $57.50, or an increase of 
$33.64. But inflation already had 
taken $23.40 worth of purchasing 
power from this increase.

A basic example of Federal 
extravagance is the handling of 
food and food surpluses. Secre­
tary of Agriculture Charles F. 
Brannan has spent $75-miliion 
to buy up surplus potatoes in 
order to make them scarce and 
to keep prices high. He is now 
selling those potatoes back to 
the farmers for fertilizer or live­
stock feed at 1 cent per hundred 
pounds. In the meantime, Sec­

way by encouraging ckeficit 
spending, inflation, constantly 
mounting national debt. Thom­
as Jefferson viewed public debt 
as "the greatest danger to be 
feared." He said, "We must 
make our choice between econ­
omy and liberty or profusion and 
servitude.” Elder Statesman Ber­
nard Baruch recently spot light­
ed the danger. "What could 
make people more dependent on 
government.” he asked a Senate 
committee, "than inflation?”

retary of Defense Louis Johnson 
is buying potatoes for Korea in 
the open market for $2.95 per 
hundred pounds. The Department 
of Agriculture owns approxi­
mately 192.000,000 pounds of 
butter, and is accumlating more 
at the rate of about 9,000.000 
pounds a week. This butter wks 
purchased at 60 cents a pound. 
Some of it is spoiling and going 
to waste. However, in a four- 
week period, the Department of 
D e f e n s e  purchased 4,131,022 
pounds in the open market at 
60.7 cents a pound. Mr. Bran­
nan is the custodian of 80,000,- 
000 pounds of cheese, acquired 
at 31 cents a pound. Mr. John­
son has bought 954,664 pounds 
at 34.8 cents a pound. Mr. Bran­
nan is In possession of 321,000.- 
000 dozen eggs which he bought 
at 32 cents a dozen, and now 
must dispose of. Yet, as Con­
gressman Ralph W. Gwinn re­
cently pointed out, Mr. Johnson 
will not buy from Mr. Brannan. 
He prefers to buy 4,910,350 doz­
en eggs at 40 cents a dozen In 
the open market. It is not sur­
prising to learn, therefore, that

Rheumatic Fever 
May Have Serious 
Effect on Heart

AUSTIN Texas, — While the 
specific cause of rheumatic fev­
er has not been discovered, sev­
eral factors associated with it 
and its onset and recurrence are 
now generally recognized, said 
Dr. Geo. W. Cox, State Health 
Officer.

Rheumatic fever is serious be­
cause it may affect the heart. 
Age is important. Rheumatic 
fever usually begins in child­
hood at about 5 or 6, although 
adults may have it. There is a 
susceptibility to the disease which 
causes rheumatic fever to be 
more common in some families 
than others. The other factors 
which may favor its onset, com­
bined with an individuals sus­
ceptibility, are frequent chilling, 
damp or over crowded living 
quarters and a poor diet.

The early signs and symptoms 
may be slight. Some of them, 
which may occur singly or in 
combination are: failure to gain 
weight, poor appetite, pallor, re­
peated nosebleeds, low persis­
tent fever, and frequent com­
plaints of pain in the arms, legs 
or abdomen. These symptoms do 
not necessarily mean that child 
has rheumatic fever, but they 
do indicate that he is below par 
and should be examined by a 
physician and his advice follow­
ed.

The more characteristic signs 
include painful, inflamed joints. 
The child may be irritable with­
out good reason, cry easily, or 
develop other nervous habits.

It is vitally important to 
spare the heart unnecessary 
work for as long as the disease 
is active and for a period of con­
valescence afterwards. A child 
with rheumatic fever should re­
main in bed until, in the physi­
cians opinion, it is safe for him 
to get up.

Some children recover from 
rheumatic fever without devel­
oping heart trouble, or the dam­
age to the heart may be so slight 
that the child can live a normal 
life. In other cases, the child re­
covers from the acute attack but 
is left with an impaired heart.

Near All-Time High

WASHINGTON —  The cost 
of being a farmer and living in 
rural U S. areas is slowly edg­
ing toward the all-time high.

The Agriculture Department 
says that farm living costs are 
only 4 points off of the record 
high established in July 1948.

The parity index, the govern- 
mjent’s yardstick of rural living 
and production costs, presently 
is at 258 of the 1910-1914 base 
years. The record high is 262.

