
If you've been w anting an ex ­
pression to describe the current 
economic sta tu s of your coun­
try, you don’t have to look any 
farther. C harles E. Wilson, 
p resident of G eneral Motors 
has coined a phrase th a t fits 
the  United S tates to a T. I t’s 
“colonialism -in-reverse.” In an 
address to the  F irst In te rn a­
tional Conference of M anufac­
tu rers he said “O ur country has 
a policy w hat m ight be called 
colonialism -in-reverse. We are 
exploiting our own people and 
our own resources to benefit 
o ther people in o ther coun- 
tris.”

Think it over a bit and you'll
agree his words w ere well 
chosen. Take the past ten years 
s ta rtin g  w ith  our en try  into 
W orld W ar 2. Consider all the 
figh ting  equipm ent given to our 
allies. Since the w ar consider 
our contributions in relief and 
reconstruction. Consider t h e 
m en sacrificed in w ar and po­
lice action, the m en we have 
hired  to adm in ister our help 
abroad. Think how m uch more 
w e could have and how much 
less the cost if we w ere w ork­
ing only for our own needs and 
com fort. It is doubtful w hether 
any  nation ever took as much 
by  a colonial policy as we 
A m ericans have given by  our 
colonialism -in-reverse policy.

This isn 't in tended to imply
th a t the colum n begrudges our 
nation’s generosity. We A m er­
icans have every reason to be 
proud of our country’s helpful 
spirit. We did a noble th ing in 
help ing  elim inate Nazi conquest 
and Nazi ty ranny . We were 
equally  noble in assisting the 
distressed victim s of war.

However, we cannot be alto­
gether proud of some official 
bungling th a t has all bu t wiped 
out the real benefits of our good 
intentions. We w ent overboard 
in our aid to  Russia and helped 
create a new enemy worse than 
our first. We allowed the  Reds 
to p lunder from  one side while 
we contributed to the other. We 
sold out o u r gallant Chinese 
ally  and allow ed S talin  to 
establish  his treacherous puppet- 
We allowed one nation afte r an ­
o ther in Europe to fall under the 
Com m unist yoke. I t’s a sad fact 
th a t no o ther nation has done 
so m uch harm  while try ing  so 
h ard  to  help the  world.

Looking back today you and
I as individuals can see th a t we 
have paid qu ite  a price for our 
coun try ’s help and hindrance to 
the rest of the world. O ur in ­
d iv idual shares in the official 
benevolence could have m ade/ a 
big d ifference in our personal 
sta tu s over the past several 
years. I t  could also m ake a big 
difference to our future.

To get an idea of w hat it 
m eans, im agine for a m om ent 
how m uch has been goofed off 
in helping Russia, directly  and 
indirectly , get w here it is to­
day. Then im agine how m uch 
m ore cash and effort w ill be 
needed to  contend w ith  the  in ­
te rn a tio n a l F rankenste in  w e 
helped to create. In view  of 
those facts and those prospects 
one th ing  becomes crystal clear. 
C olonialism -in-reverse has hurt 
us m uch less than  the bungling 
th a t has been associated w ith 
the  policy.

Som ew here there m ay be 
statistics to te ll you w hat that 
bu rden  am ounts to in cold cash 
This column does not have the 
figures and it w ill not venture 
a guess. It w ill state however 
th a t the am ount is a sizeable 
portion of the m any thousands 
of tax  dollars you are due to 
kick in from now on.

T ax experts not so long ago
em erged from  a maze of figures 
and said th a t if you are an 
average m ale 29 years old you 
can expect to pay $34,700 in 
taxes by the tim e you are 65. 
The average 29-year-old male, 
they  say, earns $4300 a year, has 
a m ortgaged home and two chil­
dren . At the  present ra te  of 
taxes he will pay $15,684 in in ­
come taxes and the rem ainder 
in the  hundreds of excise taxes 
w hich clip him  every tim e he 
spends a dime. And rem em ber, 
th a t estim ate is based on p res­
en t conditions. The figure gets 
h igher if taxes or inflation get 
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3 of 4 Busses on 
Parochial School 
Routes in Service

W ith less delay than  origin­
ally anticipated  the parochial 
school bus system  is steadily 
shaping up. A new 1951 Chev­
rolet 48 passenger u n it de­
livered and pu t into service 
W ednesday is the th ird  of four 
which w ill eventually  serve the 
parish  area.

