Next week Tuesday land-
owners of Zone 3 of the Upper
Elm-Red Soil Conservation Dis-
trict will get together to elect
their representative on the dis-
trict board of supervisors.

There hasn't been much hula-
baloo about the meeting. Just a
reminder, but that’s enough to
impress farmers who are con-
cerned about the future of. agri-
culture in this community. They-
Il be there because they rvealize
that the selection made on that
day can be an important factor
in determining soil saving and
soil building progress of the com-
ing years. It is even possible
that their chioce will determine
whether agriculture in this area
will become a mere struggle for
survival or rise to greater
heights than any of us have seen.

Of all the economic problems
in this country none is more urg-
ent than soil conservation. When
we consider the present alarm-
ing loss of soil productivity
against our increasing populat-
ion we realize that we are ap-
proaching the time when the
country will no longer be able
to feed and clothe its people. It’s
a blunt reality that must be
faced. The loss must be checked
and productivity must be built
up or some people not so many
years hence will have to get by
on less than they need.

As regards the local situation,
we face the prospect of land
deterioration to a point where
it will no longer make a living
for the man who works it.
Fields can not stand the constant
toll of erosion and continue to
raise good crops. Without soil
conservation and soil building
this community’s agricultural fu-
ture is headed for the rocks.

Flood control is another con-
sideration. Not a year passes
but what millions of dollars
worth of property, land and
crops are destroyed by high
waters. Not a year passes but
what the government spends
millions on enormous flood pre-
vention projects. Usually the ob-
ject is to stop the rampaging
water after it has already wash-
ed thousands of tons of precious
top soil off the land.

Soil conservation offers a bet-
ter way to cope with that prob-
lem. It serves the double pur-
pose of saving land and check-
ing water at its source, before
it has a chance to form a flood.
This isn’'t just theory either. Ex-
perience has shown that a good
soil practice will absorb much
more moisture in the first place.
Besides that it allows surplus
water to run away slowly, not
loaded with precious dirt.

Ask any man who has studied
the subject. He'll tell you that
a good land program on the av-
erage watershed is just as ef-
fective as the most elaborate
flood control dam. And it’s ever
so much more practical because
it uses rain and land as nature
intended them to be used.

All these factors have a bear-
ing on next week’s election of
a local representative on the
board of supervisors. It is
to the community’s interest to
see that he will be a man of
vision and enthusiasm, a man
who will see what should be
done, inspire the greatest poss-
ible number to join in the good
work,and use the facilities at his
disposal to assist in putting the
best possible program on the
ground.

This is not intended to imply
that the meeting will have to
look for a superman who can
carry out a wonderful program
by himself. But it does want a
capable leader to work along
with all the other fellows who
also understand how wvery much
the soil saving and soil building
program means to each indivi-
dual and the community.

Here’s hoping that lots of peo-
ple will realize how much is at
stake. That will insure a good
meeting and a good choice.

To our way of thinking, Sec-
retary of State John Ben Shep-
perd is more than a little out
of line when he suggests that
the State Democratic Executive
committee adopt rigid rules to
insure party loyalty and punish
bolters.

63 Children Enroll
In Saint Charles
School for Colored

With deepest gratitude to all
who have contributed toward
the Saint Charles Catholic Scho-
ol of Gainesville, Father Peter
Molloy advised this week that
the new institution
fine start with an enrollment of
63 colored children. The school,
started this September, is the
county’s first parochial school
for colored children.

About $800 given by members
of the Gainesville, Muenster,
Lindsay and Valley View par-
ishes enabled the school to
make its start and Father Mol-
loy is hopeful that help will con-
tinue until it is self supporting.

At this time the only charges
made are $1 per month for util-
ities and $1 per school year for
textbook rental.

The school has two lay teachers
who work under the supervision
of the Sister Superior of Saint
Mary’s Parochial school. Father
Molloy gives instructions in re-
ligion every morning.

At Era last Friday night the
Muenster High Hornets served
notice on the rest of the teams
of District 12-B that they defi-
nitely are contenders in this
season’s conference race.

They appeared to be in mid-
season form as they walloped the
Era Hornets 40 to 7.

Most conspicuous in the scor-
ing spree were two former rook-
ies, Noggler and Richey, who
developed into veterans during
the one week following the sea-
son opener with the Marietta
Indians. Both hit the line for
consistent gains and both broke
loose on long scoring dashes. Of-
fensively and defensively they
clicked with Hellman and Ham-
ric to complete a strong back-
field behind the sturdy Hornet
line.

It was the veteran Hellman
however who did the heavy
toting, his plunges accounting
for practically half of the team’s
ground gains. Hamric stood out
for his real job of handling the
ball behind the line, which ac-
counts to a great extent for the
gains of the other backs.

The Muenster lads chalked up
their first score within the first
two minutes of play. Holding
Era on the first series of downs
they blocked a kick and took
over in the 10 yard line. Noggler
hit the line for 7 and Hamric
went over on the next play.
Hellman’s kick for extra point
was good.

Taking the kickoff Era made
one first down then fumbled on
the next series, Muenster recov-
ering on its 49. A steady advan-
ce from there netted the next
‘counter, Noggler crossing for
the T. D. The kick for point was
good.

The Foundations
of Morality

A long time ago a man with
considerable wisdom penned the
following line: “The foundations
of morality are like all other
foundations: if you dig too much
about them the superstructure
will come tumbling down.” As
I've traveled back and forth
across the country on speaking
engagements in recent months,
many anxious people have asked
the question: “What is happen-
ing to the morality of our coun-
try?”

It is heartening to find such
anxiety being expressed in many
sections of the nation, for its
presence suggests that in the
main our American society still
is wholesome. It also suggests
that those in public and private
life who chose to diregard a
code of ethics based on high
moral principals may not con-
tinue endlessly to enjoy public
respect and personal good for-
tune. However, until this anxiety
becomes more widespread and
provokes remidial action there
exists a very clear threat to the
whole moral structure of our

pair respect for moral values . . .
and in the end destroy our faith

| in our religious teachings.”

This calculated campaign has
already obtained some acceptance

ifor a code of behavior that fixes
no

penalty on dishonesty and
dishonor, This fact is made
startlingly clear by the series of
scandals centering in the nation’s
capital, and the tolerant atti-
tude of a great many people to-
ward these scandals. Dishonest
public officials are the best help-
ers the Communists have. Every
dishonest or dishonorable act of
a national office holder which is
publicized in the press exposes
the character of every boy and
girl in America to serious and
lasting injury. And it weakens
the moral strength of every
adult citizen, impairs his respect
for moral values.

Documental Immorality

On my desk is a collection of
newspaper and magazine arti-
cles sent to me by worried peo-
ple who are asking the question,
“What’s wrong. . . ?” On top is
an article entitled “The Scanda-
lous Years” published in LOOK
Magazine. The heading reads:

Washington’s political scand-
als, breeding on friendships,
favoritism and frauds, have
made shocking news, quickly
forgotten. The record stamps
these as years of immorality,
corruption — the shameful era
| of Pendergastism in Washington.”

This shocking 5,000-word arti-
cle is not partisan. It was writ-

nation.

Changing moral values

But to get to the question of
