
With a great deal of satisfac­
tion the column this week calls 
attention to the speedy acquittal 
of J. P, Flusche and Jimmy 
Lehnertz in their murder trials 
last Friday. Considering that 
trials frequently go on for weeks 
it is especially significant that 
these two were completed in a 

* single day.
The reason is that there was 

an abundance of evidence in 
their favor and not a shred of 
evidence against them. After the 
case was presented there was 
not the slightest doubt in the 
jury that the victim who died 
was caught in the act of bur­
glarizing and received his fatal 
wound while attempting to 
escape. In fact the complete lack 
of evidence to support the mur­
der charge caused many to 
wonder why a grand jury in­
dicted the two in the first place.

The answer is that Flusche
and Lehnertz requested the trial. 
For their own future protection 
they wanted a court record as 
proof that they had been tried 
and acquitted. That closes the 
case, once and for all, and they 
need not worry about it ever 
being brought up again. Had 
they not been legally cleared 
they might possibly have been 
charged years from now when 
facts and witnesses would be 
more difficult to present.

Here is an excellent case to
serve as an example that a 
grand jury indictment does not 
imply a defendant’s guilt. So 
many of us had the idea that a 
man is half convicted when he 
is indicted. We felt that some 
damaging evidence must exist 
to justify ordering a jury trial. 
What we failed to remember is 
that courts exist to prove inno­
cence as well as guilt. The de­
fendant has a right to prove his 
innocence just as the prosecu­
tion has a right to prove his 
guilt. We should be thankful for 
the legal provision which en­
ables a person to establish his 
innocence as a matter of perm­
anent record.

Commenting on his current
job of taking up the district 
school census, Superintendent 
Cowan was saying a few days 
ago that this community need 
not worry about juvenile delin­
quency . . . not if a Min­
neapolis police woman is correct 
in her theory that children be­
come delinquent because they 
have little or no fun at home 
and have to look for entertain­
ment away from home.

In that connection, Cowan 
says, lots of the mothers in 
homes he has visited offered 
apologies for playthings clutter­
ing a floor when actually thev 
had more reason to be proud. 
Homes in which kiddies are free 
to play and have fun are the 
backbone of the nation. And the 
more those kiddies continue to 
enjoy the home as they grow up 
the better are their chances of 
maturing into good solid citizens.

Geltinq back to the Minnea­
polis police woman’s article, as 
reported in Look magazine, an 
outstanding fact derived from 
delinquency study is that de­
linquent children have no hob­
bies and go outside the home 
for tht^r fun. Either there is 
no room at home for play or 
hobbies, or parents don’t want 
to be bothered So kiddies are 
permitted to drift, and they fre­
quently drift into trouble.

As all mothers know, kids who 
have a big time at home can be 
quite bothersome at times. But 
there is a compensating factor 
The more a mother worries 
with them the less she has to 
worry about them.

One of the fundamentals of
ethics is that it is wrong to rob 
Peter in order to pay Paul. An 
act that is wrong in itself can­
not be justified even though it 
is motivated by a worthy cause. 
In spite of that very basic prin­
ciple, however, there still are 
men in Washington trying to 
justify the tidelands steal.

One congressman has proposed 
using the tidelands revenue to 
support schools in all states. An­
other suggests using it for hos­
pital and medical purposes in all 
states. Both proposals are fine 
as far as motives are concerned, 
but they ignore the fact that

In Lehnertz’s case the 
jury had been instructed by the 
court to return an acquittal on 
grounds that the evidence did 
not support the chargft

Both trials were held in the 
16th District Court at Gaines­
ville with Judge Ben Boyd pre­
siding, County Attorney Carroll 
Sullivant conducting the prose­
cution and L. V. Henry conduct­
ing the defense.

THE WORLD HAS torn up the 

rules, and the world simply is 
not getting away with it.

Current books, magazines and 
newspapers reflect a growing 
public consciousness that we are 
suffering from an epidemic aban­
donment of truth, honor, and

WHATEVER THEY are symp­
toms of, the fact is that at home 
and abroad we are faced with a 
dozen sinister problems. But 
why all these at once? The an­
swer is that they have not hap­
pened all at once. Sociologists, 
historians, and philosophers are 
agreed that all have been build­
ing up, not too subtly, for a long 
time. And they suspect that the 
fault is in man himself; that 
something must have happened 
in his heart.

This is a fearful suggestion, 
likely to tingle at the roots of the 
hair. Yet, since it implies that 
all these problems are in reality 
a single problem, it simplifies 
our dilemma if we will but accept 
it. Instead, we attack each prob­
lem separately and as if it bore 
no relation to any of the others.

Desperately we use our pitiful

brains but not our hearts and 
souls. And we are getting no­
where. For we have not yet got 
at the sickness, nor realized the 
remedy. For we are using edu­
cation, statesmanship, science, a*d 
industry for all they are worth, 
but not religion for a fraction of 
what it oould do for us. And 
plainly we are failing.

