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Judging from comment and
lack of comment, on the proposed
amendments in next Tuesday’s
election, there seems to be little
or no widespread objection to

four of them. The other, how-
ever, has been given a rather
rough going over by the critics.

That is the amendment con-
cerning Old Age Assistance. For
one thing it proposes an’increase
of 7 million dollars a year for
the old age assistance fund.
For another, it proposes to extend
eligibility rolls to make the old
age assistance benefits apply to
any resident who has been in
the state for 5 of the 9 years pre-
ceding the filing of an application
including 1 year immediately
preceding the filing of such ap-
plication.

There seems to be little, if any,
complaint about the extra $7
million. In view of increased
living costs, people no doubt as-
sume that payments to the aged
should be higher. But there’s
plenty of complaint about the
other provision which makes it
possible for a vast number of
aliens, who never qualified be-
fore, to get on the state’s relief
rolls. According to most esti-
mates that increase in eligibility
rolls will more than absorb the
extra 7 million of relief money
and result in smaller payments
to all now receiving the benefits.

Of course, there are pros and
cons on the subject. On the pro

side is the question whether
Texas can neglect persons who
have lived and worked here,

simply because they are not citi-
zens. Can we discriminate against
any needy person strictly on the
grounds of citizenship? It does-
n't seem the human thing to do.

On the other hand, should the
state accept the responsibility for
the welfare of people who have
never accepted the responsibility
of citizenship? Some of these
folks have lived here for years,
but never voted or served in the

armed forces. Besides therels a
possibility that many more of
their kind will come to Texas

and sweat out the necessary five
yvears with relatives in order to
qualify for the handout in their
old age. Tt could become quite a
racket.

So, the amendment offers a di-
lemma. One kind of vote is a
kick in the face to lots of de-
serving aliens. The other kind of
vote is an invitation to lots of
undeserving, mooching aliens to
claim free meal tickets at the
expense of needy citizens whose
relief checks would have to be
reduced accordingly.

The people concerned, of
course, are the Mexicans living
mostly in South Texas. They’ve
been here for a long time and
we seem to be stuck with them.

But, will someone please ex-
plain why we're going through
all this rigamarole when it
would have been so much sim-
pler to specify that the people
concerned become citizens. Why
not let the provision as it is and
let it be known that a person
must qualify as a citizen before
he can expect other citizens to
take care of him?

Another reminder this week
that the County Red Cross Chap-
ter is planning to have the blood-
mobile come to Muenster for one
of its county visits should serve
as an inducement to local people
to take new interest in the drive
for blood donors. Here is an-
other fine opportunity for the
community to distinguish itself
with a worthwhile public service.

It is hardly necessary to com-
ment on the merits of the Red
Cross drive for blood. Most peo-
ple know that it is being collect-
ed for the armed forces in Ko-
rea. Most people know also that
many a battle casualty would
not be able to pull through if
it were not for the life sustaining
blood available in field hospitals.
That blood is supplied by the
Red Cross, which in turn de-
pends on people like you and me
for its supply.

All through the war, and dur-
ing the years since, this com-
munity has been outstanding in
its generous response to every
effort in behalf of service men.
We know that it intends to con-
tinue the fine record, and that
a fine representation will vol-

unteer to donate when the

In a special election to be held
next Tuesday, Nov. 13, voters of
Cooke county will choose a rep-
resentative to the state legisla-
ture and approve or disapprove
five proposed amendments to the
state constitution.

Drawing most attention is the
amendment to raise the ceiling
on public welfare from $35,000,-
000 to $42,000,000.

That would mean a little-more
money in the checks for old age
pensioners.

The maximum payment would
be increased from $50 to $60.

John H. Winters, director of the
state department of public wel-
fare, says the average check
would be increased about $3 or
$4. Checks will still be written in
accordance with need and ra-
tioned in accordance with the
total money available and num-
ber of recipients on the old age
rolls, Winters said.

Should the amendment pass,
the legislature would have to ap-
propriate the money before it
could go to the pensioners. Gov.

Organic Gardening
Is Program Topic
At Garden Meeting

Mrs. Lee Toothaker, speaking
on Organic Gardening and Earth
Worms, gave an instructive and
entertaining talk at the regular
meeting of the Civic League and
Garden Club Thursday night,
Nov. 1.

She began her address with a
quotation from Norman Vincent
Peale—"“God meant no waste, so
he put earth worms in the soil
as tenders of the good ground.”

