Smaller living quar­
ters. mothers working away 
from home, radio and television 
have contributed to the loss of 
family unity he said. Lack of 
parental guidance and love 
causes a child to lose faith in 
his parents, to develop a com- 
Dlex as a result of a feeling of 
insecurity and often leads to 
delinquency. The rest of his 
address concerned means and 
ways to Improve home life and 
to remedy existing conditions.

The scrapping Hornets ended 
a successful football season in 
a flash of glory Friday night 
trimming their former invincible 
rivals of Saint Jo by a count of 
13-0.

Besides breaking a jinx the 
Panthers held over the Hornets 
in three previous encounters, 
the triumph rounded out a sea­
son record of 7 wins against 3 
losses and a conference percent­
age of 500. It promoted Muens­
ter from fourth to third in dis­
trict standing while demoting 
Saint Jo  from third to fourth.

The victory also gave Muen­
ster first claim on a roving tro­
phy. . .a gilded horse shoe on 
a satin cushion. . .which in the 
future will be the prize to the 
winner of the annual Hornet- 
Panther game. Presented before 
the game by Muenster High as 
a roving trophy between the 
two schools, it was formally pre­
sented after the game in a mid- 
field ceremony by the homecotn- 
ing queen and co-captains of 
Saint Jo  to the homecoming 
queen and co-captains of Muen­
ster.

Their honor in claiming the 
trophy was well earned by the 
hustling Hornets, who soundly 
outplayed the Panthers through 
all but the closing minutes of 
the game. As the last minutes 
ticked away Saint Jo made its 
only sustained drive, a 63 yard 
march that was ended by the 
final signal on the 12 yard line. 
In those few minutes the Pan­
thers marked up almost half of 
their net yardage of the game. 
All the rest of the way the Hor­
nets held a clear advantage.

Muenster’s lads started strong 
pushing the Panthers back 6 
yards in the first series of 
downs and forcing a kick from 
the 12. The kick went high and 
was permitted to fall dead on 
the 25.

After kicking off the 
Hornets held the Panthers for 
short yardage and returned the 
Panther kick 7 yards to the 33. 
A 15 yard penalty there impos­
ed a heavy handicap but Yos­
ten’s 10, Heilman’s 14 on a pass 
from Yosten, and Walterscheid’s 
3 made it first down on the 21. 
Yosten sprinted another 10, 
Heilman 8 and Wylie made the 
last 2 on a quarterback sneak.

Dollars . . . Sound 
And Otherwise

A group of distinguished Am­
erican economists have become 
so concerned about our nation’s 
deteriorating financial condit­
ion with its potentially grave 
consequences for every citizen 
that they have addressed an ur­
gent statement of recommenda­
tion to the President and the 
Congress. The statement is en­
tirely free of partisan political 
considerations. It deserves the 
most serious attention of those 
in Washington to whom the Am­
erican electorate have entrusted 
the financial stability of the na­
tion.

“Inflation, with its destructive 
consequences, can be stopped,” 
says the statement to which 51 
nationally-know n economists 
have signed their names. ‘This 
nation can have monetary stren­
gth relatively free of the weak­
nesses inherent in a declining 
value of the currency. To help 
throw a road block against in­
flation and its evils, and to pro­
mote the strength and safety of 
the American people, we, the 
undersigned, members of the 
Economists’ National Commit­
tee on Monetary Policy, make 
the following recomendation:”

For Sound Money 
the following recommendation:”

1. The Government should eli­
minate all non-essential and 
postponable expenditures as a 
first step toward meeting the 
new and unexpected demands 
arising from the present war.

2. The people  ̂ of the United 
States should have the benefits 
of a currency redeemable in 
gold; and the government sho­
uld conduct its affairs within 
the desirable limits which a re­
deemable currency would im­
pose upon it. (The U.S. currency 
was redeemable in gold until 
1933, when the government 
threw off the restraint “tem­
porarily.”)

4. Our standard unit of $1 de­
fined as l-35th of an ounce of 
fine gold should not be altered 
A nation cannot have the bene­
fits of a fixed monetary stan­
dard if it is altered with changes 
in the prices of things it is de­
signed to measure. We do not 
alter the size of the bushel be­
cause the peach or potato crops 
are large or small.

Without Restraint
The purchasing power of the 

dollar is now lower than it has 
been since the establishment of 
the Federal Reserve System in 
1914. And it continues to de­
crease. The Federal government’s 
policy of borrowing money to 
spend—over and above the re­
cord-breaking income from taxes 
—has been a major factor In

pushing the value of thq dollar 
down. Moreover the present pol­
icies, with the gold standard 
abolished and its restraining 
hand lifted, gives the govern­
ment too much power in the ec­
onomic life of the nation.

