
A i last. T(he steel strike is
ended a fte r alm ost two m onths 
of a shutdow n th a t has cost the 
country hundreds of millions of 
dollars besides plunging the n a ­
tion’s economy in a general mess 
and  causing perhaps irreparable 
harm  to the  national defense 
program .

W ith his u s u a l  becoming 
m odesty P resident T rum an ad ­
m its th a t he’s entitled to more 
than  a sm all p art of the credit 
for bringing about a settlem ent. 
T here’s no telling  how much 
longer the principals w ould  have 
held out if he hadn’t talked to 
them. All of w hich is fine. If he 
shortened the shutdow n by as 
m uch as a day h e’s entitled to 
credit for it. B ut w hile giving 
such credit we m ight reasonably 
assum e th a t he can be blamed 
for perm itting  the settlem ent to 
be delayed so long. If his order 
was all tha t was needed to get 
industry  and labor heads in a 
negotiating mood, w hy was he 
so slow in giving it?

Of course he's pleased no end
th a t this was accomplished w ith ­
out use of the Taft-H artley  Act. 
He’s proved to the public th a t it 
doesn’t  need th a t wicked old 
“slave-labor law .” But it isn’t at 
all certain  th a t the public is 
going to be im pressed by his 
achievem ent.

W hile the president enjoys his 
smug satisfaction of having won 
a g reat victory there are millions 
of people over the country who 
th ink  th a t it was a P yrrh ic  vic­
tory. The cost of this adventure 
in politicking has been te rr if ic .. .  
m ore than  enough to convince a 
th ink ing  m an th a t we actually 
need the Taft H artley  act, and a 
president who will enforce it.

Ti's im possible io estim ate just
how m uch the nation has lost. 
The 650,000 steel w orkers alone 
lost an estim ated $350 million 
in wages. As the strike continued 
an estim ated 2 million persons in 
o ther industries had to lay off 
for lack of steel, and they  will 
w ait a w hile before they  can go 
back to w ork. M eanwhile the 
governm ent itself lost an esti­
m ated $3 million a day in income 
tax. Besides, there  are in tangi­
bles such as business lost all over 
the  country  because of lack of 
steel products as well as lack of 
pay checks.

This kind of e c o n o m i c
catastrophe is w hat the Taft- 
H artley  act w as intended to p re­
ven t . . . and w hat could have 
been prevented  if the act had 
been used in this case. There’s 
no reason w hy business could 
not have gone on as usual while 
union and industry  leaders a r ­
rived a t the sam e settlem ent 
they  have reached now. Steel 
w orkers and any others who 
have taken a financial beating 
can charge th e ir en tire  loss 
against the  obstinacy of P resi­
dent T rum an and P hil M urray. 
They could have kept w orking 
except for the fact th a t the 
president refused to use the law 
w hich w as in tended to break 
the labor leaders’ strangle grip 
on them .

A ctually  th a t very refusal on
the p art of the president appears 
as one of the strongest argu­
m ents in favor of the law. Now 
people know w hat kind of a mess 
can be prevented  by it. Now 
they are qu ite  certain  th a t both 
Trum an and M urray would have 
been most pleased to use the law 
and prove th a t it was no good if 
they them selves had not been 
afraid tha t it would work. To 
them  it’s become a passion to 
get the law  off the books, but 
they  know as you and I know, 
th a t its use would prove its wis­
dom.

In case you 're not sure, just
im agine the procedure if the 
problem  had been handled ac­
cording to law. A court order 
w ould have required  another 80 
days of work, during which tim e 
labor and industry  leaders could 
have worked on a settlem ent. If 
a t the end of th a t tim e a se ttle­
m ent had not been reached the 
w orkers them selves would have 
been allowed to vote by secret 
ballot on w hether to  accept or 
re ject the industry ’s best offer

T hat is the part th a t m akes 
Phil M urray squirm. He’s scared 
stiff of the final showdown. He 
th inks, ju st as I do, th a t workers 
them selves would vote to ac­
cept the  in d u stry ’s offer. That of

M uenster voters tu rn ed  out 
about 65 percent strong  last S a t­
urday  and cast th e ir m ajorities 
alm ost equally  for w inners and 
losers in the  various state  and 
county races. G enerally  they  
favored the w inners in the state 
contests b u t the losers in county 
and district votes.

