Practically  every time the boys
on the Potom ac get a tax boost­
ing urge somebody starts r e ­
m inding us of the law of dim in­
ishing returns. I t’s an economic 
law, ju st as sound as any axiom 
in geom etry, to  the effect th a t 
taxes can get so high th a t they 
w ill bring  in less revenue instead 
of more.

Various factors m ay be in ­
volved. M aybe people buy less of 
the highly taxed commodity. 
Maybe business suffers gener­
ally and people have less tax ­
able income. Maybe as the stakes 
get higher a greater percentage 
of people take the risk of cheat­
ing on Uncle Sam.

W hatever the reasons, we've
finally  reached the point of d i­
m inishing re tu rn s  on liquor 
revenue. The last increase in 
taxes has resulted in a decrease, 
not an increase, in tax income. 
Why? Very likely some people 
are drinking less. The more im­
portan t reason, however is th a t 
m oonshiners and bootleggers are 
getting a  g reater percentage of 
the liquor business. According 
to one of the big liquor execu­
tives, moonshine stills raided by 
the governm ent during the past 
year have a larger to tal capacity 
than  the en tire  legal distilling 
industry. Those stills have been 
captured in lots of places. In the 
hills, and in cities like New York, 
Chicago, Philadelphia and Saint 
Louis.

The stakes are high enough to 
m ake m oonshining a big busi­
ness . . . and also to induce a 
very large num ber of consumers 
to risk blindness and poisoning 
on inferior stuff in order to save 
some money. Who knows, the
high liquor tax  may even bring 
back gangsterism  as we knew it 
in prohibition days. For the good 
of the country, as well as to re ­
cover lost revenue, it m ay be
sm art for the governm ent to r e ­
duce liquor taxes.

W hile on the subject of d i­
m inishing returns, it’s hard to 
overlook w hat P resident T ru­
m an’s stand in the steel contro­
versy is costing the governm ent 
in taxes. Millions of dollars of 
revenue daily th a t should be 
taken out of steel profits are
being goofed away. O ther m il­
lions are lost because o ther in­
dustries have to shut down for 
lack of steel. Finally there’s a 
loss in w ithholding tax  from the 
millions of workers in steel and 
other industries who are out of a 
job.

I t has been said th a t Trum an 
is fanatically loyal to organized 
labor bosses on this issue. C er­
tainly tha t point cannot be 
questioned. His opinion on the 
subject had to be strong to over­
come his well known insatiable 
greed for tax  money.

W hile all of us are deploring
the ill effects of the steel strike, 
perhaps it is not too m uch to 
hope th a t sooner or la ter some 
good w ill come of the whole 
mess. T h e  public is taking sides 
in this battle  of giants, and in­
dications now are that the strug­
gle w ill continue until one or the 
o ther is licked. To our way of 
th inking Trum an and the labor 
bosses will eventually  lose out to 
industry  and the Am erican pub­
lic.

This is the clim ax we've been
w orking up  to for the past 
several years. We’ve reached the 
point a t which people will have 
to decide w hether our economy 
will be controlled by a few labor 
bosses . . . w ith  the help of sym 
pathetic  governm ent officials . . . 
or w hether industry  and con­
sum ers . . . and even the rank 
and file of w orking people . . . 
w ill be perm itted  to have a part 
in determ ining the country’s 
future.

There have been reports that
the  president’s plan, in case he 
has to use the Taft H artley law, 
is to tim e the injunction so tha t 
the 80 day cooling off period will 
expire just, before the  November 
general election, then  use it to 
the lim it as a campaign issue. If 
th a t is actually the case steel 
mills should be operating in a 
few m ore weeks. We have tha t 
satisfaction for the present. Then 
we also have the satisfaction of 
know ing th a t the public w ill 
have the opportunity  to express
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.73 Rain Too Late 
And Too Little to 
Help Local Crops

Though too late and too little  
to be of real value to farm ers, 
the ra in  of M onday afternoon 
and Tuesday m orning was most 
welcome in the M uenster Area. 
Monday’s m easure according to 
Steve M oster’s official guage 
was .62 and Tuesday’s was .11. 
It settled the dust and ushered 
in a delightful drop in tem per­
a tu re of about 40 degrees. The 
reading fell from slightly , over 
100 to slightly over 60.

