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This weaek, October 5-11, is
National Fire Prevention Week.
It's a mighty good time to recall
that fires throughout the nation
last year caused 11,000 deaths
and about three quarters of a
billion dollars in property dam-
age.

It’s also a good time for every
one of us individually to resolve
that we will do our utmost not
to become a part of those grim
statistics . . . to do our share to-
ward preventing future fires.

There’'s only one way we can
do that, of course. That is to give
serious thought and action to
our hazards and habits. Do you
have oily rags or other inflam-
able rubbish about the place?
Do you have defective wiring
or overloaded circuits? Is cloth-
ing or curtains too near a heater?

If you smoke, do you always
make sure that matches or butts
are out? Do vou smoke in bed?
Better give up the habit . . . lots
of people went to bed with a
lighted cigarette and never got
up. Are you cautious about keep-
ing matches out of children’s
reach?

These are only a few of the
more obvious hazards and habits

that could cause fire. But they
aren’t all. As you look things
over, and think them over,

watch for any other conditions
that need correcting.

After you've done that, better
see, as a final precaution, that
your fire insurance is in order.
Even though you’re less likely
to need it after removing haz-
ards, it’s still a good idea to be
prepared, just in case.

Government
gets no special privilege there.
It has to abide by the same rule
that its competitors do.

Imagine what that method
could do for us . . . if the big
dams paid like power companies,
if the housing administration
paid like home owners, if NSL
Insurance paid like insurance
companies, if the land bureau
(now owning about one fourth
the nations acreage) paid like
other landowners, if lending
agencies paid like banks.

Well, why shouldn’t they? If
they are competing with the
rest of us why shouldn’t they be
expected to operate on the same
rules. After ally if the socialistic
schemes are so sure of the merits
of their system why aren’t they
willing to compete on an even
basis?

Considered from this angle, is
it so bad if the Republicans quit
building the big power dams, as
Harry predicts? Is it so bad if
the government, under a Re-
publican administration, . decides
to quit other business ventures
also? Do you and I object if we
have more tax-payers and less
tax-eaters?
