At Austin nowadays the state’s
motor ‘vehicle inspection law is
getting a lot of official considera-
tion. Some legislators want to re-
peal it. Others want to revise it.

We'll have to wait to see what

happens, but in the meantime
we can hope that the lawmakers
who promised t6 work for the
law’s repeal will see the light
and change their attitude
otherwise that they will lack the
strength to carry through.

The reason is that law is good
and Texas should have it. It's only
fault is that the original authors
went overboard and made it too
good. They required such a high
standard of safety that a large
number of car owners could ot
afford to comply. Repairs needed
to make the average car pass in-
spection were expensive. On bad-
ly worn cars the cost sometimes
ran higher than the value of the
car itself. Of course it was de-
sirable that brake bands were
thick and tire treads deep, that
windshields were clear and muf-
flers sturdy. But all that was not
really necessary. A car could be
reasonably safe without that
much perfection.In fact such a
car with a good driver was still
less of a hazard than a perfect
car in the hands of a wild driver.

It doesn’t make sense to scrap
the entire law because it happens
to include some unnecessary re-
quirements. The better way is to
get rid of the unessentials, but
by all means retain the basic
safety standards.

The wisdom of the law is ap-
parent in last year’s state traffic
record. Texas had 65 fewer traffic
deaths than in 1951 although it
had a 9 per cent greater total
mileage. For the first time in
fifieen years traffic fatalities fell
below 7 persons for each 100 mil-
1/ miles of vehicle travel. Still
better records are enjoyed by
states that have had the safety
inspection law for several years
In view of suth facts lawmakers
ought to think seriously about
modifying the promises they

made last summer. Repeal isn't

the solution. Texas needs a safety
inspection law, and the average
Texan wants it, so long as it is
reasonable.

One proposal along that line
would require that inspections be
confined to five items: brakes,
headlights, steering mechanism,
horn and windshield wipers. Cer-
tainly nobody can fuss about that.
It includes the basic needs of
safe driving. Most people comply
with it anyway, and those who
don’t have no right to be on the
road.

About the Korean war, it seems
as though the country is gradual-
ly being conditioned for a well
organized, all - out offensive
against the reds. Another notable
contribution to that line of
thought is an article in the current
Readers Digest by William C.
Bullitt, former ambassador to
Moscow. He believes the Korean
war can be ended and he goes
farther to state that the reds can
be held in’check after thft by a

blunt ultimatum advising Stalin |-

that we know who is the real
agressor and we intend to hold
the Kremlin accountable for any
other communist trouble any-
where in the world.

Bullitt's proposal is to turn the
main fighting job over to freedom
loving Asiatics such as the ROK’s
and Chinese Nationalists. We'd
help with air power, supplies and

top level advisers. These Asiatics

City Gets Mercury
Type Street Lights

Since Tuesday, Muenster’s main
Street is brighter than it has ever
been before. New style mercury
street lamps® okayed by the City
Council last October have all
been installed. :

There are ten of the new lights,
which have been described as the
nearest thing yet to actual day-
light. Nine were installed for the
city at intersections from the
Katy depot to Seventh, the parish’
hall corner, and the other was
installed-for the FMA in front of
the cheese plant.

T. P. and L. installed the ljghts
under an arrangement it has with
the city. The company owns and
maintains the lamps. The city
pays for the current. Operation of
the better lights will run about
$20 to $25 a month more than the
old lights.

Another change is in the con-
trol system, from a time switch to
a photo-cell switch, which is
turned on or off by darkness or
daylight. There will be no more
delay because of time lost during
power failures. Lights come on
automatically when needed and
go off when not needed, regard-
less of the hour.

The American Wag

TWO LIVES, TWC FORCES—
BUT WHAT A DIFFERENCE

Do you have a problem in
thinking straight?

If you do, you are no different
from the rest of us. I find the
start of a new year a particularly
good time to take an inventory
of my thoughts. “Are they all
lined up with the forces of right?”
I ask myself. “Do some of my
thoughts pull against the basic
spiritual laws at work in the‘
world?”’ |

Let's face the fact there is a|
world-wide struggle to capture
men’s minds, a death struggle be-
tween Christianity and Commu—'
nism, between all religion and|
that evil force. Sometimes the|
issues aren’t clear, and we can|
easily get confused,

The late Henry C. Link was
greatly concerned about the war
for men’s minds and did consider-
able research into the life and
background of Karl Marx, whose
writings founded modern Com-
munism.

“The story of Marx’s life,’” Dr.
Link writes in “The Way to Se-
curity” is one of complete and
sordid failure with people. He did
not get along with the members
of his family. He failed in the
good schools in which his father
supported him. He made no fri-
ends among his classmates. He
failed with ‘his “employers and
associates in business. He failed
miserably in supporting his wife
and family. Two of his three
daughters and a son-in-law com-
mitted suicide.”

Dr. Link goes on to point out
that Marx’s writings on Com-
munism are a perfect reflection
on his failure with people. “They
are the expression of his deep-
seated inferiority complex, and of
his hate, his deep neurotic ill
will. Because of it he divided all
people into two classes, the capi-
talists and the proletariat, the
successful and the unsuccessful
He formulated the - doctrine of
class warfare with his appeals to
the emotions of hate, coveteous-
ness, and violence, This doctrine
has brought the whole world to
the verge of barbarism,

“The great influence of Com-
munism is owing largely to its
appeal to the sense of inferiority.
A pefson’s inferiority in dealing
with people or his failure to suc-
ceed in material things makes
the Communist short cuts to sue-
cess appear, to some neurotic
types, attractive. The way in
which Russian communists hope
to rid themselves of their inferior-
ity is by the conquest of what
they regard as superior America.”

