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wondering about the  size of the 
package in w h i c h  an  atomic 
b last is delivered h a v e  our 
answ er at last. R eports of last 
M onday’s firs t atom ic artillery  
tes t inform  us th a t the  projectile 
was about 11 inches in diam eter, 
less than  th ree  feet long and 
weighed about 1,000 pounds. And 
its pow er was equal to th a t of 
approxim ately 15,000 t o n s  of 
TNT. Im agine that! The com­
paratively  small shell w hich was 
hurled  7 miles from  th e  muzzle 
of a cannon had the  destructive 
pow er of a good sized ship load 
of one of th e  m ost destructive 
non-atom ic explosives know n to 
m ankind. I t  d e l i v e r e d  th ree  
fourths as m uch im pact as the  
bom b w hich practically  w iped 
out the  city  of Hiroshima.

E ver since th a t f i r s t  blast, 
w'hich knocked the  nation of 
Jap an  into submission, we have 
regarded the  atom ic bom b w ith 
awe, bu t also w ith  a certain  de­
gree of vagueness. We did not 
realize how  easily it  can be 
delivered to  its ta rg e t . . . how 
effectively it  can be c a r r i e d  
through an enem y’s defenses. But 
we know now th a t it can be 
hauled by the fastest figh ter w ith 
only a fa in t chance of being 
intercepted. In the event of all 
out w ar th a t could m ean several 
dozen supersonic p l a n e s  each 
delivering a blow sufficient to 
knock out an en tire  city or m ili­
ta ry  installation. An en tire na­
tion could be practically  defeated 
in  a few  hours.

Does Russia have such power?
The m ere though t of it is te rr i­
fying. Considering the  com m unist 
regard  for hum an life we have 
little  reason to hope the  reds 
would hold it back w hen they 
decide to launch th e ir  decisive 
push fo r world dom ination. Will 
our country ever be forced to use 
it? N aturally  we hope th a t it  will 
not. Such u tte r  annihilation is 
m ore than  we would wish even 
fo r o u r enemies.

Nevertheless, as th ings stand 
now, we can derive some com­
fort from  the  fact th a t we ap­
paren tly  hold the  upper hand in 
atom ic weapons. W ere it not for 
th a t the  K rem lin  m ight have 
started  its th reatened  global con­
flict long ago.

Or is th a t global c o n f l i c t
actually  under w ay now? How 
about present figh ting  in Korea 
and Indochina? How about con­
quests already c o m p l e t e d  in 
China and Eastern Europe? How 
about turm oil in Iran, Egypt and 
South Africa? How about sub­
versive activity  in m ost o ther 
countries of the world? Are we 
approaching the  tim e w hen we 
can justifiably  use th e  bomb to 
pu t an  end to world enslave­
ment?

Of one th ing we are certain. If 
our country’s survival w ere at 
stake, if we knew  th a t the  strug­
gle would decide w he ther com ­
m unism  or civilization w ill p re­
vail in the  w orld, w e would not 
hesitate for a m om ent to use the 
A-bomb. Russia knows th a t as 
w ell as we do.

Isn 't i t  about tim e, however,
th a t we regarded th is lim ited red 
w arfare for w hat it actually  is? 
Everybody know s th a t the  tu r ­
moil of varying degrees scattered 
all over the  w orld is only the 
prelim inary  in th e  grand plan 
of world conquest. W hy shouldn’t 
it be stopped now as w ell as 
later?

In a f e w  w eeks President
Eisenhow er w ill m eet w ith the 
leadrs of B ritain  and France to 
strengthen the W estern W orld’s 
united fron t against th e  red m en­
ace. We sincerely hope that, in 
spite of the sorry  English and 
French pussy footing policy of 
the  past, the  m eeting w ill result 
in a firm  ultim atum  to  the reds 
. . . th a t continued aggression on 
th e ir  p a rt w ill resu lt in the 
strongest re ta lia to ry  m easures on 
our part.

I t  seems altogether reasonable, 
fo r instance, to w arn them  th a t 
t h e i r  m ilitary  installations in 
K orea, M anchuria and S o u t h  
Asia a re  subject to atom ic a t­
tack  if they  do not agree to  an 
honorable peace. Reds respect 
only force. Well, w hy not let 
them  understand  th a t we are 
ready  to  use force in the  in terest 
of hum anity?

In  ih e  Iasi analysis th ere  is
only one principle by w hich we 
should be guided. M ake sure first

1 well. D uring the day levels in 
the reservoir and w ate r tow er 
fell considerably b u t n ight pum p­
ing brought the w ater alm ost 
back to  the previous level. The 
one w ell did not quite keep up  
w ith  the  demand. F ortunate ly  the  
city  did not have a fire  which 
would have required  a heavy 
drain  on the reserve.

By coincidence the  breakdow n 
cam e a day afte r several city of­
ficials w en t to  the  In ternational 
Petroleum  Exposition a t Tulsa to 
see a d ifferent type of pum ping 
unit. I t  is a m otor w ith pum p at 
the  bottom  of the  well, e lim inat­
ing the  shaft and bearings which 
cause m ost of the  trouble in the 
local w a te r system.

And it  isn’t 
a m atte r of how m u c h  Dad 
makes, either. Fam ily incom e has 
little  or no thing to do w ith  this 
sham eful situation.

The cold h erd  facts a re  re ­
vealed by  a ten -year study  of 
2,53^ teen-age youngsters, con­
ducted by Dr. P auline Beery 
Mack, in ternationally  noted n u ­
trition  e x p e r t ,  in cooperation 
w ith  Pennsylvania S tate College 
and the  Pennsylvania H ealth  De­
partm ent, and a s s i s t e d  by a 
grant-in-aid  from  th e  Good Luck 
Division of L ever B rothers for 
analysis and sum m ary.

