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The avalanche of propaganda
which was set off by publication 
of the Yalta Conference papers 
continues to roll on and on, and 
m ost likely w ill keep rolling for 
a long time. And, as m ight have 
been expected, there  are political 
repercussions.

Democrats are charging that 
the  docum ent was hauled out and 
released prim arily  to em barrass 
th e ir party. T here’s good reason 
for th a t rem ark, too. As one 
com m entator pu t it, tw o of the 
principals are probably w rith ing  
in th e ir graves . . . Roosevelt 
w ith  anger and S talin  w ith  laugh­
ter. Republicans, how ever point 
o u t it’s always been custom ary 
to publish such papers after ten 
years.

I t  is a fact th a t agreem ents
m ade at the fam ous confab have 
m ostly tu rn ed  sour for the United 
S tates while paving the way for 
Russia to accomplish the greatest 
conquest of all tim e w ithout even 
bothering to use its m ilitary  
power.

But in fairness to FDR we 
should adm it th a t few if any of 
th e  ill effects th a t followed can 
be charged to his faulty  judg­
m ent at the meeting. Most of the 
erro rs which hind sight has been 
detecting  for the past several 
years resulted from the natural 
assum ption tha t our president 
w as dealing w ith  a m an of p rin ­
ciple and honor.

For instance, he had no way 
of knowing at the time th a t 
S talin  was double crossing him 
in the m atter of Asiatic conces­
sions in re tu rn  for a prom ise to 
en ter the w ar w ith  Japan. It has 
since been learned tha t Japan  
had been try ing  for some tim e 
to  send peace feelers through 
Russia to the United States. 
S ta lin  short stopped the message 
and  drove a hard  bargain on 
A m erica’s assum ption th a t help 
w as needed to  avoid a most cost­
ly  invasion of Japan. Roosevelt 
agreed to the  concessions in the 
in terest of saving Am erican lives. 
B ased on inform ation available 
to  him  a t the tim e, his decision 
w as reasonable.

Nor did FDR have any w ay of 
know ing how S talin ’s d o u b l e  
cross would continue after the 
concessions. Most of us recall 
how Russia lagged on its prom ise 
in  the weeks that followed. 
F ina lly  after the two A-bomb 
blasts, w hen the world knew 
th a t Jap an  was finished, S talin 
declared  w ar and moved in to 
grab  the loot.

The use m ade of th a t loot 
constitu tes even another double 
cross. Japanese w ar equipm ent 
confiscated by the Soviets was 
tu rn ed  over to Chinese com ­
m unists for launching the red 
conquest of Asia. Then S ta lin ’s 
stooges over here helped finish 
th e  job by w ithholding desperate­
ly  needed help from  our form er 
fa ith fu l allies, the Chinese N a­
tionalists, in th e ir struggle to 
check the com m unist menace.

Looking back now it is ap ­
p aren t tha t Roosevelt pulled one 
of the prize boners of all time, 
still the  m istake was understand ­
able in the light of prevailing 
circum stances. He ju st did not 
realize th a t he was dealing w ith  
a scoundrel.

As a m atte r of fact his one big 
m istake, the one for which he is 
m uch less excusable, is his 
colossal b lunder in  judging S ta ­
lin ’s character. I t’s a b lunder 
w hich prevailed through the  p re ­
ceding decade, ever since he 
recognized the ruthless red  mob 
as the official governm ent of 
Russia. Roosevelt had p lenty  of 
opportun ity  to know that S talin 
and com pany c o u l d  no t be 
trusted . He should have know n 
th a t m en who scoff at God, burn 
churches, destry  religion, m urder 
political opponents and slaughter 
th e ir own subjects by the  m il­
lions, w ill have no scruples about 
in terna tional treachery.

In fact Roosevelt made another 
big m istake at the beginning of 
th e  war, one which quite a num ­
ber of Am ericans w ere aw are of 
a t the time. It was said then  that 
S ta lin  was no be tte r than  H itler 
and the wise course for this 
country  was to let the tw o fight 
it ou t until neither could fu rther 
th rea ten  civilization. By his m is­
taken  esteem  for S talin  at tha t 
tim e Roosevelt helped to create 
th e  F rankenstein.

T here are m ore incidents in the 
Y alta Conference w hich have 
shown up as blunders, all of 
w hich w ere reasonable to som e­
one who assum ed th a t S ta lin  was

John Eberhart, 87, 
Passes Wednesday;

Death W ednesday night claim ed 
John E berhart, 87, M uenster’s 
oldest citizen and a resident of 
the com m unity 58 years. He died 
at his hom e a t 7:20 following a 
th ree m onths’ illness.

Rosary w ill be recited at the 
E berhart home Thursday and 
Friday nights at 8 o’clock.

