
S o m e  in teresting  discussions
are  going on around town lately 
on suggested locations for the 
city sw im m ing pool. Three spots 
have been proposed, and each 
has its m erits, along w ith its de­
m erits. They are the city park, 
the  area a half block w est of 
Main on which one of the city 
wells is located, and the baseball 
park.

For the benefit of local citizens 
the  colum n will a ttem pt to ' en­
um erate here most of the m erits 
and dem erits m entioned in con­
nection w ith each location in the 
hope th a t people will consider 
each in the in terests of general 
com m unity w elfare and in re la ­
tion to fu tu re  com m unity develop­
ment.

F irst, then, le t's  consider the
city  park. From  a standpoint of 
natu ra l beauty it’s defin itely  the 
best location o f the three. It has 
trees and a creek. If brush were 
rem oved, a nice sod established, 
and tables and barbecue pits 
scattered  around it could be de­
veloped into a good looking 
place. Besides it already has some 
ch ild ren ’s playground equipm ent 
and p lenty  of room for tennis 
courts and other park  facilities. |

But it is the  least accessible of 
the th ree locations, it is unpleas­
an tly  close to odors from whey 
p its and stock pens, and it has 
mosquitoes. So w hile the place 
offers the best possibilities of 
them  all it  also presents the 
biggest problems. Odors and in ­
sects w ould have to be elim inated 
before the  place is desirable for 
a sw im m ing pool. So would the 
p r e s e n t  rough surroundings, 
among w hich a nice pool would 
be out of place. All of which in­
volves big problem s and big ex ­
penses.

In addition th ere’s the greater 
expense of building a pool there. 
The ex tra  pipe to bring w ater to 
it and cost of opening a street to 
it, under the highw ay overpass, 
would probably raise the price as 
m uch as $2,000. And even then 
it w ould be less accessible than 
o ther locations.

Considering all the  angles we 
m ight say our presen t question 
depends on the answ er to another 
question. Will M uenster spend 
the  tim e and m oney to m ake a 
really  good park  out of the loca­
tion? If not, the  place is the 
least desirable. If so, it is w orth 
considering along w ith the other 
proposed spots.

A noiher l o c a t i o n  long con­
sidered is th a t n ea r the No. 1 
well. Ju s t a ha lf block off Main, 
it is easy to reach, much more 
convenient especially for chil­
dren who leave it afoot after 
dark , rand also free of the hazards 
of a railroad  crossing. As regards 
bu ild ing  expense, it  is probably 
the  best the  city can offer. Con­
struction w ill be a cinch in the 
gravel form ation and very little  
pipe is needed to reach the pool. 
However, the place is also the 
bleakest in town. Not a tree on 
the  w hole area, and a very 
ord inary  view in every direction. 
Lending a little  beauty  to the 
place w ould require a sizeable 
expenditure, and besides, it  has 
only a sm all area for the addi­
tion of k iddies’ equipm ent, ten ­
nis courts, etc. And it  would de­
m and some expenditure to im ­
prove streets, alley, and a parking 
lot.

The other suggested location
w as firs t m entioned only a few 
days ago. I t’s the baseball park, 
and a t least two spots on it have 
been proposed as locations for the 
pool. It m ight be in the southwest 
corner, betw een the  w ater tow er 
and Second S treet w ith bath 
house facilities extending to the 
east. O r it m ight be in the no rth ­
w est corner. It e ither case it is 
believed th a t the pool and shower 
house can be sqeezed in.

The place offers two of the 
advantages found w est of Main. 
Accessibility a n d  conveniently 
available w ater supply. Presence 
o f rock near the surface would in ­
crease build ing costs, b u t on the 
o ther hand the  presence of a l­
ready developed streets would 
elim inate the  expense of street 
im provem ents. Considering su r­
roundings it is also about the  
m ost desirable place in town. 
Only a block from  Main and 
surrounded by developed res­
idential area, it is convenient and 
m ore pleasing to the  eye.

But it too presents problems. 
F irst of all it  isn’t  at a ll agreed 
th a t the area is large enough for 
both  a good pool and a good

Service to God and m an ra ther 
than the attainm ent of w ealth 
ought to be the goal of young 
m en and women in planning their 
educational careers, B rother Elmo 
Bransby, 'C S C ., president of St.

In this age of m aterialism , Bro­
ther Elmo said, it is m ore im ­
portan t than ever before to 
establish basic principles in h a r­
mony w ith  the absolutes of tru th  
and goodness as guides to one’s 
fu ture thinking. He pointed out 
th a t the ideal to seek in educa­
tion is a m ind th a t knows tru th  
and a heart th a t loves it. Such 
a m ind w ill also include the 
C hristian v irtues of charity ,» hu ­
m ility and tolerance along w ith 
em otional m aturity  and stability 
of judgm ent.

