Something new and inspiring

in this community’s religious
activity started Wednesday night
in a series of lectures intended
to explain Catholicism to people
not of the faith. The local series
is part of a diocesan-wide move-
ment known as a Crusade for
Souls.

Bishop Gorman along with all
the participating clergy and lay-
men have one primary purpose
in mind, to bring new members
into the church and to bring
back former members who have
drifted away. However, there is
another purpose also, which in
itself would be abundant reason
for conducting the lectures. That
is to create a better spirit of un-
derstanding and tolerance be-
tween Catholics and members of
other creeds.

It is high time the Catholics of
America take on such a project.
Without doubt theirs is the most
misunderstood of all the Christ-
ian denominations. And the fault
is altogether their own. More
than any other group they have
maintained an attitude of smug
satisfaction, seldom bothering to
invite others to their services or
making any effort to clear up
misunderstandings. There were
exceptions, of course, but the ef-
forts of the comparative few were
hardly noticeable among the
many who did and said nothing.

An old Indian proverb says
that no man is fit to judge another
until he has walked a while in
his moccasins, It is a fact that we
understand a person better when
we know more about his prob-
lems. The same applies in re-
ligion. The more we know about
another’s creed the more under-
standing we can be. So, it's just a
matter of good judgment for
Catholics to tell more about their
religion,

Tolerance and understanding
are not the only benefits to be
derived. Nowadays especially it
is equally important for all
Christians to realize they are
members of Christ’s big spiritual
family and must stand together
against a world menace that
threatens them all.

Fairly recent evidence of this
fact appeared in a crackpot letter
to a daily paper. The writer, who
may have been more of a clever
propagandist than a nut, raved
that Catholicism is more of a
threat to civilization than com-
munism. Claimed that the pope
is striving to dominate the world
and has the support of all Cath-
olics. And more such absurdity.
Among informed people the
guy’s tirade cannot get far. But
there are some Christians who
can be impressed, perhaps even
to the extent of throwing their
support to the red side in its
clashes with the church. It’s both
sad and alarming that Christians
allow themselves to be split up
in this manner. But it is hap-
pening, and it is helping to pro-
long the power of the red menace.

So, the series of crusade Jec-
tures offers great possibilities,
temporally as well as spiritually.
Lives can be enriched by the
tolerance and understanding it
will impart. Personal and national
welfare can be enhanced by the
common aims it will reveal.
Spiritual comfort can be sub-
stituted for the doubts and mis-
conceptions it will remove.

Pleasing news is the report that
US is ready to clobber the reds,
and good, if they decide to start
a war. That's almost an assurance
that we will not have war. Reds
will not try under that condition.

The big question, however, is
how to get rid of communism.
Just checking further conquest is
not enough. It has to be wiped
out before people can be free.
So, do we just wait and hope that
the oppressed countries can do
the job themselves? Or do we
encourage and support their cam-
paign of liberation?

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Crusade Lecture
Urges Unity Based
On Eternal Truths

Speaking on “Religion .in a
Changing World” in the first of
a series of lectures in the Crusade
for Souls in Sacred Heart High
School Wednesday night, Father
Louis Deuster emphasized that
truth goes on and on without
changing even though conditions
customs and methods are chang-
ing every day.

Though man has advanced
through many stages of progress
he is still bound by the same
eternal laws that applied thou-
sands of years ago. It is still a
sin to steal no matter how clever-
ly a man continues to take
another’s property. It is still
wrong to transgress any law of
God.

Because of their common be-
lief in these eternal truths,
Father Louis said, it behooves
members of all denominations to
live in harmony and under-
standing, united against the evils
of false ideas and isms.

He explained that the purpose
of the lectures is to present be-
liefs of the Catholic religion in
order to attain a greater degree
of mutual respect and under-
standing, not to lure anyone
away from his chosen religion.
He added, however, that more
than 80 million people in this
country have no definite religious
beliefs, and any such are in-
vited to inquire farther into the
Catholic church. He also empha-
sized that all are welcome at any
of the Catholic services.

He closed his talk with a 15
minute explanation of prayers
and rituals in the Sacrifice of the
Mass, which is the principal
service in the Catholie church, as
pictures were projected on a
screen. His explanation reaching
to the consecration, will be con-
cluded at the next lecture.

He also announced that the
next lecture, next Wednesday,
will be preceded by a tour
through the church.

Soil Conservation
Notes

As the days get longer and
warmer and things begin to
green up, farmers who are work-
ing together in the Upper Elm-
Red Soil Conservation District
know that it is time to begin
thinking of the health and safety
of their pasture grasses.

Farmers and ranchers around
Muenster have permitted their
pastures to rest for some tifne
while grain fields were being
grazed, but most of this has
stopped and cattle has been
moved to let grain start making
a seed crop.

Winter growing grasses in pas-
tures have had a chance to grow
and will furnish much needed
grazing. Lack of moisture has kept
these grasses from making large
growth and will hold summer
growing grasses back.

Farmers who have looked
ahead are better prepared to
handle both these problems. They
have planted enough acreage of
vetch or have enough second year
clover to tide them over until
summer grasses have had a
chance to make some growth. By
looking still farther ahead these
same farmers can see that it is
time to start resting a pasture to
be used while they defer their
summer growing grasses from
grazing during the months of
June, July and August and on
until the first killing frost comes.
By use of the vetch and clover
and the pasture to be rested dur-
ing summer and fall months they
will have grazing from now un-
til June.

Clover is still being planted
around Muenster but is tapering
off some because the most profit-
able planting dates—Feb. 15 to
April 1—are rapidly running out.

A. V. Freeman of Forestburg
has sodded a waterway to serve
as an outlet for a diversion ter-
race which will protect bottom-
land fields from hillwater. Clif-
ford Richardson of Freemound
has sodded a waterway to Ber-
muda. Other waterways still re-
main to be sodded to Bermuda or
seeded to K.R. and will be tended
to soon.

Levi Busby of Saint Jo has two
new farm ponds which will al-
low better grass management by
distribution of water, J. A. Sto-
vall recently completed a pond
for livestock water on his farm
at Leo.

A good rain now would speed
up and help grass planting and
other conservation measures.

Report Shows Eight
Local Herds in High
Production Bracket

Eight Muenster dairymen,
members of the Cooke County
DHIA, had high producing herds
for the month of February but
fell short of qualifying for the
three top positions, according to
a summary of the month.

Richard Frasher of Gainesville
pushed his Holsteins to the num-
ber one spot in both milk and
butterfat production with aver-
ages of 46 pounds of butterfat per
animal and an average milk
production of 1,220 pounds.

Runner-up honors went to Hi-
Lo Farm cows with a 40 pound
butterfat average and the Pete
Prescher and Hoedebeck & Myers
herds tied for third spot with a
36 pound average. The Prescher
herd was second in milk produc-
tion with 1,120 pounds average
and Hi-Lo animals came in third
with an average of 1,110 pounds.

Local dairymen with high herds
for the month were Alfred Bayer,
Paul Fetsch, John Knabe, Joe
Fisher, Paul Fisher, J. W. Fleit-
man, Martin Bayer and C. A.
Fisher, in that order based on
B.F. averages.

Twenty-one herds comprising
542 cows were tested during
February. Cows producing 40
pounds of B.F. or over totaled 205.
Average pounds of milk per cow
were 790 and average pounds of
butterfat added to 31.

There are 608 cows in the as-
sociation of which Alfred Bayer
of Muenster is president and Paul
Fetsch, also of Muenster, is secre-
tary-treasurer.
