~ In his “Town Topies” column
in the Gainesville Register last
Saturday, A. Morton Smith pub-
lished a correspondent’s letter re-
commending a super duper con-
solidated school in Gainesville to
serve all of Cooke County.

The writer points out that “one
of the main reasons people like

to live in Denton is because of|

the splendid school town it is.
Where the school children are, so
also are the parents. Why can’t
Gainesville at least get started by
having a good, first class school
supported by a large independent
district? The valuation is in this
county and some means should
be to get it in the Gainesville
district.

“A. county-wide district should
be given some serious study and
action. This will bring more
money to Gainesville than all the
half-factories.”

What the correspondeni sug-
gests, in plain words, is that
Gainesville should find a way to
make property owners all over
the county pay to the support of
a magnificient central school sys-
tem in Gainesville and then send
their children on that long daily
bus ride to and from Gainesville.

It would be fine indeed for the
folks of Gainesville . ., . to push
off a big portion of the financial
burden, and all the inconven-
ience, on people who live miles
from the dream school. It would
be quite desirable also to center
all control in the thickly popu-
lated urban area and let the
country cousins fret over policies
and tax rates -and lack of rep-
resentation on the school board.

The essence of the quotation
seems to be expressed in the last
sentence: ‘“This will bring more
money to Gainesville than all the
half factories.” Yes, it's a neat
plan to make residents in the far
corners of the county pour their
money into Gainesville.

But is it really such a wise
idea? Even from the standpoint
of Gainesville people? Will their
city gain in the long run when
outlying communities are hurt as
a result of this school monopoly?
What will happen to Gainesville
revenue when smaller towns fade
away and tax valuations fall?

About twenty years ago a group
of civic leaders in Dallas formed
an organization to help promote
the welfare their city. Among
the policies they adopted was one
to give all possible help toward
increasing the prosperity of small
towns in the Dallas trade area,
their theory being that some of
the money made in that area will
eventually find its way to Dallas.
They were staking the welfare of
their city on the welfare of com-
munities supporting Dallas,

Among the many means they
recommend toward that end is a
constantly improving local school
system. And they have conducted
many surveys revealing that com-
munities which lost their schools
gradually faded away.

Now let's apply this all-county
school scheme to Muenster, and
try to visualize the result. Muens-
ter is no different from those
other communities and could
hardly be expected to be an ex-
ception:  Deprived of its school,
it would be hurt, and plenty, and
would gradually deteriorate into
a ghost town, The same would
happen to the surrounding farm
area. Farmers with spunk and
initiative just don’t stay with a
declining community. They go
where they can do better.

Figure that sort of development
and what's left for Gainesville.
The fat tax revenue which was
viewed with a covetous eye be-
comes considerable less than it
used to be.

And what of other revenue?...
those thousands of dollars Muens-
ter people now spend in Gaines-
ville every day? Yes, that’s right.
Thousands of dollars worth of
checks on the Muenster bank are
gent back here daily by the
Gainesville banks. Those checks
are deposited by business men
all over Gainesville. Besides that,
lots of purchases are paid off in
cash, A fair estimate is that
Gainesville wholesalers and re-
tailers get as much as 3 million
dollars a year from the Muenster
community.

And the tax money some peo-
ple have their eye on comes to
about $40,000 a year. The day
Gainesville takes that $40,000 its
daily flow of revenue starts slow-
ing down, and before long the tax

The State of Texas is 106 high-
way deaths behind the 1952 total
for a comparable period. This de-
creasing rate may be held and
even improved- upon although
the “deadly” holiday season is
fast approaching. With winter
and holiday travel only a weather
change away, it would be wise for
all those who have not had their
vehicles inspected to do so now.

The very essentials of winter
driving — proper brakes, lights,
horn and windshield wiper opera-
tion — are the backbone of the
new Motor Vehicle Inspection
program. We can, therefore, do
our winter driving safely and
with fewer operational worries,
as well as avoid the last minute
Spring Inspection rush, if we will
have our vehicles inspected be-
tween now and Christmas.

Rains said that of all the cars
inspected so far, records show
that 58% need some adjustment
or repair. 7% alone needed brake
adjustments while 34% needed
headlight corrections. At the same
time, total cost of inspection has
averaged only $1.77 per car which
includes the price of the inspec-
tion. Rains said that this was
probably the most reasonable life
insurance being sold in Texas to-
day. He urges each .owner to go
today to the inspection station of
his choice. Tomorrow may be too
late.

Time to January

The Texas FEducation agency
has ruled that enumeration for
the 1954-55 school census will be
taken in January  instead of
March as has been the custom in
the past,«County Superintendent
of Schools W. E. Chalmers an-
nounced today.

Deadline for census enumera-
tion will be Feb, 1, two months
ahead of the deadline in years
past.

