
George Sokolsky in  his syndi­
cated colum n Monday presents 
the  hum iliating fact th a t Com­
m unist China has ju st defeated a 
com bination of seventeen W est­
ern  nations, including the United 
S tates and 'Great Britain.

We’re not willing, of course, 
to accept th a t statem ent as a 
fact. In the  firs t place we can 
claim that m ost of the UN p a r­
ticipants furnished so little  in 
m anpow er and m aterial that they 
can hard ly  be classified as figh t­
ers. Besides we can call on the 
t e s t i m o n y  of G enerals Mac- 
A rthur, Ridgway, V an F leet and 
C lark  to support a contention that 
the UN forces had plenty of op­
portun ity  to win but were p re­
vented from  doing so by political 
interference. In our own minds 
we are convinced that, th e  re ­
sulting  stalem ate, w hile highly 
exasperating, was fa r from a 
defeat.

B ut th a t isn 't w hat counts. The
im portant point here is th a t we 
have left Red China in a position 
to brag th a t it has won the war, 
and we have done nothing to con­
vince the vast millions of Asiatics 
th a t the  reds are feeding them  
false propaganda.

For practical purposes we have 
to adm it th a t we are the losers 
if the people of Asia th ink  we 
are. It m eans that w e have lost 
in prestige before the  world. It 
m eans th a t the  rem aining people 
of Asia, w ith  less confidence in 
the W estern powers, w ill have 
less heart to resist the  continued 
spread of communism.

From  a m ilitary  view point we 
have done a m agnificent job. 
F ighting un d er the  most absurd 
set of handicaps ever imposed on 
any force, we attained the goal 
in our policy of containm ent. We 
stopped the  aggressors pushed 
them  back across the 38th parallel 
and held them  there  until they 
w ere ready to quit. B ut in the 
m eantim e we allowed them  to 
increase their strength  and spread 
their influence elsew here in Asia. 
We allowed the red-infested  UN 
to dictate policies which, in the 
end, give substance to the red 
claim of victory. Considering the 
over-all picture we have to adm it 
th a t Red .C hina is correct in its 
boast of having defeated 17 na­
tions.

A very considerable phase of
the com m unist victory is the split 
that has developed betw een the 
United States and England, and 
the m uch stronger pro-com munist 
attitude th a t has developed in 
India. Both nations are support­
ing the red side in Asiatic poli­
tics. Both are scared 6tiff of 
w hat the reds will do to them  
if they decline to string along 
w ith  Moscow, which is only an­
o ther way of indicating th a t they 
are losing confidence in the W est­
ern  p o w e r s ,  particu larly  the 
United States. And there  is an ­
o ther absurdity. How can Britain 
and India en tertain  hopes of 
fu tu re  w elfare by supporting the 
reds in w orld politics? Haven’t 
they learned yet th a t th is is only 
deeding the m onster th a t in ­
tends to  devour them ?

H enry Cabot Lodge is m aking 
a valiant effort to form  a UN 
peace delegation th a t can be 
counted on to give the  non­
com m unist world a fa ir deal. If 
he succeeds, well and good. If 
he fails we hope he will have the 
support of our governm ent to 
m ake a stand then and there in 
the  in terests of hum anity and 
common sense. This farce can’t be 
perm itted  to  go on. I t ’s tim e the 
molly coddling nations of the 
world who try  to horse trade 
w ith  the  reds, were told to stand 
up and be counted. I t’s tim e to 
bust the com m unist appeasing 
UN wide open w ith the  declara­
tion of a self respecting policy 
and an appeal to all self respect­
ing nations to join now in an u n ­
re len ting  and determ ined cru­
sade against the red scourge.

There's no point in kidding 
ourselves on this issue. The reds 
them selves served notice long ago 
th a t they intend to dom inate the 
world, and they have m ade a 
g reat deal of progress toward 
th e ir goal w hile the free nations 
piddled around. We’ve got to stop 
piddling soon, or it w ill be too 
late. Lots of countries know that 
and they can be counted on to 
get on the righ t side of the line 
. . .  if our country has the cour­
age to draw  it.

sites.

