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Two separate reports on de­
velopm ents in the national capital 
show a tren d  in the righ t d irec­
tion for the coun try ’s agricul­
tu ra l program . Signs now point 
to a probability  th a t crop price 
supports w ill be lower, discourag­
ing to some ex ten t the big su r­
plus problem  th a t has been a 
thorn  in the  side of the taxpayer.

The other developm ent is a tax 
revision w hich allows a farm er 
to m ake income tax  deductions 
for certain  types of soil conserva­
tion w ork on his farm . Form erly 
a landow ner’s  only tax  relief, if 
any, for such im provem ent came 
w hen he sold the land. Expenses 
could be deducted then in d e ter­
m ining the am ount of p rofit a 
m an m ade on the  sale. However 
he got no tax  relief w hatever if  
he did not sell, and he jlid not 
get the full tax  re lief benefit if 
his selling price was not equal to 
o r h igher than  the original value 
plus cost of im provem ents.

This w ay is lots better. He gets 
com pensation up to 25 per cent 
of his farm  income, and if his 
expense was g reater than that he 
can deduct from profits of suc­
ceeding years.

W hai's good about this arrange­
m ent is th a t it offers compensa­
tion for service to the country 
ra th e r than  dis-service. Building 
terraces, ponds, w aterw ays and 
contours preserves productivity 
for posterity. I t  is a national asset. 
On the other hand excessive crop 
growth is a double liability. It 
depletes the  soil in addition to 
creating the surplus which be­
comes a burden on the country. !

This w riter has not learned 
w hether the  expense of growing ' 
and plow ing-under soil b u ild in g , 
crops qualify for the tax deduc­
tion. It would seem, however, that 
they should be figured in, and if 
so will round’ out a very prudent 
program  of n a t i o n a l  farm  
economy.

Such a system , once it gels
under way, seems a natural to 
develop into an economic balance. 
Low er support prices will induce 
m any farm ers to take their m ar­
ginal lands out of crop production 
and tax  benefits will induce them 
to  build  up the land. While supply 
and dem and approaches a balance 
the  country gets rid of its surplus 
problem  and also conserves p ro­
ductivity .

It w orks out nicely for the 
fa rm er too. He can use some of 
his land for crops every year 
and apply conservation to the 
rest, depending on his judgm ent 
ra th e r than  acreage allotments in 
deciding his rotation program. 
A fter a w hile his b e tte r average 
yield on few er acres, though the 
to tal yield m ay be sm aller, will 
bring  him  as much net income as 
th e  larger crop acreage did be­
fore. M eanwhile he enjoys the 
tax  benefits on his soil building 
work.

This column would not claim
th a t we have arrived at the ideal 
arrangem ent. Perhaps m ore ad­
justm ent is needed to achieve the 
balance. Maybe the  tax  deduc­
tion is not sufficient compensa­
tion for conservation practices 
and should be supplem ented by 
d irec t paym ents. Maybe crop 
p rice  supports still are not low 
enough to discourage the produc­
tion of surpluses. But we definite­
ly  are on the righ t way. Price 
supports should serve only to 
p ro tect farm ers against ruinous 
prices, not to guarantee them  pro­
fit on surplus production. And 
governm ent subsidies should be 
paid only for conserving and im ­
prov ing  national resources, not 
fo r exploiting them.

The average person is pleased 
w hen someone else agrees w ith 
h im  on an issue, especially so if 
the  o ther person happens to be 
an expert or a m an otherwise 
noted for sound judgm ent. That’s 
w hy  back in 1941, yours truly 
w as delighted w h e n  a few 
em inent statesm en said we ought 
to  keep out of the war. The same 
statem ent had been printed in 
th is  column a t the tim e that 
H itler sen t his arm y into Russia. 
The comment, in substance, said 
“L et’s let the tw o big bullies fight 
it out, and when they’re worn 
down we can step in and tell 
them  both how to  behave.”

