
In just a few days the
United States will make its 
big decision . . . after which 
all of us, whether happy or 
unhappy about the outcome, 
will return to our other in­
terests and in general, con­
tinue enjoying the greatest 
freedom and the highest stand­
ard of living on the face of the 
earth.

One thing we can be sure of. 
We’ll go on getting along. Dire 
predictions made on both sides 
can be counted out. That’s true 
first of all because the faults 
of neither candidate are as ex­
treme as pictured by the po­
litical opposition. It’s also true 
because the president isn’t 
actually the big boss of the 
nation. Congress is the real 
governing body. The president 
is the administrator, somewhat 
like the manager of a corp­
oration carrying out th e  
wishes and policies of its di­
rectors.

This isn't inttndsd to imply
that the election makes no dif­
ference. Actually it is very 
important. For, while it will 
have little immediate effect 
on our way of living it will 
tend to influence policies 
which will later become in­
creasingly important. It will 
be interpreted as a mandate to 
lean toward principles sup­
ported by the successful can­
didate and party.

On the basis of that circum­
stance this column firmly 
believes that the election of 
Nixon and Lodge will be bet­
ter for the country. Policies 
they would be able to apply 
along with influence they 
would be able to exert can be 
expected to serve as checks 
on our alarming drift toward 
extravagant, socialistic and 
centralized welfare statism. On 
the other hand the election of 
Kennedy and Johnson could 
be expected to accelerate our 
pace in the direction that has 
already been followed for too 
many years.

By their own statements the
candidates have clearly in­
dicated the courses they pre­
fer. Nixon has campaigned in 
favor of less paternalism, less 
official meddling, less taxa­
tion. Kennedy was equally 
emphatic in favoring extended 
welfare benefits which can 
only lead to more regimenta­
tion and more taxation.

Nor do we have to judge 
strictly on campaign talk. Re­
cords of the candidates show 
unmistakably that the Repub­
lican nominees are much more 
conservative.

Besides, the candidates can
also be judged by the political 
company they keep. Support 
ing Nixon are practically all 
of the nation’s conservatives 
in both parties. A few of the 
conservative Democrats have 
not come out openly for him 
but it is significant that they 
vigorously opposed Kennedy’s 
nomination in the first place 
and some still decline to en­
dorse him. Among the names 
prominently associated with 
Nixon are Eisenhower, Hoover, 
Goldwater, Judd and many 
other champions of American 
tradition and custom.

Kennedy on the other hand 
got his nomination and now 
gets his strongest backing from 
th e  Northern, ultra-liberal 
wing of the Democratic party. 
His group of close advisers in­
cludes people like Adlai Ste­
venson, Eleonor Rocsevelt, 
Chester Bowles, Arthur Schles- 
inger. Soapy Williams. Walter 
Reuther and others of equal 
radical and socialistic leanings. 
There’s little doubt about the 
kind of influence he will re­
ceive from such people . . .  or 
the kind of policies that will 
be applied if some of them 
are appointed to important 
government posts.

Likewise disturbing is Ken­
nedy’s support from the big 
labor bosses. It reflects his 
support of an element that 
has already attained monopo­
listic power in our economy 
and seeks an even tighter grip 
on the American public. Ken­
nedy has endeared himself to 
those fellows by his opposition 
to right-to-work laws, which 
still remain in a few states 
. . . including Texas . . .  as 
the last obstacle to boss domin­
ation over working people 
Nixon on the other hand fav­
ors right-to-work laws, which 
make union membership vol­
untary, and union leadership 
dependent on merit rather 
than force.

He’ll be 
on limited service at best, says 
Gay. Besides, several of the 
boys have been slowed down 
by colds and flu.

Currently Callisburg is tied 
with Era for the conference 
lead, both having three wins 
and facing two more games. 
Muenster has three wins and 
one loss and will be fighting 
Friday for the second place 
position . . .  or possibly even 
a share of the title if the 
leaders get bumped off. The 
Hornets hope to even the score 
with the Wildcats this week. 
After that they'll just wait to 
see what happens. Muenster’s 
season ends this week. Era 
plays Saint Jo this week and 
Callisburg next week

As the teams come together 
it will be a clash of the heavi­
est and the lightest in District 
12-B. That fact, says Coach 
Gay. will about determine the 
kind of play to be expected.

