He has
permitted a holiday break in
the Berlin wall enabling thous-
ands of people to see their
folks on the other side during
the holy season.

Naturally a person wonders
about his motives. Is the ap-
parent softening just a calcul-
ated gesture of the coexisten-
ce policy, or is it prompted by
genuine concern for the hap-
piness of the people affected?
Most of us would like to think
that he has mellowed, because,
if so, it is his best step yet
toward peace and good will.
Furthermore we’d like to think
there is a deeper significance in
this goodness for Christmas—
that it possibly indicates the
beginning of an awareness of
God, or at least a regard for
that awareness in the hearts
of other people.

Experience has told us not
to trust K. In the spirit of the
season, however, we'll give him
the benefit of the doubt. We
want to think there is good
rather than foul trickery be-
hind this concession to his
subjects on their most beloved
feast — that he actually has
made a start in the right direc-
tion. If so, this could be the
dawn of a better era. On the
feast of the Prince of Peace
let’s hope this is a good sign,
even though we can justifi-
ably keep our fingers crossed.

Whether or not that is sig-
nificant remains to be seen.
And regardless of it this is an
occasion for us of this coun-
try: to appreciate the signifi-
cance of Christmas. First and
foremost is the religious side
of it — the birth of the Son of
God to become one of us and
show us how to live according
to the Divine plan and earn
eternal happiness.

While involved in our inevi-
table worldly pursuits we are
also very much concerned
with what awaits us in the
great beyond. Christ by His
coming gave each of us the op-
portunity to make the most of
it. Without even considering its
bearing on the rest of the

It
works in the relations of na-
tions.

While we're on the subject,
let’s try to appreciate also the
sublime meaning of Christmas
to our nation.

Phone Companies
Of Texas Spend
Over $32 Million

AUSTIN, — Texas' largest
independent telephone compa-
nies spent more than $32,740,-
000 on expansion and improve-
ments during 1963, and have
already allocated more than
$37,465,000 for similar purpos-
es in 1964. ;

These startling figures were
developed in a special survey
by the Texas Telephone Asso-
ciation among independent
Texas telephone companies,
including 120 privately-owned
companies and 22 telephone co-
operatite organizations. Muen-
ster Telephone Corporation is
a member of the association.

During 1963, these compa-
nies have added over 48,000
new subscribers, nearly 1,000
every week. They built 30 new
exchanges to serve these new
customers more efficiently and
added 83 new employees in
spite of automation and unat-
tended dial operation of many
exchanges.

About 50 percent of the area
of Texas is served by indepen-
dent companies, the remainder
by Southwestern Bell Tele-
phone Co. and Mountain Sta-
tes Telephone & Telegraph Co.
The latter company serves on-
ly El Paso County.

Ending 1963, according to
the survey reports, Texas in-
dependent telephone compan-
ies have a total investment in
facilities exceeding $298,367,-
000. Their plans for 1964 will
raise this total to more than
one-third of a billion dollars.

Estimated gross revenues of
the independent companies are
expected to rise from $57,500,-
000 in 1962 to $63,800,000 by
the end of 1963, an increase of
about $6,350,000.

These figures give a good

idea of the huge amounts of
money required to serve Tex-

munications services. The faith
of these companies in the fu-
ture of Texas is impressively
demonstrated by the fact that
they and their stockholders
will have invested more than
one-third of a billion dollars
in their Texas properties by
the end of next year.

Dear Mr. Cooperator:

In a few short months grass
planting time will be here a-
gain. Too much grass is planted
every year in the Upper Elm-
Red Soil Conservation District
on unprepared land or on land
which received a “lick and a
promise” at the last possible
moment. Through the years it
has been observed that poor
seedbed preparation has been
the greatest cause in grass-
planting failures. Even this
past year, with its severe short-
age of rainfall, the majority
of complete failures can be
traced to a lack of good seed-
bed preparation.

A deep, early plowing seems
to be the best answer. Land
which is plowed early enough
to receive the freeze-thaw ben-
efit plus winter moisture is in
excellent condition for spring
planting. At the same time
land which is deep plowed
holds more moisture, utilizes
any residues available, and
buries all weed and grass seed.
As a result there is less com-
petition and grass gets a good
early start.

