May Day is gradually de-
veloping into a big occasion
in Christian nations as well
as in the Communist world.

Few of us need to be re-
minded that it is the big show-
off day in red countries, has

been almost from the time
when communism took over
in Russia nearly a half cen-
tury ago. Demonstrations are
political, social and military.
Wheels of the party put on a
tremendous show to convince
the world that their machine
is operating smoothly, that the
masses make up a big happy
family dedicated to Marxist
ideals and making lots of ma-
terial progress, that Soviet
arms are invincible and des-
tined to rule the world.

One would think there was
a special fiendish design in
selecting the first of May for
the big show. Traditionally it
had deep religious significance
in many countries as the feast
of the Virgin Mary. Scheming
reds correctly calculated prop-
aganda possibilities in forci-
bly replacing religious obser-
vance with their elaborate
demonstrations. It showed the
masses that communism had
become more important in
their lives than religion.

That went on for quite a
number of years. Reds exploit-
ed the day to the limit with
an avalanche of propaganda
on the merits of their system.

Lately, however, progress is
developing on idealistic coun-
ter attacks. Veterans of For-
eign Wars several years ago
sponsored  establishment of
Loyalty Day emphasizing the
patriotic virtue of allegiance
to the flag, the country and
the principles of the Ameri-
can way of life. The show
presented by voluntary coop-
eration here has not approach-
ed the bigness of that presen-
ted by compulsory cooperation
there, but is has had a desir-
able effect. Within our own
country at least it has brought
out a sharp contrast indicating
that some are as ready to
show their loyalty as others
are to show their treason. In
fact, the loyalty of one group
seems to make the other’s dis-
loyalty all the more conspic-
uous.

And now we are gratified to
note a religious development
to take some more wind out
of the communist sails. The
order of Pope Pious XII desig-
nating May Day as the feast
of St. Joseph the Worker is
gaining recognition. Catholics
are reminded more than ever
before to regard the foster
father of the Savior as the
working man’s ideal.

There was an obvious pur-
pose in the selection of May
Day for the feast. To com-
munists it is Labor Day, so
the designation amounts to a
sort of challange to compare
ideal workers of Christianity
and communism. One is a free
man applying his mind and
skill as he wishes in helping
to carry out the master plan
of his Creator. The other is a
cog in a machine doing what
he is told in order to satisfy
his bosses. One symbolizes
dignity the other symbolizes
slavery. It isn’t likely, of cour-
se, that reds will be impressed
by the comparison, But a lot
of good can be done if free
people will see and appreciate
the difference.

As a matter of fact the con-
dition of our country could be
improved wonderfully by more
general practice of the ideals
symbolized by Saint Joseph.
To him work was dignified,
bringing out his own dignity
as a partner of God cooperat-
ing in the Divine Plan. It
meant doing a job to the best
of his ability, earning enough
to be able to live in dignity.

His were the standards
which deserve gerious think-
ing today from both sides of
the labor controversy -— by
workers who gouge for exhor-
bitant pay as well as employ-
ers who underpay, by those
who do as little as possible
and those who refuse to re-
ward extra effort. Our nation-
al economy would move fast-
er and smoother if more con-
science were applied on both
sides of the labor issue — if
dignity in work were more
generally applied and more
generally appreciated.

A proclamation issued by
Governor Connally designates
Saturday of this week as Tex-
ag Citizenship Day. The rea-
son behind it is self evident.
It is election day, the occa-
sion for exercising our citizen-
ship by going to the polls and
selecting the persons best
qualified and most worthy to
represent ug in government,

1963 Reported as

Biggest Year for
Electric Co-op

Members of the Cooke
County Electric Cooperative
Association meeting Monday
night in the Muenster High
School Auditorium were told
that 1963 was the bect year of
the organization’s history so
far,

Mike Sloan, manager, said
that gross revenue for the year
was $1,277,000, an increase of
9 per cent over 1962, and the
net operating margin was
$284,124, a gain of about 11.5
per cent over last year. KWH
consumption for the year in-
creased 12 per cent. He also
pointed out that a rate reduc-
tion of about 5 per cent on
farm and recidential schedules
became effective during the
year. That explains, he added,
why revenue was not propor-
tional to total consumption.

The year's earning plus
funds provided through de-
preciation enabled the co-op
to pay off principal of $64,000
and interest of $20,532 on its
current obligation, plus $110,-
576 in advance payments, plus
$200,000 in construction and
improvement and $22,000 for
reserve.

