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Election of the president of
the United States by popular
vote is now being pushed as a
proposed amendment to the
constitution. Lots of politicans

were perturbed in the 1968
election over the thought that
the third party candidate,
George Wallace, came very
near to attaining the balance
of power in the electoral col-
lege and they are determined
not to take the same risk
again.

We recall the situation very
well. If the two major can-
didates had both failed to get
a majority of electoral votes
‘Wallace would have been in
a position for hard bargaining.
He could have become very
influential in the selection of
the president. And liberals,
with very good reason, as-
sumed that any such decisions
would be detrimental to them-
selves.

Understandably they wangt
to get rid of the Electoral Col-
lege system of electing. But in
doing so they are trying to
set up a less desirable system.
‘While a popular vote election
would end in a positive selec-
tion, it would also disregard
the separate states and fur-
ther strengthen a federal gov-
ernment which is already too
strong. Continuation of that
policy would eventually re-
sult in figure-head governors
and helpless state legislatures
who can be pushed around as
the Washington powers please.

Actually the trend has al-
ready gone too far in that di-
rection. It needs to be halted,
not prodded on by another
provision that is damaging to
the states. To our way of
thinking the idea ought to be
scratched and efforts should
be initiated to restore some of
the influence and prestige and

power that the states had in|

former days.

For instance, education all
over the country could be im-
proved wonderfully if each
state were premitted to take
over control of its schools. The
country was suckered into ac-

cepting handouts from Wash- |

ington, but next it found it-
self being pushed around by
the professional educationists.
The same applies in welfare,
civil rights and other pro-
grams. People at the grass
roots did not gain when the
centralized bureaucrats took
over.

The Washington crowd has
completely changed the na-
tion’s original concept of gov-
ernment. The founding fath-
ers’ intention was to have a
federation of separate states
dedicated to the harmony and
prosperity of all but allowing
each to run its own affairs. In
fact the constitution provided
that powers not specifically
assigned to the central govern-
ment are reserved to the
states. Hardly anyone needs to
be reminded that many of
those powers have since been
taken over by the federal gov-
ernment.

As regards the election of a
president, our founding fath-
ers were careful to preserve
the influence of the states.
Each state cast its vote in ac-
cordance with the outcome of
its own election. Varying the
number of electoral votes was
‘a matter of proper regard for
varying populations but did
not alter the fact that each
state’s electoral vote reflected
the majority vote of its own
people.

In recent years people have
been bugged by the thought
that the most popular man
does not necessarily get elec-
ted. A candidate may barely
win in a number of states
while his opponent wins big
in one state. The one would
be ahead in electoral votes
while the opponent is ahead
in popular votes.

A still bigger objection to
the system was the problem
posed in 1968 when Wallace
electors would have been able
to vote as they pleased in the
electoral college, and certain-
1y not as the voters had indi-
cated.

We must admit that the
possibility of electing a pres-
ident in spite of a lower pop-
ular vote, and the possibility
of having an election con-
trolled by a minor candidate
with a balance of power
doesn’t seem like the best
method. But to correct it by
a simple popular election
seems like over simplification.
It might create worse problems
than it eliminates. We can
easily imagine that the liberal
element dominating the den-
sely populated North and East
would soon become dominant
in presidential elections and
iz::ioml politics.

The 21st annual grass judg-
ing contest sponsored by the
Upper Elm Red Soil and Water
Conservation District has been
scheduled for Tuesday, Sep-
tember 29, at Cooke County
Junior College.

Today I sail along at 70.

“TI don’t believe Nader
pickers were responsible for
those changes. Nor do I need
Nader to tell me when I am
being ‘rooked’ on a product.
I know a business fails or
prospers through services
rendered. That is why we have
the highest standard of living
and more conveniences than
any other people on earth —
and I know this was not
brought about by the nitpick-
ers.

“My shoes last longer than
they did a few years ago. My
electricity costs less per unit
and service is more depend-
able by far. My radio in 1924
cost $138. It had three tuning
dials and batteries. Tuning in
a station was quite an accom-
plishment. Now I can get a
portable for $25 and it does a
much greater job.

