country. Just to pay the in-
terest on that debt, we tax-
pavers are digging up about
818 hillion a year, which is|
twice as much as we paid in |
1961. This sharp increase of
interest cost is due partly to
increased principle but even
more 0 to higher interest
rates

But that’s not the worst of

it. The cost will go higher e-
ven if the government man-
ages to hold the debt at it.s
present figure. The reason Is
that bonds at the old low
rates are maturing daily and
have to be renewed at the cur-
rent higher rates. To put it an-
other way, almost nine per
cent of the present national
budget is needed just to pay
interest.

Anyone can estimate his
share in the cost by figuring
nine per cent of his federal
tax bill. Anyone knows that
this kind of burden is outrag-
eous and ruinous. Anyone
knows that drastic corrective
measures are urgently needed,
and the Liberty Amendment
appears to be an answer to
the problem.
