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The inevitable round of
remedial proposals that fol-
lows a great tragedy came in
a hurry last week after the
sniping slayings in Austin. The
entire country echoed again
with demands for strict laws
regulating the sale and pos-
session of firearms. Similar
demands were heard\ after the
assassination of President
Kennedy.

No one can question the mo-
tives behind such demands.
In fact, ninety nine persons
out of a hundred agree em-
phatically that a reasonable
and certain way of preventing
such tragedies would be most
desirable. But then they run
squarely into the big prob-
lems. What would be reason-
able and certain? And could
such preventives be adopted
without injustice to millions
of other people?

One fact stands out in the
Austin tragedy. If there is to
be a firearms law for po-
tential killers it will have to
apply to everyone. If anyone
deserved exemption from the
regulation on previous record
of heroism and later record of
personal behavior Whitman
was such a person. He proved
that it is impossible to de-
termine who will crack up, so
the only certain way to pre-
vent shootings is to take guns
away from everybody. Carried
to its most absurd extreme,
that would apply even to
peace officers and soldiers.
They too can crack up.

And still, that would not
solve the problem. Guns are not
the only lethal weapons. Next
on the banned list would be
knives, including kitchen
knives. Cars too are deadly.
In fact they kill more people
than all lethal weapons com-
bined. Should they be banned?
Obviously the issue can be
carried to absurdity.

The answer is self evident.
It is unthinkable that items
of normal usefulness should be
outlawed just because some of
them occasionally become
death dealing weapons. Civi-
lization will have to go on
taking its chances with the
things that are usually bene-
ficial.

If the ultimate of precaution
fails to make sense what's to
be said of milder methods,
usually referred to as regula-
tion of firearms? In theory
that sounds fine. Keep guns
away from criminal or un-
balanced people. But who can
determine who is dangerous?
Would Whitman have been
ruled out? Even suppose dan-
dangerous people could be
ruled out, could they be pre-
vented from stealing guns, or
buying smuggled guns? Ex-
perience has shown that crim-
inals manage to get guns des-
pite all preventive measures
adopted so far.

The do gooders may as well
admit that tragedies like Aus-
tin’s cannot be prevented with-
out absurd limitations on the
rights and freedoms of every-
body. People who get the
urge to kill somehow find a
way — unless they are already
effectively restrained, or un-
less they are discouraged by
fear of the consequence.

In that respect the recom-
mendation of Governor Con-
nally seems to be the best of
all. He asks for mandatory life
imprisonment for insane kil-
lers. His reason for the non-
parolable life sentence is that
too many criminals escape ex-
tended punishment on pleas
of insanity.

Though his idea would not
apply to cases like Whitman'’s,
whose apparent intention was
to be killed rather than cap-
tured, it would be a strong
deterrent to other murderers.
They would know that they
face the prospect of going out
of circulation permanently,
whether judged sane or insane.

And there’s additional mer-
it in the fact that such people
would not have the opportun-
ity to kill again. Too often in
the past “insane” killers, ap-
parently recovered, have re-
turned to crime after being
paroled. But the Connally way
would prevent them from ever
getting back into society,

The idea most certainly
seems good and deserves the
serious consideration of our
legislature. Unless serious
flaws can be found it ought
to go into the books.

Along with effectiveness
such a law has the added
feature of punishing only the
guilty. As all of us know, it
isn’t right to deprive every-
one just so criminals can be
checked. The better way is
to put more teeth in the law
so that more criminals will
have to pay for their crimes.

Federal help is available to
the planning commission.

ulation for such a planning
study. That number is about
9,400.

Projects initiated by the
planning commission can be
financed by grants and loans
from the federal government.

Center will have no laboratory
or X-Ray. Space and invest-
ment are saved there while
enabling the hospital to get
more use out of its facilities.

Another special convenience
is the pharmacy in the build-
ing.

The Medical Center will be
a brick veneered building with
generous use of plate glass at
the center front.

Width of the building
is 36 feet.

Included in it are the pharm-
acy, two doctor suites and one
dentist suite.

There will be five rest
rooms, two adjoining the wait-
ing room, one near each end
of the building and one in
the pharmacy.

The building will have cen-
tral heat and cooling, sheet-
rock and textone interior walls
and vinyl floors.

A sewer system is in sight
for Lindsay.

DISTRICT NEWS

Elm-Red Soil and
Conservation District

Upper
Water
cooperators are encouraged by
district supervisors to take a
new look at their conserva-
tion plan. Same plans that are
a few years old need to be

updated and revised. Some
conservation practices such as
terraces, are being constructed
different than they were a
few years ago.

Now many cooperators
with SCS technicians as-
sistance, are planning and con-
structing parallel terraces.
These terraces are the same
distance apart and sometimes
straight. Parallel terraces are
eaiser to farm and many point
rows are eliminated.

A few years ago, waterways
were planned and designed for
regular gradient terraces. In
some cases, additional water-
ways are needed for parallel
terraces. No one can tell by
Just looking at a field where

parallel terraces can be con-

structed, according to Cecil
Chaney, soil Conservationist
at Muenster. The SCS tech-
nicians will be glad to work
with any cooperator who is
interested in parallel teraces.
If suitable outlets for the
terraces have not been es-
tablished, then additional wa-
terways can be planned.

