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While the civilized world
looks on with apparent un­
concern one of the great 
tragedies of modern history 
is being consummated. The 
tiny nation of Biafra after a 
gallant 30 months struggle for 
independence, has been crush­
ed by Nigeria and now awaits 
a highly questionable fate.

It is significant that Pope 
Paui, anticipating th e  an­
nouncement of surrender, ask­
ed for humane and merciful 
treatment of the defeated 
country. Also that a relief a- 
gency sponsored by several 
Christian denominations asked 
for immediate permission to 
resume and increase its ship­
ments of food to the starving 
people.

One would think in this era
of civilization that such re­
quests would be unnecessary. 
But the Pope and the relief 
agency, knowing the primitive 
and savage traits of victorious 
Nigeria, have reason to remind 
them that a civilized settle­
ment is in order. All of us 
hope that Nigeria will heed 
the request and refrain from 1 
savage reprisals.

The Biafran war is one of
several tragic events which de­
veloped out of the modern e- 
mergence of small nations un­
der influence of the commu­
nist dominated United Nations. 
The official UN policy for sev­
eral years was anti-colonial- 
ism, even while Russia was 
busy building up its own vast 
colonial empire. A steady flow 
of propaganda told the Afri­
can colonies that they had 
been exploited those manv 
years, that they had a right to 
self determination and to use 
their resources for their own 
benefit.

The campaign got results. 
One by one the European 
countries pulled out and  
granted independence to their 
former colonies. In every case 
the result was chaos. Native 
incompetence agitated by So­
viet conniving to set up their 
red puppets led to violence 
and tribal war.

Nigeria was one of lhose un­
fortunate countries. English 
rule had managed to keep ri­
val tribes under control. After 
that the old jealousies and ha­
treds came into the open. In 
a very short time the dominant 
tribe of Nigeria had control of 
the government. B i a f r a n s 
found that they were colonials 
again, but under a rule that 
was much more oppressive 
than Britain’s had ever been. 
The next development was an 
assertion of their right to 
self determination, as the UN 
had preached, and their decla­
ration of independence.

However, Nigeria by then
had other ideas on self de­
termination. It had become 
the mother country. It wanted 
to impose its rule and exploit 
the rival tribe’s lands. It de­
nied Biafra’s right to secede 
and declared war.

Here apparently was a situ­
ation in which UN should 
come to the immediate sup­
port of Biafra. By its own 
preaching the Biafrans were 
right. However, political con­
ditions had changed. Nigeria 
was under the influence of 
Moscow, so UN obligingly ig­
nored its principles, and also 
ignored its peace keeping func­
tion while Nigeria with Soviet 
help waged war on the little 
secessionist country. According 
to UN attitude, this was not 
self determination. It was 
revolt, and official sympathy 
favored Nigeria.

That is the shabby back­
ground of one of the shabbiest 
chapters in UN history. And 
conduct of the war has been 
equally shabby. After Niger­
ians failed miserably in the 
early part of the war Russia 
came in with planes and so­
phisticated weapons. That too 
failed to subdue the Biafrans.

Then came the really bar­
baric stage of the war. Biaf­
rans were to be starved into 
submission. 'A blockade shut 
off all shipments of food un­
til Red Cross and church re­
lief services started their air­
lift of food and medical sup­
plies, which continued for 
more than a year in spite of 
aerial attacks and bombard­
ment of the landing strip.

Well, the report Monday 
tells us that Nigeria has final­
ly triumphed. Military pres­
sure combined with the bru­
tal starvation of millions of 
non combatants h a s  finally 
crushed the brave and dedica­
ted people of Biafra. Mean­
while more than a hundred 
member nations of a so-called 
peace keeping organization re­
mained unconcerned while a 
little country seeking free­
dom and independence was 
savagely exterminated.

Larry Yosten, manager of 
the AMPI surplus milk pro­
cessing plant in Muenster, is 
the subject of a feature ar­
ticle in this month’s edition 
of Dairymen Digest, the offi­
cial publication of Associated 
Milk Producers Inc., a multi­
state co-op serving over 29,- 
000 Midwest farmers from 
Texas to Wisconsin.

The article describes Larry 
as a youngster who started 
working for the FMA cheese 
plant i n 1942, dumping ten 
gallon milk cans into the 
weighing tank, and advan­
cing through all stages of the 
plant’s growth to his present 
position at the top. At the 
same time it traces the plant’s 
growth from a locally owned 
operation to its present func­
tion as one of the several 
plants processing surplus milk 
of the huge AMPI association.

Larry’s early career with the 
old FMA was interrupted dur­
ing World War II while he 
drove a n army truck over 
the Burma Road, but he has 
been on the job here ever 
since.

The first big changes of 
plant development came in 
1954 when FMA sold out to 
North Texas Producers Asso­
ciation. The plant then served 
a limited number of small

dairymen who had not con­
verted to Grade A production. 
After the takeover it became 
one of the two NTPA plants 
processing surplus Grade A 
milk in North Central Texas.

The new operation involved 
big changes. One was to in­
crease capacity so the plant 
would be able to store and 
manufacture much larger vol­
umes. Another was to equip for 
production of new products.

The old plant made only 
butter and cheese. The remod­
eled plant was to have larger 
capacity for making those pro­
ducts along with powdered

This is the first year that 
the Department has gone to 
the new system, which in­
cludes an order-by-mail pro­
gram for obtaining 1970 mo­
tor vehicle license plates.

But just to make sure that 
motorists do understand the 
“easy-to-follow instructions”, 
they are:

1. Each motorist whose ve­
hicle was registered last year 
has or will receive in th e  
mail a long, narrow envelope 
with a printed message on the 
front reading: “Important — 
This is Your License Plate Re­
newal Application.”

2. The envelope will contain 
a three-part form. DO NOT 
SEPERATE THE T H R E E  
PARTS.

3. You may renew your mo­
tor vehicle license registration 
during January and February 
by mailing the three-part form 
(intact) and your check to 
your county tax collector. Add 
$1 for postage and handling 
charges for each vehicle. Li­
cense plates will be mailed 
February 1 and thereafter.

4. You may renew your mo­
tor vehicle license registration

' during February and March 
by taking the three-part form 
(intact) and your check to the 
tax collector’s office or sub­
station.

That’s it! Now see if you 
are one of the seven million- 
plus Texas motorists who can 
follow those “easy-to-follow in-

The Truth About 
Martin L. King

It now appears that the gov­
ernment was listening in on 
the telephone conversations 
of Martin Luther King. It ap­
pears also that the wire-tap­
ping of this supposedly “non­
violent” black “martyr” was 
authorized by none other than 
Robert F. Kennedy, then at­
torney general.

The FBI. according to Scott, 
ran into the King connection 
while investigating another 
national security c as e .  When 
King’s name was mentioned 
several times by persons un­
der surveillance, it was de­
cided to put the civil rights 
leader under close observation.

So alarming was what was 
learned about King that House 
Speaker John McCormack was 
informed. This briefing caused 
Speaker McCormack to make 
extensive preparations to de­
fend Washington aga i ns t  
King’s plans to cause massive 
disruption.

It is pathetic to see the peo­
ple, both black and white, mis­
led by the publicity and prop­
aganda surrounding M. L. 
King into believing him to be 
something he was not. Such 
delusions are dangerous to the 
national security.

It is high time for the pub­
lic to be told the truth!

Taxes
How much of a citizen’s in­

come s h o u l d  Government 
take? The primary function of 
organized government is to 
protect what the citizen al­
ready has. It cannot give to 
the citizen anything except 
what it first takes away 
from the citizens, less the cost 
of collecting and distributing. 
This means that if govern­
ment taxes the people and at­
tempts to return these taxes in 
the form of public relief, all 
people in that government 
will have less of everything, 
including freedom. The “U. S. 
News and World Report” of 
December 29, 1969 reported the 
following: (a) In 1939, 19 cents 
out of every dollar went for 
taxes. Nine percent of the na­
tional income went t o the 
Federal government and 10% 
went to state and local gov­
ernments; (b) In 1949, 24 cents 
of e v e r y  dollar went for 
taxes. The Federal government 
took 17% out of the national 
income and state and local 
governments took 7%; (c) In 
1959, 30 cents out of every dol­
lar was spent for taxes. Fed­
eral government took 22% of 
the national income. The local 
and state governments took 
8%; (d) In 1969, 36 cents out 
out of every dollar went for 
taxes. The Federal government 
took 25% of the national in­
come and local and state gov­
ernment took 11%. It is very 
doubtful that any person who 
spends 36 cents out of every 
dollar for taxes can honestly 
consider himself a free citizen. 
This conclusion is based on 
the simple fact that what the 
government subsidizes it also 
manages.

Milo Looks Like a 
Crop With Future 
In Cooke County

by Neil Tibbets 
Cooke County farmers are 

always looking and figuring 
on a new crop that will 
return a higher profit per 
acre Many farmers are grow­
ing Milo and making from 4 - 
6 thousands pounds per acre. 
Figuring the price at $2 00 per 
hundred this, will be a gross 
return of $80 to $120.00 per 
acre. This return is probably 
greater than the average.

Milo looks like a crop with 
a good future. The intensified 
cattle feeding program of 
West Texas will make Mi­
lo harder to buy at higher pri­
ces. You are in a dificate area 
and have-a ready market for 
all the Milo you can produce.

A check w a s  made with 
Cooke County feed dealers and 
they are bringing in 30 truck 
loads of Milo a week. A total 
of 1560 a year. A total of 30 
million pounds a year. It is 
not possible for Cooke County 
farmers to produce the local 
needs of Milo in the next 10 
years.

The ASCS office has a pro­
gram where they will finance 
on the farm drying and stor­
ing equipment that you may 
be interested in. If production 
is increased storage facilities 
will be in short supply.

A Grain Sorghum Produc­
tion meeting will be held iri 
the Farm Bureau Office Buil­
ding, Thursday night, January 
29, 7:30. The program will be 
presented by the Agricultural 
Extension representatives and 
the County Agricultural Agent.

15% Increase 
Adds $167 Million 
In State Benefits

Residents -of Texas will re­
ceive an additional $167,000,- 
000 in 1970 as a result of 
the 15% increase in Social Se­
curity benefits, Wayman E. 
Register, Dallas Regional Com­
missioner of Social Security, 
said today. The law recently 
passed by Congress and sign­
ed by the President became 
fective as of January 1, 1970.

Social Security beneficiaries 
need not apply for the 15% 
increase, as each of the 1,208,- 
000 men, women and children 
in Texas now on the benefit 
rolls will receive the increase 
automatically, Register said.

The first regular check in 
the new amount will arrive 
the first week in April on the 
usual day for the delivery of 
benefit checks. A separate 
check for the amount of the 
increase for the months of 
January and February should 
reach the beneficiary during 
the last week in April.

Mr. Register estimated that 
the total Social Security pay­
ments to retired or disabled 
workers and their dependents 
and for survivors in Texas

for 1970 will amount to $1,283,-
000,000 .

Refiguring the benefit a- 
mounts for the 25,000,000 now 
on the rolls in the United 
States is a tremendous task 
and it must be done with­
out disrupting the regular 
monthly payments.

One out of eight Americans 
is now receiving Social Secur­
ity checks each month. As of 
the end of December, these 
monthly payments totaled 2.2 
billion and the monthly total 
will go up by 345 million as 
the 15% increase becomes ef­
fective.

A constant effort is being 

made to find new and better 
ways of improving and in­
creasing farm living and in­
come, says Eual Davis, district 
conservationist at Muenster.

One of th e  most recent 
crops to catch the attention 
of many landowners in Tex­
as is Catfish, Davis continues. 
It may take a- while to con­
vince yourself that Catfish is 
a crop; however, it is grown 
on the farm then sold and or 
consumed as any other farm 
crop.

The expansion of this crop 
has been tremendous and it 
looks as if it will be one of 
the high producing cash crops 
in Texas within a few years.

The Soil Conservation Ser­
vice recently published Farm­
ers Bulletin No. 2244, Catfish 
Farming, a New Crop. This 
booklet discusses all phases 
o f this vast industry from 
building the first pond to mar­
keting the fish. It discusses 
subjects like Water supply 
and quality. Hatcheries, Stock­
ing, Feeds and Feeding, Trou­
bles and Treatments, and Har­
vesting.

The other is 
cheddar cheese, delivered in 
640 pound boxes to be aged 
and packaged for retail sale.
