“I was boyn in Bedford county,
Georgia, in 1848." Mr. Clardy said.

People Starved

“The war left the people of the
South almost on the verge of starve-
tion. The neglected farms had fak
len & prey o brambles, weeds, bush-
es and barren clay patches, and the
people were withoul money or means
of making money with which o imn-
poirt thelr supplies We managed
to keep the body and soul togethe:
util 1870, when we decided to poin
the procession of Tennesseeans com-
ing to Texas. Our family consisted
of my mother and my brothers, John

« N. M. and A. R. Clardy, and my-
self. Father had died some time
before. We came all the way in a
wagon, crossing the Mississippi at
Memphis. The last railroad we saw |
was at Brinkley, Ark

“We came through to Dallas coun-
ty and setiled at Farmers Branch

Open Range

“The country was all open range
and eattie raising, or rather cattle |
herding, was practically the only
oceupation of the people. Many |
men cultivated small patches of |

“I breught our first crop of wheat |
to the Todd mill in Dallas. I soid
the miils 100 bushels at $1.50 a4 bush-
el. The miller gave me an order:
on a merchant on the courthouse
square for my money. The money
in ctrculation then was silver and
gold, The merchant counted me out
$150 in silver dollars. T tied it up
in a red bandana, went to the wag-
on yard and counted it carefully
It was all there. A few weeks later
I sold the mill another 100 bushels,
but the market had declined, and
I had to let it go at $1.25 a bushel.
