
Governor Ronald Reagan of
California pointed the way to 
fiscal sanity in his second in­
augural address Monday when 
he said that the state’s num ber 
one job is an overhaul of its 
welfare program. President 
Nixon would show good judg­
m ent in presenting the same 
program  a few weeks hence to 
the nation’s next legislative 
session.

The governor h it the issue 
squarely when he said “I shall 
propose restructuring welfare 
— to elim inate waste and the 
im propriety o f subsidizing 
those whose greed is greater 
than their need. The present 
confusion m ust be replaced 
with a program that will m ax­
imize hum an dignity and sal­
vage the destitute.”

Judging from the fact that 
Reagan spent one th ird  of his 
speech on the subject, com­
m entators assumed that it has 
priority status on the state’s 
agenda. And with good reason. 
He said that ‘'M andated by 
statute and federal regulation, 
welfare has proliferated and 
grown into a leviathan of un- 
supportable dimension.” T o 
which we average citizens can 
firmly agree. This week we 
were rem inded tha t the w ork­
er’s new rate of social security 
paym ent w ent into effect, so 
that he now kicks in 5.2 per 
cent of his pay and his em­
ployer m atches tha t rem ittance 
w ith an equal am ount — a 
total of 10.4 per cent on each 
person’s pay.

If someone had told the 
worker th irty  or tw enty years 
ago, or even ten years ago, 
that over ten per cent of his 
earnings would be skimmed 
off for welfare, including lots 
of able bodied loafers who 
don’t deserve the money, he 
would never have believed it. 
He could not imagine that so 
many people would violate 
hum an pride and integrity to 
m ake the phony claim. Nor 
could he imagine that the wel­
fare program  would become so 
expensive. When the Congress 
imposed this thing on us it 
asked for only one per cent 
on the  first $3,000 of pay. Now 
it’s 10.4 per cent on the first 
$7800, and still going up. This 
assessment combined w i t h  
various other taxes raises the 
average person’s tax  to  well 
over a th ird  of his gross in­
come. It means that lots of 
governm ent expenses need to 
be trimmed, and the most 
outrageous of all is the w el­
fare program.

To our way of thinking Rea­
gan’s idea ought to get the 
eager suport of his lawmakers 
just as Nixon’s ought to get 
strong support from the Con­
gress. But, amazingly, -tha t 
isn’t how it’s expected to go. 
Both programs are due to be 
opposed by legislatures which 
think it is politically wise to 
be generous to the poor — 
without asking how many of 
the beneficiaries are really de­
serving.

This column, for one, can’t 
understand such lawmakers. It 
can’t imagine that there are 
so many who pretend not to 
care that chiselers are horn­
ing in on charity. One would 
expect them  as a m atter of 
principle to insist on cutting 
off every phony. Surely they 
don’t like to be taken in by 

^the deadbeats, whose raids on 
the charity funds are depriv­
ing the needy people that ac­
tually deserve help.

This is hard to understand 
even on the basis of expedi­
ency. While it’s true that a 
few votes can be picked up by 
accommodating the deadbeats, 
it seems likely that a lot more 
votes are lost. All of us are 
aware tha t there are lots more 
taxpayers than welfare bene­
ficiaries. With few exceptions 
those taxpayers w ant a good 
deal for all the people who 
need help, but they also w ant 
to dum p the freeloaders. That’s 
what President Nixon, and 
Governor Reagon and lots of 
other governors want. I t ’s 
amazing tha t legislators aren’t 
stampeding to get there first 
with that kina of bill. Maybe 
they ought to take polls of 
their areas and find out what 
kind of thinking has the pop­
ular support.

Besides weeding out a s
many undesirables as possible, 
o u r  national government 
should be thinking about a 
complete replacem ent of our 
social security system w i t h  
the kind of program  it origin­
ally claimed to have. Folks 
who were around when it was 
started rem em ber clearly that 
it was presented as an insur­
ance plan. Each person’s pay­
ments were supposed to be 
credited to his account and 
he’d have a nice income at 65.

Well, those folks know they 
have been gypped. In the first 
place those who reach 65 or 
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Council Invites

In other action the council 
approved the issue of a build­
ing perm it to Sylvan W alter- 
scheid and Donald Hess for 
construction of a slaughter 
house and meat processing 
plant. Building awaits approv­
al of plans by th ^ S ta te  Health 
Department.

The council also considered 
purchase of a new rotary mow­
er and abandoned the idea in 
favor of a rebuilding job on its 
present mower. Flusche’s 
welding and machine shop was 
awarded the rebuilding con­
tract.

And the council heard a re ­
quest for a paving project on 
West Sixth Street from the 
hospital to the west city limit. 
It was considered as a possible 
addition to the city’s next pav­
ing project. However the coun­
cil has not determined when 
it will pave again.

Deposits Increase 
Loans Decline at 
Muenster Bank

Deposits at the M uenster 
State Bank showed increases 
for the past year and for the 
past quarter in this week’s re­
port to the state banking com­
missioner. The report, dated as 
of the close of business on 
December 31, 1970, was sub­
m itted in response to a call 
received Wednesday.

Total deposits on tha t date, 
were $4,458,747.02, an increase 
of $152,123,26 over the report 
of a year ago, also an increase 
of $170,773.64 over the last 
quarterly  report dated October 
28, 1970.

However the report indicates 
a decline of $156,151.83 in loans 
during the year, but a gain of 
$13,883.34 during the past quar­
ter. Total loans reported were 
$2,261,680.05.

Combined reports of the 
four Cooke County banks re ­
flect an increase of both de­
posits and loans. Deposits are 
$35,821,844.49, a gain of $3.6 
million for the year. Loans are 
$18,324,526.05, a gain of $2.4 
million for the year.

As 1971 began the fire 
departm ent had 23 active mem­
bers headed by Harvey Schmitt 
as fire chief. He succeeds Al­
vin Hartm an who held the job 
for seven years after serving 
as assistant chief for two years, 
and completed his twentieth 
year with the departm ent last 
year.

Free Enterprise 
And a Free Press
Political and economic lib­

erty live or die together. 
Stated another way, free en­
terprise a n d  ownership of 
property by private citizens is 
inseparable from representa­
tive self-government. A free 
press depends upon the ad­
vertising support of private 
enterprise. Under the U.S. con­
stitutional form of govern­
ment, the law is the guardian 
of both persons and property.

An example of what hap­
pens to political liberty when 
property rights are tram pled 
upon by the state is being 
starkly dem onstrated in Chile, 
a country that is now rapidly 
falling under totalitarian 
M arxist rule. Inductry is be­
ing nationalized — taken over 
by government. And foreign 
investors are becoming wary 
of putting their money any­
where in Latin America. If 
private enterprise dies in 
Chile, so does liberty. The 
press will soon be nothing 
more than a sounding board 
of dictatorship. As U. S. News 
& World Report states, nation­
alization of industry is auto­
matically removing political 
opposition as advertising is 
cut off and newspapers go into 
bankruptcy.

The experience of Chile 
should show why, as a m atter 
of principle, U. S. citizens 
should support the institution 
of private enterprise whether 
it be the local corner grocery 
store or a basic industry. 
Where private enterprise — 
and a free press — are des­
troyed, elections become m ean­
ingless rituals, and oppression 
becomes a way of life.

Housewife

P art of the “inflation” that 
we complain about is due to 
changing standards of living 
rather than  to  the declining 
purchasing power of the dollar. 
That is the conclusion of one 
housewife who compared her 
food budget in 1960 with one 
of a more recent date. She 
took a typical current shop­
ping list that rang up a total 
of $24 on the superm arket’s 
cash register. On going over 
the list, she discovered that 
much of w hat she is now buy­
ing at the grocery store is not 
groceries.

There were paper towels 
and paper napkins itemized at 
$1.66. In the old days, people 
took time to home launder and 
reuse cloth towels and napkins. 
Then there was 59 cents for 
dog food. In  the old days, 
Rover used to eat table scraps. 
There was an item  of $1.79 for 
bug spray on the current 
shopping list “. . . to execute 
what we used to swat — and 
89 cents for fabric softener 
where we formerly depended 
on a windy day.” There was 
also $1.59 for shampoo and 
band-aids —” in 1960 some of 
us were shampooing w ith 
soap and bandaging with strips 
of worn-out shirts.” Another 
item, $3.75 for light bulbs and 
a  thermos bottle would form­
erly have shown up on the 
“hardw are” bill. This house­
wife discovered that of her 
$24 grovery bill, groceries cost 
less than $16. Summing up, she 
found that her food bill for 
1960 was $971.57. Household 
i t e m s  that Year came to 
$347.98. This past year, she 
paid only $3 more for food, 
for household items she paid 
$725.82!

In spite of the kicking about 
inflation, consumers so far 
have shown little inclination 
to tu rn  their backs on the con­
veniences and luxuries t h a t  
have been brought to them  by 
the world’s most efficient, re ­
tail, mass-distribution system.

There is now serious talk  
about nationalizing the na­
tion’s troubled railroads. This 
is pitiful. Betweeen them, the 
governm ent and the unions 
have regulated the railroads 
into an inefficient, money-los­
ing operation — and now our 
legislators want the taxpayers 
to start making up the differ­
ence. Why not remove the 
shackling rules a n d  regula­
tions and let the railroads sur­
vive in tha t fashion, rather 
than continuing inefficiency at 
taxpayers’ expanse? •

Overhaul Asked in 
State Voting Laws

Secretary of S tate M artin 
Dies Jr., as Texas’ chief elec­
tion officer, has urged com­
plete overhaul of the sta te’s 
prim ary election m achinery 
and voter registration system,

Dies told the House commit­
tee studying election reform  
that Texas faces a crisis in elec­
tion operations and must, w ith 
counties, assume financing and 
conduct of prim aries.

Election fees, although a l­
ready too high, said Dies, no 
longer adequately finance elec­
tions.

Texas’ chief election officer 
said he personally favors Sep­
tem ber and October prim aries 
to concentrate the election per­
iod, ease the stra in  on candi­
dates and increase waning vot­
er interest.

Dies also strongly recom ­
mends the junking of annual 
voter registration and substi­
tu ting the system  of re-regis- 
tration-by-voting used by most 
states.

Both early prim aries (and 
January  31 voter registration 
cutoff) and annual registration 
are under court attack.

If Federal judges declare 
both unconstitutional, Dies 
told the  committee, Texas will 
be unable to hold prim aries 
or register voters un til the Leg­
islature orders changes.

Education Betrayed
The largest and most power­

ful organization in the academ­
ic community is the National 
Education Association. So far 
as we can determ ine, the only 
evident reason for its existence 
is to extract the  largest pos­
sible num ber of dollars from 
the pockets of taxpayers. . . . 
There are, at the local level, 
many f i n e ,  self-sacrificing, 
hard working conscientious 
teachers in  o u r  schools. 
Througout our country there 
are thousands of dedicated, 
unselfish school board m em ­
bers who are doing their best 
to provide our youth w ith a 
good education. But a t the top 
leadership levels, in h i g h  
places, the m eaning and pu r­
pose of education is being be­
trayed — and it is tim e for a 
change.

Killing Handicap
W elfare, as everyone knows, 

is bankrupting communities all 
over the nation — and no one 
seems to be able to do any­
thing about it. Some figures 
from a state w elfare office in  
M assachusetts explain, a t least 
in part, w hy the problem  of 
welfare is getting out of con­
trol. According to the figure, 
a fam ily of four on the  Aid 
for Dependent Children pro­
gram in M assachusetts enjoys 
a standard of living $1,275 a 
year higher than a fam ily of 
the same size supported by an 
average wage earner. Includ­
ing fringe benefits — free m ed­
ical and dental care, tax  re ­
lief, subsidized ren t and m ortg­
age payments, special insur­
ance breaks — the  fam ily of 
four on w elfare receives the 
equivalent of $7,671.55 a year. 
The average wage earner’s 
fam ily gets $6,396.00 a year. 
These figures from  M assachu­
setts are very likely sim ilar to 
figures for o ther states. No na­
tion can live indefinitely under 
this kind of a handicap and 
still m aintain the productivity 
of its people — or the initiative 
of the individual.

Change of Heart 
On Gun Control
Two years ago Congress 

passed a stringent gun con­
trol bill — stringent at least 
so far as law-abiding gun own­
ers were concerned. As op­
ponents of the bill pointed out 
at the tim e of its passage, re ­
stricting t h e  fundam ental 
right of gun ownership by all 
private citizens would do little 
to curb crime. Their prophesies 
have been borne out.

Now congressional sentim ent 
is increasing for repeal or 
modification of the 1968 Fed­
eral Gun Control Act. Typical 
of the attitude of a growing 
num ber of congressmen and 
senators is that of Senator Wil­
liam Proxm ire of Wisconsin. 
Senator Proxmire, one of those 
who voted for the 1968 meas­
ure observes, “. . . I would 
certainly vote for its repeal 
now. A fter more than a year 
and a half of experience with 
this bill, I have become con­
vinced that it is not a practical 
anti-crim e measure. I would 
most emphatically support re ­
placement of the act w i t h  
some more practical and w ork­
able anti-crim e measure, with 
emphasis on punishing those 
who misuse firearm s more 
severely, especially when they 
engage in crim inal action. . . .”

There are some 113 pending 
bills to repeal the 1968 Fed­
eral Gun Control Act outright 
or to modify its provisions. A 
survey of congressional mem­
bers shows that more than a 
th ird  of the Senate and a 
quarter of the House were by 
late 1970 on record in some 
way as favoring relaxation of 
the federal gun law. Correc­
tion of this piece of legislative 
folly will take time. In any 
event, it is an illustration of 
how easily our liberties can be 
infringed upon and how dif­
ficult it is to retract the path 
toward freedom.

Would you like to make your own microscope?

You ean use a simple micro­
scope to study tiny plants, ani­
mals, crystals, and other things 
too small to be seen with the 
naked eye. If you do not have a  
microscope, you can easily make 
one.

You will need a 4- by 12-inch 
plate o f clean glass, several 
books, a strip of metal 1 inch 
Wide and about 6 inches long, 
and a small pocket mirror. First 
make two equal stacks of hooks 
about 4 or 6 inches high. Make 
a bridge between the two stacks 
with the plate glass.

Next, with a nail, punch a very 
small hole in the center of the 
metal strip. Slightly bend the 
last inch of the metal on each 
end of the strip, and polish the 
metal with silicone automobile

polish. Place a specimen (a hair, 
for instance) on the glas* plate 
and stand the metal strip over it. 
Make sure the hole in the metal 
is directly over the specimen.

Lean the mirror against an 
eraser or small piece of wood 
under the glass plate, and adjust 
it  to reflect light up through the 
specimen. Place a drop of water 
over the hole in the metal with 
an eye dropper. Look down 
through the water drop, and 
bring the specimen into focus by 
pressing on the metal strip with  
one finger.

This kind of water-drop micro­
scope can magnify up to 100 
times if the hole is the right size. 
The water drop will evaporate, so 
you will have to renew it from 
time to time.

Texans Will Pay 
13.6 Per Cent More 
For Car Insurance

As expected, Texans will be
paying higher auto insurance 
rates this year. But rates will 
not be as high as first pro­
posed.

State Board of Insurance 
has announced an average 
statewide 13.6 per cent in­
crease for all classes of vehic­
les and coverages. Actually, 
th a t’s about a 14 per cent over­
all increase for private passen­
ger cars.

In establishing the rate, the 
Board, for the first time in its 
history, took into considera­
tion insurance company in­
come from investm ents a n d  
all other sources. But it backed 
off from the “net w orth con­
cept” which would have pro­
duced still higher rates.

Staff m em bers of the state 
regulatory agency last Novem­
ber recommended an average 
hike of 23.4 per cent. Industry 
actually asked 27.7 per cent, 
and reportedly is disappointed 
at the end result, since it got 
only about half of w hat it 
wanted.

Board members staunchly 
defended their findings as ad­
equate, however, and said 
rates will allow after-tax pro­
fit of 5.1 per cent on total as­
sets, or 7.2 per cent before 
taxes.

Rate of re tu rn  from policy 
underw riting reflected in 5.1 
per cent profit is only 1.3 per 
cent after taxes. P rofit alloca­
tion from  interest, dividends 
and rents is 2.9 per cent after 
taxes and from  realized and 
unrealized capital gains of 1.9 
per cent.

On a sample area basis, poli­
cies for average drivers of new, 
medium-priced cars would in­
crease (all coverages com­
b i n e d ) by the following 
amounts:

N ortheastern z o n e  $25, 
Southeastern $23, El Paso $29, 
East Texas oil field area $15, 
West Texas oil field $30, Webb 
County $19, Coastal $24, Rio 
Grande Valley $20, Galveston 
County $26, Potter and Ran­
dall Counties $24, Denton 
County $25, W ichita County 
$21, Dallas County $27 a n d  
Harris County $22.
