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The epidemic of bank rob­
beries in North Texas in re ­
cent weeks helps us recall a 
sign once prom inently dis­
played in many Texas banks:
$5,000 Reward for the capture 
of a bank robber, dead or a- 
live.”

The warnings were taken 
down so long ago that this 
colum n does n o t  rem em ber 
w hen or why, but recent fre­
quency of the crime makes 
one wonder w hether it was 
not a mistake. Maybe the law 
ought to be put back on the 
books.

Doubtless the law had its
bad points or it would not 
have been repealed. About 
the  most objectionable we 
can imagine is reviving the 
old bounty hunter urge t o 
gun down a hum an being for 
the rew ard or encouraging un ­
trained and trigger happy in ­
dividuals to rush into a situa­
tion that experienced lawmen 
should handle. To that extent 
the law was hardly in keeping 
w ith modern standards.

Perhaps soft heartedness al­

cent people should be made 
to  realize that the crime could 
be fatal to them.

Adm itting that the law is
not likely to be restored, we 
feel a need for one to put as 
much fear in robbers. It 
should require m andatory se­
vere punishm ent of any ban­
dit convicted o f robbing a 
bank, a store, a home or any­
th ing else. Along with that 
there  should be an attitude 
of greater sym pathy for the 
crim inal’s victims than for 
him.

Of course this would not 
appeal to the bleeding hearts 
people who go overboard in 
their solicitude for criminals. 
They are always concerned 
about penalties too harsh for 
the crime. They are always 
eager to respect the rights of 
crim inals bu t seem to forget 
the rights of victims.

Well, it’s about time to re ­
vise some thinking on that 
subject. The purpose of pun­
ishm ent under the law is not 
to demand an eye for an eye 
and a tooth for a tooth, with 
special care that the punish­
m ent will be no more severe 
than the crime. Rather the 
purpose is to prevent crime, 
which can be accomplished 
best by convincing people 
tha t crim e does not pay. The 
would-be crim inal s h o u Id  
know in advance that he 
risks severe punishm ent when 
he commits a crime. Our crime 
rate  would be much lower if 
lawmakers and courts would 
put more emphasis on that i- 
dea.

President Nixon is entitled
to praise for his recommenda­
tion a few days ago of tough­
er penalties for bombings and 
arson. His purpose adm itted­
ly is fix m andatory punish­
ment which is severe enough 
to prevent the crimes. It can 
b e assumed that criminals 
will be less active when they 
know that the FBI will be af­
ter them  and courts will low­
er the boom on them.

As far as this column is
concerned, the tougher the 
penalties the b e 11 e r. We 
should not give a thought to 
w hether a punishm ent is too 
severe for a specified crime 
The idea to g e t  across is 
that the consequence applies 
only to those who defy the 
law and violate other people’s 
rights. No one needs to suf­
fer from it. All can avoid it 
simply by avoiding crime.

This is the same principle 
which we all accept and live 
with daily in regard to misde­
meanors. The specified fines 
seem out of line for various 
offenses, such as throwing lit­
ter out of cars, or„ speeding, 
or disturbing the peace. None 
of those acts as such seems 
very serious, but each violates 
a regulation which is needed 
to kern  an orderly society. 
For that reason they need to 
be prevented. Well, it’s obvi­
ous that the penalty for viola­
tion m ust be more than a 
mere trifle. It has to hurt to

Householders will not have 
any difficulty identifying e- 
num erators for the 1970 Cen­
sus of Population and Hous­
ing, District Manager Richard

Enum erators, or census takers 
(most of whom are women), 
started  making their rounds 
in the area on April 1 and 
are expected to complete their 
work in three to five weeks.

Each census taker will w ear 
a red, white, and blue identi­
fication card. This card bears 
the seal of the D epartm ent of 
Commerce, and the words 
“Census Enum erator, Official 
C redential” are printed across 
its face. It bears the census ta ­
ker’s signature and certifies 
that she is authorized to per­
form the duties of a census e- 
num erator and has sworn to 
keep confidential all census 
inform ation you provide.

Census takers will be fu r­
ther identified by the portfo­
lio containing their supplies. 
The portfolio is blue and bears 
the legend, “1970 Census.” In 
the portfolio, the census taker 
carries her supplies of report 
forms, maps, pencils, and other 
tools necessary for her work.

Electric Co-op 
Members Receive 
$75,442 in Checks

Checks totaling $75,442.21 
were mailed today to consum­
er-owners of Cooke County 
Electric Cooperative Associa­
tion, announced Michael E. 
Sloan, the Cooperative’s M an­
ager. These checks represent 
Capital C redit payments to 
the consumers of the Coopera- 
ative, and bring the total of 
such paym ents to $347,422.16 
over the last four years.

Mark Clark 
On Vietnam

Gen. Mark Clark (U.S.A.- 
Ret.), the form er commander 
of the United Nations forces 
in Korea, issued his prescrip­
tion for ending the war in 
Vietnam recently—and, ironi­
cally enough, Clark’s hard­
line message appeared in a 
signed column in t h e  New 
York Times, one of the coun­
try ’s leading dovish newspa­
pers.

Clark began his article by 
noting he had signed the A r­
mistice in Korea on July  27, 
1953. Stressing that he was 
“thankful the armistice had 
ended the killing,” Clark also 
m aintained that he knew even 
then that the struggle was 
not over with the Commu­
nists. We had gained some­
thing when t h e  armistice 
went into effect, he said, be­
cause for the first tim e com­
munism “failed in direct arm ­
ed aggression.” But Clark 
pointed out that we had “lost 
in the sense that the enemy 
rem ained undefeated and e- 
ven m ore powerful and th reat­
ening than before. I was con­
vinced, as was my predeces­
sor, Gen. M acArthur, that in 
our first test of arm s with the 
Communists, we should have 
defeated them. Had we done 
so, we would not have become 
involved in Vietnam.”

Viewing the Vietnam war, 
Clark stated he believed the 
President had three options 
open to him: w ithdraw al, in ­
tensification of the w ar and 
Vietnamization. Clark flatly 
declared his opposition to 
withdrawal, since, in his view, 
it would mean 40,000 men had 
died in vain, a vast expan­
sion of Communist power in 
Asia and an inevitable fu ture 
clash with the Communists “in 
a more costly w ar.”

But Clark favored both 
Vietnamization now and pos­
sible intensification of the w ar 
later on. The ex-Army general 
said he supports Vietnamiza­
tion “under present condi­
tions” and th a t he had long 
ago advised the French to 
follow a sim ilar course when 
they controlled Indochina.

Furtherm ore, s a i d  Clark, 
the South Koreans became a- 
ble soldiers when they under­
w ent training sim ilar to the 
training we are now giving 
the South Vietnamese. “The 
best way for America to ex­
tricate herself from Vietnam 
with honor,” said Clark, “is to 
train  the South Vietnam A r­
my and to equip it w ith mod­
ern weapons.”

Clark issued some precau­
tionary warnings, however. 
“We may have to abandon 
the Vietnamization approach,” 
he said, “should the enemy 
fail to respond in due tim e 
to our efforts to end the war. 
In case we m ust later escalate 
the war, I believe that by 
resolute m ilitary action o n 
our part, the enemy could be 
hu rt to t h e  point tha t he 
would move to fru itfu l talks.”

Clark said he realized “in­
tensification of the w ar a t the 
present time is politically un­
sound. The w ar has been 
fought too long w ith polit­
ical considerations overriding 
s o u n d  m ilitary judgment. 
Halting the bombing of North 
Vietnam was a great mistake, 
which gave a big advantage 
t o the enemy.” But Clark 
maintained that intensification 
may still have to occur in the 
future, and he underscored 
the fact tha t such m ilitary 
pressure had worked in the 
past .with the Communists in 
Korea.

“I know that in Korea,” said 
Clark, “when I was finally 
given permission to break off 
negotiations at Panm unjon and 
politically imposed restrictions 
were removed, I then attacked 
every worthwhile enemy ta r ­
get in North Korea, and the 
w ar turned in our favor. The 
enemy soon requested that 
negotiations be resumed. He 
had been hurt, he found he 
could not win m ilitarily, so 
he moved back to the confer­
ence table. Soon the armistice 
was agreed upon and the 
fighting stopped.”

Good Citizenship
CITIZENSHIP, ACCORD­

ING TO THE DICTIONARY, 
means the “duties, rights and 
privileges of being a citizen.”
I th ink it is significant to 
note tha t in t h e  definition 
duties come first. U nfortun­
ately, in practice many of 
our citizens not only place 
duties last but some ignore 
them  altogether.

Theodore Roosevelt o n c e  
stated, “The first requisite of 
a good citizen in this repub­
lic of ours is that he shall 
be able and willing to pull 
his weight.” A noted a u th o r ; 
once wrote, “Neither democ­
racy nor effective representa­
tion is possible until each par­
ticipant in t h e  group—and 
this is true equally of a house­
hold or a nation—devotes a 
m easurable part of his life to 
furthering its existence.”

Much of the crime and vi­
olence in our society today 
occurs, I am sure, because not 
enough Americans pull their 
weight and not enough A- 
m ericans devote measurable 
parts of their lives to fu rther 
the existence of their homes 
and their nation. They need 
to break away from “w hat’s in 
it for me” syndrome and help 
protect and preserve the free­
doms which they take f o r  
granted. The full duty of a 
man as a free citizen extends 
beyond his own self-interests. 
W here selfishness p r e v a i l s ,  
benevolence and good will die.

Good citizenship is much 
more than a classroom sub­
ject; it is a vital, daily chore 
for a l l  free people if they 
hope to rem ain free. It is a 
debt to the past and an ob­
ligation to the future. Good 
citizenship, like other worthy 
goals, is the fru it of personal 
commitment and involvement. 
It is a solemn contract be­
tween the individual and his 
government.

In the United States, a c it­
izen is a part of his govern­
ment, a system founded on 
the ru le of law, not men. Its 
powers are derived from the 
consent of the governed. It 
is established on the princi­
ples of freedom, equality, 
justice, and humnaity. These 
represent the rights and priv­
ileges of citizenship. But rights 
and privileges are inseparable 
from duties. Some basic duties 
of a citizen are to love his 
country, respect and obey its 
laws, participate in its affairs 
and operations, and defend it 
against all enemies.

In America, the rew ards of 
citizenship are priceless, but 
the  demands are high. If we 
d o not meet the demands, 
there will be no rewards. To 
my mind, a real need in our 
country today is for all peo­
ple to do their duty as c it­
izens.

"Tax Freedom 
Holiday"

National “Tax Freedom Hol­
iday” was celebrated last year 
on May 14 . . . the first day 
on which the  average Am eri­
can could work for himself 
after working four and a half 
months to pay taxes to gov­
ernment.

Economist F. A. H arper sug­
gests the celebration in 1970 
should realistically be sched­
uled for June  11, on the basis 
that taxes as a m atter of fact 
take 44 cents of every income 
$1 of all citizens.

Harper, director of the In ­
stitu te for Humane Studies, 
Menlo Park , California, notes 
that in 1929-1930 the average 
American paid only 13 cents 
of his income dollar to govern­
m ent in the form of taxes.

Taking H arper’s figures at 
face value it may be assumed 
that while Americans w e r e  
87% free just four decades 
ago, we are now only 56% 
free . . . and 44% slaves to the 
governm ent which has em ­
barked on a senseless spend­
ing binge of incredible propor­
tions.

Do Parents 
Give Too Much?

Nobody needs to  be told 
tha t many teenagers are in 
trouble. Instead of building 
a stronger, better society, 
they seem in ten t on tearing 
it apart. This, in tu rn , has 
caused agonized parents t o 
ask, where have we failed”?

Now comes a noted pedia­
trician and practicing physi­
cian, Dr. Edwin F. Patton, 
who declares that parents of 
teenage and youthful failures 
have been leaping to the 
wrong conclusions. The prob­
lem, he says, is not because 
parents have done too little 
for their children, but that 
they  have done too much.

“Most parents,” Dr. Patton 
recently told Parade Maga­
zine, “feel th a t if they pro­
vide their children with an 
easy life i n  a comfortable 
home, food, health care, in­
dulgent disclipine, casual ex­
posure to basic education, 
and a world of fun, they have 
fulfilled all the requirements.

“The present vogue is for 
parents to m ake life as soft 
as possible for their young, to 
spare them from onerous ex­
periences of all kinds, to re­
move all obstacles from their 
paths.”

And that, in Dr. Patton’s o- 
pinion, is the worst thing that 
parents can do. The reason, 
he said, is th a t in so doing, 
parents deprive children of 
“the  very things most essen­
tial to the form ation of chara­
cter and the developm ent of 
the ability to cope. Kids who 
grow up living the life of a 
free-loader expect it to con­
tinue perm anently. So it can 
be a rude shock for them to 
realize that instead of privi­
leges a n d  provisions, they 
have duties, obligations, and 
responsibilities.”

The answer, Dr. Patton in­
sists, is that children must be 
m ade to learn that “life is a 
ruthlessly competitive barter 
in which the individual has 
to deliver things if he wants 
things in exchange; tha t what 
a person gets out of life is 
p retty  much m easured by 
w hat he puts into it; that 
enjoym ent m ust be earned; 
and that the only true and 
enduring satisfaction comes 
through constructive accom­
plishm ent.”

Dr. Patton has a lot going 
to back him up. The youth 
who accidentally killed them ­
selves in New York recently 
were making their bombs in 
a $250,000.00 house. If Dr. 
Patton  is right, the reason 
for their demise is not be­
cause they were given too 
little, but because they were 
given too much.

With the land price rising 

each year, livestock producers 
m ust look for ways to increase 
production on the land they 
now operate. There are sev­
eral ways to do this. One way 
is fertilizer.

Now is a good tim e to be­
gin to fertilize coastal, Mid­
land, and common berm uda- 
grass pastures to increase pro­
duction. Most soils i n this 
area can be fertilized with 
about 200 pounds of 16-20-0 or 
equivalent per acre now or 
use the recommendations of a 
recent sample from the soil.

Since berm udagrass has a 
growing cycle of about 30 days, 
additional applications of n i­
trogen can be applied through­
out the growing season. These 
applications of nitrogen can 
be applied two or three times 
during the growing for m ax­
imum production. This will 
give livestock a good, high 
quality forage during the 
growing season.

Another way to increase 
production is by weed con­
trol. W ithout a good weed 
control program, you will not 
receive maximum production 
from the fertilizer applied to 
your grasses. Most of the ear­
ly weeds are now u p and 
should be controlled as soon 
as possible when it warms 
up. The weeds may be con­
trolled either by chemical or 
mechanical methods.

For more information o n 
your fertilization and weed 
control programs, contact your 
local Soil Conservation of­
fice. Any of the technicians 
will be available to give you 
this information

What's Causing 

The Money Squeeze?
Buying a house today can be more of a  prob­

lem than usual. Inflation has driven up housing 
costs and mortgage rates. And we've all heard 
about tight money and the credit crunch. These 
terms mean that many banks--big and small a- 
like - - have less cash available for lending. 
Although it's expected that the Federal Reserve 
System's policy of restricting bank credit now 
will make more money available in time for all 
types of loans, this is not going to happen im­
mediately.

Why Tight Money?
High interest rates determined by the Federal 

Reserve are intended to discourage unnecessary 
spending just as the 1968 income tax surtax was 
designed to get people to cut their spending. In­
stead people stopped saving and went right on 
spending. And no matter how high interest rates 
have gone, there are still more borrowers than 
available money. Demands for business, per­
sonal loans and for homes have simply outrun 
the supply of loanable savings deposits in the 
banks.

Tight money and inflation have become so 
troublesome that the Federal Reserve Board re­
cently allowed banks to raise the interest rates 
paid on savings accounts and savings certifi­
cates in hopes that the public would respond fa­
vorably and thus help build up bank deposits.

How Money Is Managed
The flow of the nation's supply of money and 

credit is pretty much managed by the Federal 
Reserve Board.
When the country's economy is booming along 
at too fast a  clip, the Board can make it harder 
lor businesses and consumers to get credit. This 
is what happened in 1969 and at that time the 
Board saw fit to make less lending money avail­
able in the hopes of slowing inflation.
Member banks can, however, borrow additional 
lendable funds from the Federal Reserve district 
banks. The Federal Reserve sets the discount 
rate-- the amount of interest banks pay on the 
money they borrow - - and today's rate of six per 
cent is the highest since 1929. This, too, is meant 
to discourage heavy borrowing.

On the other hand, if the economy slows, the 
Board tries to encourage spending and it can do 
this by making more lending money available.

Bankers, along with everyone else, look for­
ward to the time when inflation is brought under 
control and the Federal Reserve authorities feel 
they can lift the restrictive policy.

When inflation is curbed - - and only then - - 
the national economy will be sounder and all 
will benefit with easier money, lower interest 
rates and expanding bank credit.

Then banks can operate more normally, and 
the fellow looking for a home mortgage or other 
bank loan will also have an easier time getting 
It.

Flooding and Pollution Reduced 
By 10 Year Project on Clear Creek

by Eual Davis
Cleaner water, less sedi­

m ent in Garza-Little Elm, and 
reduced flooding. These are 
some of the benefits to the 
Trinity Basin from the Clear 
Creek W atershed p r o j e c t  
which statred just ten years 
ago.

The creek, which heads in 
Montague County at the top 
of the Trinity, had a long 
history of flooding until the 
work started in 1960. A t that 
time, some 15,000 acres o f 
bottom land along Clear Creek 
flooded an average of three 
times per year, causing some 
$300,000 in annual damages. 
Severely gullied land was 
dumping sediment into t h e  
creek at an alarming rate; 
Garza-Little Elm was catch­
ing some 450,000 tons of sedi­
m ent per year from the creek.

Now, with 52 flood deten­
tion dams built, w ith count­
less gullies healed, and with 
other soil and w ater conserva­
tion measures installed, things 
are changing. Clear Creek 
runs clearer, flooding in up­
stream  areas has stopped, and 
200,000 tons of sediment per 
year are being kept out of 
Garza-Little Elm.

J. M. W einzapfel of M uen­
ster, President of the  Clear 
Creek W atershed Authority 
says things have changed from 
one end of the creek to the 
other.

“Our board members were 
scattered over three counties 
bu t with good relations and 
hard  work the goal we set of 
controlling Clear Creek is now 
in sight,” reports Weinzapfel, 
a prom inent banker and direc­
tor of Trinity Im provem ent 
Association. “We feel that the 
danger of flooding has now 
been eliminated and the pro­
ductive bottom lands are now 
being reclaim ed and one day 
soon we will see the land back 
in full production,” he contin­
ued.

W einzapfel b e l i e v e s  that 
watershed projects like Clear 
Creek are an essential part 
of our communities. They are 
a giant step forward in con­
serving the soil and control­
ling w ater pollution in our 
drea.

The 52 floodwater retarding

dams built c a n  store more 
than 15,000 acre-feet of water, 
or 500 million gallons, during 
heavy rains, then release it 
slowly to protect roads, brid­
ges, fences, cropland, a n d  
other property.

While harvesting small grain 
last summer he and his hired 
hand finished for the day and 
parked the combine in a flat 
near the bank of Clear Creek. 
As they walked toward the 
pickup, J. C. said, “Ten years 
ago a man wouldn’t dare do 
that, a flash flood would have 
washed it away.”

The project got underway 
ten years ago, in April of 
1960. T hat’s when t h e  Soil 
Conservation Service and the 
Clear Creek A uthority along 
with other sponsors agreed on 
the plan of work and tim eta­
ble for installing the project. 
The plan called for 55 flood 
retarding dams and treatm ent 
of 14 m ajor systems of gullies. 
These were treated with sedi­
m ent control dams, d r o p  
structures, diversion terraces, 
shaping, sodding, seeding, fen­
cing and other measures. 
Goals were also set for speed­
ing up soil and w ater con­
servation treatm ent on farm 
and ranch land in the w ater­
shed through three soil and 
w ater conservation districts.

Each of the 52 dams now 
form a small lake. They aver­
age 12 acres in size and are 
used for fishing, boating, and 
swimming. Picnicking along 
the shady edges of these lakes 
is enjoyed by many and sev­
eral new houses have been 
built which overlook the lakes. 
The potential for income pro­
ducing recreation is almost 
unlim ited and would go a long 
way to relieve a need which 
already exists and is growing 
each day.
