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the  Texas Farm  Bureau’s cur­
ren t bulletin  for an explana­
tion of w hat happened in the 
recent election in Chile. Des­
pite widespread assumption by 
the Am erican press and en­
thusiastic claims by the com­
m unist press that Salvadore 
Allende was elected president, 
the  fact is tha t he is the lead­
ing candidate, w ith 36 per cent 
of the votes cast, but still has 
to be approved by the Chilean 
congress to win the office.

That approval, it seems, is 
far from  assured. Allende 
needs 101 votes of the con­
gress to be chosen. The “pop­
u lar-fron t” coalition group 
which supported him in the 
election has 81 votes. That’s 
fairly close, but perhaps not 
close enough if the opposition 
is a lert to the possibilities that 
can develop in any country 
which allows the reds to be­
come prom inent in govern­
m ent Some of the hard fisted 
dictatorships of today started 
as coalitions.

Perhaps the Chilean con­
gress is mindful also that com­
m unism  so far has not won a 
free election anywhere, and 
it would be reluctant to im­
pose on the people a fate 
which they avoided in the elec­
tion.

So, maybe the Chilean elec­
tion is not as bad as it seemed 
to be. Maybe Allende will not 
be the president after all. May­
be the nearness of communist 
success will serve to jolt the 
country into realizing tha t it 
needs to be more alert.

Along with telling the elec­
tion score, Farm  Bureau com­
m ented that “those who fol­
low world news on numerous 
occasions have w arned t h a t  
the Communists can be com­
pared to cancer cells in tha t 
they grow on the edges and 
decay in the middle. Another 
way of expressing the situa­
tion is that they are parasites 
living off the fringe of life 
around them, dying on the in­
side. Their progress is depend­
ent on attaching themselves to 
o ther movements

“The election in Chile was 
no different. The Communist 
candidate w ithdrew  from the 
election and threw  his support 
to Allende who was head of 
the Chilean chapter of the 
Havana-based organization of 
Latin  Am erican Solidarity. Al­
lende was running on the Soc­
ialist party  ticket. Communists 
attached themselves to it not 
to help it but to take it over, 
as a cancer takes over living 
cells.

From  W ashington Whispers
of US News and World Re­
port: Representative Edith
Green (Dem.), of Oregon, 
whose special House sub-com­
m ittee held more than four 
m onths of hearings on cam­
pus unrest, tells friends: “I 
am convinced there would be 
no campus riots if it weren’t 
for some faculty members.”

The lady seems to support 
the opinions of lots people 
who th ink  tha t the whole 
sorry mess could have been 
avoided if all faculty members 
had exercised some basic 
American virtues like loyalty, 
integrity, patriotism  and re ­
spect for life, property, law 
and order.

It is satisfying to hear the
congresswoman say tha t the 
students are not at fault. We 
like to believe tha t the great 
m ajority  of them  do not want 
violence and destruction, and 
they do w ant to attend class 
and learn just as they paid for. 
They w ere caught up in the 
turm oil only because s o m e  
faculty members w ere actively 
promoting the violence or were 
allowing revolutionaries t o 
promote it.

In this regard one should
m ake a distinction between 
real students who are there 
to learn and the fake students 
whose interest is revolutionary 
instead of scholastic. And es­
pecially the hard core revol­
utionaries and criminals who 
are allowed to  use the lecture 
halls and mingle freely with 
students. Apparently the Ore­
gon lady meant that faculties 
are to blam e either for sub­
versive activity and influence 
or permissiveness, or both. 
Am erica’s great silent m ajor­
ity generally goes along with 
that opinion.

City Gets $7217 
In Sales Tax for 
Second Quarter

The city of M uenster has re ­
ceived $7217.16 from the State 
Treasurer, the amount realized 
in its 1 per cent sales tax for 
the second quarter of this year.

The check is the second larg­
est since the city adopted the 
tax. Largest was $7680.22 fo r 
the last quarter of last year, 
reflecting Christmas business 
and also the first quarter of 
sales tax on alcoholic drinks. 
The check for the second quar­
ter of this year was 6475.06.

A statem ent with the re­
m ittance advised tha t the total 
tax collected was $7369.95. The 
state’s 2 per cent collection fee 
was $147.94. Amount held back 
to cover possible discrepancy 
was $360.71, reducing the fig­
ure to 6888.30. To this was 
added $328.86, the am ount held 
back the previous quarter.

A report from Austin states 
that total city sales taxes in 
420 cities of Texas am ounted 
to more than $35 million for 
the second quarter.

Biggest yield was to Hous­
ton, which got $7.2 million. 
Some other am ounts received 
were Dallas $5.6 million, San 
Antonio $2.2 million, Fort 
Worth $1.9 million, Austin $1 
million, El Paso 1.1 million, 
Corpus Christi $787,565, Lub­
bock $663,752, Amarillo $558,- 
284, Beaumont $555,288.

Fight Brewing on 
Amendment to Set 
Land Tax Limits

A fight is brewing over the 
proposed constitutional am end­
ment to set the maximum 
limits on tax assessments of 
farm, ranch and tim ber land.

An am endm ent (No. 3) on 
the November 3 ballot would 
authorize the Legislature to 
provide a uniform method of 
assessment for lands, based on 
their capability to support live­
stock raising or farm  and for­
est crop production.

A 15-member special com­
m ittee headed by State Sen. 
W ayne Connally of Flores- 
ville has completed the last of 
11 hearings over the state on 
this measure. Its tentative re ­
port summarizing testimony 
favoring the am endm ent will 
be presented before November 
3. Committee’s recom m enda­
tions to the Legislature will 
be delayed until next year.

“Agriculturists are saying 
they can no longer operate if 
taxes continue to increase as 
they have in recent years, 
Connally told newsmen. “When 
land on one side of a barbed 
wire fence is assessed at $1,- 
000 an acre, and the same land 
on the other side of the fence 
at $150 an acre, somebody is 
goinng to cry.”

An earlier am endm ent (1966)

which had the same general
purpose is “unworkable,” say 
proponents of Amendment No. 
3. Present provisions apply 
only to individual land own­
ers, exclude tim berlands and 
owners who earn l e s s  than  
half their income from their 
farm  property.

Texas State Teachers Asso­
ciation is opposing the new 
am endm ent on grounds that 
it “could destroy the tax  base 
of many school districts” and 
open the door to favors for 
other groups;.

Connally m aintains the pro­
posal would not result in ma­
jor revenue loss statewide and 
that the Legislature would 
have to appropriate supple­
m ental funds to districts suf­
fering income decline.

On Electing 
A President

On the eve of the last P res­
idential election in 1968, a fear 
grew that a close contest could 
lead to a deadlock in the Elec­
toral College and a protracted 
delay in the selection of the 
next President. The f e a r  
proved groundless. As it had 
for 200 years, the mechanism 
of the Electoral College 
worked smoothly, and Mr. 
Nixon assumed office on sched­
ule. However, this did not pre­
vent a movement getting un­
derw ay in Congress to aban­
don the Electoral College in 
favor of direct election of the 
President.

The so-called Bayh amend­
m ent to establish the direct 
election process passed in the 
House of Representatives while 
m any people were still dis­
turbed over what they consid­
ered to be a “near fiasco.” 
Since then, as Time magazine 
put it, “. . . there have been 
some serious second thoughts. 
. . .” about the m erits of the 
Bayh amendment. Theoretical­
ly, direct election of a Presi­
dent would be a simple pro­
cess; but, as Time points out, 
“. . . opponents are arguing 
tha t it might well be even 
more chaotic and dissatisfy­
ing than the Electoral College 
system.” If there should be a 
deadlock among candidates in 
the direct election of a Presi­
dent, the loser would be com­
pelled to ask for a nationwide 
recount of votes which could 
hold up the election outcome 
for weeks.

Time concludes, after a leng­
thy discussion of the direct 
election proposal, “Changing 
the method of electing a Pres­
ident will not merely change 
how votes are counted . . . 
there is a possibility, not yet 
fully appreciated, that the en­
tire political m akeup of the 
country might be affected in 
ways yet unanticipated and 
unexplored.” Debate o v e r  
methods of electing a Presi­
dent has shown one thing; re ­
presentative government and 
the freedom we enjoy under 
it is a highly perishable com­
modity.

Rural Society Didn’t Horse Around
Texas Produced 
32 Billion Barrels 
Of Oil in 80 Years

Texas oil fields have pro­
duced more than 32 billion 
barrels of oil during the past 
80 years of recorded produc­
tion, according to the latest 
compilation of the Texas Mid- 
Continent Oil & Gas Associa­
tion.

Last year’s production of 1,- 
151,775,000 barrels produced an 
income of $3.6 billion for Texas 
which was distributed widely 
as 198 of the state’s 254 coun­
ties produce oil.

Cooke County, which has 
had recorded production since 
1926, has had a total crude

oil output of 247,016,502 bar- 
rel& up to the beginning of 
1970. Cooke County production 
in 1969 was 9,005,498 barrels 
at the rate of 24,673 barrels a 
day.

Thirty-four counties in the 
state produced more than 25,- 
000 barrels of oil. Top pro­
ducers were Andrews with 
203,859 barrels daily, Ector 
with 184,601 barrels daily and 
Scurry w ith 133,035 barrels 
daily.

Gregg County, the only 
county to produce more than  
two billion barrels of oil, re ­
mained the all-tim e champ 
with a cumulative production 
of 2,195,668,052 followed by 
Ector with 1,585,815,280, and 
Rusk with 1,437,128,523.

All motorists at one time or another are irked by regulations 
imposed on automobiles. But consider the potential plight of 
the driver 60 years ago, when an organization called the Farmer’s 
Anti-Auto Protective Society 
sought passage of even more 
restrictive traffic laws.

Found in the automotive li­
brary of Sears, Roebuck and 
Co., the proposed regulations 
make current vehicle laws mild 
by comparison. The suggested 
rules were as follows:

1. Automobiles must be sea­
sonably painted — that is, so 
they will merge with the pas­
to ral ensemble and not be 
startling.

2. On discovering an ap ­
proaching team, the automobil- 
ist must stop off-side and cover 
his machine with a tarpaulin, 
painted with the scenery.

3. In case a horse will not 
pass an automobile, notwith­
standing the scenic tarpaulin, 
the automobilist will take the
machine apart as rapidly as 
possible and conceal the parts 
in the grass.

4. In case an autom obile 
makes a team run away, the 
penalty will be $50 for the first

mile, $100 for the second, $200 
for the third mile, etc., that 
the team runs, in addition to 
the usual damages.

5. On approaching a corner 
where he cannot command a 
view of the road ahead, the 
automobilist must stop not less 
than 100 yards from the turn, 
toot his horn, ring a bell, fire 
a revolver, hallo and send up 
three bombs at intervals of five 
minutes.

6. Automobiles running on 
the country roads a t n ight 
m ust send up a red rocket 
every mile and wait 10 minutes 
for the road to clear. They may 
then proceed carefully, blowing 
th e i r  h o rn s  a n d  sh o o tin g  
rockets.

7. The speed limit on coun­
try  roads th is year will be 
secret and the penalty for vio­
lation will be $10 for every mile 
an offender is going in excess 
of it.

Accurate estimates are of 
great importance to producers 
in planning their production 
and marketing, farm  program 
participation and also for pro­
viding an unbiased picture of 
Texas agriculture, emphasized 
Neil Tibbets.

The program  of estim ates for 
each county is provided by the 
Texas Legislature. Since Texas 
covers such a wide area and 
with great diversification of 
production, State totals alone 
do not provide adequate in­
formation on our most basic in­
dustry, Agriculture, the coun­
ty agent explained. This is a 
joint project, he said, between 
the Texas Departm ent of Ag­
riculture and the Statistical 
Reporting Service of the 
United States Departm ent of 
Agriculture.

Because of the im portance 
of the program, the county 
agent urges every producer in 
the county who receives a 
questionnaire from the Crop 
and Livestock Reporting Ser­
vice to fill it out completely 
for his farm  or ranch and re­
turn  it to the Austin Office of 
the Reporting Service.

How would you like to get 
ex tra  grazing this fall? Extra 
grazing from improved per­
m anent pastures can be ob­
tained through the use of fer­
tilizer. Now is the tim e to ap­
ply nitrogen for tha t extra 
growth. Through the continued 
use of the recommended fer­
tilizer each year you can ex­
pect about a ton of forage for 
every 30 pounds of nitrogen 
applied. W here else can you 
get that much grass for $3.00. 
This may be the way for you 
to get the extra grazing you 
did not get this summer be­
cause of the lack of summer 
rains.

Terraces should be m ain­
tained annually to keep soil 
and crop loss to a minimum. 
There are usually several dif­
ferent needs for terraces to be 
m aintained. W aterholes in te r­
races are one of the most com­
mon causes of crop losses. Ter­
race outlets should be opened 
or plowed out each year to be 
sure they drain properly. Wa­
ter does not have to stand on 
any crop very long before 
crop loss begins. Soil loss can 
be prevented by keeping te r­
races m aintained at the p ro­
per height. This is one way of 
being sure that the terraces 
will not top when tha t big 
rain comes. Should the te r­
races be low in any place and 
that big rain comes they will 
break and erosion will occur 
between each terrace. Anyone 
needing assistance w ith te r­
race m aintanence is asked to 
stop by the local Soil Conser­
vation Service office.