The index went up 7 points 
from July to August and indi­

The government has awarded 
a $286,000 contract for perman­
ent visitors’ facilities and ex­
hibit building at Shasta Dam, 
California.

This is being done despite the 
fact that excellent accomoda­
tions now exist for those who 
wish to see the dam and the 
power plant.

This is just one minor exam­
ple of the reckless waste of the 
taxpayers’ money that is going 
on all over the country—in spite 
of deficits, in spite of the demand 
for higher taxes, and in spite of 
unpredictable expenditures for 
the military forces and for other 
purposes in connection with the 
International situation.

The most tragic part of it all 
is that political support and ag­
itation for non-essential gov­
ernment spending does not seem 
to have abated one bit. This is 
particularly evident in the elec­
tric power field. The socialists 
in the government—much as 
they dislike that accurate label 
—are actually using the present 
crisis as an argument for going 
ahead with valley authorities 
throughout the country even 
though private enterprise has 
demonstrated that It can provide 
all the power we can use If giv­
en the opportunity. And it can 
do it without a nickel of tax 
subsidy and it will create impor­
tant new sources of taxation 
while doing it.

On top of that, the advocates 
of the Brannan plan, compulsory 
health insurance, all-inclusive 
social security and the rest of

the socialization program are 
still in full cry. No one can even 
estimate th e  cost of these 
schemes in billions of dollars.

The world may be in the grav­
est peril it has ever known. We 
need desperately to build our 
defenses in all ways—and one 
of those ways is rigorous state 
and Federal economy that w ill 
keep government out of any ac­
tivity that can be handled by 
private enterprises. Government­
al waste is always badi—at a 
time like this it is criminal.

It has been well asked, "Why 
are we fighting the Communists 
and at the same time setting up 
socialistic plans in this coun­
try?” The time is near when

Washington w ill have to ans­
wer.

HARRISBURG, Pa. —  The 
Pennsylvania Medical Society 
blames most traffic accidents on 
drivers who “never grew up.”

Marion Gleason, a research as­
sistant at the University of Ro­
chester, N.Y., pinpoints the types 
and their behavior patterns in 
the society’s journal as follows:

1. The person who hasn’t out­
grown the childhood conviction 
that his wants come first. He 
wants the middle of the road, 
blows horns at intersections, and 
insists on double parking.

2. The person who was taught 
as a child to obey without think­
ing. He automatically obeys sig­
nals of other drivers regardless 
of the situation confronting him.

3. The pampered type. Fre­
quently a well-groomed and 
charming woman who flutters 
her eyelashes at policemen when 
caught parked at a fire plug or 
when pasing a red light. She 
ties up traffic and occasionally 
causes crashes.

4. This type was bullied by 
older brothers or sisters and is 
among the most dangerous dri­
vers. He takes his resentments 
out by banging cars when park­
ing, sideswiping others, and tear­
ing madly down the highway.

5. The overprotected or domi­
nated child. As soon as they get 
behind the wheel, they’ve got 
to take needless chances to pro­
ve their independence. V

6. The child who got away 
with murder. Sometimes his me- 
first attitude leads him to com­
mitting highway homicide.

7. The child who had to settle 
for second-best. On the road he’s 
got to prove to himself that his 
car is faster than any other.

him also as a sinner.
That opinion was presented 

quite forcibly last Sunday in the 
local Sacred Heart Church Bul­
letin which pointed out that 
hoarding is a sin and its malice 
is two-fold. The hoarder gives 
way to the vice of selfishness by 
providing for his own comfort 
without regard for the needs of 
others. Besides he injures soc­
iety by indulging in a practice 
which forces up prices to the de­
triment of those who are not so 
well off as himself.

The article continues that 
hoarding is greedy, avaricious 
and covetous. The hoarder uses 
his wealth to buy in large quan­
tities to the disadvantage of the 
poor fellow whose limited in­
come forces him to buy by the 
day or week. He creates scarcity 
which results in higher prices 
which the poor man cannot pay. 
He violates justice and charity 
at the very time when he sho­
uld be particularly considerate 
of his fellow man.

All of which seems to indicate
that close relationship exists be­
tween economic and moral law. 
It goes back to the old principle 
that the Creator laid down the 
set of rules by which this wor­
ld is to be run. By disregarding 
those rules we violate Divine 
Will as well as economic order. 
And that isn’t just theory. It 
works out in practice.