T he fourth  bus, according to 
reports W ednesday, w ill likely 
join the system  soon. M em bers 
of the Sacred H eart Booster 
Club are now considering and 
inspecting several units avail­
able to them .

M eanw hile the club also re ­
ports progress in engaging reg­
u lar drivers. Ronnie H err is on 
the job daily and others of the 
older students are try ing  to se­
cure th e ir d riv er’s licenses. 
M eanwhile the  busses are being 
driven by o ther licensed drivers 
of the parish.

The th ree  busses now in use 
are tw o 48-passenger ’51 model 
Chevrolets and one 54-passenger 
’46 GMC. The GMC operates 
southeast of M uenster and one 
of t h e  C hevrolets operates 
northw est. T he rou te of the 
o ther has not been clearly de­
term ined.

Quantity Purchase 
Of 2 Cent Postals 
10 Per Cent Extra

T he increase in price from 
one to tw o cents is no t the  only 
joker in the new  post office 
regulation on postals th a t w ill 
become effective on Jan u a ry  1. 
Q uantities of 50 or m ore cards 
w ill be subject to  an additional 
cost of 10 per cent.

A tw o cent postal w ill cost 2 
cents and forty  nine 2 cent pos- 
stals w ill cost 98 cents, but 
fifty of them  w ill cost $1.10.

According to P o s t m a s t e r  
A rth u r Endres the new  regu la­
tion is a headache, bu t the pub­
lic is going to be stuck w ith  it 
until a change is m ade by act 
of congress. I t was congress, not 
the Post Office D epartm ent, 
th a t m ade the regulation in  the 
firs t place.

Endres said also th a t the  d i­
rective advising of the change 
did not explain  w hy it was 
made. He could only quote the 
opinion of o ther postm asters 
th a t the ex tra  charge is in ­
tended to apply to  persons and 
business concerns using postals 
in large num bers . . .  to m ake 
them  pay for paper as w ell as 
the stam p on postals. For the 
benefit of sn>aller users the  ex­
tra  charge is om itted. The gov­
ernm ent will continue subsidiz­
ing the “poor m an’s le tte r” but 
it w ill no t continue subsidizing 
large qu an tity  business m ail­
ings.

the same tim e m ake all possible repairs to both the 60 KV and 
33 KV from  Sherm an to M ontague County Line. There will be two 
portable units in M uenster to take care of the m ilk at the Cheese 
P lan t and for the w ater well in case m ore w ater is needed. There 
w ill be well over 100 m en to do this w ork and w e tru s t th a t it 
m ight save an in terrup tion  to all our custom ers if we should have 
a bad ice sto rm  again. The new  p lan t being built in Gainesville 
w ill not be com pleted w ith  all its tu rbines un til in early  spring

Council Asks For 
Drilling Bids On 
New Water Well

W ithin a m onth the city coun­
cil expects to have a new  d e­
pendable soft w a te r w ell in use. 
In special m eetings Saturday  
and Tuesday, th e  m em bers de­
cided to  contract for a tu rn ­
key job th a t w ill get the m ax i­
m um  production from  the soft 
w ater T rin ity  sand and elim in­
ate hard  w a te r from  o ther 
levels.

The council has requested  
bids from  four oil w ell d rillers 
operating in this area and will 
have another m eeting Thursday 
night to consider the bids and 
decide who w ill get the con­
tract. The four operators are 
Voth Brothers, T. P. Frost, Rus­
sell B rothers and Felderhoff and 
Mollenkopf.

Specifications agreed upon by 
the council are a well 10% in. 
in d iam eter and 700 feet deep 
cem ented by H alliburton oil 
w ell cem enting com pany from  
top to bottom  w ith  a well pic­
tu re  showing exactly  the level 
and depth  of every sand from  
top to bottom. The drilling con­
trac to r is to furn ish  pipe and 
perforate it  a t the  soft w ater 
producing levels.

A nother requ irem en t is th a t 
the w ell m ust be exactly  p e r­
pendicular to p reven t excessive 
w ear on the shaft of an  im peller 
type pum p. Oil wells norm ally 
vary  slightly  from  perpendi­
cular because the rod on a suc­
tion type pum p is not subject 
to excessive wear. This speci­
fication requires m ore careful 
d rilling  than  norm al oil field 
w ork and w ill require  slightly  
more than  the usual time. W ith 
norm al luck the drilling should 
be com pleted in about two 
weeks, knd the 30 day period 
allowed in the  contract is ex ­
pected to  be am ple for any u n ­
expected delays.

The council is confident th a t 
the new  w ell’s production w ill 
be as m uch as 200 gallons a 
m inute, which is the capacity 
of the pum p. However, since 
geologists have no record of the  
T rin ity  sand’s capacity in this 
area, they  have no assurance 
th a t they will get full produc­
tion. T heir only assurance is 
tha t the type w ell they  plan can 
produce 200 gallons a m inute if 
the w ater is there.

The w ell w ill be drilled as 
near as possible to the  presen t 
No. 2 well so th a t connections 
to the supply tan k  can be m ade 
w ith  a m inim um  of trouble and 
expense.

A fter several years of grief 
and excessive cost for low pro­
duction the No. 2 w ell has been 
abandoned. Because of the sea­
son’s decreased dem and the 
FMA and No. 1 wells are keep­
ing up the supply a t th is time. 
To prepare for next sum m er’s 
dem and and a possible em er­
gency before then  the council 
has decided to get the new well 
in operation as soon as possible.

Jerry  C. McDaniel, 14, of Gaines­

ville, Texas, was among the 16 
4-H’ers named as sectional win­
ners in the 4-H Soil and Water 
Conservation program. His award, 
a trip  to National 4-H Club Con­
gress, Chicago, was provided by 
Firestone. He lives in a section of 
sandy land where a great deal of 
soil building is needed.

The family’s 82-acre farm  is 
worked almost entirely by Jerry  
and a younger brother, as their 
father is employed. The first move 
was terracing to stop washing 
away of land. After soil testing, in­
tensive fertilization and contour 
plowing, the soil was ready for 
planting. Crop rotation and strip­
ping were practiced. Good pasture 
management has enabled them to 
graze 13 animals of improved 
stock.

Jerry  uses vetch as both cover 
and green manure crop, and finds 
his program of conservation has 
increased farm  production and im­
proved their home life. He has held 
all of the offices in his club, has 
completed 32 projects and earned 
many awards.

A group of university  profes­
sors conducted a radio panel 
discussion on a New Orleans 
station a few nights ago. W hen 
teachers get together in such 
m anner, and discuss frank ly  and 
publicly some of the  faults of 
th e ir own profession, the results 
can be of value not only to the 
school people bu t to the paren ts 
and the general public. The 
question discussed was: Are our 
schools tu rn ing  out young m en 
and women unable to w ork the 
simple arithm etic problem s they 
m eet in everyday life?

The agreed opinion on the 
question was “Yes — they are.” 
The professors w ere from  Lo­
yola and Tulane Universities. 
Also on the panel was a Loyola 
student represen ting  students of 
today. He too fe lt th a t “we are 
growing up a generation who 
can’t  w ork  sim ple arithm etic.” 
He based his opinion on his own 
experience w ith  students in his 
own college.
Failed Simple Test

One of the im portant facts 
brought out came from  a test 
given th is year to 400 high 
school graduates who entered 
the freshm an class of one of 
the  New O rleans colleges. The 
test was in sim ple arithm etic. 
Yet, of the  400 freshm en taking 
it, 180 failed!

A ny e rro n e o u s  re fle c tio n  upon  th e  
c h a ra c te r , s tan d in g  o r re p u ta tio n  of 
a n y  p e rso n , f irm  o r c o rp o ra tio n  th a t  
m ay  a p p e a r  in  th e  co lum ns of th e  
E n te rp rise  w ill b e  g lad ly  an d  fu lly  
c o rre c te d  u p o n  b e in g  b ro u g h t to  the  
a tte n tio n  o f th e  p u b lish e r.

The professors w ere of the 
opinion th a t sim ilar weaknesses 
w ere to be found am ong stu ­
dents th roughout the country. 
Therefore, the m ajor p a rt of the 
discussion was given over to the 
question of “W here is educa­
tion failing?” There seemed to 
be general agreem ent t h a t  
teachers now adays are them ­
selves being taught “too m uch 
about new  m ethods of teaching 
and not enough about the basic 
subjects them selves.” The pro­
fessors w ere also of the opinion 
tha t “so m any new things are 
being brought into the grade 
school and high school curricu- 
lum s th a t basic ‘tool’ subjects 
are neglected.”
'P rogressive Education Again'

Panel m em bers w ere of the 
opinion th a t this neglect of 
basic subjects was due, a t the 
grade school and high school 
level, to the re tu rn  of “progres­
sive education” in varying de­
gress. “Progressive education,” 
which had a short-lived popu­
larity  early  in the century, was 
fathered by Whi. H. K ilpatrick 
and John  Dewey at Teachers 
College, Colum bia University. 
These educational “m oderns” 
placed greatest im portance on 
new  m ethods of teaching, al­
most discarded the basic ortho­
dox studies of reading, w riting 
and arithm etic, and declared 
there w ere no fundam ental 
tru ths.

A t various points around the 
country  controversy has been 
stirred  up in recent years over 
claims of parents th a t certain  
teaching practices and even 
some of the basic philosophy of 
“progressive education” h a d  
been quietly  worked into school 
courses of study w ithout the 
knowledge or consent of school

But How Can EDUCATED 
People Be Catholics

Some "intellectuals” reject the 
Catholic belief in Christ.

Jesus, they say, was a mere man 
— not God. Some of them acknowl­
edge that he was a great teacher 
and rank him with Buddha, Mo­
hammed, Confucius and Moses.

While refusing to believe the 
Scriptures to be of divine origin, 
some of these educated people em­
brace Christianity because they feel 
that its moral laws are good for 
society.

"The service of the Christian 
religion,” declared one of these 
doubters, "and my own faith in es­
sential Christianity, would not be 
diminished one iota if it should in 
some way be discovered that no 
such individual as Jesus ever lived.” 
They are, in other words, willing to 
accept Christ's religion —but not 
Christ Himself.

It is ridiculous, of course, to sug­
gest that the Catholic religion is 
the religion of the ignorant. For 
millions of educated people. . .  and 
many of the world's most distin­
guished scholars, philosophers and 
scientists. . .  have been devout 
Catholics. But discounting this fact, 
there is abundant evidence to sup­
port the Catholic teaching concern­
ing Jesus.

It is to be found in the FouiN 
Gospels, in which the real Jesus is 
revealed to us. "But,” argue some

educated unbelievers, "you are as­
suming that the Four Gospels are 
an authentic recording of the life 
and teaching of Jesus Christ. We 
refuse to believe this.”

The "intellectuals” are, of course 
being anything but intellectual ir 
taking this position. For there it 
more abundant proof of the gen­
uineness of the Gospels than there 
is to support other historical rec 
ords which scholars accept withou 
question. References to the quota 
tions from the Four Gospels datt 
back as far as the first century of 
the Christian era.. .  and are found 
in writings contemporary with tht 
Apostles and the first Christians.

But 
they will only be parrotting. Be­
hind your back, they will stick out 
their tongues at you, or simply 
sulk. And when they grow up, 
they will destroy you; or at least 
your doctrine.

YOU CAN BRAND a Moslem 
with the hammer and Sickle, but 
the crescent will still have its own 
meaning for him.

W eldon Cowan, 
R alph M aglaughlin and his en ­
tire  vocational agricu lture class 
and Soil C onservation Service 
Technicians Lee T oothaker and 
E m m itt Yoder.

Farm ers in the M uenster area 
of the  U pper Elm -Red Soil 
C onservation D istrict are  still 
tak ing  advantage of favorable 
m oisture to p lan t soil im proving 
w in ter cover crops. Ben P e rry ­
m an has seeded 15 acres of A us­
trian  W inter Peas on land he 
p lans to  grow corn on nex t sum ­
m er. H. C. K nox has ju st com ­
p leted  sowing 14 acres to  vetch 
and rye for soil im provem ent 
and early  spring grazing. Louis 
Holland has p lan ted  over 100 
acres to  w in ter cover crops for 
soil protection and im provem ent 
and to furnish  early  spring graz­
ing on his farm  near Forestburg.

Ponds to furn ish  w ate r for 
livestock have recently  been- 
constructed on the Joe Fisher 
and  D. R. Rosson farm s at 
M uenster, on the Roy A tter- 
berry  farm  a t F reem ound, on 
the Hollis B erry  farm  a t Ross- 
ton and on the  L u ther S laugh­
te r fa rm  at S ain t Jo.

It figures and figures don’t 
lie. A good exam ple of the kind 
of profits born of good soil con­
servation  practices is the  in ­
creased corn yields recently  h a r­
vested by C urtis Young of Dye 
Mound.

L ast fall Young applied 300 
pounds of superphosphate per

acre to his land and seeded it 
to vetch and rye. This spring 
vetch and rye was tu rned  under 
and corn planted. A lthough the 
w eather this sum m er left m uch 
to be desired, w hen the  corn 
was harvested  it yielded sixty 
bushels per acre. According to 
Young this is 30 bushel per acre 
m ore th an  th e  average yield 
over the  past several years. At 
cu rren t prices of $1.75 per 
bushel this increased yield 
brought $52.50 p er acre increase 
in incom e over w ha t it had been 
in previous years. The soil con­
serving practice of including a 
soil legum e crop in the ro tation 
alw ays pays off in increased soil 
fe rtility  and m ore w a te r sto r­
age.

If you are 
farsighted, your eyes have to 
focus even when you look far 
aw ay; and w hen you read, you 
have to focus a lot more than  a 
person w'ith norm al eyes.

I C hildren have strong focusing 
muscles, and their eyes do not

I glasses to do the focusing and 
I give th e ir eyes a rest. O lder 
I people have w eaker focusing 

muscles and usually  need glasses 
for reading when they are about 
45 years old.

Confetti---
worse than  they are.

The load can be re ­
duced if the  Potom ac spend­
th rifts  can be induced to change 
their ways. Perhaps it will be 
reduced if enough people will 
dem and it a t nex t year’s elec­
tions.

Speaking of elections, the ad ­
m inistration continues providing 
reasons w hy we should vote for 
a change. N ever in our history 
has so m uch rottenness been ex­
posed in the governm ent, and 
never in  history has the party  
in power been so re luctan t to 
clean up its mess.

W hether the case concerns 
disloyalty, blackm ail, graft or 
w hatever else, the procedure is 
usually the same. The corrup­
tion is exposed by congressional 
investigation, not by a clean-up 
orig inating in the departm ent. 
And the adm inistration dis­
courages ra th e r than  encour­
ages the  investigation, even 
denies charges and tries to brush 
them  off as p arty  politics.