NO WONDER. We are not go­
ing by the rules. We are trying 
to do it all ourselves, without 
asking God to help us. Whose 
world, after all, is it? Whose 
children are we?

Already God has been offend­
ed too much. Still He will help 
any one of us who asks Him, and 
if enough of us ask Him, He will 
help the world.

It fc out of the knowledge of 
God’s goodness, power, and con­
cern for us that there has arisen 
in America a movement for the 
propagation of family prayer. For 
the family is the strength of civ­
ilisation, or die weakness.

THE FAMILY WAS meant to 
be the cradle of religion, and re­
ligion the soul of the family. In 
America, family prayer and 
scripture reading used to be gen­
eral customs. They are no long­
er. They have not been for some 
years. The family is the weaker 
for it. There are broken homes 
in every street. The nation is the 
poorer.

But the family that prays to­
gether stays together. Restore 
to the family its religious soul 
and you enrich the country, you 
strengthen civilization. If enough 
families pray, they can save the 
world! — by IJev.

THE FAMILY THAT

There once lived a family 
named Smith. There were a 
father and mother and nine chil­
dren.

in. After a long series of tests 
it was discovered that a rare 
kind of bacteria had invaded the 
soil. Smith called in chemists. 
In their laboratories they ex­
perimented with chemicals that 
might eradicate the bacteria and 
leave the soil unharmed.

IN DEBT

The Smiths had $1,200 in the 
bank but also an unpaid $1,000 
crop loan note.

000 loan, but if, after getting 
back into production, a crop 
should fail or other adversity 
should strike, bankruptcy and 
loss of the farm would stare 
them in the face. At the end 
of the family conference, the 
Smiths had a plan, and all were 
for it.

The daughter Mary withdrew 
from college and took a steno­
graphic job in a law office; and 
by scrimping she could send 
money home each month. The 

i son who already worked in town 
I sold his jalopy and began walk- 
j ing the three miles or hitching 
J  rides. One son remained on the 
i farm full time to assist his dad 
with application of the chemical 
bacteria killer and other chores. 
The other son took a job in a 
nearby industry. The five young 
Smith children continued their 
schooling, but the family went 
on a frugal budget and spent 
money only for dire necessities. 
Strengthening Experience

At the end of two years the 
farm land came back into pro­
duction, the daughter went back 
to college, and not one of the 
family seemed the least bit in­
jured by the experience. In 
fact, John Smith knew that all 
had gained strength because of 
it. He and his wife remarked 
that the family ties had never

been so well cemented. The 
Smith family had tightened its 
belt for two years and its 
muscles'and heart had been im­
measurably strengthened.

This story has an application. 
A disaster like the one that over­
took the Smith family has now 
overtaken the American family 
of which we’re all members. 
The bacteria that threatens us 
ks Communism. It has built up 
a powerful military force and 
has outmaneuvered our govern­
ment in every development so 
far. The expenditure of a great 
amount of money is necessary 
to make our nation safe and 
ultimately free again to produce 
and progress normally. But wis­
dom, too, is needed; it is indis­
pensable.
Need for Common Sense

We’re in debt far beyond a 
safe margin as a result of huge 
expenditures for World War II 
and because of non-essential 
spending and years of gross 
waste and graft in government. 
The same common sense budget 
rules which govern the family 
unit should of course, apply to 
the government. If the waste 
were stopped, and every govern­
ment department were forced to

tighten its belt as John Smith’s 
family did, $15 or $25 billion 
could be trimmed off the Fed­
eral tax bill annually and we 
could safely ride out the danger 
of fiscal bankruptcy.

The big spenders, however, 
are insisting that big spending 
go on* as usual in most depart­
ments of the Federal govern­
ment. They are demanding pas­
sage of an $85.4 billion budget 
for the fiscal year beginning in 
June. The plan is to assess $71 
billion in taxes on the people 
and issue IOU’s for $14.4. This 
would push the national debt 
close to $280 billion — and 
would demonstrate a refusal on 
the part of our government to 
follow a common sense solution 
to our gravest problems. Just as 
the family of John Smith had 
to readjust its entire living scale,

Taxpayers Annoyed 
By $107,500 Letter

The Internal Revenue Bureau 
has received hundreds of sar­
castic replies to 52.000,000 let­
ters sent taxpayers urging them 
to avoid mistakes in returns on 
1951 income.

The letter—sent out with in­
come tax forms—cost the gov­
ernment $107,500 for printing 
alone— about as much as 725 
wage earners with wife and two 
children pay jn  income tax on 
$3,500 a year. It reached the 
taxpayers when they were first 
learning aboyt current scandals 
in the Internal Revenue Bureau. 
Replies have condemned graft 
and commented bitterly on mink 
coats and influence peddling.

Said one farmer: "We should 
oen up our hens and small stock, 
then let the coyotes run loose. 
It is far the lesser of two evils."