Mrs. Toothaker, who has had
actual experience with earth
worms in her garden plots and
blower beds, explained that or-
ganic material from grass, tree
leaves and such, is eaten by the
worms and mixed by them with
the mineral soil. They move and
enrich many tons of soil to the
acre each year. The purpose of
the earth worms, she pointed out
is to increase decomposition, re-
turn all waste to the soil as fer-

tilizer. Their constant tumbling
in the soil keeps the ground
pliable and provides drainage

after rains. The worms also give
to the soil nitrogen, phosphate
and potash.

Well nourished earth worms,
she said, do much better work
than poorly nourished worms. To
help the cause along she urged
that members bury their egg
shells, fruit hulls, vegetable
peels, dead leaves, etc.

The meeting was held in ihe
home of Miss Olivia Stock and
Mrs. Steve Moster, president,
was in charge of the business ses-
sion.

Committee chairmen gave their
reports and members made ten-
tative plans for their annual
Christmas party that will fea-
ture a book review.

Members set future meeting
dates for the second Monday of
the month, so as not to conflict
with other activities on the
schedule for the first Thursday.

| this. They said it was the same
| thing as asking the neighboring
{ communities to chip in, for Uncle
{ Sam’s money came from taxes
on all communities. But there
was no organized resistance
against Uncle Sam’s offer. It was
i‘xlvale(i.

The welfare rolls grew. Both
local contributions and Uncle
Sam'’s “gifts) were increased. To
handle his end of it, Uncle Sam
had to continually increase tax
rates. Finally his tax on Lotus

for his welfare fund added up to
30 per cent more than Lotus was

getting back from him, Instead
of a help, Uncle Sam had be-
come a burden. Moreover, it be-
came obvious that deadbeats and
chislers had wormed their way
onto Lotus welfare rolls. The
citizens started action to cut
them off. But Uncle Sam warn-
ed that they were breaking rules
he’d laid down and that if they
didn’t stop he’d halt his dona-
tions. Lotus citizens realized
they’d got themselves into a cost-
ly situation. They had to obey
Uncle Sam’s orders or lose his
donations. And in either case
his heavy welfare tax on Lotus
citizens would continue.

It's Indiana

If you now substitute the word
“Indiana” for “Lotus” the fore-
going becomes a true story. The
issue in Indiana is independence.
The people are finding that they
can't have independence and be
dependent on the Federal gov-
ernment too. The lesson is prov-
ing extremely costly. In Indiana
a great deal of money is involved.

Also involved is one of the
truly important issues in our
American life today: Whether lo-
cal responsibilities shall be shoul-
dered locally or passed along to

tral government. The Indiana
Legislature passed a state law
this year permitting inspection
of welfare rolls. Uncle Sam, who
had been sending $20 million a

' year to the Indiana welfare fund,

announced he wouldn't send an-
other penny.

Job for All the States

So Indiana people were con-
fronted with this situation: Eith-
er they could bow to control by
the Federal government, or pay
the full welfare load themselves.
There was a strong inclination to
bow to control and get the $20
million—because, out of the 1950
earnings of Indiana people, $973,-
000,000 went to Washington in
Federal taxes. Approximately $30
millien of this went into the Fed-
eral welfare fund. And yet, In-
diana got back only $20 million
of its welfare money, and only
another $30 million cr o in Fed-
eral aid in all categories.

How, indeed, can the local
people anywhere adequately
meet their local needs when Fed-
eral taxes are taking so much
of their earnings and rapidly
drying up the incentive to in-
crease the production of wealth?
No matter "how noble and self-
sacrificing her people might be,
only 20 per cent and should then
levy just half the same amount

Rats are Menace to
Health and Economy

Austin, Texas-—. Because of the
economic losses they cause to
industry and commerce and the
annoyance they create in homes,
rats have been considered a
serious menace to mankind since
long before their role as vectors
of disease was understood.
Today at least six diseases which
are transmitted to man from the
rat are Kknown to medical
science, accerding to Dr. Geo. W.
Cox, State Health Officer. These
diseases include the dread
plague, typhus, trichinosis, a
form of jaundice, tapeworm, and
food poisoning. The whole history
of the role rats play in the trans-
mission of disease remains as yet
unknown.

“Tt is necessary to public health,”
Dr. Cox said, “that a continuous
rat control program be main-
{tained in every urban and rural
1:wrm throughout Texas. This is
of especial importance on farms
!whoro rats may flourish by feed-
ling on grain and other farm

ground. He included Madrid
sweet clover and alfalfa in his
crop rotations to add nitrogen

and organic matter to the soil and
break up any plow pans that had
developed under grain farming.

Carl Strauss in the Mount
Pleasant Conservation Group
three miles south of Gainesville
has just harvested six acres of
King Ranch bluestem, using a|
grain combine on which some ad-
justments and alterations had
been made. Something over 100
pounds of high class seed was ob-
tained in addition to several
hundred pounds of ‘“tailings”
which will be run through a ham-
mer mill so that it can be used
for re-seeding of retired -culti-
vated land to pasture. At the
present price of $2.00 per pound
for K. R. bluestem the sale of
the clean seed would gross about
$35.00 per acre in addition to
the value of the ‘“tailings” which

according to Gregg Gentry, Soil
Conservation Service technician
who assisted Strauss in combin-
ing, is probably worth as much
as the clean seed for re-seeding
purposes.

The area from which Strauss
combined his seed in addition to
serving as a source of seed for
re-seeding of pasture is also a
waterway for receiving terrace
runoff water from an adjoining
cultivated field. The bluestem
was seeded in the spring of 1950
and two cuttings of Johnsongrass

{ hay has been harvested each year

so as to, allow the bluestem to
overcome the Johnsongrass com-
petition.

Fish Odors Can Be
Removed With Salt

College Station—Fish some-
times loses its popularity in the
American home because the
odor remains in the kitchen long
after it has been eaten. Frances
Reasonover, food and nutrition
specialist with the Texas Agricul-
tural Extension Service, has
these tips for conquering that
fishy odor.

Rinse hands in cold water be-
fore touching the fish. After-
wards, wash hands with hot
water and salt. Soap won’t do
the job, the specialist warns.

Fishy odors can be removed
from frying pans and dishes by
soaking them in hot water and
salt. Apply no soap until the
salt has had a chance to do its
work.

When fish is stored in the re-
frigerator, be sure that it is
wrapped in a plastic bag or
other air-tight material, so that
the fish odor will not penetrate
other foods.

FFA Boys Await
Project Results on
xperimental Plot

Boys of the Muenster FFA
chapter are watching and wait-
ing nowadays for the results of
their experiment on their 8 acre
experiment field adjoining the
north side of the public schaol.

Early in September the chap-
ter rented the land from R. M.
Zipper to use as an experiment
and demonstration farm and di-
vided the land into eight equal
plots. Then they planned an ex-
periment for each plot.

Three acres were devoted to a
grass-legume experiment consist-
ing of a mixture of 5 pounds
each of orchard grass, Alta Fes-
cue, brome grass and re-seeding
crimson clover. One acre was fer-
tilized with 400 pounds of super-
phosphate, another acre was fer-
tilized with 200 pounds of super-
phosphate and the third acre re-
ceived no fertilizer.

By observing their plots the
boys expect to learn the value
of wintergrass-legume mixtures
and also the benefits of adding
phosphate to grasses and legumes.

Each of the remaining 5 acres
has been planted to a legume
crop, half the plot being fertil-

ized with 200 pounds of super- |

phosphate and the other half
being left without |phosphate.
The crops planted are reseeding
crimson clover, hairy vetch,
Austrian winter peas, Singletary
peas and Dixie Wonder peas.
From those plots the boys expect
to observe which legumes ard
best adapted to this area and
what benefits result from the
phosphate treatment.

At the present time all erops
are coming up but are not far
enough along to show a good
stand. FFA members are making
signs to show the crop and
amount of fertilizer on each plot.

The land was plowed by the
boys with equipment furnished
by the local Ford tractor agency.
It was seeded and packed with
equipment furnished by the
Upper Elm-Red soil conservation
district.

County to Vote - - -
Shivers has indicated he will call
a special meeting early next year
if the amendment is adopted.
The American Legion is cam-
paigning for another amendment
that - would add $75,000,000 in
bonds to the state veterans land
program to finance long-term,
low-interest loans for farms and
ranches for Korean and world
war II veterans. A $23,000,000
program voted several years ago
for world war II veterans has
long been used. Hundreds of un-
filled applications are on file and

more are expected if the voters
approve the amfendment.

University of Texas officials
are urging passage of the amend-
ment to permit up to 50 per cent
of the University’s $120,000,000
permanent fund to be invested in
common stocks.

They say the common stock in-
vestment would provide more in-
come, more diversification and
more protection from inflation
than is possible under present
regulations.

Another amendment would
authorize counties to set up pen-
sion retirement funds—for their
employes. It would be permissive
rather than mandatory.

The other amendment involves
fire prevention in rural areas. It
would raise the maximum tax a
rural fire prevention district may
levy to 50 cents on the $100 val-
uation. Proponents say it is not
possible to provide adequate fire
protection under the present tax