“Our present system of ir­
redeemable currency,” the 51 
economists wrote the President 
and Congress, “is incompatible 
with representative and respon­
sible government. It places the 
government in practically abso­
lute control of the people’s pur­
se. It opens the way, as illus­
trated in this and other countries, 
to profligate spending and waste 
by the government and it in­
vites a governmentally-managed 
economy."

In The Market Basket
“Inflation” is a rather vague 

term to many people. But its 
effects upon the pocket book 
aren’t at all vague. Any house­
wife can give concrete facts a- 
bout the value of the dollar as 
related to the contents of the 
grocery basket. Here are a few 
samples of what inflation al­
ready has done to the family 
budget: 1940—'Butter, 36c lb; 
1950—Butter. 69c lb. 1940—Bris­
ket Beef, 31c lb; 1950—Brisket 
Beef. 85c lb. 1940—Sugar 10 lbs. 
45c; 1950—Sugar 5 lbs. 45c. 1940 
—String Beans, 3 ibs. 10c; 1950 
—String Beans, 2 lbs. 19c; 1940 
—Ivory Soap. 3 bars 23c; 1950 
—Ivory Soap. 2 bars 29c. 1940 
—Canned Corn Beef. 17c; 1950— 
Canned Corn Beef, 43c.

To halt this mounting spiral 
of inflation and hold down its 
explosive, destructive potential 
we need more than the elimina­
tion of waste in government 
more than the establishment of 
a firm base for our currency. 
These measures would be sta­
bilizing factors, to be sure; but 
before inflation can be halted 
millions of people who now are 
“looking . to Washington.” de­
manding financial aid, benefits, 
landouts and subsidies, will have

Joseph Stalin:

The war with Korea and the 
possibility of war with Russia is 
making our collectivists almost 
impudent in their denial of free­
dom of expression to groups 
who oppose the administration 
ideas of what is best for us to 
know and have done for us.

The Buchanan Committee, al­
legedly having investigated lob­
bying in Washington, offers an 
apparently naive principle in 
the report which recently leak­
ed out. It is this: that it is per­
fectly all right for New Deal­
ers in employ of the Adminis­
tration in Washington to lobby 
and spread propaganda for their 
pet political projects; but it is 
bad and wicked and certainly 
imporper for mere citizens who 
oppose New Deal socialism to 
manifest their opposition.

The language of this doctrine 
is worth studying; let’s look 
at it:

'So far as democratic respon­
sibility is concerned, the pres­
sure group and the executive 
agency live in different worlds 
. . .  If we were living in blander 
times, if the responsibilities of 
government were not so large 
and difficult, one might argue 
for a more fully operative sys­
tem of separation of powers 
checks and balances, and all 
the other textbook parapher­
nalia of negative government. 
But both our domestic society 
and our world position demand 
a government which is not a- 
fraid to speak its mind on those 
issues for which it has clear 
public support.”

Believe it or not, you poor 
mere citizens who fail to agree 
with the bureaucrats who insist 
that Congress shall do as they 
want the Congress to do, are a 
“pressure group,” or part there­
of. Only the bureacrats in the 
New Deal power machine are 
given the pure listing of “ex­
ecutive agency” with “demo­

yond income and a sound, stable 
dollar too.

cratic responsibility.”
In the next place, the mere 

textbook” views from the Con­
stitution, which make it possi­
ble and legal for people to have 
ideas different from those o*f 
the New Dealers, must not 
stand in the way of anything 
the executive wants to do.

But, even more appalling is 
the impertinment inference that 
all the causes which are taken 
up by the executive through its 
executive agencies, or bureau­
crats if you like plain English, 
already have “clear public sup­
port”—even before the execu­
tive agencies pour the weight 
of their propaganda on the Con­
gress. >

One is inclined to ask: “If the 
proposals of the executive agen­
cy already have ‘clear public 
support,’ why does the Buchan­
an Committee fear the informa­
tion and ‘pressure’ of mere citi­
zens who have to pay for the 
follies of those agencies?”

But, it is not proper, appar­
ently, for mere citizens to insist 
on their rights. Mr. Truman and 
his mentors know what is best! 
If you do not like that arrange­
ment, or do not believe that 
the remedy for too much power 
is still more power, why then 
you probably are part of “. . . 
the forces of privilege . . . bus­
ily engaged in a relentless cam­
paign to remake the world in 
their own image.”

For sheer audacity, the report 
deserves a place among .the 
somewhat less subtle pronounce­
ments of such men as Mussolini, 
Goebbels, Hitler, Malik and Sta­
lin. To them and their ilk, if

you and I are sufficiently hum­
ble and grateful for the bless­
ings of New Deal hypocrisy, be­
longs the right to lay down the 
law and way of life which only 
their supreme wisdom can con­
ceive.

May I venture, humbly, a 
t e r r i b l e  warning? Whatever: 
their intentions, or whatever the j 
limits of their understanding, ■ 
the , bureaucrats with t h e i r  
mounting power are taking us 
down the road of socialism.

Cattle Grubs Cost 
Texas Stockraisers 
$20 Million a  Year

COLLEGE STATION, — The 
damage caused by grubs each 
year in Texas exceeds $20 mil­
lion. Beef producers and dairy­
men can do something about 
these losses and this is the time 
of the year when control mea­
sures must be used.

According to J. A. Deer, assist­
ant extension entomologist of 
Texas A&M College, the cattle 
grub has a rather complicated 
life cycle. The heel fly which is 
the adult of the cattle grub em­
erges in the early spring. They 
lay eggs on the hair about the

dew claws of cattle. The eggs 
hatch in a short time and the 
young grubs enter the skin then 
tunnel trough the connective 
tissues of the animal’s body un­
til they reach the gullet of the 
animal. After spending some 
time in the gullet the grubs move 
again through the animal tis­
sues up to the back of the ani­
mal and' here they cut a hole 
through the skin and form a cyst.

The grubs move into the back 
of the animal late in the fall, 
from September to December 
and after about 30 days, com­
pletes its development, emerges 
and drops to the ground. The 
grub enters the ground where 
it undergoes the change from a 
grub to a heel fly. The only 
time, says Deer that effective 
control measures can be used 
are while the grubs are in the 
animal’s back and rotenone is 
the only insecticide that is ef­
fective.

For the small herd owmer, the 
dust method of application will 
probably prove to be the most 
practical. A five percent dust 
should be used. The backs of 
the animals should be scrubbed 
with a stiff brush to knock off 
the scabs that cover the grub 
rvsts. Dust the powder over the 
animal’s back and rub it in so 
the dust will get into the grub

holes. Treatment should begin 
about two or three weeks after 
the first grubs appear and Deer 
says to repeat the treatments 
three times at intervals of three 
weeks.

For the large herds, dipping or 
spraying is the most practical 
method to use in applying the 
rotenone. The dip or spray sho­
uld contain seven and one-half 
pounds of five percent rotenone 
for each 100 gallons of water. 
Deer says if you spray the cattle, 
use a cattle chute. The sprayer 
should' deliver at least 200 
pounds of pressure and the noz­
zle should be held within four 
inches of the animal’s back. You 
should use approximately one 
gallon of spray per animal.

Regardless of whether the 
dipping or spraying method is 
used, Deer points out that three 
treatments should be used at 
three week Intervals. Controlling 
the grubs now will break the 
life cycle of the parasite and 
thus will eliminate the egg lay­
ing heel flies next spring. The 
annual loss can be reduced and 
livestock producers will profit 
from marketing grub free cattle.

Proper Handling of 
Manure Saves Soil 
Building Elements

COLLEGE STATION — One 
of the advantages of livestock 
production is the improvement 
in soil fertility which results 
from the use of barnyard man­
ure on the soil. When cows are 
fed for milk production, large 
quantities of feed concentrates 
are used and much of it must 
be purchased off the farm. A 
high percent of this feed how­
ever. remains on the farm as 
barnyard manure.

If the manure is not properly 
handled, it loses much of its 
value through leaching, and 
creates a sanitation problem. 
R. E. Burleson, associate dairy 
hushaYidmnn fo r  t h e  Texas 
A. & M. Extension Service, sug­
gests a program for utilizing the 
manure that allows nearly all 
of the valuable nutrients to be 
saved with a minimum of labor- 
while maintaining high sani­
tation records.

First, he recommends loading 
all the droppings from the milk­
ing barn directly onto the man­
ure spreader. Labor and manure 
can also be .saved by picking up 
the droppings from the lanes, 
which lead to the milking barns 
and holding pens, and loading 
directly also. Hauling the man­
ure to the fields and pastures 
and spreading it daily will pre­
vent the nutrients from leach­
ing out in the barnyard.

He suggests alowing the drop­
pings to accumulate under the 
feeding sheds. The use of bed­
ding during wet and cold wea­
ther will keep the cows more 
comfortable and reduce the loss 
of nutrients from the manure. 
The manure may be cleaned out 
and hauled to the field at three , 
to six months intervals, or when­
ever necessary.

And he also advises permitting 
the cows to remain in the graz- 
ing fields and pastures as much 
as possible, thereby leaving the I 
droppings on the land. Milk the j 
cows early in the mornings and 
turn them out to pasture im­
mediately. Turn them out to 
graze for a few hours after ev­
ening milking.

Terracing i s man’s oldest 
method of slowing down soil 
erosion in cultivated fields. Cen­
turies ago man realized that in 
order to feed the increasing 
population he would have to 
cultivate more than the level 
lands. So he broke the sods 
from the hillsides and planted 
crops, but it soon became ap­
parent that the slopes, even the 
long gentle slopes, suffered 
badly from water erosion. In or­
der to save the precious soil, 
upon which he depends for his 
very existence, man devised a 
means of shortening the long 
slopes and either holding the 
water until it was absorbed by 
the soil or letting the water

run off on grades so slight that 
very little erosion could occur. 
The device used was the ter­
race.

For thousands of years the 
hillsides of Asia have furnish­
ed food for generation after 
generation. Thes hillsides are 
protected by terraces that were 
built the hard way, by hand 
Some of the soil was carried 
from the bottom of the slope to 
be put back where it belonged 
so it could produce food. Mo­
dern farming methods are quite 
different from the ancient met­
hods still used in the Orient, 
but the soil conservation prin­
ciple is the same. If man is to 
continue to cultivate slopes, 
then he must shorten and protect 
these slopes with properly con­
structed terraces and well main­
tained grassed terrace outlets.

The modern farmer with pre­
sent day farming equipment is 
in a much better position to 
build and maintain terraces to 
protect his soil than were any 
of his ancestors. Many coopera­
tors of the Upper Elm-Red Soil 
Conservation D i s t r i c t  have 
found that they can build broad 
based terraces that don’t hin­
der the movement of farm ma­
chinery with ordinary farming 
equipment, such as moldboard 
plows, disc plows and oneways 
and with special plows such as 
the whirlwind terracing plow 
and the disc terracer.

Besides having his choice of 
tools for building the terrace, 
the farmer also can choose the 
type of terrace he wants. With 
his plow tools he can build 
either a modified channel type 
terrace or a ridge type terrace. 
Both types of terraces can be 
built by the island method of

terrace construction. In this me­
thod an island of unplowed 
ground is left under the terrace 
ridge and the loose dirt is piled 
on it by successive steps in 
flowing from both sides. In the 
ridge type an equal amount of 
dirt is moved in from each side, 
the channel receives two plow- 
ings for every one on the back 
side. This gives a wide chan­
nel and a broader r i d g e  
making t h e  modified chan­
nel type terrace easier to cross 
with all kinds of farming equip­
ment and at the same time giv­
es it more carrying capacity be­
cause of the wide channel.

The ease of farming and the 
additional water carrying cap­
acity realized from the modi­
fied channel type terrace has 
made it a favorite in the Muen­
ster area when farm equipment 
is used for terrace construction.

Joe Mages has just complet­
ed the construction of half a 
mile of modified channel type 
terraces on his farm east of 
Muenster. He used the island 
method of terrace construction 
and a three disc plow to build 
the terraces. The terraces out­
let onto Buffalograss pasture.

Andy Fleitman is building 
two thirds mile of terraces 
with a disc breaking plow and 
Alfred Sicking is building one 
and a quarter miles with the 
same type equipment. Alfred’s 
terraces outlet onto a Bermuda- 
grass waterway that was, sod­
ded last year. The waterway 
was sooded with a demonstra­
tion model of a Bermudagrass 
sprig sodding machine.

Eddie Schmitt is building 
three quarters of a mile of ter­
races with his breaking plow. 
These outlet onto a thick Ber­
mudagrass sod in pasture.

Tony Fleitman has finished 
three quarters of a mile of 
channel type terraces with his 
disc breaking plow. These ter­
races outlet onto native grass 
pasture.

In every case the runoff wa­
ter from the completed terraces 
will emtpy onto good grass sod 
either in pasture or in the wa­
terways that have been sodded 
to grass so that terrace runoff 
may be safely emptied onto 
them.

During this holiday season it 
is fitting and proper to be 
thankful that this area has 
many farmers who so love the 
land that they take the necess­
ary measures to protect it from 
the ravages of erosion so that it 
will be saved to feed and clothe 
this and following generations.