A llan Shivers, Ben Ramsey, 
P rice Daniel, John  C. W hite, 
Bascom Giles, Olin Culberson, 
John  Ben Shepperd and M artin 
Dies all polled com fortable m aj­
orities proportional to  th e ir total 
over the state.

In  county and d istric t ballo t­
ing M uenster was rig h t for only 
one race. I t’s 8 to 1 m ajority  for 
R ichard S ta rk  helped m aterially  
in overcom ing the lead his op­
ponent polled in Grayson Coun­
ty. H ow ever o ther favorites C ar­
ter, Atchison and Woods, all 
w ere losers. Horn, local favorite 
in the  S h eriffs  racg, w ent into 
a run-off w ith  O. E. W hisnand 
and Biffle, second high m an 
locally, w as elim inated.

Total ballots cast in the two 
M uenster boxes w ere 532. The 
com bined r e c o r d e d  voting 
strength  of the tw o boxes is 
674 poll tax  receipts and 33 e x ­
emptions. In addition the com ­
m unity has at least 100 q u a li­
fied voters over 65 who do not 
have to secure poll tax  exem p­
tions.

Proper M anagement 
Assures Good Eggs

The egg is a perishable pro­
duct. I t  cannot stand rough tre a t­
m ent nor m aintain  the high 
quality  and grade it  possessed 
w hen laid if given im proper care. 
The use of good m anagem ent 
practices in and around the lay­
ing house by the flock owner, 
says F. Z. Beanblossom, poultry  
m arketing specialist for. the T ex­
as A gricultural Extension Ser­
vice, w ill increase the income 
from  eggs w hen sold on grade.

Produce clean eggs. The hens 
will do th e ir p a r t of the job but 
it’s up  to the flock ow ner to p ro ­
vide the surroundings th a t m ake 
clean egg production possible. 
F irst, there m ust be p lenty  of 
nesting space— a nest for each 
four to five hens; keep plenty of 
clean absorbent m aterial in the 
nests, such as straw , peanut 
hulls or shavings. Keep the floor 
of the laying house dry  and be 
sure there is p len ty  of ven tila­
tion. If the  hens range, be sure, 
says the specialist, they don’t 
p lay in a m udhole— they’ll track  
m ud into the nests and such 
holes are trouble breeders.

G ather eggs a t least three 
tim es and preferably five times 
per day says Beanblossom. Then 
get the anim al hea t out of the 
eggs as soon as possible; case the 
eggs afte r the anim al heat is

rem oved and m arket tw ice per 
week unless cooling facilities are 
available on th e  farm . If eggs 
are held on the farm , the hold­
ing tem perature should be kept 
below 68 degrees F., says the 
specialist.

If eggs m ust be cleaned, don’t  
wash them. Use an abrasive such 
as em ery cloth or a buffer. Rub 
only the soiled spot. Doing the 
little things th a t are often over-^ 
looked in giving the egg proper 
environm ent, says Beanblossom, 
is good m anagem ent and a sure 
way to im prove egg quality  and 
income.

nado’s path . Given no tim e to , 
escape, lie flat in a ditch or r a ­
vine.

If in a city or town, seek shel­
ter, preferab ly  in a steel re in ­
forced building. Stay aw ay from 
windows. In homes, the south­
w est corner of the lowest floor or 
in the basem ent offers greatest 
safety. W indows on the north 
and east sides of the house may 
be opened to help reduce dam ­
age.

The publication points out 
th a t the big storm s are most apt 
to appear betw een  3 and 7 p.m., 
bu t “don’t depend on it!”

How to recognize a tornado by 
its cloud form ations is also ex ­
plained.

Says E rnest T utt, Commerce 
D epartm ent d irector for four 
states: “B etter stop in at your 
nearest Commerce office and get 
a free copy of this tornado infor­
m ation before the nex t big

Outlaw The Union Shop, Too!

By M aurice R. F ranks

In m y last article I pointed out 
that th ere  is a world of d if­
ference betw een a “Union Shop” 
and a “Unionized Shop.” In this 
article, I would like to re ite ra te  
th a t there  is very  little  d iffe r­
ence betw een a “Union Shop” 
and a “Closed Shop.”

U nder the Closed Shop, so 
designated, a m an w as compelled 
to belong to a union as a pre- 
requiste of em ploym ent, w hereas 
under the Union (Closed) Shop 
the w orker is com pelled to join 
the union some tim e afterw ard, 
or get out of the p lan t and stay 
out.

The Union Shop, thus, is in 
every w ay bu t one a perfect 
duplicate of the infam ous Closed 
Shop, which the Taft-H artley 
law m akers were at such pains to 
outlaw. The only difference be­
tw een the tw o is a period of 
tim e. The one w ent into effect 
before em ploym ent, the o ther 
goes into effect afte r employ-

ment. The Union Shop is, in ef­
fect, a Closed Shop to the m an 
on the job who refuses to join 
up. W hat Taft-H artley  banned, 
thus, was not the principle but 
m erely the  procedure. O utlaw ­
ing the Closed Shop deprived the 
labor boss of his padlock but left 
him w ith an economic stopwatch 
and club.

W ith a Union Shop clause in 
the contract, the union boss has 
a “full house” to begin with. He 
has absolutely no selling job to 
perform  so far as the w orkers are 
concerned. Being com fortably 
possessed of a job-or-no-job 
cudgel to sw ing over the head of 
every person who w orks or 
would like to w ork in the shop, 
he can settle  back in his chair 
and pick his teeth. I t’s caviar 
and filet m ignon for him, even 
if it m eans horse m eat and cold 
potatoes for the w orker who re­
fuses to pay him  tribu te.

A Union Shop clause in any 
union contract m eans no fu rther 
m em bership w orries for the one­
tim e union organizer, who now 
has the leisure to dream  of p e r­
sonal political conquest and oil 
his guns for the onslaught. It 
m eans for the bloated tycoons of 
the labor m ovem ent a guaran­
teed treasury—a bulging w ar 
chest. And the real joker is th a t 
he gets free bookkeeping and 
collection service from  the com­
panies w ith  which he has a 
Union Shop contract. For in such 
a setup, the em ployer is charged 
to collect all union dues, as pay­
roll deductions, and tu rn  over 
the to tal to the union in one tidy 
lum p—signed, sealed and de­
livered—or else!

A real nifty, there—so fa r as 
the union is concerned—and no 
kidding!

But w hat about the individual 
w orker, his in tegrity  as a man, 
his dignity  as a free American? 
Nuts to him! He’ll serve as 
steam  in Big L abor’s boilers or 
he’ll look for another job. And if 
enough com panies are flattened 
into line by the steam  ro ller of 
union-shop unionism —and he 
still balks at com pulsory m em ­
bership—well, m aybe he can 
w ork as som ebody’s gardener, 
even if he happens to be a first- 
class craftsm an.

N aturally , this doesn’t in ter­
fere w ith the  sleep of a union ty ­
coon. His dream s are not of ind i­
vidual security; they  are focused 
exclusively upon “union se­
cu rity”—which m eans to him, 
“union-leader security .” W hat 
haunts him  as he says his

prayers at n ight—if he says any 
—is not the fear of betraying 
the nobility  of spirit which is 
true  unionism ; it is the know ­
ledge th a t he has done an inex­
cusably poor selling job and can­
not hope to get on w ith  his p e r­
sonal pow er seeking w ithout the 
cudgels of coercion.

The facts are inescapable. C on­
sider only th a t in 1946 the 
A m erican Federation of Labor 
and the Congress of Industrial 
O rganigations counted betw een 
them  a m em bership of 14,500,000, 
and th a t in 1952, w ith  alm ost 6 
m illion new  w orkers added to 
the  nation’s industrial payroll, 
the to tal of AFL and CIO m em ­
bership  still stands at 14,500,000. 
No w onder the w ouldbe super­
m en of the  labor m ovem ent—a l­
ready W hite House buddies— 
are bellow ing for compulsory 
unionism!

The w ay of the  despot has 
ever been thus: He goes as far 
as he can as a leader, then  uses 
h is pow er and prestige to d e ­
velop a police force for the final 
coercive drive. Mussolini, H itler 
and Stalin provide us w ith  p e r­
fect exam ples. Well, America 
has no use for despots, w hether 
they  em erge as politicans, indus­
tria lists or labor leaders.

A good beginning against the 
despots of organized labor was 
m ade in 1947 w hen the Closed 
Shop was outlaw ed. B ut a big 
loophole in the ban was n e ­
glected. Today, because of the 
grow th and expansion of the 
prinicple of industry-w ide bar-

gaining, tha t loophole constitutes 
a real m enace to dem ocracy. Im ­
m ediately, then, w hile there is 
yet time, one of our m ain jobs 
should be to close th a t cun ­
ningly-devised legalistic loop­
hole and OUTLAW THE UNION 
SHOP, TOO!

“ WHERE DID I come from? 
W here am I going? W hy am 
I on this ea rth ?”

Learn to Identify 
Poisonous Snakes

Som eday your life m ay depend 
upon how quickly and accurate­
ly you can identify  a snake. Only 
fou r of the 103 species of snakes 
know n in Texas are considered 
dangerously poisonous, says R. 
E. Callender, specialist in w ild­
life conservation for the Texas 
A gricultural Extension 'Service. 
He urges Texans to become 
fam iliar w ith  these poisonous 
snakes so th a t positive iden tifi­
cation can be m ade quickly in 
case a m em ber of the fam ily is 
bitten .

The four species of snakes tha t 
are  poisonous are the ra ttle ­
snake, copperhead, cottonm outh 
moccasin and the deadly little  
coral snake. R attlesnakes are 
easily identified by their ra ttles; 
the copperhead by its chestnut- 
brow n hour glass m arkings over 
light brown or brow nish gray 
background color; the cotton- 
m outh  m occasin is a d irty  brown 
in color and is usually found 
around w ater—on old logs or 
driftw ood and it can bite under

water. The coral snake is the 
beauty  of the group, bu t adds 
Callender, it’s also the most 
deadly. Don’t confuse it w ith 
the more commonly found king 
snake because the  m istake could 
be fatal. The color rings of the 
coral snake are red, yellow and 
black and com pletely circle the 
body and if the red ring  touches 
the yellow, you’ve found a coral 
snake. T reat him  w ith  care.

Fangs for ejecting the poison 
are common to all poisonous 
snakes. The m arks left by the 
fangs are a sure identification 
sign. The venom injected by the 
ra ttlers, copperheads and w ater 
moccasins is know n as hem otixic 
venom  because it effects the 
blood cells. The coral snake, on 
the o ther hand, injects a neuro­
toxic venom  and it effects the 
n e r v o u s  system. Antivenins, 
w hich are available at most drug 
stores, are ineffective for tre a t­
ing the bite of the  coral snake.

Snakes can be discouraged 
from  m oving in on the  home lot, 
says Callender, by keeping the 
place clean. R ubbish should not 
be allowed to accum ulate and 
trash  should be rem oved for 
such debris about the place is 
usually  inhabited  by ra ts  and 
mice. These rodents are  favorite 
food for snakes and unless kept 
u nder control, snakes w ill move 
in to  clean them  up .

H ere’s a word of advice from 
C allender on w hat to do in case 
a person is b itten  by a poisonous 
snake. Keep the  victim  quiet; 
don’t  let him  walk, become over­
heated or take alcholic stim u­
lants. Don’t cauterize the wound 
w ith  strong acids nor inject 
potassium  perm anganate. G et the 
victim  to a doctor as soon as pos­
sible bu t firs t aid m easures will 
help. A pply a tou rn iquet above 
the  b ite  and m ake cross cut in ­
cisions a t b ite and on the ad­
vancing edges of the  swelling. 
A pply suction w ith  the m outh or 
a suction cup b u t release the 
tou rn iquet every  15 m inutes to 
keep up circulaton. In jec t anti- 
venin, if available, as soon as 
possible. A fter the injection, r e ­
lease the tou rn iquet and con­
tinue the suction. In  the m ean-

C allender w arns th a t hunters 
and cam pers should never go to 
the woods w ithout a snake bite 
kit. He urges hom e owners to 
keep th e ir prem ises clean and to 
be on the  look out at all tim es 
for the  poisonous snakes. All 
except the ra ttle r  strike w ith ­
out w arn ing—and the ra ttle r 
som etim es does his b iting  before 
sounding off—so the safe thing 
to do is stay out of the way of 
all snakes.