The rain was too late  to be of 
value to com  crops. Msot fields 
are already gone and farm ers are 
salvaging w hat they can by cu t­
ting for feed. In a few cases ears 
were fairly  well developed and 
are expected to m ake a partia l 
crop of shriveled kernels.

It likewise fell far short of 
hay and grass needs. Roots near 
the surface got a little  m oisture 
but deeper roots were left dry.

THROUGH A CHILD'S 
EYES

Bobbie Louise Sm ith is a 10th 
grade student at C ity  High 
School, Senatobia, Miss. One day 
not long ago a new girl came to 
school. She was Maija Jekab- 
sons, a refugee from  the tiny 
Baltic country, Latvia, which 
was overrun by the Germ ans in 
1939 and then gobbled up in Joe 
S ta lin ’s w idening Com m unist 
em pire. W arm hearted B o b b i e  
was draw n to this Eastern E u ro ­
pean girl who spoke aw kw ardly 
in halting English.

W hen Maija had learned the 
language well enough she began 
to  tell Bibbie her story. The 
A m erican girl l i s t e n e d  in 
stunned amazem ent. For five 
years Maija was a prisoner in a 
Germ an concentration c a m p .  
And through all her life she and 
her family had never known real 
peace of mind, real freedom. 
Bobbie Sm ith had never before 
given “freedom ” a thought. It 
w as a b irth righ t in America, too 
commonplace to be considered. 
B ut now this terrib le  story of 
M aija’s focused a new  light on 
freedom.

W hat Freedom  Means
Last w in ter Bibbie read about 

an essay contest being conducted 
by  Lion Oil Company, big pe­
troleum  and chemical m anufac­
tu rers  serving the  Southern 
states. One of the four essay sub­
jects listed was “W hat Freedom  
Means To Me.” Bobbie entered. 
W ith M aija’s life of fear and en ­
slavem ent vividly in her mind, 
the  Mississippi girl wrote:

I am an average 15 year old 
girl, the eldest of five children 
in a typical American family. 
My father is a linesm an whose 
income provides comfort, but 
few luxuries. Even so, m y op- 
porturities are boundless, my 
heritage com plete; for into free­
dom I was born, and through 
freedom  I shall live.

In order tha t I m ay fu rther 
express this feeling, let us im ag­
ine we are elevated high above 
the town in which I live. From 
th is vantage point we can see 
how freedom  works—in. around, 
and through us.

It is early  morning. The sun is 
ju st tin ting the  horizon. M orning 
stars  fade. Around us are cau­
tious birdnotes, while in the dis­
tance a dog barks. We hear the 
clinking of m ilk bottles as a 
classm ate w orks his way from 
door to door; close behind comes 
the  thud of the m orning paper 
tossed on the front porches by 
another w histling classm ate — 
both of whom could become 
P resident of our country.

Opening the paper we would

.find dram a, finance, politics, w ar 
news, comedy, tragedy. We 
would read it all.

More lights go on. Birdnotes 
soar. Dew drops sparkle. The 
w onderful arom a of bacon, cof­
fee and toast reaches us. Each 
fam ily sits down to breakfast, 
heads bow hastily  but reverently . 
A nother day begins.

M other hustles dad off to work, 
and other men go to theirs—each 
according to his talents and 
capabilities. “P rivate  Enterprise," 
we call it. Dad says we m ust a l­
ways keep it so.

Children go to  school w here 
w arm  buildings, hot lunches, 
free books, and C h r i s t i a n  
teachers m ake them  feel im por­
tan t—wanted! English, m athe­
matics, history, science, cpeech, 
band, choir, and athletics provide 
a day’s schedule.

The sun sinks low er and the 
hom eward trek  begins for young 
and old. Church chimes float on 
the evening air, rem inding each 
tha t no day is com plete w ithout 
the lifting of one’s thoughts to 
the M aker and G iver of all.

Flowers perfum e the  early 
darkness. Supper’s had, dishes 
done, sleepy tots kissed good­
night. Dad reads, m other sews— 
or neighbors drop in. We kids 
study or listen to the radio. The 
news comes on. some good, some 
bad, bu t 1 know that things will 
come out r ig h t  I’ve been taught 
t h a t  Freedom, Justice, and 
Righteousness shall prevail.

W hy shouldn’t all others have 
the deep security  I feel, and 
dream  the l o v e l y  exciting 
dream s of each new tomorrow? 
W hy should others have to live 
in fear and doubt when I have 
faith  and confidence? They lack 
the freedom  tha t is the breath  of 
my spirit the scope of my being, 
and the wings of my soul! Oh, 
th a t they could say in their last 
waking m oments: My Country, 
’tis of thee. Sweet Land of 
Liberty. .

Please, God. let this wonderful 
L iberty  come to every country— 
not—just—to mine.

And Thine be the Glory, for­
ever!

WHEN WE WERE kids, w*
learned the Ten Commandments. 
One of them said, “Honor thy 
father and thy mother!” And 
even though at times we grum­
bled and balked, we still could 
see it was reasonable.

SEEM8 II1S OWN litile son 
had tagged along after him, and 
got interested and asked his Dad
what he was making. “I'm mak­
ing a plate that that clumsy old 
grandfather of yours won’t be 
able to break!”

The boy watched hie father

whittling away, and then he said, 
“Daddy, be sure you make that 
plate good and strong, because 
then when you are old, I can 
give it to you.”

Daddy almost cut his finger 
when he heard that. He looked 
at the boy, looked into space, 
tossed the plate back into the 
woods, and said, “Come on, son, 
let’s see hour Grandpa’s doing.”

THERE ARE MANY old, for­
gotten mothers and fathers, liv­
ing in little rooms, all alone. 
Well, in this situation, do you 
think it is enough if a son or

Why Put a Limit 
On the Earnings 
Of Retired People?

(S aturday Evening Post)
U nder the unique theory  em ­

bodied in the Social Security  
Law, a single m an or w idow er 
who has re tired  and is receiving 
a m axim um  of eighty dollars per 
m onth m ay not earn more than  
an additional fifty  dollars per 
m onth. If he is paid m ore than  
that, he forfeits his eighty-dol- 
lar stipend. In fact, it is only 
slightly more than  a year ago tha t 
Congress am ended the law to 
perm it beneficiaries to augm ent 
their Social Security income to 
the ex ten t of fifty dollars. Before 
Jan u ary  1, 1951, the lim it was 
fifteen dollars a month.

Ju s t how elderly people on 
sm all annuities are supposed to 
pay th e ir bills in these infation­
ary times, the Social Security 
Act does not state. N either does 
it explain the justice of restric- 
ing the  am ount w hich a re tired  
m an m ay earn by his own labor 
w hen no restriction is placed on 
w hat a more fortunate oldster 
m ay receive from investm ents, 
p rivate  pensions and annuities, 
or rich  and grateful relatives. 
A nother m ystery is the provis­
ion in the law by w hich bene­
ficiaries of Social Security who 
reach the age of seventy-five are 
perm itted  to earn as m uch as 
they like!

However, un til he is too old 
to te a r into an  eight-hour day 
like a game cock, the re tired  
m an does w ell to  play it safe. 
If he decides th a t it is ridiculous 
to try  to live on $130 a m onth— 
his eighty dollars Social S ecur­
ity stipend plus th e  fifty  dollars 
he is perm itted  to earn—and 
goes out and gets a job, the first 
$100 a m onth he earns, less in ­
come tax, m akes it a stand-off 
betw een w orking and sitting 
quietly  on the  porch. The eighty 
dollar Social Security check 
which he forfeited was tax-free, 
bu t the  $100 or m ore w hich he 
earns is taxable at the new high 
rate. Any norm al annuitan t 
would ask himself. ‘'W hy w ork 
for the price of loafing?’*

On Page 18 of the 1951 book­
let, Your New Social Security, 
if found a heading: Who Pays 
For It?  The answer: “Federal 
old-age and survivors insurance 
is paid for by a contribution (or 
tax) on the em ployee’s wage and 
the self-em ployed person’s ea rn ­
ings from  his trade or business.” 
Well, if the re tired  w orker has 
“paid for” his benefit, along 
w ith  an equal contribution by

his em ployer, w hat business is it 
of the  G overnm ent w hat o ther 
income he has or how he earns 
it?

A m an on a p rivate  re tire ­
m ent plan gets his pension w ith ­
out any strings attached as to 
the am ount he m ay earn. The 
same is true of annuities from  
insurance companies. Social S e­
curity  is described by the  F ed ­
eral win<# m achines as insurance 
for w hich the w orker has paid 
w ith his own m oney along w ith  
a contribution by the boss. But 
if the w orker a t age sixty-five 
has bought no m ore than  an ob­
ligation not to add to his sm all 
allowance by taking a job on the 
side, he has a righ t to ask, “Is 
this insurance or a dole?”

This restriction on the earnings 
of Social Security  beneficiaries 
was tacked onto the law in 1934 
because it was considered a good 
idea to discourage elderly people 
from entering the labor m arket. 
U nem ploym ent w as high when 
the law  was passed But, aside 
from  economic hardships, the 
restriction discourages able and 
active m en from  utilizing th e ir 
abilities at a tim e of life w hen 
they need all the help they  can 
get. R etirem nt is tough going for 
most healthy  men, and to force 
idleness on them  is a cruel in ­
justice. Social w orkers and b u s­
iness leaders who expected re tire ­
m ent plans to solve the prob­
lem, now hold conferences on 
how to reconcile people to re ­
tirem ent!

There is also the national a n ­
gle. If the nation’s defense in ­
dustries dem and m ore and more 
men, it is obvious th a t the abil­
ities and skills of thousands of 
m en who have reached their six­
ty -fifth  b irthdays can be used. 
It is a strange policy indeed 
which would suppress th is av a il­
able labor supply by brib ing m en 
not to take jobs th a t pay them  
more than tw elve dollars a week. 
When this antisocial practice is 
carried on in the nam e of social 
insurance, to  w hich all employed 
people are com pelled to contrib­
u te out of th e ir earnings, insult 
is added to injury.

Rep. W. S terling Cole, of New 
York, has proposed an am end­
m ent to the Social Security Act, 
perm itting  people over sixtv-five 
to earn $100 a m onth w ithout 
losing their annuities. B ut w hy 
should there be any lim it a t all?

Grass Fire Sweeps

A grass fire of unknow n origin 
M o n d a y  afternoon destroyed 
about 100 acres of pasture in the 
M arysville com m unity.

Paul and U rban Endres dis­
covered the blaze as they were 
d riv ing  to the place at 5 o’clock.

Economic experts who should
know  the score say th a t the  rea ­
son behind T rum an’s and Phil 
M urray’s stubborn stand is their 
fear of the T aft H artley  law.

The president was try in g  an 
unlaw ful way. because he was 
afraid  th a t labor boss dom ina­
tion would not stand up under 
the  law ful way.

Tharv has been lots of bally
hoo about T aft-H artley  being a 
slave labor law , instigated, of 
course, by the  president and la 
bor bosses. B ut the public doesn’t 
seem convinced th a t th e  charge 
is co rrec t In  the  firs t place we 
know  th a t m ore th an  tw o th irds 
of both houses of Congress did 
not agree on th a t point. They 
passed the law  over th e  presi 
d en t’s veto. We know also that 
m any w orking people do not 
agree on th a t point because Bob 
Taft, co-author of the bill, ran 
h is last senatorial race m ostly on 
th a t issue and polled heavy ma 
jorities in industrial centers of 
his state.

Th* real tru th  is th a t the slave
labor charge applies instead to 
th e  condition th a t Phil M urray is 
a ttem pting  to  establish. U nder 
h is arrangem ent th e  w orking 
m an has no choice. He does as 
th e  labor boss says. If  th e  boss 
and industry can’t agree he goes 
on strike  w hether he and co­
w orkers w ant to or not. He’s the 
slave to his labor boss.

If there is any aspect of the
law  w hich deserves the slave 
labor charge, it  is a clause which 
favors the union. T hat is the 
clause w hich perm its establish­
ing a union shop. W hen an in­
dustry  can be coerced into tha t 
agreem ent every  w orker m ust be 
a union m em ber in order to hold 
his job. Well, isn’t  it  a form  of 
slave labor w hen a person has 
to join an organization and pay 
dues against his w ill in order to 
stay  on the payroll?