In contrast to Marx’s doctrine,
are the spiritual teachings of
Jesus, Dr. Link adds: “Though
the multitudes followed and He
fed them, He dealt with people
above all as individuals. He cul-
tivated personal friendships and

Soil ConServaﬁon
. Notes ‘l

To succeed with any crop the
farmer who plents and harvests
must have a good working know-
ledge of the whys and wherefors
of the plant he is working with.
Here are some questions being
asked about sweet clover by co-
operators of the Upper Elm-Red
soil conservation district in the
Muenster area and very briefly
how they would be answered by
local soil conservation service
personnel.

Q. What kind of, sweet clover
should I plant?

A. That depends on your ro-
tation and use to be made of the
clover. 'Hubam sweet clover is
a one-year clover. It makes rapid
growth in early summer and pro-
duces seed usually in July. Bien-
nial white and Madrid sweet
clovers are two-year clovers. They
do not seed the first year, but
act similar to alfalfa giving graz-
ing or a hay crop deep into the
fall months. The second year the
plants make rapid growth and
will provide early grazing and a
seed crop.

Q. Why should I plant sweet
clover? " X

A. Sweet clover is beneficial to
the farmer in several ways. It
protects the soil against. erosion
by its green cover and abundant
residue after maturity. It is a
tap rooted plant that penetrates
plow pans and increases the soil's
water intake rate. Clover adds
nitrogen to the soil through root
bacteria. It improves the tilth of
soil by addi!on of organic matter.
It increases yields of following
crops by increasing soil fertility
and improving sail eondition. And
it furnishes a high protein hay’
or grazing.

Q. Why phosphate and inocu-
late sweet clover?

A. Soils around Muenster are
nearly all low in available phos-
phate. Clover uses large quanti-
ties of phosphate in its growth,
but returns it to the soil in its
residue. So by phosphating clover
we increase the growth of the
plant and so increase the benefits
derived from it. Clover is inocu-
lated to insure a lot of nitrogen-
fixing bacteria to form nodules
on the clover roots. The bacteria
take nitrogen from the air and
change it' to nitrates which the
plants can use. Properly inocu-
lated clover can add 50 pounds
of nitrogen to each acre. That
is equal to the nitrogen contained
in 1000 pounds of 5-10-5 fertilizer.

Q.. Will. clover bloat my cattle?

A. Yet. But so will nearly all
succulent green crops. Bloat in
clover and alfalfa is most danger-
ous when the cows are first put
on it when it is young and ten-
der. Cows simply over-eat and
bloat starts.

A, Sweet clover disease causes
a loss of the clotting power of
the blood of animals. It is caused
by feeding straight clover hay
over an extended period. It is
usually produced by moldy or
spoiled hay or silage, though
spoilage is not always visible.
Trouble from the disease may be
prevented by feeding twice as
much other roughage with sweet
clover hay or by feeding only for
two weeks, then switching to
roughage for two weeks.

Q. What kind ef seed\bed is
needed for sowing sweet clover?

A. A well prepared, but firm,
seed bed is needed. The seed
should be planted in one-half to
one inch depths.

Q. Will sweet clover grow in
pasture sods?

Soil Coniervation

To succeed with any crop the
farmer who plants and harvests
must have a good working know-
ledge of the whys and wherefors
of the plant he is working with.
Here are some questions being
asked about sweet clover by co-
operators of the Upper Elm-Red
soil conservation district in the
Muenster area and very briefly
how they would be answered by
local soil conservation service
personnel.

Q. What kind of, sweet clover
should I plant?

A. That depends on your ro-
tation and use to be made of the
clover. 'Hubam sweet clover is
a one-year clover. It makes rapid
growth in early summer and pro-
duces seed usually in July. Bien-
nial white and Madrid sweet
clovers are two-year clovers. They
do not seed the first year, but
act similar to alfalfa giving graz-
ing or a hay crop deep into the
fall months. The second year the
plants make rapid growth and
will provide early grazing and a
seed crop.

Q. Why should I plant sweet
clover?

A. Sweet clover is benef1c1al to
the farmer in several ways. It
protects the soil against erosion
by its green cover and abundant
residue after maturity. It is a
tap rooted plant that penetrates
plow pans and increases the soil’s
water intake rate. Clover adds
nitrogen to the soil through root
bacteria. It improves the tilth of
soil by addi!on of organic matter.
It increases yields of following
crops by increasing soil fertility
and improving soil ¢ondition. And

it furnishes a high protein hay’

or grazing.

Q. Why phosphate and inocu-
late sweet clover?

A. Soils around Muenster are
nearly all low in available phos-
phate. Clover uses large gquanti-
ties of phosphate in its growth,
but, returns it to the soil in its
residue. So by phosphating clover
we increase the growth of the
plant and so increase the benefits
derived from it. Clover is inocu-
lated to insure a lot of nitrogen-
fixing bacteria to form nodules
on the clover roots. The bacteria
take nitrogen from the air and
change it' to nitrates which the
plants can use. Properly inocu-
lated clover can add 50 pounds
of nitrogen to each acre. That
is equal to the nitrogen contained
in 1000 pounds of 5-10-5 fertilizer.