F a r m ore th an  ha lf of these 
youngsters, chiefly from  average, 
or well-to-do families, and rep re ­
sen ting  all races, religious back­
grounds, w ere f o u n d  to  be 
seriously undernourished. M is­
guided and unguided eating  h a ­
bits during  th e  most crucial body­
build ing years are p laying hob 
w ith health , energy and nervou^ 
s y s t e m s ,  and th rea ten ing  the 
fu tu re  happiness and usefulness 
of our teen-agers.

American infants, the  s t u d y  
shows, are probably best-fed peo­
ple in the  world. B u t from  the 
age of 2 years the  d iet pattern  
skids to a perilous low during 
the 13 to 15 y ea r level.

W hat’s needed? More general 
knife-and-fork w ork a t hom e, and 
less hap-hazard, appetite-killing 
betw een-m eals snacking. M o r e  
m ilk—only one out of four gets 
enough. More vegetables—72 per­
cent of th e  boys and 55 percent 
of the  girls ea t less than  ha lf 
enough More high-quality  pro­
tein  foods w hich build and repair 
body tissues— only about h a lf of 
b o t h  boys and girls got an 
adequate am ount. More fat-rich 
foods—especially liver, m argarie 
and b u tte r—w hich help to pro­
mote proper growth, to  develop 
resistance to fatigue and im prove 
the condition of the  skin by 
s h a r p l y  reducing unattractive  
blemishes.

The world looks to this rising 
generation of ours for strength  
and leadership in a dark  hour. 
And if they  haven’t  w hat-it- 
takes, it w ill not be they  who 
fail us—but th e ir  parents.

Duplicate Jobs Up 
U. S. Defense Costs

The custom  of having civilian 
and m ilitary  executives d o i n g  
duplicate jobs in the Pentagon is 
now being blam ed for m uch of 
the Defense D epartm ent’s m an­
pow er troubles.

Newsmen covering the  P en ta ­
gon say it’s common to find a 
$750-a-month colonel and a $600- 
a-m onth civilian sitting  a t a ta n ­
dem  desk doing a job th a t prob­
ably  could be done by e ither of 
them . The colonel generally is in 
charge, the newsmen report, but 
i t ’s the civilian who has the 
know-howJ ^

Defense w orkers say that abol­
ishing this duplicate-job system  
would cut at least 10 per cent 
from the 20,000 civilians and 10,- 
000 m ilitary  personnel now on 
du ty  in the Pentagon.

Soil Conservation 
Notes

G rass m anagem ent is needed 
to offset the e f f e c t s  of the 
drought, according to technicians 
of the local soil conservation 
service. The perennial grasses 
have been dam aged by extended 
dry  w eather of the  past tw o years 
and the p r e s e n t  condition of 
grasses is sim ilar to th a t of the 
Korean w ar prisoners recently  re ­
leased. Like them , the  grasses 
have been starved and m isused 
until they are in a w eakened con­
dition and will require m ore than 
ordinary care to re tu rn  to their 
norm al vigorous growing condi­
tion.

All grasses m anufacture m ost 
of th e ir food in th e ir leaves. In 
fact, 95 per cent of all p lan t food 
is produced in the leaf If  the 
leaves' are rem oved the  p lant 
m ust d raw  on reserve food sup­
plies stored in the  roots. If the 
root supply is used up and  not 
renew ed by leaf grow th  then the  
p lant dies from  starvation. Any 
p lant can be killed by  continually  
rem oving the  leaves.

Last y ea r m ost land ow ners 
were forced to over-graze be­
cause of the  drought and scarce 
feed supply. As a result, pasture 
and rangeland w ere clipped too 
short. The grass was not allowed 
to build up food supplies in its 
root system.

The first grow th of grass this 
spring m ust come from  those food 
reserves. The grow th of grasses 
this spring has been slow and 
weak.

perately  to  m ake a comeback 
for survival. A lot of it won’t 
m ake it w ithout help.

Grass m ust be allowed to rest 
to m ake grow th and get food 
for itself. It m ust be allowed to 
produce leaves and keep them  
long enough to m anufacture food 
for itself before it can produce 
food for livestock.

Many cooperators of the Upper 
Elm -Red soil conservation d istrict 
realize the  critical condition of 
the grasses and are keeping the 
cows off of some of the pasture 
through rotations and supple­
m ental grazing. M adrid and Bien­
nial w hite sw eet clover a re  of­
fering good pasture now so that 
m any pastures can be allowed to 
m ake some growth'.

Jo e  Mages, A ndy S c h o e c h ,  
Oscar W alter, G e o r g e  Bayer; 
Charles Randall, P au l F isher and 
m any others near M uenster are 
using clovers in the fields to pro­
vide a high protein grazing now 
and protect the  pasture grasses.

In sandy land areas, vetch is 
providing a supplem ental pasture 
so th a t grasses can receive proper 
care. N ear M arysville J o h n n y  
West, Rufus M cElreath. Rafe Mc- 
E lreath  and Claude Cannon are 
using vetch for grazing and hay. 
N ear Forestburg  Ben Perrym an, 
Andy Lee Knox, H. C. Knox, 
O llie Coleman, M a c k  Trayler, 
Clifford H u d s p e t h  and John 
Willis, and others, are finding 
th a t vetch is hard  to beat for 
w in ter and spring grazing and at 
the sam e tim e are resting pastures 
art a critical period.