A native of Indiana, E berhart 
was born A ugust 24, 1867. When 
he was 16 years old he moved to 
St. Lebory, N ebraska, w here he 
m et and later m arried  Miss Jane 
W ashburn. Their w edding took 
place on May 2, 1893. A fter their 
m arriage the couple lived there 
four years. He engaged in  fa rm ­
ing.

They moved to M uenster in 
1897 to m ake th e ir hom e on a 
farm  north  of town until he re ­
tired from active farm  w ork in 
1918. Since then they lived in 
the city.

In  1920 Mr. E berh art became 
M uenster’s m ail m essenger hold­
ing tha t job until the sum m er of 
1952 when failing strength  forced 
him to give up  the w ork after 
32 years. He m ade his last de­
livery of m ail on June 16.

D uring those 32 years he was 
a fam iliar figure w ith his little  
tw o-w heel push cart m aking his 
daily  trips from  the post office 
to the depot to  m eet the  K aty 
passenger trains. He greeted all 
tra in  men from  engineers to 
porters by th e ir firs t nam es and 
they in  tu rn  affectionately called 
him  John. He was seldom ill and 
only on the ra rest occasions 
missed his tw ice daily  route in 
spite of his advanced age.

In May, 1953, Mr. and Mrs. 
E berhart celebrated th e ir 60th 
wedding anniversary  w ith  an 
open house for the en tire  com­
m unity. They w ere M uenster’s 
oldest m arried  couple.

Shortly  before Christm as last 
year Mr. E berhart fell a t his 
home, in juring  his back, and had 
been in bed since. He became 
gravely ill, lapsing into uncon­
sciousness about th ree weeks 
ago, and continued in a state of 
coma or semi-coma un til he 
passed away.

Survivors are his w ife who is 
82 years of age; th ree sons, Ed, 
John  Jr. and A1 E berhart; tw o 
daughters, Mrs. Joe  Sw ingler and 
Mrs. J. B. Wilde, all of M uenster; 
18 grandchildren; 40 g r e a t ­
grandchildren; and one brother, 
A lbert E berhart of Louisville, 
Ky.

WE CAN'T BUY FRIENDS
The taxpayers of America, 

through the action of their F ed­
eral governm ent, have poured 
$98 billion into foreign countries 
since Ju ly  1940. T hat is a tre- 
m e n d o u  s expenditure of tax  
money. It just about equals the 
am ount paid into the Federal 
treasury  from 1900 un til 1940 
from  all tax  sources, for all 
phases of the U. S. G overnm ent. 
In o ther words, $98 billion of tax  
collections financed the U. S. 
governm ent from 1900 to 1940. 
And yet, from  1940 to 1954, our 
pocketbooks have been h it to the 
tune of $98 billion for foreign 
spending alone.

The purpose of th is gigantic 
expenditure was to strengthen 
our allies, “m ake friends and in ­
fluence people.” Taxpayers w ere 
told it was a good investm ent. 
How well we have strengthened 
our allies rem ains to be seen. 
The long-range economic strength  
of such nations as England, Ita ly  
and France, all operating w ith  a 
socialistic economic system , ce r­
tain ly  is w ide-open to question. 
O ur o ther objectives — m aking 
friends and influencing people 
—would seem to have missed 
fire  on the basis of au thentic re ­
ports.

newspapers, recently  w rote a 
series of articles based on firs t­
hand observations in Europe. He 
found w idespread antagonism  to 
w ard America. More recently  an 
Italian journalist, Indro Monta- 
nelli, of the Milan Corriere della 
Sera, w rote an article for his 
paper frankly  analyzing t h i s  
antagonism  which he considers 
to be w idespread throughout 
Europe.

“Why is Am erica so unpopular 
even in those countries which 
she has liverated  w ith  her arm y 
and subsequently  helped to re ­
build and rescue from sta rv a­
tion?” he asks. "It is a legitim ate 
question w hich I m yself would 
ask if I w ere an Am erican.” In 
helping Italy  and other European 
countries, at a sacrifice of money 
and men, the Am erican people, 
M ontanelli w rites, “asked for no 
colonies, no com m ercial servi­
tude. On the contrary, they ac­
cepted fu rth e r taxation  to succor 
the defeated.”

Europeans Envious
“All they asked,” he observes, 

“was that these defeated nations 
shou’d become better, th a t they 
should love each other and 
America, renounce their rival­
ries, carry out social reforms, and 
use DDT and refrigerators. And 
this is th e ir m istake. From  this 
developed the antagonism  to­
w ard America . . . The whole of 
Europe is envious of America, 
envious of h er power, her well 
being of those thousands of miles 
of ocean which still protect her 
from the calam ities to which we 
are directly  exposed.”

This was not en tirely  unfore­
seen. In 1946 I w rote in this 
column “Did you ever help a 
relative only to find out th a t the 
longer you helped him  and the 
m ore you helped him the angrier 
he became at you when you 
ceased to help him ?” At least 
the Italian  journalis t’s observa­
tions would indicate th a t our 
governm ent’s methods, calculated 
to “win friends and influence 
people,” at a cost of billions to 
the Am erican taxpayers, have 
been notably unsuccessful. A 
book has just been published on 
this subject. Its  title: Billions, 
Blunders and Baloney, Devin- 
A dair Co., New York). The au thor 
is Eugene W. Castle, who spent 
two years in  Europe gathering 
m aterial fo r the book.

Billions W asted
In his book, Mr. Castle, a 

form er new spaperm an, says th a t 
in fiscal 1954 a to tal of 10,171 per­
sons w ere on the U nited States 
Inform ation Agency payroll per­
forming an ineffective and large­
ly unused s e r v i c e  overseas. 
“Throughout the w o r  1 d,” he 
writes, “we w itness the sad 
spectacle of overstaffed and in ­
effective propaganda offices; of 
unrestrained o u t p o u r i n g  of 
American taxpayers’ m oney on 
callow, unproductive and all too 
often harm ful inform ation p ro ­
jects; and of steadily  dw indling 
good will for the United S tates in 
countries w here the dollars are 
being spent.”

The USIA was created specif­
ically to cultivate good will to ­
ward America. Mr. Castle ex ­
am ines also the Foreign O pera­
tions A dm inistration which was 
given m ore th an  $5 billion in

AMERICA has always honored

Christians honor their figh t­
ing men also. We recall with 
pride the victory of the  saints 
over sin and tem ptation. D ur­
ing Holy Week we commemorate 
the death  of C hristianity’s g reat­
est champion. For the  d ea th  of 
the God - man, 
the F o u n d e r  
of Christianity, 
was the greatest 
victory this tired 
ea rth  has ever 
witnessed. In  
death  J e s u s  
Christ conquered 
sin and re-open- 
ed the gates of 
Heaven to m an.

HIS BATTLE­
FIELD was a few square miles of 
the Holy City of Jerusalem . His 
allies were a scattered handful 
of brave women and cowardly 
men. His enemies were the re­
ligious and political leaders of 
Jerusalem.

Like m any of our war heroes 
of today, Jesus Christ underwent 
both m ental and physical to r­
ture. During the long Thursday 
night on which He was taken 
prisoner, He was subm itted to 
the cruel ordeal of a  tria l th a t  
was not Just, before Judges who 
knew no mercy. Friday m orn­
ing He was made the plaything 
of Roman m ercenaries. Finally 
on Friday noon He was nailed to

a cross and hung between ea rth  
and sky to aw ait His death.

Soil Conservation 
Notes

I t took rain, hail, sleet and 
snow to do it, bu t grain  fields 
received some m uch needed 
m oisture this week. The cold snap 
pu t a lot of insects and fru it trees 
out of business, but nobody is 
com plaining about the m oisture 
tha t w ill s ta rt grain, clover and 
grasses growing again.

Clover plantings have reached 
a new  high around M uenster as 
cooperators of the U pper Elm- 
Red Soil Conservation D istrict 
increase their acreage of this soil 
im proving legum e crop. Sweet 
clover m ade a bum per crop of 
seed last year and m any land- 
owners are tak ing  advantage of 
the p lentifu l supply of seed to 
get a crop of clover in their land 
in o rder to build up the  fertility , 
increase w ate r in take rates, p ro ­
tect the land from erosion and 
add valuable nitrogen and o r­
ganic m atter to the  soil.

Grass p lantings w h i c h  had 
slowed down because of dry  
w eather will be?in to roll again. 
Bruno F leitm an and Eddie Fleit- 
m an w orked together to sod 
Coastal Berm uda grass on a th ree 
acre w aterw ay on the  farm  
operated by Eddie. The w a te r­
way is a lane th a t has been 
widened to afford a safe outlet 
for terrace w ater. Coastal B er­
m uda is a more vigorous grow ­
ing and a h igher producting grass 
than  common Berm uda and is 
w inning w idespread favor w h er­
ever it is planted. C oastal will 
grow anyw here th a t common 
Berm uda w ill grow and w ill p ro ­
duce much m ore forage. Roy 
K ingery is p lan ting  five acres of 
this grass on his farm  near Dye 
Mound.

A nother grass th a t is gaining 
favor in use and popularity  
around M uenster is K ing Ranch 
Bluestem. It has been grown here 
for several years and is well 
liked. It is faster to establish 
than  the native grasses and 
grows faster, producing tw o seed 
crops a year. It is drought re ­
sistant and is good grass fo r con­
tro lling  erosion.