As a standard  of true C hristian 
education B rother Elmo quoted 
from Palonius’ words to Laertes 
in the Shakespearian d r a m a :  
“Above all, to thine own self be 
true . . . for then thou cannot be 
false to anyone.”

The speaker was introduced by 
J. W. Fisher, a m em ber of the 
K of C state committee on higher 
education. District Deputy A r­
th u r Endres also talked briefly on 
the I< of C student loan fund 
w hich is available to  sons and 
daughters of members.

The rem ainder of the program  
featured several num bers by the 
M uenster High band, a skit p re ­
sented by students of Sacred 
H eart High, and the  regular 
business m eeting of the  Catholic 
Youth Council.

A fterw ard the CYC members 
had a lunch and social in the 
parish hall.

District Governor 
Of Lions Talks on

The district governor called a t­
tention to the first two letters 
of the word “Lions”, a t t h e . top 
of the  emblem.

And 
let the second stand for in te l­
ligence. Not necessarily a high 
standard  of book learning bu t the 
good judgm ent to weigh the 
m erits of issues and decide in the 
best in terests of all. Then, adding 
the rem aining letters he form ed 
the slogan “Liberty, Intelligence, 
Our Nation’s Safety.”

He suggested that the "L ” in 
the center of the em blem  be 
accepted as symbolizing Loyalty. 
Loyalty to  one’s church and 
country and family, loyalty also 
to one’s club to the ex ten t of co­
operating in its program.

Referring to  the lions’ heads at 
each side of the emblem, Curtis 
said he liked to th ink  of them  as 
sentinels, guarding the ideals 
symbolized on the rest of the 
emblem.

He then  said that all the o r­
ganization’s ideals can be com­
bined into the  sim ple two word 
slogan “We Serve”, w hich was

A field crew  to gather data 
for the jobs is expected to start 
w orking in a few weeks.

F irst funds will be 
available a short tim e la te r after 
w hich the city w ill subm it its 
first order for m aterials.

COLLEGE STATION — W heat 
growers will heap their 1955 pro­
duction on an estim ated national 
carryover of some 1,000,000,000 
bushels. And, as a result, the  gov­
ernm ent’s support program  is ex ­
pected to hold up the price.

Based on c u r r e n t  prospects, 
carryover stocks probably w ill be 
reduced during the 1954-55 m ar­
keting year w ith fu rth e r cuts 
due the following year.

John  G. McHaney, extension 
farm  economist, says total w heat 
supplies for the cu rren t m ark e t­
ing year will approach 1,884,000,- 
000 bushels, the largest in history.

The economist expects w heat 
exports to rise above last year.

He says dom estic consum ption 
and exports are expected to top 
the 850,000,000 bushel crop in 
prospect for ’55, m aking possible 
the reduction in carryover stocks.

F illing  ou t his 
e m p l o y m e n t  application, he 
w rote th a t he had had one year 
of a college engineering course, 
then  had been in the Navy, and, 
afterw ard, had w orked several 

1 years in  New York.
However, w hen he testified  be- 

I fore the House com m ittee under 
I oath—faced w ith  th e  penalty  of 
| perju ry—he told the  tru th : th a t 
he’d  received a bachelor-of- 
electrical-engineering degree only 
tw o w eeks before applying a t 
the F lin t auto p lant. W hen asked 
w hether he was a Communist, 
he took the F ifth  A m endm ent. 
The FBI undercover m an te s ti­
fied th a t he was an im portan t 
Com m unist d o i n g  im portant 
Com m unist work. And signifi­
cantly, he had hidden his p ro­
fessional engineering qualifica­
tions in order to get a job on 
the  assembly line, join the union 
and do h i s  poisonous w ork 
among the thousands o f hourly 
employees.

Astonishing Facts
A nother w itness who took the 

| F ifth  Am endm ent, had applied 
for assem bly line w ork in an ­
o ther b ig  autom obile p lan t in 
F lint. A lthough he was a college 
graduate, holding a bachelor’s 
degree, he too hid the  fact and 
took an hourly wage job. In his 
application he said th a t for two 
and a half years he had worked 
fo r a D etroit fence company. 
W hen the auto com pany sent a 
questionnaire to the D etroit firm, 
a le tte r came back from  the 
com pany’s “co-owner”.

A  New Pro ject
These a re  some understanda­

ble reasons w hy it is so v ita lly  
im portan t for every Am erican 
citizen, young and old, to u n d er­
stand the  na tu re  of th is pow er­
fu l conspiracy w orking against 
our nation, and the  m ethods 
used by its agents and fellow  
travelers. Education in the tech­
niques of Com munism  should 
especially be m ade ava ilab le  to 
college students—in fact to all 
youth. A t H arding College, in 
Searcy, there is being created  a 
special section in the college 
lib rary  for books and m aterials 
on Com munism  and its su b ­
versive tactics and techniques.

The foundation books for this 
section w ere purchased w ith  a 
gift from  a m an who feels, as I 
do, th a t we can’t  begin to  resist 
Com munism  un til we clearly 
understand  its nature, its tactics 
and  techniques.

The new  lib rary  section will 
contain not only books on the 
subject b u t also the p rin ted  r e ­
ports o f every  Congressional and 
legislative com m ittee th a t has 
w orked to expose Com m unist 
in filtration  and propaganda and 
w arn the A m erican people of the 
g reat danger existing. I t  is quite 
a project, and in tim e perhaps it 
m ay become a pattern  for lib ra r­
ies everyw here. I hope so.

I WONDER IF THE HISTORY
OF LAW does not show th a t 
from  time to tim e there h as  been 
a dangerous emphasis on either 
the rights of the Individual m an 
or on the im portance of hum an 
society. I t  h as  been ra th e r dif­
ficult a t  tim es to find the  proper 
balance between m an  and so­
ciety.

During the 10th century the 
em phasis was on the  rights of 
the Individual.
We can see It 
was wrong to  a l­
low the  strong 
to c r u s h  the  
weak. R i g h t s  
h a v e  m eaning 
for all m en and 
not o n l y  for 
those who have 
the  p o w e r  to 
enforce them . Cushing

TODAY WE ARE STRIVING 
desperately to  avoid the  danger 
of s ta te  absolutism. W hen the 
s ta te  becomes too powerful it  
defeats its  own purpose: the 
helping of its members to help 
themselves. St. Thomas Aquinas 
indicated the middle path for us.

“Every creature belongs natur­
ally to God. Hence both angels 
and  m en love God before them ­
selves and w ith a  greater love. 
If  they love them selves more 
th an  God, their love le perverse.”

IN OTHER WORDS, th e  strong­
est tendency In th e  hum an soul 
is to love God, not to  love self 
or the state. This to not a revo­
lutionary teaching. B ut it  does 
throw light on one im portant

Middle? It's Tops!
A fter a v isit to the homes of 

several average A m erican factory 
employees, during a p lan t inspec­
tion  tour in the  M i d w e s t ,  a 
Frenchm an said he was. able at 
last to understand  w hy there  were 
no “classes” in  our society.

“I found th a t even the  basically 
unskilled  w orkers could afford to 
own good homes, good cars, re ­

tru th : the  goal of all hum an 
activity is the  possession of God.

Our professional and com­
mercial relationships w ith one 
another are no exception. Civil 
law, whatever be Its more im ­
m ediate object, m ust concern 
Itself ultim ately w ith the  efforts 
of m en to realize happiness in 
the  possession of God.

NINETEENTH-CENTURY LIB­
ERALISM did no t fa il because 
it insisted on the  sacred char­
acter of the  rights of th e  in ­
dividual. If we ask ourselves 
honestly why It did fail, we m ust 
answer th a t  it did no t afford 
sufficient safeguard against th e  
corrupting force of hum an sel­
fishness.

Again if we ask ourselves why 
we fear the  socialistic tendencies 
of m odem  governments, we. m ust 
answer th a t  we fear them  be­
cause the benevolent s ta te  tends 
to become a  paternalistic s ta te  
and v/en tually  a  despotic state. 
H um an selfishness and the  to ­
ta lita rian  sta te  are the  enemies 
which the  law, in  cooperation 
w ith all o ther constructive 
forces of hum an  society, m ust 
strive to  keep under control.

THESE HOSTILE INFLUENCES 
can be controlled by placing God 
above them  both. Only when 
m en’s lives a re  governed by rev­
erence for God’s law, and when 
civil au thority  recognizes God as 
the  source of its  power, will we 
have assurance th a t  th e  abuses 
of th e  p ast will not be repeated 
and the  perils of the  present ef­
fectively forestalled.

It’s Important to 
Know What to do 
In Case of Fire

SAN ANTONIO—If you sud­
denly w ake up and sm ell smoke, 
do you know w hat to do until 
the firem en come?

Few people do, Southw est R e­
search C enter fire  technologists 
have discovered. And knowing 
w hat to do—and w hat no t to  do— 
m ight save your life.

“P u t your hand  on the  bedroom  
door,” advises Calvin Yuill, d i­
rector of fire technology at South­
w est Research Center, who has 
prepared a “check list” of w hat 
to do in case of hom e fires. “If 
the door is warm , don’t  open it.

“The d ra ft m ight fan the  blaze, 
or hot gasses and sm oke could 
overcome you. G et out a window 
as soon as possible. Jum p  if you 
have to. A few broken bones are 
b e tte r than being burned to 
death .”

However, if you m ust go out 
the door, Y uill advises you to 
w rap a w et b lanket or towel 
around your head and crawl 
across the  floor.

H eat rises and it  is coolest near 
the floor. The w et towel w ill 
also absorb some of the gases.

Yuill has a w ord of advice for 
home fire figh ters try in g  to put 
out a sm all blaze:

“Call the fire  departm ent first. 
Then try  to pu t it out. Don’t w ait 
to see if you can handle it. It 
m ay spread badly before the fire ­
m en can get there.”

If a fry ing pan of grease catches 
fire, don’t throw  w ater on it, 
said Yuill. G rab a cover th a t fits 
and sm other the  flam e or throw 
baking soda on it. Baking soda is 
a good h o m e m a d e  fire  ex ­
tinguisher and is used in  m any 
commercial extinguishers.

If a curtain  catches fire,—pull 
it down and stom p on it  or douse 
it w ith  w ater. C urtains w ill not 
burn  easily if you rinse them  in 
a boric acid solution when you

w ash them . You m ake it  buy 
using nine ounces of Borax and 
four ounces of Boric Acid to a 
gallon of water.

“F ire  prevention is the  m ajor 
p a rt o f cure,” Yuill said. “Every 
hom e should have a good garden 
hose perm anen tly  connected to an 
inside w ate r supply, and periodic 
hom e fire  drills.”

Don’t  leave a ru g  over a floor 
furnace. It holds the heat in so 
th a t it builds up.

Don’t p u t pennies o r tin  foil 
behind fuses or use 30 am p fuses 
in  place of 15 or 20 am p fuses. 
You are  throw ing out the p ro ­
tection you had and are liable 
to cause a fire.

F rayed  lam p and appliance

cords a re  dangerous. R e p l a c e  
them.

N ever have a fire  in the  f ire ­
place w ithout a screen in  fron t 
of it. D on’t  use flam m able clean ­
ing fluids. They can cause a flash
fire.

Above all, if you do have a fire, 
keep calm, advises Yuill. The 
F ire  D epartm ent can get to your 
house w ith in  10 m inutes.

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Taxpayers Favored 
In Revised Income 
Tax Regulations

U nder the 1954 revenue act, all 
persons who have a gross in ­
come over $600 m ust file  income 
ta x  re turns, except if the  ta x ­
payer is 65 or older he need not 
file a re tu rn  unless he has gross 
incom e over $1,200. This is be­
cause persons who are 65 or 
older have two exem ptions w hich 
au tom atically  elim inate any tax  
liab ility  for incom e under $1,200.

The old established date  of 
M arch 15 by w hich income tax  
re tu rn s  m ust be filed has been 
abolished. All federal tax  re tu rns 
fo r individuals m ay now be filed 
on o r before April 15. A lthough 
m any persons believe th a t a tax  
re tu rn  need only be postm arked 
by th e  due date, such is not the  
in ten t of the  statute. Tax re tu rns 
a re  supposed to be in th e  office 
of the  In ternal R evenue Service 
by  th e  due date  specified.

D eclarations of estim ated tax  
are  requ ired  from  all persons 
who expect gross income of m ore 
th an  $400, p lus $600 tim es the 
num ber of exem ptions w hich 
m ay be claim ed, if m ore than  
$100 of the  incom e w ill not be 
sub jec t to w ithholding. Single 
persons w ith  m ore than  $5,000

and m arried  persons w ith  more 
than $10,000 expected gross in ­
come m ust file declarations of 
estim ated tax  even though all of 
the income is subject to w ith ­
holding.

D eclarations of estim ated tax, 
except those for farm ers, m ust 
be filed by April 15. L ike the in ­
come tax  re turn , this date is one 
m onth la ter than before. How­
ever, the  quarte rly  installm ent 
paym ent dates rem ain the sam e 
—June 15, Septem ber 15, and 
the  last one on Jan u ary  15 of the 
following year

If a person, other than a farm ­
er, desires to file his income tax  
re tu rn  and pay his tax  in full, 
he m ay do this on or before 
Jan u a ry  15 instead of paying his 
last quarte rly  installm ent. It does 
not relieve anyone from  filing  
the  original declaration of esti­
m ated tax  and m aking three 
paym ents on it. However, in 
most cases this provision does 
remove the possibility of a pen­
alty for an  under estim ate of tax  
liability. Farm ers have special 
provisions concerning declara­
tions of estim ated tax.

The penalty  for underpaym ent 
of tax  liability  on the  declara­
tion of estim ated tax  has been 
reduced. T here is now no un d er­
paym ent if the taxpayer rem its 
at least 70% of his tax  as shown 
on his final tax  re tu rn . If there 
is an  underpaym ent, the penalty  
is only 6% per annum  interest 
on the additional am ount which 
should have been rem itted . I t  is 
expected that there w ill be more 
stric t enforcem ent of this p ro­
vision in the fu tu re  by the  In te r­
nal R evenue Service.