All scholastics who have
reached their sixth birthdays on
or before Sept. 1, 1954, and who
will not have reached their 18th
birthdays on that date, are to be
counted in the census.

Scholastics who plan to be
transferred from their present
resident district to another for
school purposes must be trans-

| ferred by June 1, 1954. This dead-

line is also two months ahead of
the previous deadline for trans-
fers.

Chalmers said the census date
was moved up in order to have
the revised ecensus rolls in the
hands of all school districts by
Sept. 1. This will enable the dis-
tricts to know exactly what their
per capita apportionment will be!
before the new school term
opens.

He said that final reviews of
the census always turns up sev-
eral duplications. o

“Let it be taught in schools, in
seminaries, and in colleges; let it

be written in primers, in Spem"gldetail

books and in almanacs; let it be
preached from the pulpit, ‘
claimed in legislative halls, and |
enforced in courts of justice.

Lincoln knew, as well as any
man of history, that the great
founding documents of America
breathed the spirit of Christianity
and provided the framework for
maintaining the nation’s strength
and the individual’s freedom.
Benjamin Franklin, who helped
frame the Constitution, had
known this too. When the work
on the Constitution had been
finished, he said to the Conven-
tion delegates: “You have a Re-
public—if you can keep it!"

Article III acknowledges
the sanctity of private property—
prohibiting the quartering of
soldiers in any house without
consent of the owners.

the nature of the accusation; the|
right to be confronted with the
accusers, to subpoena defense wit-
and to have access to
counsel. Article VII provides
similar rights in civil cases ac-
cording to the rules of the com-
mon law. Article VIII restricts
bail to a reasonable amount and
prohibits excessive fines and
cruel and unusual punishments.

Article IX makes it clear that
the-Constitution points to certain
rights specifically but that in .so
doing it does not deny or dis-
parage other rights retained by
Article X is the
“States’ Rights” amendment. It
says: “The powers not delegated
to the United States by the Con-
stitution, nor prohibited by it to
the States,’ are reserved to the
States respectively,” or to the
people.” This Bill of Rights spells
out some important freedoms. But
they cannot survive unless the
citizens enjoying them accept the|
individual responsibilities which
are the price of freedom.

Christmas Trees
Are Fire Hazards

That Christmas tree in your
home this season can easily be-
come the center of a tragedy un-
less you take a few precautions.

Texas was lucky Ilast year.
Only 14 Christmas tree fires were
reported, with property damage
totaling $33,298. But the Texas
Insurance Advisory Association,
which keeps such figures, says
Christmas tree fires annually
take about 100 lives over the na-
tion and destroy thousands of
dollars in property.

To help keep your Christmas
merry, the fire insurance experts
suggest the following safety rules.

1. Choose a small tree. It’s safer
than a large one.

2. Don’t set it up until a few
days before iIChristmas, and then

be sure to buy a tree that is|

freshly cut.

3. Then stand it in water and

put in the coolest part of the|

house, away from radiators or
open gas heaters. Cut off the
trunk diagonally at least an inch
above the original cut end.

4. Avoid using cotton or paper
decorations, and never place an
electric train under the tree.

5. Be sure your electric light-
ing sets are in good working
order and bear a label indicating
that they have been approved by
Underwriters’' Laboratories, Inc.

6. Never leave the lights burn-
ing when no one is in the house.

7. Place the tree so that its ac-
cidental burning would not ignite
curtains or other combustible
furnishings, or block off an exit.

8. When the needles start fal-
ling take the tree down and dis-
card it immediately.

‘Cooperators of the Upper Elm-
Red Soil Conservation District
have proved that it pays to farm
the conservation way.

Lonnie Young of Forestburg has
found that vetch and phosphate
pay. He conducted a series of
tests this year with hegari fol-
lowing vetch and phosphate, and
hegari on similar land that had
grown no vetch.

Here's what he has to say about
the results: “My hegari follow-
ing two years of vetch under
which 200 pounds of 45 per cent
phosphate per acre had been ap-
plied the first year yielded easily
30 bushels of grain per acre;
hegari on land that had grown
no vetch did not return seed.

(vetch plowed under

When the dry spell hit, the hegari
on non-vetch land just didn’t

stand up. The other hegari grew
off better and was not hurt as
bad by the drouth.”

The value of this increase of
30 bushels of hegari on vetch land
figured at current prices of $2.50
per hundred gives an income of
$30.00 per acre over and above
what was produced on the non-
vetch land. Just another example
of how conservation farming
pays.

Many local farmers are realiz-
ing the value of vetch from the
acres they have planted this year.
They are getting ground cover
and grazing now while raising soil
fertility for following crops.

There are several reasons why
crops yield more following vetch.
Vetch adds nitrogen to the soil
thru its root nodules. Second,
as green
manure increases organic matter
in the soil. This in turn allows
more moisture to be held by the
soil and adds more nutrients as
the organic matter decays. Vetch
is a phosphate lover and max-