E m m itt Yoder s a i d  Tuesday 
th a t of the 18 sites p lanned on 
Big Elm above the confluence of 
B rushy  Elm 13 are  cleared and 
some of the  others w ill probably 
be cleared in a few days.

T he aim of th e  SCS m en is to 
clear easem ents and m ake appli­
cation for construction funds as 
soon as possible. Since only 
lim ited funds are available for 
flood prevention on the  T rin ity  
w atershed, th e ir in ten tion  is to 
get th e ir  project un d er control 
soon in order to qualify  fo r an 
appropriation before m oney starts 
runn ing  out.

In  selling th e ir p lan  to local 
landow ners the  SCS m en em ­
phasize th a t it is a program  of 
flood prevention ra th e r  than  flood 
control. By catching w ate r a t its 
source they  propose to control 
i t  before ra th e r th an  a fte r a 
flood is started . T heir m ethod 
con trasts sharply  w ith  th a t of 
big dam  projects w hich offer no 
protection to  low -land along 
sm all stream s. They quote of­
ficial statistics to  the  effect th a t 
75-85 p er cent of flood dam age to 
ag ricu ltu ra l land occurs on tr ib u ­
taries ra th e r than m ain stream s, 
and their purpose is to protect 
those areas as w ell as the  sm aller 
percentage of land down stream .

54 pounds of b u tte r  fat.

K nabe’s 28 Jerseys averaged 
700 pounds of m ilk  and 30 of B. 
F. Seven w ere in the  upper 
b racket ranging  from  42 to  56 
pounds of B. F.

Detention Dams - -
w ork in the  following m anner. 
From  the  source near S ain t Jo  to 
the conflunce of the B rushy near 
M yra there  w ill be one reservoir 
near the creek’s source and 17 
other reservoirs on branches feed­
ing the creek.

As ra in  falls over the  area each 
of those reservoirs w ill held 
w ate r and release it  slowly into 
th e  m ain channel, a t a ra te  th a t 
th e  m ain channel can handle 
easily w ithou t danger of flood. 
In  case a reservoir is filled to 
capacity, up to the  spillw ay level, 
it  w ill require several days to 
dra in  down to the  perm anent 
w a te r level. W ithout control all 
th a t w a te r would gush down in 
a few  hours, and flood lowlands 
along the way.

W ith 18 such points of control 
the w ate r flow could be held 
w ith in  lim its of the channel’s 
capacity, except in an  excep­
tionally  heavy  ra in  th a t would 
send large volum es over spill­
w ays all over the  area. Even 
then  there  w ould be less of such 
floodw ater causing less damage.

The average detention reservoir 
is bu ilt to hold 8 to 10 acres of 
perm anent w a te r a n d  about 
tw ice as m any acres of flood 
w ate r w hen filled to the  spill­
w ay level. A draw -dow n tube 
leading to the  m ain channel a l­
lows excess w ater to drain 
gradually to the  perm anent level. 
If the  landow ner wishes he can 
drain  out m ore w ate r by m eans 
of a special valve. The w ate r is 
his to use for recreation, for live­
stock, irrigation o r to ru n  away 
for g reater flood control capacity.

HISTORY AND OIL

In rettospect, D estiny has a 
funny w ay of doing things.

Col. Edwin L. D rake, for ex ­
ample, is generally  credited w ith  
having drilled  the w orld’s firs t 
com m ercial oil well. H is niche in 
history is secure. Yet, if it had n ’t 
been for the  curiosity of a New 
England doctor, the analytical 
skill of a college obstetrician, and 
the  prom otional enthusiasm  of an 
ailing educator, the  b irth  of the 
great A m erican oil industry  m ight 
have been delayed indefinitely, 
and the  b irthplace m ight have 
been most any place else than  
Titusville, Pa.

Curiosity led Dr. Francis B. 
B rew er to take a sm all bottle of 
“rock oil”, w hich seeped from 
springs in northw estern  P en n ­
sylvania, to his uncle, Dr. Dixi 
Crosby, who was professor of 
surgery and obstetrics at D art­
m outh College. A fter the firs t 
scientific exam ination in petro ­
leum history, Dr. Crosby pro­
nounced it a valuable substance, 
although he and a fellow  profes­
sor held it could never become a 
commercial c o m m o d i t y  since 
there was so little  available. How­
ever, a chance visit by  George 
H. Bissell, who had to give up 
teaching because of his health, 
started  a chain of events which 
led to the  form ation of the  w orld’s 
first oil com pany, the  h iring of 
D rake and his assignm ent to a 
place called Titusville for a date 
w ith destiny—a date w hich wag 
to change the  course of civiliza­
tion.

This is the  hundred th  ann iver­
sary of Dr. Crosby’s historic ex ­
am ination. In  August, 1859, D rake 
brought in his well, so the indus­
try  celebrates its 94th anniversary 
th is m onth, too. Today, this 
Am erican oil industry  has no 
peer anyw here in the world. It is 
a symbol of free, com petitive 
enterprise at w ork—and it lu b ri­
cates the lives of all of us af 
m ore points than we realize. It 
not only supplies us w ith an 
abundance of its varied products 
b u t spends $100,000,000 a year in 
research to find still m ore that 
Dr. Crosby never dream ed of.

Therefore, it is not only the 
duty of parents to educate 
their children; it is also their 
high privilege. It can be said 
with truth that the home is 
God’s first classroom. The home 
is the child’s most important 
school.

The education of a child will 
be most effective and lasting 
if it is received in a well-or­
dered and disciplined Christian 
family. The -two qualifications

weakened.

Authority is not given to 
parents for their own advan­
tages, but for the proper rear­
ing of their children.

In such a home, youthful 
hearts and minds can develop 
and grow strong, even from the 
very first days of life. The 
mind of a little child is like a 
white sheet of paper that has 
nothing written on it. Then 
from hour to hour, and day to 
day, the eyes and ears and 
ether senses act like windows 
through which will pass light 
and shadows which will mark 
or mar it.

EVERY IMPRESSION will 
have its own influence. Dur­
ing this stage, and through 
many later years, the most 
important factors axe the par­
ents. A wise man once said:

“The art of forming character 
ip the child is far more ex­
cellent than the art of the 
sculptor. Christian parents by 
wise and consistent discipline 
are able to mold souls—master­
pieces far above the most ex­
travagant dreams of any ar­
tist.”—(By Rev. Leo C. Byrne.)

Cooperators of the  Upper Elm-

T here is nothing new  under the 
sun. H istory can be righ tly  called

Bad ^ s  the prolonged d ry  spell 
has been, we can take refuge in 
the  fact that disasters, e ither 
local o r national, bring out the  
hum anitarian  instincts of the 
m ore fortunate.

But this was not always so. 
Recent studies show that m an 
has sometimes had to resort to 
cannibalism  in order to live 
through the fam ines following 
great drouths.

In a story released by the  
Associated Press recently, A rth u r 
Edson reports on a study of age- 
old drou ths made by  Ju lius Allen 
of the L ibrary  of Congress. Edson 
quote? Allen as saying famines 
also have been the  cause of wars, 
m igrations, revolutions and Com­
munists.

“India and China, near star­
vation level even when things 
are a t their best, have been h ard ­
est h it,” Edson writes. “The Uni­
versity  of N anking figures th a t 
China has had 1,829 fam ines in
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TWiRL GIRL—Shapely Sandy W irth of Miami Beach, Fla., 
exhibits breathtaking skill as she tw irls her batons w ith incredi­
ble speed and precision. The 18-year-old lass recently became 

the baton tw irling champion of the Southeast.

the  p ast 2,000 years.
“Fam ines have been no re- 

spector of geography. Some 650 
fam ines have been recorded in 
Europe. In 936, in  Scotland, ‘peo­
ple began to devour one ano ther’. 
D uring th a t sam e time, the Irish 
sold th e ir  children for food.”

There is this description of 
the  Egyptian fam ine of 1064- 
1072, according to Edson.

“The w retched restored to can­
nibalism , and organized bands 
kidnaped th e  unw ary  passenger 
in the desolate streets, p rincipal­
ly by m eans of ropes furnished 
w ith hooks and let down from 
the  latticed windows.”

“Even the  m ere statistics are 
awesome: five m illion dead in 
the  Ind ia fam ine of 1876-78, 9 M2 
m illion dead in North China in 
the sam e period, and 12 million 
dead of starvation  during the 
Russian Revolution.

“The first w ritten  account of 
a drouth  rem ains one of the  best. 
Two thousand years before the 
tim e of A braham , a drouth  struck 
Egypt. The king, Tosorthrus, left 
his report on it, and any Texas 
o r Oklahom a farm er w ill know

how he felt.
“ ‘I am  m ourning on m y high 

throne for th e  vast m isfortune 
because the Nile flood has not 
come fo r seven years. L ight is 
the grain; th ere  is lack of crops 
and of all k inds of food.

“ ‘Each m an has become a thief 
to his neighbor. They desire to 
hasten and cannot wtetlk. The 
child cries, and the youth  creeps 
along, and the  old m an; their 
souls a re  bowed down . . . *

Edson ends his story w ith 
Tosorthrus’ note of alm ost com ­
plete desperation: “ ‘Torn open 
are the  chests of provisions, b u t 
instead of contents there  is air. 
E verything is exhausted.’ ”

production, b e tte r production and 
land use, and production a t m ini­
m um expense.

Moreover, the cost of th a t 
m achinery, m easured in term s of 
the m arket value of basic farm  
products, is less th an  it  was be­
fore the last world war.

T hat fact is brought ou t by Dr. 
E arl L. But* of P u rdue U niver­
sity. During the firs t six m onths 
of this year, he says, the  farm er 
could buy a typical two-plow 
trac to r for the m oney received 
from  the  sale of 51 hogs, w hile 
before W orld W ar II it  would 
have taken  84 hogs. And the 
equipm ent was cheaper also in 
term s of milk, corn and wheat, 
even though these commodities 
w ere down in price a t the tim e 
the com parison was made.

Dr. Butz stresses ano ther h igh­
ly im portan t fact. In the  first six 
m onths of 1953 wage ra tes for 
farm  labor w ere 423 per cent of 
the 1935-39 level. P rices received 
by farm ers w ere a t 246 per cent 
of th a t level—and the price of 
new farm  m achinery a t 203 per 
cent .As he says, “These data 
again serve to illustra te  th a t it is 
good economy to s u b s t i t u t e  
m achinery for expensive labor.”

The m achine started  an  agri­
cu ltu ra l revolution a little  more 
than a century ago. T hat revolu­
tion continues.

In short, they w ere guilty 
of treason in dozens of separate 
w ays and thousands of separate 
acts.

Since investigations have been 
in  progress th ree  of the ring ­
leaders have been convicted and 
th ere  is substantial evidence to 
prove th a t 36 m ore arc com ­
m unists.

Information such as that causes
a person to w onder w hether we 
should be m ore concerned w ith 
reds a t hom e or abroad. It m akes 
us w onder also w hether we have 
a chance to stand up  against 
world com m unism  unless we first 
clean up  a t  home.

As regards the  cleaning up 
process w e l i k e w i s e  wonder 
w hether such ra ts deserve a better 
fate than the  Rosenbergs. In their 
v/ay they have done as m uch 
harm  to th e  country and caused 
as m uch spilling of innocent 
blood. They are traitors, revolu­
tionaries and m urderers. They 
are en titled  to no less than the 
ju st punishm ent for each of 
these crimes.