M emories of th a t w ere revived 
Tuesday by E x - P r e s i d e n t  
H oover’s 80th anniversary speech. 
He said his advice at the time 
w as to le t H itler and Stalin ex ­
haust each other. Events have 
proved that his judgm ent was 
100 per cent correct.

For that matter hit speech had

State SCS Office 
Asks for Bids on 
2 Detention Dams

Two m ore detention reservoirs 
for the Elm  w atershed are due 
to be under construction in a 
m atter of weeks. They are Site 
No. 3 on the  G rant farm  about 5 
miles w est of M uenster and Site 
No 4 on the Duesman farm  about 
4 miles southw est of town.

An invitation for construction 
bids on the two sites was sent 
out on A ugust 3 by  the  state  SCS 
headquarters at Temple. It calls 
for sealed bids which are to be 
opened and read a t 2 p.m. on 
A ugust 30. Construction on such 
dam s norm ally begins w ithin a 
m onth after the successful bidder 
is named.

According to specifications p re­
pared by the  Soil Conservation 
Service, the G rant reservo ir will 
have a 24 acre perm anent pool 
and will require 26.5 acres of 
clearing and 129,000 cubic yards 
of d irt fill.

The Duesm an perm anent pool 
w ill cover 12 acres, and w ill re ­
quire 10.5 acres of clearing and 
81,500 cubic yards of d irt fill.

W ork on both sites is to be com­
pleted w ithin 190 days from  the 
date of receipt of notice to p ro­
ceed.

G eneral opinion was th a t a 
fund of about $32,000 raised by a 
10 cent tax  would be sufficient 
to finance the county road p ro­
gram .

Hom estead valuations 
am ount to  about 5 million, leav­
ing a valuation of about 32 m il­
lion subject to the  tax. F igured 
on a 15 cent tax  the additional 
county revenue would come to 
about $48,000.

A nother point brought out in 
the m eeting is th a t previous in ­
form ation concerning use of the 
tax  m oney has been wrong. Legis­
lation w hich dropped the  30 cent

L itte rs once a y ea r average 4 o r 5 
kittens and survival ra tes are 
good, so the  annual fu r crop fig ­
ures close to tw o pelts a year for 
every stock female.

We need to 
do a real job of selling an on­
coming generation on the benefits 
inheren t in our A m erican sys­
tem. It is trem endously im portant 
for the  paren ts of Am erica to 
recognize the  fact that our chil­
dren will be sold on some kind 
o f ideology. It is our du ty  and 
our responsibility as Am erican 
citizens to sell them  on our 
A m erican w ay of life. Then they 
will be im m une to the left wing 
propaganda.

Very early  in the  history of our 
country th a t was perhaps safe to 
assume. But no longer do families

sit around the  fam ily hearth  tel­
ling stories of P atrick  H enry and 
A braham  Lincoln. We leave that 
for the  schools to  do. And yet 
a great m any of our colleges and 
high schools today do not require 
even the  study of Am erican 
history.

In the last 15 years I have 
talked from  coast to coast repeat­
ing over and over again the 
necessity of our adu lt population 
being educated on the basic facts 
of our A m erican system , and the 
need for our children to generate 
a love of country and a profound 
respect for ou r A m erican politi­
cal and economical system  by 
understanding the  tru e  facts. In 
15 years, encouraging progress 
has been made, b u t not sufficient 
progress.

Courses Needed
In every school and college in 

America the  paren ts and the 
teachers should  get together and 
set up a course in Am erican 
citizenship which would give an 
accurate account of the inspiring

By Richard J . C ushjnf, Archbishop of Boston

ALL CHRISTIANS should real­
ize th a t religion Is not a depart­
m ental aspect of their thoughts 
and activities. On the  contrary, 
religion profoundly inspires, in ­
fluences, and  m otivates all th a t  
a m an is, all th a t  he th inks and 
loves and does.

I t  is false to see in  religion 
a mere personal channel for 
escapism, for distraction from 
the evils of the world, the evils 
of sickness and poverty and sin. 
Religion is not a 
sheltered by-way 
to the  s w e e t  
peace of resig­
nation from life’s 
challenge a n d  
turmoil. We can­
not accept it as 
a kind of sed ­
ative, no more 
th an  a consoling 
balm to an  a f­
flicted spirit. Cushing

RELIGION CHALLENGES US 
to m eet the  world's ev ils 'head - 
on, to com bat them , and  to  con­
quer them . I t  is a  m eans by 
which we can  serve th e  world 
and sometimes even change it. 
The principal consolations of 
the religious life come from  th is 
victory over evil.

The professional m an, then, 
does no t departm entalize his 
supernatural religion and his 
natural vocation. Religion colors 
not merely his inner personality, 
but his outward vocation In the 
world, v The work by which he 
wins his bread is also the work

by which he wins eternal life. 
The simplest service he does his 
fellow men acquires from  its 
religious over-tones a  dignity 
which makes it  acceptable to 
God.

LIVING BY th is concept of his 
vocation, the professional m an 
makes of every day the  Lord’s 
Day. He does not go to Church 
on Sunday to find God. He goes 
to work to find God all week, 
and he goes to Church to enjoy 
God and to learn  more how God 
may be found in every word and 
work of his professional career.

Religion becomes for him  more 
th an  a policeman th a t provides 
a  prudent, cautious code of 
business ethics. I t  also provides 
th a t  motivation, challenge, and 
purpose th a t  leads him to his 
own perfection and the  perfec­
tion of all whom he may serve.

RELIGION CAN INSPIRE the 
professional m an, as it  does the  
devout m an of every walk of life, 
always to  look for the fu ture and 
always to live for the  future, the 
Eternal Future.

The principal personal benefit 
of religion is th is: It enables m an 
to save his im m ortal soul. The 
principal social benefit is the 
vision and power i t  gives m an to 
point his presen t effort toward 
the better fu ture so as to  dedi­
cate all th a t  he has learned from 
those who w ent before him  to 
the highest service of those who 
one day will take h is place in  
his profession, in  society, and in 
the Church.

Wars Since 1917 
Have Cost Nation 
Over $677 Billion

WASHINGTON — W ars have j 
cost the  U nited States m ore than I 
$677,000,000,000 since 1917.

The figure was worked up for 
Rep. Law rence H. Sm ith of Wis- j 
consin by H erm an Ficker, a n ; 
analyst for the  L ibrary  of Con­
gress.

The estim ate was based on j 
total expenditures for n a tio n a l; 
defense during  hostilities, t h e ! 
in terest com puted on the  war 
debts incurred and accruing costs 
of veterans and dependents.

The breakdow n for the th ree  
“fights” shows th a t the Korean 
action cost tw ice as m uch as 
W orld W ar I. The figures: World 
W ar I, $66,592,966,000; W orld W ar 
II, $449,678,266,000, and Korea, 
$150,878,533,000.

F igures Come L ater
F icker noted th a t a hard  figure 

for the  cost of a specific w ar 
could no t be defin itely  d e ter­
m ined until m ore than a century 
after the end of hostilities.

“For exam ple,” he said, “it 
was no t un til the fiscal y ea r 1947 
th a t the las t pensioner en titled  to 
assistance as the  resu lt of the 
W ar of 1812 d isappeared from 
the  U. S. B udget.”

Congressm an Sm ith indicated 
he couldn’t  w a it th a t long and 
stated his belief the  F icker fig ­
ures w ere accurate enough.

F icker said final . f i g u r e s ,  
worked up in  the y ea r 2054, 
would reflect w ha t is now just 
“intangibles of fu tu re  pensions 

! and other compensations.
F icker pointed out th a t  the 

"enorm ous” increase in the  na­
tional debt has been occasioned 
largely by the  expend itu re for 
national defense e x c e p t  for 
about $15,000,000,000 fo r general 
re lief and recovery purposes d u r­
ing the depression years and 
some large-scale loans for post­
w ar foreign aid.”

The national debt, on M arch 
21, 1917, w as $1,282,144,346. Last 
M arch 31, it  w as $267,899,007,507.

ENCOURAGE ANIMAL 
AGRICULTURE

T here is a potentially  grave 
problem  c o n n e c t e d  w ith the 
presen t system  of high govern­
m ent support prices on feed 
grains w hich few have thought 
about as yet. As a spokesm an for 
the  m eat industry  described the 
situation, unless th a t system  can 
be changed to one w hich en ­
courages anim al a gT i c u  11 u r  e, 
grave difficulties for m eat eaters 
m ay be encountered in the not 
too d is tan t future.

He pointed out th a t it m ay be­
come m ore d ifficult to  “find pro­
duct for the  m arke t than  a m arket 
for the  product.” People w ant 
m eat and their health  requires it. 
B ut the  existing high supports 
tend  to pu t feed into storage in ­
stead of m eat production. And 
m eat can’t  be grown w ithout 
grain.

This is a serious m atter. Some 
2,500,000 m ore babies are now 
being  bom  annually  com pared 
w ith  a few years ago. People are 
living longer. Forty-five hundred 
brides are starting  housekeeping 
every day. In  the n ex t five years 
our m eat requirem ents will be 
fa r g reater than  now, and in 10 
years they w ill be still greater.

Obviously those requirem ents 
can be m et only if m eat produc­
tion keeps pace w ith the popula­
tion growth. To quote the spokes­
m an again, “Essential are reason­
able m eat costs to consumers, 
m ore efficient operation all along 
the line, and a national agricul­
tu ra l policy w hich encourages 
anical agriculture, ra th e r tharr 
re ly ing  chiefly on prom otional 
pressure to stim ulate dem and and 
prices.”

Water Problem is 
How to Use More 
Of What We Have

AUSTIN—Texas annually  gets 
m ore than enough w ate r in  its 
stream s b u t the problem  is to 
find w ays to conserve it and 
transport it w here i t ’s needed, Dr. 
W alter L. Moore of the University 
of Texas declares.

A pproxim ately 63 m illion acre- 
feet of w ater are available each 
year in in tra-sta te  and bordering 
stream s, Dr. Moore, a civil engi­
neer and w ater-control expert, 
says in a report to  the Southern 
Regional Council of S tate Gov­
ernm ents.

Texans now use only 8.5 million 
acre-feet of w ater from  stream s 
and wells annually, he adds. I r ­
rigation takes 51 per cent, m anu­
facturing and industry, 30 per 
cent; m unicipal and domestic 
users, 7 per cent, and storage 
losses, 12 per cent.

Atomic Power for 
Home Use in Sight

W e’ve been hearing so m uch 
about atomic pow er-plants of 
late, we are happy to be able to 
pass along some dow n-to-earth  
inform ation on just how m uch 
advantage th ere  is in cracking 
atom s instead of shovelling coal.

Abe S ilverstein , Associate D i­
rector of the  Lew is F ligh t P ro ­
pulsion L aboratory  of th e  Na­
tional A dvisory Com m ittee for 
A eronautics, and  one of the Gov­
ernm ent’s top-flight experts on 
airc raft pow erplants, lays it on 
the  line for us. W riting in 
“P lanes”, the  official publication 
of the A ircraft Industries Associa­
tion, he says th a t fission of one 
pound of u ran ium  will produce as 
m uch heat rs bu rn ing  tw o million 
pounds of gasoline.

“S tated  ano ther w ay,” he says, 
“the total energy which can be 
obtained from  the “burn-up* of a 
single pound of uran ium  equals 
the  energy in  3,500,000 pounds of 
coal, yet the u ran ium  w ould be 
a one - and - a - ha lf inch cube 
against 32 railroad cars of coal.”

But Mr. S ilverstein  adm its th a t 
there  are “form idable technical 
problem s th a t m ust be solved” 
before we’ll be able to d rive  a ir­
planes w ith  atom ic fission. And 
it w ill probably  be even longer 
before w e can heat up a po t of 
coffee o r broil a steak  w ith  it.

There’s still a lot of kindling 
to  split before we can expect 
stove-length atoms.

W ith such a sim ple nam e, w hat j 
did Mr. Sm ith do to m ake the i 
probating of his estate so compli- ! 
cated?

W hen A lbert Charles Sm ith was 
born, the  attending physician 
filed a b irth  certificate w ith that 
nam e. D uring his school years, 
his friends called him  “Al.”

Mr. Sm ith w ent to college and 
decided th a t his nam e would look 
m ore distinguished if he w rote it 
“A. Charles Sm ith,” and he was 
so regarded. His college diploma 
carried  that name.

S tarting  out in business Mr. 
Sm ith  took a job that required 
him  to w rite  his signature many 
tim es a day. To sim plify the work, 
he signed his nam e “A. C. Sm ith.” 
His bank account and telephone 
num ber were recorded th a t way. 
Mr. Sm ith lost a p a rt of his 
identity, since there  w ere eleven 
“A. C. Sm iths” listed in his te le­
phone book.

Mr. Sm ith decided to get m ar­
ried  and he rushed to the  court­
house to get his license. W ithout 
giving the m atte r m uch thought, 
he told the clerk his nam e was 
“Charles Sm ith.” The nam e was

recorded on his m arriage ce r­
tificate.

Mr. Sm ith bought a house, and 
the law yer who handled the 
transaction asked for his ?ull 
name. The deed was registered at 
the  courthouse under the name 
“A lbert Charles Sm ith.”

A life insurance agent had 
previously w ritten  a policy for 
Mr.- Smith under the nam e, “Al 
C. Sm ith.” During his m iddle life, 
Mr. Sm ith took out o ther policies 
from another agent, and all of 
them  carried the  nam e “A lbert C. 
Sm ith.” He took a position w ith 
a railroad and appeared on the 
pension roll as “A. C. Sm ith.”

Mr. Sm ith owned some secur­
ities and several pieces of real 
estate and also owed various bills. 
They w ere all listed under vary ­
ing com binations of his name.

Then Mr. Sm ith made, his will 
under the nam e of “A lbert C. 
Sm ith.” A year la ter he died; and 
th a t is w hen his a tto rney  started  
w orking and try ing  to  find out 
ju st y/ho Mr. Sm ith w as and 
w hat he owed and owned.

Of course this case is im agin­
ary; but it  illustrates how d iffi­
cult and costly such a practice 
can be.

Every person should use the 
nam e appearing on his b irth  cer­
tificate and should m ake sure th a t 
all docum ents which have a legal 
bearing, such as school diplomas, 
deeds to property, certificates of 
stock and bond ownership, and 
insurance policies, carry  the same 
name. This will often avoid com­
plications in the probating  of an 
estate.

control. It does not allow, as p re ­
viously understood, the  purchase 
of right-of-w ay for federal or 
state  highways. Accordingly it 
cannot be used to finance right- 
of-w ay on H ighw ay 82.

The m ethod suggested at the 
m eeting is to set up a new 
schedule fo r paym ent of obliga­
tions so as to include both the old 
and the  new indebtedness on 
right-of-w ay. The presen t sched­
ule will re tire  m ost debts in five 
years and the suggested schedule 
would take about tw ice as long. 
Those paym ents, running  some­
w hat higher than  now, are to be 
paid out of the com m issioners’ 
authorized funds and the pro­
posed tax  would m ore than m ake 
up for the expenditure, providing 
the precincts w ith  a s l i g h t l y  
larger road and bridge budget 
th an  they  have had in the past.

Details and specific figures 
w ere not w orked o u t b u t the 
group has plans for o ther m eet­
ings and a final presentation of 
the proposal to the  corhmissioners’ 
court.