Dean of Wichita Falls to Coun­
ty Judge Shelby Fletcher.

Dean said that the Highway 
Commission has authorized 
proceeding on a coorperative 
basis with Cooke County for 
construction of two additional 
lanes 4.7 miles west from a 
point near the west city limit 
of Gainesville. The highway 
plans to place the work under 
contract within the next two 
years.

Strong Turnout 
Expected Here for 
Election Tuesday

One of the biggest elections 
ever in this community is like­
ly next Tuesday as local peo­
ple flock to the polls to take 
part in the presidential elec­
tion.

That estimate is not based 
on any great show of interest 
in either candidate but rather 
on local custom to turn out 
strong for the big contest.

So election personnel will 
have a big job cut out for 
them when they open the two 
polling boxes here at 8 o’clock. 
They’ll have long tedious 
hours over the tally books and 
oversize ballot sheets before 
turning in their reports.

Presiding judges here will 
be Joe Luke in the north box 
and Paul Fisher in the south 
box.

BOTH VOTING BOXES 
CHANGE LOCATION

Locations of both voting 
boxes are changed for this 
election. North box will be in 
the building beside the city 
hall, the former bakery and 
gift shop location. It was 
moved from the public school 
in order to avoid conflict with 
the regular school schedule.

The south box will be in the 
small building at the entrance 
of the city park instead of the 
grain elevator on South Main 
just below the railroad tracks. 
That’s on the way to the 
swimming pool, two blocks 
west and one block north of 
the former poll location.

Concerning opening time, 
Joe Luke stated that local 
boxes open at 8, and re­
minded people not to be con­
fused by reports that polls in 
many places open an hour 
earlier. He quoted a state law 
which provides that polls in 
counties of under 100,000 pop­
ulation are open from 8 to 7. 
That includes Cooke County. 
The hours are 7 to 7 only in 
counties of over 100,000.

Clerks assisting in the two 
local polls, as appointed by 
th e  county commissioners 
court, are Leo Henscheid. Mrs. 
Joe Luke and Mrs. A1 Walter­
scheid in the north box; and 
Felix Becker and Clem Hof- 
bauer in the south box.

WHERE STATISTICS 
DELUDE

A good many people in cur­
rent discussions over the pros 
and cons of economic growth 
seem disposed to play down 
our achievements and to play 
up those of Russia.

That’s easy to do if statis­
tics alone are used without ex­
planation and elaboration. But 
it’s a case where statistics, 
even though they don’t lie, do 
delude.

plain in his new book, “The 
Waste Makers”. He points out 
that “Russia’s rate of economic 
growth . . .  is less remarkable 
than that of Mexico, Japan or 
W e s t  Germany. Compared 
with that of the United States, 
i t s percentage of annual 
growth of output seems im­
pressive simply because it is 
starting from a lower base 
and because it is an under­
developed country trying to 
catch up with an overdevel­
oped one. Economist W. Allen 
Wallis, special assistant to the 
President observed in 1960, 
‘Even if Russian growth rates 
continue higher than ours, the 
absolute gap between us will 
continue to increase for some 
time to come. There is no pos­
sibility that the Russian econ­

omy will overtake ours at any 
time in the visible future — 
certainly not in this century’.’’

In most fields of production, 
Russia is building from a base 
which we passed 30, 40 or 50 
years ago. Under these cir­
cumstances, mere percentage 
growth figures are almost 
meaningless. There’s nothing 
to justify selling the U. S. 
short.

The stump-speaking can­

didate, reaching the climax 
of his oration, roared: “And 
now, friends, I want to tax 
your memory.”

“Oh my gosh,” one of his 
listeners moaned. “Are they 
going to put a tax on that, 
too?”

This man didn’t know, but 
in a sense government has 
been taxing memories for 
many years. At least many 
tax plans seem to be based 
on the belief that the public’s 
memory is exceedingly short.

For instance, it’s a familiar 
trick to overcome opposition 
to a particular tax proposal 
with the promise that the tax 
is only a temporary measure, 
scheduled to expire on a spec­
ified date. But by the time 
that deadline draws near, the 
promise has faded from peo­
ple’s memories. And so the 
“temporary” tax is quietly re­
newed.

The result is that today the 
phrase "temporary tax” has 
replaced Methuselah as a sym­
bol of longevity.

This leads up to a reminder 
that October 1 marked the 
first anniversary of the tem­
porary one cent per gallon in­
crease in the federal gasoline 
tax. This temporary tax,

which brought the federal rate 
up to four cents per gallon, 
is supposed to terminate on 
June 30, 1961.

But there may be a move 
afoot right now to keep the 
tax on the books, counting on 
the public’s notoriously short 
memory to have lost all track 
of that June 30 expiration 
date.

For their own protection, 
America’s motorists ought to 
start acting like memory ex­
perts right up to the time of 
the scheduled expiration date 
of this temporary levy next 
June.

If the public does remember
— and remind Congress — 
about the promised demise of 
that added expensive penny, 
we’ll see some history made
— with the on-time termina­
tion of the temporary tax and 
the long overdue reversal of 
the trend toward overtaxation 
of the nation’s motorists.

Crack-Down on 
Illegal Passing 
Of School Busses

The Texas Department of 
Public Safety announced an 
intensified enforcement pro­
gram against motorist who il­
legally pass a school bus 
stopped to take on or dis­
charge children.

Major Guy Smith, Comman­
der of the northeast Texas 
Region of the DPS, warned 
motorist that patrolmen would 
issue arrest citations for this 
violation.

“The law is very clear as to 
a d r i v e r ’ s responsibility,” 
Smith said. "It requires the 
driver of any vehicle, upon 
meeting or overtaking from 
either direction, any school 
bus which has stopped on the 
highway for the purpose of 
receiving or discharging any 
school children, to stop the 
vehicle immediately before 
passing the school bus. After 
stopping, the driver may then 
proceed past the bus at a 
speed which is prudent and 
not in excess of 10 miles per 
hour. Even then the driver 
must use due caution for the 
safety of the children.” The 
statutory fine, as prescribed 
by law violation of this act, 
is one dollar to two hundred 
dollars, plus cost of court.

“During the first six months 
of this year, Texas had six 
children killed and 107 in­
jured in accidents involving 
school buses,” stated the Ma­
jor. “This is tragic and useless. 
School buses a r e  plainly 
marked and motorists know
that they carry only one car-»•

And it was a well earned 
victory, the Knights leading 
more decisively in statistics 
than in the score. They had 
11 first downs and 255 yards 
of total gains as compared 
with Gunter’s 7 and 111.

One big gain, however, did 
not show up on Gunter’s 
gains from scrimmage. It was 
a 90 yard kickoff return 
which put Lindsay in the hole 
as the game opened

But after that the Knights 
took charge, making two 
touchdowns in the first quar­
ter. The first was set up by 
Haverkamp’s 40 yard gain to 
the 3. Sandmann scored on 
the next play. Later Zimmerer 
scooted 20 yards to the 5 and 
Sandmann finished the job 
again.

The next quarter both teams 
scored. Lindsay did first on a 
drive featuring a 25 yard pass 
to Don Sandmann .a 20 yard 
run by Haverkamp and a 15 
yard gain by Zimmerer. Zim­
merer scored from the 2.

Again in the third quarter 
Lindsay put on a steady drive 
ending in Zimmerer’s 5 yard 
plunge to pay dirt. That set 
up comfortable 12 point mar­
gin . . . enough to absorb Gun­
ter’s last score.

But as we con­
sider the many leftish steps 
already taken we feel an ur­
gency to call a halt and start 
drifting back toward the right. 
That can be best accomplished

by favoring the candidate who 
is committeed by principle and 
pledge toward the conserva­
tive viewpoint.