All of you have a conserva-
tion plan on your farm. Grass
planting is one of the practic-
es most of you planned to car-
ry out. We take this opportun-
ity to remind you of a conser-
vation practice which can be
started now,

Printed by PO for
Christmas 1963

Encouraged by last year’s
sale of one billion Christmas
Stamps, and a continued de-
mand after the supply was
sold -out, the Post Office is an-
ticipating record-breaking sal-
es of two billion this coming
Christmas season, a Post Of-
fice spokesman said.

The design of this year’s
stamp was inspired by a pain-
ting of the towering National
Christmas Tree, flown in from
Colorado, with its 5,000 lights
visible from almost any point
in Washington.

Colortone Press, of Washing-
ton, D. C,, saw a unique op-
portunity to make Christmas
greeting cards from Miss Span-
dorf’s painting and offer them
to retailers nationally.

Here's an interesting reprint
clipped from one of our ex-
change papers. It's self ex-
planatory:

A while ago, Wanamaker’s
Department store, an old land-
mark in New York, closed its
doors. An anonymous, but ap-
parently nostalgic student dug
back into records and found
this copy of a notice that ap-
peared on the bulletin board
of the store in 1845:

“Store must be open at 6:30
a.m., and remain open until
9:00 p.m. the year round.

“The store must be swept
counters, base shelves and
show filled and the chimney
cleaned; pens made; doors and
windows opened; a pail of wa-
ter and a scuttle of coal must
be brought in by each clerk,
before breakfast if there is
time to do so, and attend to
customers who -call.

The store must not be open
on the Sabbath day unless ab-
solutely necessary, and then
only for a few minutes. Any
employee who is in the habit
of smoking Spanish cigars, get-
ting shaved at the barber
shop, going to dances and oth-
er places of amusement will
surely give his employer rea-
son to be suspicious of his in-
tegrity and all-around honesty.

“Each employee must not
pay less than $5.00 per year to
the church and must attend
Sunday School every Sunday.

“Men employees are given
one evening a week for court-
ing purposes, and two if they
go to prayer meeting regular-
ly.
“After 14 hours of work in
the store, the Ileisure time
must be spent in reading good
literature.”

Despite Severe Drought
Muenster Continues Drive
Of Growth and Progress

The past year at Muenster can be regarded generally as

another good one — lots of activity and lots of achievement
as the community moved steadily forward in its march of
progress.

Probably the biggest news of the year is the drought,
which to now shows the second lowest ntoisture measure on
record. It’s only 21.08 as compared with the 19.06 in 1956. As
regards the grain harvest, it was not bad. Rains were timely
and yields were about normal. But dryness since has been
bad for pastures and feeds. Livestock raisers face one of the
biggest winter feed bills the area has known.

For the City of Muenster it’s been a big year of improv-
ing as work started on the program authorized in a 1962 bond
issue. It was the biggest year ever in street work, giving the
town a fine rating in both condition and mileage of pave-
ment. A new reservoir and pump station increased the water
supply substantially. Work on the mains extended and im-
proved the distribution system,

Other building too was steady and substantial even
though it does not show on the years building permits. The
hospital has advanced from a mere beginning to near com-
pletion, representing about a half million dollars of work
this year. And the telephone building, also started before
was done mostly this year. Residential building was most
unusual in that more was done just beyond the limits than
in town. However limits are extended now and two new
homes are brought into town.

Business news presents a few changes. Dr. Laughlin
moved his office here. J D Hanna and Don Woodruff started
Muenster Pharmacy then bought Dixie Drug. The Bob
Halls opened a White Auto Store. Al Hess bought Scott Fur-
niture.

Significant in town activity was the organization of
Muenster Jaycees. They have been busy as beavers doing a
fine job for the town. Their best effort was promoting Muen-
ster Day at the State Fair and capitalizing in a big way on
their public relations opportunity with a fine display and
lots of spirit.

As usual the community had its sadness, as loved ones
passed on. The year was unusual in that death chose mostly
the young and comparatively young,

At the schools the enrollment record was broken again.
Registrations starting school hit 713, a gain of 10 since last
year,

Lindsay also makes history. It has started on the addi-
tion of two new buildings to its improving school system.
It has completed a good municipal water system. Its Knights
have won distriet and bi-district football championships for
the second consecutive year.

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Legends Show Many Helpers for
Santa on His Christmas Rounds

Even though Santa s some-
times pictured as traveling by
rocket or by jet plane, his fav-
orite mode of transportation
still seems to be the famous
reindeer-drawn sleigh. The
only wonder is that he can re-
main as jolly as he tradition-
ally is, when he has to cover
the world in one night, deliv-
ering gifts by the billions.

Perhaps the explanation may
be found in the number of
helpers he has, and also in
the fact that Christmas Eve is
not his only day for delivering
gifts.

St. Nicholas, a real bishop,
was the first “Santa”. Many
legends grew up around his
name, and many centuries af-
ter his death on December 6,
about 342 A. D., he was hon-
ored as a friend of the young,
December 6 became “Chil-
dren’s Day,” and St. Nicholas,
traveling - by horse, brought
gifts to reward children for
good behavior.

large extent replaced St. Nich-
olas, in some European coun-
tries children still await the
arrival of the bishop on the
night of December 5, and set
out shoes filled with hay and
carrots for his horse.

In Scandinavian and some
other countries Santa gets an
assist from St. Lucy, who is
responsible for the distribu-
tion of gifts on her day, De-
cember 13.

Christmas comes after
Christmas to many homes in
France and French Canada,
where the old tradition of giv-
ing gifts to children on New
Year's day is observed. There's
a resemblance to Christmas in
the placing of gifts beside the
fireplace, often in stockings.

Even then, the Santa season
isn’t finished. Many Spanish
children expect the Three
Kings to bring them gifts on
Epiphany, January 6. They
too, set out shoes filled with
straw and grain for the horses
the Kings ride.

Whatever the gift-giving
date, Santa has a host of help-
ers to lighten his load. In ad-
dition to St, Lucy, Scandina-
vian countries have the Tom-
tar, little gray-bearded men
who are said to hide gifts for
boys and girls on Christmas
Eve. The Christ Child or Krist-
kind brings the gifts in many
countries.

In Italy the traditional gift-
giver is Befana, sometimes de-
scribed as a benevolent fairy
and sometimes as a witch.
Legend says that she misdi-
rected the Magi or that she
refused shelter to the holy
family. Now she goes around
the world, in repentance, seek-
ing the Christ Child and do-
ing good to children on Christ-
mas Eve.

GOOD SAMARITAN LAW
To date 21 states have pas-
sed Good Samaritan laws to
protect doctors who stop at
accidents to help victims. In
the past, many doctors who
have saved the lives of these
injured, have later been sued
on the grounds of malpractice
by these same ingrates. As a
result, doctors have been ad-
vised by lawyers and insuran-
ce companies to keep traveling
when they encounter a wreck.
New Jersey is the latest state
to pass a Good Samaritan law.

ORIGIN OF OK

Where did the expression
OK originate?

Three Celebrations of Christmas
In Bethlehem’s Church of Nativity

Pilgrimage to Bethlehem is
for thousands of Christians
each year the focal point of

the religious observance of |

Christmas. Visitors of many
faiths make the trip to Beth-
lehem, now a part of Jordan,
to the Church of the Nativity
above the Grotto of the Nativ-
ity where Christ was born.

The manger so familiar to
all- who know the Christmas
story was an improvised stable
in a cave hewn out of rock,
near the center of the hill
town of Bethlehem.

Christmas is observed three
times at Bethelehem, and for
each observance the Mandel-
baum Gate between the Israel
and Arab sectors of Jerusalem
is opened to admit the Chris-
tian pilgrims.

Roman Catholic, Greek Or-
thodox and Armenian denom-
inations share the Church of
the Nativity. Roman Catholic
churches begin the Christmas

celebrations with masses on
Christmas Eve, December 25.

Eastern churches observe
Christ’'s birth in January. For
the Greek Orthodox churches,
which still follow the old Jul-
ian calendar, Holy Night is
January 6, Christmas Day
January 7. Armenian churches
celebrate both Christmas and
Epiphany on January 19.

Those of the Protestant
faiths gather in Shepherds
Fields, the nearby site where,
according to tradition, the
shepherds heard the angel of
the Lord come to tell of the
Nativity.

Average Family
In US Mails 110

Christmas Cards

Today, the greeting card in-
dustry estimates six Dbillion
greeting cards for all occasions
are mailed annually in the
United States. Statistically,
this is estimated at about 110
Christmas cards per family on
the average each year.

We often think of the cus-
tom of sending cards as mod-
ern, but the origins of the
greeting card can be traced
back thousands of years.

The earliest known holiday
greeting was printed from a
crude woodcut about 1450 in
Germany. It shows the Christ
Child standing in the bow of
an ancient galley manned by
angels, with the Holy Mother
seated by the mast.

History reveals people have
always had a desire to com-
municate on a sentimental and
emotional basis. For example,
the ancient Egyptians convey-
ed greetings with papyrus
scrolls.

In the Dark Ages, the ex-
change of symbols — gloves,
garters and bows — was re-
garded as a form of sentimen-
tal communication.

The modern custom of send-
ing greeting cards can be trac-
ed back through the centuries
to the Chinese who celebrated

with messages of good will.

The first-known published
Christmas' card made its ap-
pearance in London, England
in 1843. It was designed bv
John Calcott Horsley, British
painter and illustrator of the
period.

In 1846, one thousand copies
were lithograph=d, hand-color-
ed and sold by an art shop.

It is surprising how similar
this first card more than a
century ago was to many to-
day. Small panels to the left
and right show the charitable
acts of ‘clothing the poor’ and
‘feeding the hungry’, always
connected with the Christmas
season.

The date of the first Amer-
ican Christmas card is not
known, but an American au-
thority on greeting cards, Er
nest Dudley Chase of Boston,
found what he believed to be

the advent of the New Year|

Secutar and reli-
gious Christmas cus- |
toms met in the old
English “kissing
bunch.” This ever-
green ball had mistle-
toe, for kissing, hung
from the center.

But it also contained
small dolls to repre-
sent Jesus, Mary and
Joseph, as well as an
array of fruits and
colorful ornaments.

The Story Behind
“Silent Night”

Once upon a time, on a cold
winter evening long ago, a
young priest in Austrian Tyrol
was sitting quietly by the fire-
side of his parish house, writ-
ing out his Christmas sermon,
when there suddenly came a
knock at the door.

A peasant
woman in the little town had
that night given birth to a
child, and wanted it to have
the priest’s blessing. “Will you
come, Father?” the messenger
said, “Yes.” Father Josef Mohr
replied quickly, as he drew on
a heavy cloak. In the peasant’s
hut where the messenger led
him, Father Mohr found a
beautiful infant, cradled in the
arms of a radiant young moth-
er. It was only two days be-
fore Christmas, and as he gaz-
ed at the sleeping child and
proud mother, Father Mohr
could not help being remind-
ed of the Holy Infant and the
Virgin Mary.

As he truged home through
the deep snow, later that night,
Father Mohr looked up at the
stars shinging brightly down
on the sleeping village of Ober-
ndorf and he was awed by the
majestic stillness of the night.
Suddenly he murmured to
himself; “It must have been
something like this on that
silent, holy night in Bethle-
hem. As he walked on home-
ward, he meditated on the
symbolic events that he had
been part of For years he had
been searching for “the perfect
Christmas song,” something
simple and beautiful and filled
with reverence, and now he
decided to put his thoughts
and impressions of the even-
ing into words that might
become just such a song. Back
at his desk he dipped his quill
pen into the inkwell and
wrote, “Silent Night, Holy
Night!” Writing swiftly, he
went on, “All is calm, All is
bright.” In a remarkably short
time he finished his Christmas
poem.

But Father Mohr had no
music for his words. The next
day, Christmas Eve, he hur-
ried over to the house of Franz
Gruber, the church organist
and his friend. Could Franz
write a melody for his Christ-
mas poem — in time to be
sung during the Christmas ser-
vice? Herr Gruber agreed to
try, caught the true spirit of
Father Mohr's words and fin-
ished the melody in little more
than an hour. Thus at mid-

Frau Gruber’s prophecy was
remarkably accurate. Some
months later a visiting organ-
ist copied the song and taught
it to a quartet of gifted child-
ren in a neighboring province.
They, in turn, sang it at the
Leipzig Fair, at concert halls,
before the King and Queen of
Saxony It was taken to Fran-
ce, to England, to Russia, to
America. Years after, Franz
Gruber died in poverty and
obscurity, but the song he and
Father Mohr composed has be-
come immortal. Like the Holy
Manger, the Three Wise Men,
the Christmas tree and jolly
old St. Nicholas himself, “Sil-
ent Night’ is an unforgettable
part of the annual rites hon-
oring the Birth of Christ.
night, on Christmas Eve in
1818, before a hushed congre-
gation in a little village
church, “Silent Night, Holy
Night!” was given to the
world. When Herr Gruber’s
wife first heard the song, she
told her husband, “We will die
— you and I — but this song
will live.”

History Records
Chnstmas ‘First’
Legends, Customs

Shepherds watched, angels
sang and wise men traveled
far to behold the miracle of
the first Christmas.

Since that holy night a mul-
titude of legends and customs,
both religious and secular,
have developed as part of the
holiday. Each' legend was once
told, each custom once ob-
served for the first time, and
though origins of many tradi-
tions are now lost in time,
other Christmas “firsts” have
been recorded for posterity.

There are historic Christ-
mas “firsts” attested by church
records and by scientific re-
search into the early years of
Christianity, as well as “firsts”
of later history and “firsts”
that blend fact with myth.

Setting the Date

December 25 was first as-
signed as the date for the
celebration of the Nativity in
about the year 320 A.D. Since
the New Testament was writ-
ten as religious instruction
rather than history, the exact
date of Christ’'s birth is not
known.

The present day was selected
as a means of unifying the ob-
servances of Christmas, “the
mass of Christ.”

Hanging Stockings

Story of the first Christmas
stocking is associated with the
real St. Nicholas, a fourth cen-
tury bishop known for his
many Kkind deeds. Wishing to
present an anonymous gift to
help the daughters of an im-
poverished merchant, he threw
a bag of gold down the chim-
ney, where it fell into a stock-
ing hung up to dry.

Trimming Trees

Trimmed Christmas trees
first appeared in the United
States probably during the
American Revolution. Hessian
soldiers with the British forces
started the practice to relieve
their nostalgia for their home-
land.

An early diary, written at
Fort Dearborn, Ill., in 1804 re-
lates the practice of trimming
the Christmas tree with orna-
ments of the time.

At the White House

First National Community
Christmas Tree in the U.S. was
placed on the White House
lawn in 1923, while Calvin
Coolidge was President. The
tree was a spruce from Cool-
idge’s native state, Vermont.

In the following year Cool-
idge presided at a ceremony
under the sponsorship of the
American Forestry association,
to urge the use of living Christ-
mas trees.

How the Tree Grew
When the German prince
Alfred married Queen Victor-
ia, he carried the custom of the
Yule tree to England, and
from there it spread by’ imita-
tion and immigration to the
United States and Canada.
The German origin is appro-
priate, since it was in Ger-
many that the English mis-
sionary St. Boniface, formerly
a monk named Winfrid, first
instituted the decorated fir
tree, a tribute to the Christ
Child, as a replacement for
the sacrifices made to the oak,
which was sacred to the pa-
gan god Odin.

Scientists Seek
Explanation of

Christmas Star

Since St. Matthew first de-
scribed the star of Bethlehem,
its mystery has fascinated
mankind. Was it a miracle? Or
was it a brighter-than-usual
star or other celestial object?
Astronomers, while seeking
to identify the star, emphasize
that it may have been indeed
a miracle that can't be ex-
plained in terms of mnatural
phenomena, However, research
has provided material for con-
jecture that the star may have
been a natural occurrence.

One Discovery
A Danish astronomer, Tycho
Brahe, discovered a new and
brilliant star in the constella-
tion Cassiopeia in 1572, ac-
cording to the Encyclopedia
Americana.
Since  that discovery, The
Americana says, it has been
suggested that this might be
an especially brilliant star vis-
ible only at long intervals,
A reported appearance of a
bright star in that part of the
heavens about the middle of
the 13th century, coupled with
a vague account of a similar
appearance a little more than
300 years earlier, led to the
thought that these might pos-
sibly be former appearances of
the star of 1572.
If, as this might indicate,
the star appeared at intervals
of 310 to 315 years, three in-
tervals of 300-odd years from
the time it was first reported
would carry it back to about
the time of the birth of Christ.

Another Theory

Johannes Kepler, a German
astronomer, made discoveries
that led to still another theory
about the star of Bethlehem.
In 1604, he observed a configu-
ration, or close grouping, of
the planets Jupiter, Saturn
and Mars.

He determined that such a
configuration occurred each
805 years, and calculations es-
tablished that the same group-
ing might have appeared in
6 B. C.—which, some research
indicates, may have been the
correct year of Christ’s birth.
Since legends identify the
wise men as astrologers, this
theory accounts for the fact
that, as reporied in the New
Testament, only the wise men
saw the star.

While the three planets
grouped together would shed
unusual brightness, the aver-
age observer might not notice
them, while the wise men, as
astrologers, would.