That brings the co-op’s total
advance payments to $581,728,
and member equity in the or-
ganization to 72 per cent. In
view of the favorable financial
position the Cooke County
Electric Co-op may become
the first in the state to com-
pletely pay off its indebted-
ness.

Sloan also pointed out in-
creasing use of electricity for
heating, urging members to
consider it not only for ap-
pliances but also for heating
their homes, especially in areas
where its price is already com-
petitive.

In closing his remarks Sloan
introduced all employees and
stated their length of service
with the co-op and also pre-
sented a Hamilton electric
watch to Leo Sicking, line sup-
erintendent in recognition of
25 years of service as of June
1, 1964. :

President Jack Crownover
was chairman, Rev. Wm. Craig,
retired, of Nocona gave an in-
vocation, and Mayor Earl Fish-
er extended the city’s wel-
come. Total attendance was
estimated at 750, and 385 mem-
bers were registered.

In their election of directors
members voted to continue
Al Wiesman and Vincent Zim-
merer in office for another
term. Directors then met and
voted to continue their offic-
ers as follows: Jack Crown-
over, president; Al Wiesman,
vice president; Doye Doty, sec-
retary. Others on the board
are J. A. Klement, T. P. Skin-
ner and Robert T. Lewis Jr.
Most popular at the meeting
was a drawing for over $700
worth of attendance prizes.

Muenster Bank

Reports Gains in
Deposits, Loans

In both deposits and loans
the Muenster State Bank has
gained during the past year.
These facts were revealed this
week in a statement of condi-
tion as of April 15, required
by the state banking commis-
sioner.

The deposit was $3,624,933,
an increase of $56,598 since the
first quarter statement last
year. Total loans were $1,911,-
640, an increase of $151,571
since the first quarter of last
year.

However deposits have
dropped $100,507 in the past
quarter. The previous state-
ment shows a total of $3,725,-
440. During the same quarter
loans increased $191,985 from
$1,719,655.

The composite report on the
four county banks also shows
gains in both deposits and
loans for the past year De-
posits are up $235,333 to $22,-
758,822. Loans are up $1,000,010
to $10,798,029.

Two of the four county
banks, Muenster State and
First State gained in deposits
while Gainesville National and
Valley View National declin-
ed. Three of the banks gained
in loans and Valley View Na-
tional dropped back.

4" Postmaster Arthur Endres
said.

Service changes planned loc-
ally include the suspension of
several services on Saturday.
Money orders will not be is-
sued and rural carriers will not
accepi applications for money
orders on Saturdays. Inquiries
and claims will not be handled
and meter settings, box rent
collections, and trust fund de-
posits will not be made on
Saturdays. No “after hours”
window service will be pro-
vided on any day of the week.

Primary Election

The day of decision for po-
litical candidates of Texas will
arrive Saturday when voters
of the ctate go to the polls to
make their selections. Ballot-
ing here as through the rest
of the state is expected to be
heavy reflecting keen interest
resulting from hot campaigns
on the state and local levels.

In Muenster the election will
follow customary procedure.
The North Box will be located
in the public school with Joe
Luke in charge and the South
Box will be in the building
at the city park entrance with
Paul Ficsher in charge. Hours
at both places will be 8 am.
to 7 p.m,

It will be different, however,
in that two ballots will be us-
ed in keeping with new reg-
ulations on voter eligibility.
One ballot, listing local and
state offices is for persons who
have paid their poll tax. The
other listing federal offices
does not require a poll tax and
can be used by all voters
whether or not they have paid
a poll tax.

Another change of proced-
ure is also urged because of
the many precincts over the
state which will have both
Democratic and Republican
primaries. Where both parties
have elections it is necessary
to show a poll tax receipt so
it can be stamped to show the
person has voted. That is a
precaution to prevent voting
in both parties.

Muenster will not have a
Republican primary, hence the
precaution is not needed. Nev-
ertheless local judges are ask-
ed to go along with the new
method, and they, in turn, ask
voters to comply. They add,
however, that they will have
their usual poll tax list and
will not deny a vote to any
qualified person.

The customary precinct con-
ventions will be held the same
day at both boxes to elect del-
egates to the county conven-
tion and to adopt resolutions
for presentation at the county
convention. Luke and Fisher
are chairmen for these meet-
ings to be held at 2 o’clock.

We seriously doubt anyone, in-
cluding Internal Revenue Ser-
vice agents, can truthfully say
he understands all of the tax
law.

The time individuals spend
working for the government,
free of charge, trying to keep
records and file forms proper-
ly is nothing compared to that
imppsed on employers. Not
only are there many more
forms to file, but, in addition,
employers must serve, with-
out compensation, of course, as
tax collectors.

A mathematical genius
couldn’t compute the expense
Americans employers are re-
quired to shoulder, taking
money that doesn’t belong to
them out of pay envelopes of
their employees and transfer-
ring it according to formula
to the Bureau of Internal Re-
venue. In addition to so-call-
ed withholding and social sec-
urity taxes, some of the other
diabolical schemes are unem-
ployment compensation, com-
pensating, license tax, etec.
Then, of course, employers are
also expected to assess and col-
lect taxes from their custo-
mers,

Each of these many schemes
to relieve American citizens of
money requires a complete and
accurate set of records and a
fair sized pile of forms must
be filed monthly, quarterly
and/or annually in order to
satisfy the bureaucrats that
everyone is progressing ac-
cording to plan.

The last report we saw in-
dicated a total staff of the In-
ternal Revenue Service at ap-
proximately 64,000, who spend
an annual budget of clightly
less than $700 million.

We've tried to visualize, at
times, what kind of purple fit

the founding fathers would
have if they were suddenly
transported to the present

time. They threw the tea over-
board in Boston harbor be-
cause of less taxes than mod-
ern citizens are forced to pay.
We suspect American citizens
could relieve themselves of a
good percentage of the bite if
they visited the voting booths
during the elections and de-
feated all politicians who sub-
scribe to the Pie In The Sky
spending schemes which are
so popular among modern Am-
erican politicians.

HOW TO SUCCEED WITH-
OUT REALLY WORKING
In 1961 the government paid

the American farmers $680 to
retire 20 million acres of land
from corn production. These
same farmers then increased
the farm surplus by 20 million
bushels.

Senator Williams, the Dela-
ware watchdog of the treas-
ury, found that 699 “farmers”
coilected more than $10,000 a-
piece under the Feed Grains
Program.

One of these farmers was
the Farmers Investment Co. of
Tucson, Ariz., which rented
582.3 acres from the state of
Arizona at an average cost of
$3 per acre. The Department
of Agriculture then contracted
with them for $37.90 per acre
not to cultivate the land. In
another section of the state
they rented an additional 155.2
acres for an average of $4.50
and collected $44.54 per acre
not to cultivate this land.

Their net is easily followed,
s they cleared over $26,000 on
an investment of less than
$2,500 on public land owned
by the taxpayers who paid the
bill.

Social Security
Benefits Received
By 2485 in County

About one out of every ten
residents of Cocke County is
now receiving a monthly so-
cial security check according
to figures released by Gus
Jones, Sherman social secur-
ity district manager.

Jones’ report listed the num-
ber of Cocke County benefi-
ciaries as 2,485 at the end of
1963, an increase of 6.6% ov-
er the corresponding figure at
the beginning of 1963. The dol-
lar benefit amocunts total more
than $1,681,000 yearly.

Retired workers are the lar-
gest single group of social se-
curity beneficiaries in the
County. There are 1,331 in this
group and their old-age insur-
ance benefits total $86,545
monthly.

Other beneficiaries listed in
the county as of Dec. 31, 1963,
and their monthly benefits are
as follows: Husband or wife:
411 receiving $13,350; Widow
or widower: 192 receiving $11,-
348; Mother and children: 368
receiving $17,968; Disabled
workers and dependents: 177
receiving $10,556.

Jones forcast that the num-
ber of social secority benefic-
iaries will continue to increa-

se in the future, but at a much
slower rate than in the past
10 years. He said that, nation-
ally, the social security bene-
fit rolls increazed from about
5 million people in 1954 to
more than 19 million at the
end of 1963. This rapid growth
in the beneficiary population
resulted from major amend-
ments to the Social Security
Act from 1950 through 1961.
He cited several amendments
which extended social secur-
ity coverage to self-employed
business and professional men,
farmers and agricultural wor-
kers, and other groups. As a
result, several million people
whose work was brought un-
der social security are now re-
ceiving benefits. Others qual-
ified through amendments
which reduced the amount of
work needed to get banefits.
One change — lowering the
age at which older people can
get benefits form 65 to 62 —
accounts for 1.8 million out of
19 million people now entitled
to benefits. The amendments
also introduced a new protec-
tion under cocial security dis-
ability benefits — and 1.5 mil-
lion disabled workers and their
dependents now receive bene-
fits under the disability provi-
sions cof the law.