“I feel people should be told
much more about the history
of such accomplishments than
about faults found by the nit-
pickers.”

Mr. Buchanan has a point.
We would add this: it seems
to us that Mr. Nader has what
might be called a fairly safe
operation. Improvements have
not only been made in the
past; they will continue to be
made in the future. These im-
provements will come about
because of the built-in im-
perative of business to satisfy

St. Stephen'’s

Crown

The Soviet puppets in Hun-
gary are making noises
again — over possession of St.
Stephen’s crown.

The royal crown, which sym-
bolizes authority over all of
Hungary, was turned over to
U.S. armed forces for safe-
keeping near the end of World
War II. Shortly thereafter the
Soviet Union forcefully im-
posed coOmmunist power in
Hungary, and ever since then
the Reds have been trying to
get their itchy fingers on the
holy crown.

Stephen was the first ruler
to muster the quarreling tribes
of Hungary into a national
whole. Legend has it that the
holy crown was sent to Step-
hen by Pope Sylvester II for
his coronation in the year
1,000. Ever since then, the sac-
red relic has symbolized leg-

But the Soviet Union
insisted upon a “coalition gov-
ernment” (exactly as they are
now insisting for South Viet-
nam) and that was the end
of freedom for the Hungarian
people. Today the iron curtain
rings the country with barbed
wire, watch ‘towers, plowed
land — and inside the deadly
ring are thousands of Soviet
troops to assure that the peo-
ple remain slaves of the Soviet
system.

Stephen’s crown will be when
the iron curtain is torn down,
the Red Army is sent to Mos-
cow, when they have a free
press, and the Hungarian peo-
ple choose their own leaders.

S S Beneficiaries
Urged to Check on
Earnings Limits

“Social security beneficiar-
ies who are working may be
eligible for some or all of their
benefits,” stated Gus Jones,
social security district manager
in Sherman.

Beneficiaries earning $1680
or less in a calendar year will
receive all benefits. Those
earning more than $1680 but
less than $2880 in a year, will
give up $1 of benefits for every!
$2 earned over $1680. Those
earning more than $2880 in a|
year will give up $1 of bene-
fits for every $1 earned over|
$2880.

There is an exception to this |
general rule, explained Jones.
Although earnings may be]|
over $1680 in a year, benefits |
will be paid for any month in |
which the worker neither
earns more than $140 in wages |
nor renders substantial ser-|
vices in self-employment.

Regardless of total earnings |
in the year in which a person |
becomes 72, benefits are pay-|
able for the month he turns 72 |
and all later months. How- |
ever, earnings for the entire |

Many residents in Cooke
county have noticed some un-
| wanted pruning of their shade
trees. This pruning is the re-|
sult of the work of a dark grey
beetle,

The beetle is called a twig
girdler because of the type of
damage it does. The adult fe-
males girdle branches of the
host tree by cutting a circular
incision through the bark and
deep into the wood. They at-
tack limbs %4 to % inch in di-
ameter. The damaged limbs
will break and hang in the
tree or completely fall to the
ground. Destroying the cut-off
limbs will help in the control
of this insect.

It takes one year for this in-
| sect to go through a life cycle.
!Tho adults will appear again
next fall. Most of the damage
has already occurred for this

! PECAN WEEVILS

| Growers in Cooke county
| are urged to spray their pecan
|

| trees now for the control of
| pecan weevils, says County
Agent Neil Tibbets.

The pecan weevil is a very
destructive pest that emerges

from the soil in August and|
September and feeds on the
pecans. Severe infestations

will destroy all the nuts on a
tree.

The adult female weevil is
brownish in color with a body
about three-eights of an inch
in length, and a snout as long
as its body. The male has a
somewhat shorter snout.

Feeding is done prior to
hardening of the pecan shell.
Eggs are laid after the shell
hardens. The legless grub feeds
from three to six weeks. When
| the grub is full grown, it|
comes out of the pecan and
‘burrows into the soil. The life
| cycle requires from 2 to 3 years
to complete.