Some district cooperators
who have recently constructed
parallel terraces in the Muens-
ter Work Unit area are: Klem-
ent Brothers, Matt Muller,
Kleiss Brothers, Arthur Hell-
man and Martin Trubenbach,

District Supervisors state
that gradient terraces may be
adequate for the cropping
system that is being carried
out now, but no one knows
what crops will be planted
in a few years. A terrace sys-
tem properly constructed and
maintained should last for
many years. Therefore, paral-
lel terraces should be con-
sidered when planning a ter-
race system.

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE
LEGISLATURE OF THE
STATE OF TEXAS:

Section 1. That Section 49-d
of Article III of the Consti-
tution of the State of Texas
be amended to read as fol-
lows:

“Section 49-d. It is hereby
declared to be the policy of
the State of Texas to encour-
age the optimum development
of the limited number of
feasible sites available for the
construction or enlargement
of dams and reservoirs for
conservation of the public wa-
ters of the state, which wa-
ters are held in trust for the
use and benefit of the publie.
The proceeds from the sale of
the additional bonds author-
jzed hereunder deposited in
the Texas Water Development
Fund and the proceeds of
bonds previously authorized
by Article III;, Section 49-c
of this Constitution, may be
used by the Texas Water De-
velopment Board, under such

provisions as the Legislature
may prescribe by General

Law, including the require-
ment of a permit for storage |
or beneficial use, for the ad- |
ditional purposes of acquiring
and developing storage facili-
ties, and any system or works
necessary for the filtration,
treatment and transportation
of water from storage to
points of treatment, filtration
and/or distribution, including
facilities for transporting wa-
ter therefrom to wholesale
purchasers, or for any one or
more of such purposes or
methods; provided, however,
the Texas Water Develop-
ment Fund or any other state
fund provided for water
development, transmission, |
transfer or filtration shall not |
be used to finance any project |
which contemplates or results |
in the removal from the basin |

of origin of any surface water |
necessary to supply the rea-
sonably foreseeable future
water requirements for the
next ensuing fifty-year period
within the river basin of ori-
gin, except on a temporary,
interim basis.

“Under such provisions as
the Legislature may prescribe
by General Law the Texas

the State of Texas or on any
stream constituting a bounda-
ry of the State of Texas, to-
gether with any system or
works necessary for the fil-
tration, treatment and/or
transportation of water, by
any one or more of the fol-
lowing governmental agen-
cies: by the United States of
America or any agency, de-
partment or instrumentality
thereof; by the State of Tex-
as or any agency, department
or instrumentality thereof; by
political subdivisions or bodies
politic and corporate of the
state; by interstate compact
commissions to which the
State of Texas is a party; and
by municipal corporations.
The Legislature shall provide
terms and conditions under
which the Texas Water De-
velopment Board may sell,
transfer or lease, in whole or
in part, any reservoir and as-
sociated system or works

| tracts. If storage facilities are

which the Texas Water De
velopment Board has financed
in whole or in part.

“Under such provisions as
the Legislature may prescribe
by General Law, the Texas
Water Development Board
may . also execute long-term
contracts with the United
States or any of its agencies |
for the acquisition and devel- |
opment of storage facilities in |
reservoirs constructed or to|
be constructed by the Federal
Government. Such contracts
when executed shall consti-
tute general obligations of the
State of Texas in the same
manner and with the same ef-
fect as state bonds issued un-
der the authority of the pre-
ceding Section 49-¢ of this
Constitution, and the pro-
visions in said Section 49-c
with respect to payment of
principal and interest on state
bonds issued shall likewise ap-
ply with respect to payment
of principal and interest re-
quired to be paid by such con-

acquired for a term of years,
such contracts shall contain
provisions for renewal that
will protect the state’s invest-
ment.

“The aggregate of the
bonds authorized hereunder
shall not exceed $200,000,000
and shall be in addition to the
aggregate of the bonds pre-
viously authorized by said
Section 49-¢ of Article III of
this Constitution. The Legis-
lature upon two-thirds (2/3)
vote of the elected members
of each House, may authorize
the Board to issue all or any
portion of such $200,000,000 in
additional bonds herein au-
thorized.

“The Legislature shall pro-
vide terms and conditions for
the Texas Water Development
Board to sell, transfer or
lease, in whole or in part, any
acquired storage facilities or
the right to use such storage
facilities together with any
associated system or works
necessary for the filtration,
treatment or transportation of
water at a price not less
than the direct cost of the
Board in acquiring same; and
the Legislature may provide
terms and conditions for the
Board to sell any unnappro-
priated public waters of the
state that might be stored in
such facilities. As a prerequi-
site to the purchase of such
storage or water, the appli-
cant therefor shall have se-
cured a valid permit from the
Texas Water Commission or

its successor authorizing the

acquisition of such storage fa-
cilities or the water impound-
ed therein. The money re-
ceived from any sale, transfer
or lease of storage facilities
or associated system or works
shall be used to pay principal
and interest on state bonds is-
sued or contractual obligations
incurred by the Texas Water
l)o\'r"u‘:mvnt Board, provided
that when moneys are suffici-
ent to pay the full amount of
indebtedness then outstanding

HOUSE JOINT RESOLU-

TION NO. 69 proposing an
Amendment to the Constitu-
tion of the State of Texas by

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE
