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With increasing frequency
we are rem inded by radio, TV 
and the press that pollution is 
rapidly moving into lead posi­
tion as the worst threat to our 
country’s survival. While we 
worry about social and eco­
nomic problems like the break­
down of law and order and the 
influence of totalitarian gov­
ernm ent, or the chaos of ru n ­
away inflation, we apparently 
don’t bother about the ecolo­
gical catastrophe tha t is grad­
ually building up m front of 
our eyes.

One would think that the
whole country would b e 
shocked by the story of Lake 
Erie, which has been so badly 
contam inated that fish can no 
longer live in it. Expected re ­
action is a prompt demand all 
over the country to prevent 
such tragedy everywhere else 
— to determ ine the cause and 
go to work at eliminating it.

Well, it seems that scientists 
know the cause: certain ingre­
dients of modern cleansing de­
tergents, but we haven’t heard 
of any reports to eliminate 
the ingredients. Much has been 
said too about the ill effects 
of insecticides and herbicides. 
Besides killing off insects and 
birds which serve hum anity 
by helping preserve a balance 
in nature, these poisons are 
carried by run-off rain  w ater 
from the countryside to rivers, 
lakes and ponds where they 
can cause more damage to fish.

At the rate  this tragedy is 
proceeding, it would not be 
surprising to learn in a few 
years that the major lakes and 
streams of this country had 
lost their fish. I t’s certainly 
not a pretty  thought when we 
wonder how long our food 
supply will be adequate in the 
population explosion.

Only recently we decided 
tha t possibilities in raising fish 
and farming the sea would go 
far in sustaining human life. 
But now we learn that our 
folly is destroying many vital 
resources just before we will 
need them. One can hardly 
imagine how many people of 
fu ture years will be hungry 
because of present ecological 
blunders, nor how many more 
will be affected by the ex­
pected contamination of off­
shore ocean water.

Ecology people tell us that 
the Mississippi River is little 
more than a huge sewer carry­
ing w ith it the domestic and 
industrial wastes of most big 
Midwestern cities. That can’t 
go on long w ithout damage to  
oysters, shrimp and fish, in the 
Gulf. That is the water which, 
according to a West Texas wa­
ter development plan, was to 
be diverted from the Missis­
sippi and pumped through a 
system of locks and channels 
to West Texas. We wonder, 
will the condition of the w ater 
cancel out that plan?

There is so very much that 
could be said on the subject of 
ecology, things that make 
sense to us and which we’d 
observe if we had the cooper­
ation of government or big in­
dustry. For instance, people 
would gladly quit using the 
offending detergents and go 
back to regular soap if the 
word w ere spread and the 
soaps were available. They 
would like cars with engines 
th a t create more power and 
less exhaust. They would like 
to salvage paper, cans, bottles, 
etc. for the two fold purpose 
of saving money and reduc­
ing the volume of rubbish.

This ecology problem also 
has another side, which is 
almost as serious as the di­
rect damages being done. And 
that is the waste of vital na­
tural resources. This is es­
pecially true with regard to 
our petroleum supply, which, 
the experts agree, isn’t really 
inexhaustible.

Reserves are enormous, but 
it also happens that staggering 

. amounts are w ithdrawn from 
those reserves every d a y .  
Eventually there will be a 
shortage. That’s inevitable. 
Well, why not put more ser­
ious thought on engines that 
are more efficient — giving us 
more power for our money 
as well as a better quality of 
exhaust? Why not re-proeess 
more paper? American Paper 
Institu te estimates that 200 
million trees were saved last 
year by re-cycling eleven mil­
lion tons of paper.

Ecology is a comparatively 
new word which came into 
common usage only during the 
past f w years and was known 
to very few a generation ago. 
But it’s becoming more im- 
por ant every day. It concerns 
a num ber of bad habits by 
Which we are making the 
country ugly and putrid, it 
concerns a waste of natural re ­
sources which will be needed 
but not available at a future 
date, it  concerns the tragic

Snyder said the instruction 
is planned because the grow­
ing problem demands m o r e  
than an occasional special pro­
gram on the subject. They need 
to study it to become ade­
quately informed.

The speaker also conducted 
a special program on drugs 
featuring a film on a lady who 
told in plain words the shame, 
misery and heartache of being 
an addict for more than th irty  
years.

The film and the speaker 
both stressed that the average 
addict starts by just trying a 
m arijuana cigarette on a dare 
or as an experiment. Some­
times they are hooked on the

first one, sometimes it takes 
more. One never knows and 
the only safe policy is to avoid 
the first one.

Snyder also talked about ef­
fects of the different kinds of 
drugs and variations in effect 
due to body chemistry and 
psychology. He listed a num ber 
of symptoms which can be ex­
pected of people on dope and 
u r g e d  getting professional 
psychological help for those 
who are willing to accept it. 
Those who refuse help ought 
to be reported to the police

about 39 at home and 6 abroad. 
A decade ago he supplied the 
agricultural needs of only 24 
people.

O ther problems of common 
in terest to farm  and city resi­
dents are also cited by Presi­
dent Nixon in his Farm-City 
Week proclamation. He said, 
“With tw o-thirds of our popu­
lation crowded onto two per­
cent of the land, m any of our 
people are denied economic 
opportunities, adequate living 
space, health, cultural fu lfill­
ment, and those spiritual 
values w ithout which no na­
tion can achieve greatness. 
“The tim e for action is at 
hand — for careful plans to 
be form ulated, and for de­
cisions to be made at local 
governm ental levels, to foster 
the improved distribution of 
population and accompanying 
economic activity needed d u r­
ing the decade of the 1970’s 
and beyond. The Government 
can provide assistance, bu t the 
effort will succeed only as 
Americans take part in de­
veloping a policy of sound na­
tional growth.

“In this effort, city dwellers 
and ru ra l people alike have 
reason to work together to­
w ard common goals. The well­
being of urban America and 
the welfare of ru ra l America 
will increasingly intertw ine as 
our total population expands. 
Better living in the one de­
pends on better living in the 
other.

“I request that leaders of 
a g r i c u ltu ral organizations, 
business groups, labor unions, 
youth and women’s clubs, civic 
a n d  fraternal associations, 
schools and others join in not­
ing not only the interdepend­
ent roles of the producers and 
consumers of America’s agri­
cu ltural abundance but also 
their opportunities for cooper­
ation in building for the fu ­
ture.”

Baker notes tha t Farm-City 
Week observances in Texas 
will follow no set pa ttern  but 
the objective of all will be the 
same — to help ru ra l and u r­
ban residents understand each 
others’ problems and further 
develop the appreciation each 
should have for the other. In 
other words, he says we just 
couldn’t get along without each 
other.

Woodson of Gober 
Elected President 
At FB Convention

Ft. W orth — The Texas 
Farm  Bureau elected two new 
officers, one new director, and 
adopted state policies and na­
tional recom mendations at its 
37th annual meeting here Nov. 
8-11.

J. T. (Red) Woodson of 
Gober in Fannin County, a 
grain, and livestock farm er, 
was named president of the 
121,158-member organization, 
succeeding Sidney Dean of 
Victoria. Carrol G. Chaloupka, 
Dalhart, was elected secretary- 
treasurer, replacing H. L. King 
of Brownfield who rem ains on 
the board; and M. F. (Mike) 
Frost, McAllen, was re-elected 
vice president.

Dan Pustejovsky, Hillsboro 
grain and cotton farm er, was 
elected state director f r o m  
District 4, a position formerly 
held by Woodson.

Adopted resolutions on m at­
ters of national interest will 
be sent to the annual meeting 
of the American Farm  Bureau 
Federation which will be held 
Dec. 6-10 in Houston. Ap­
proved resolutions on state is­
sues become state policies to 
guide the TFB in 1971.

The 772 voting delegates 
from 152 county Farm  Bureaus 
adopted a national recom men­
dation which said, “Now is the 
tim e to phase out government 
programs relating to w heat and 
feed grains since they a re  not 
serving the best interest of 
farm ers.”

A new cotton recom m enda­
tion calls for a retu rn  to a 
m arket-based economy, but 
stipulates a seven-point tran ­
sitional program “to lessen the 
impact of a sudden, or short­
term  progressive w ithdraw al of 
compensatory payments.”

In other actions, the dele­
gates said every effort should 
be made to inform the gen­
eral public that usage of agri­
cultural chemicals is subject 
to stringent federal and state 
rtgulations and that farm ers 
are using these chemicals in 
accordance with federal and 
state laws.

“We oppose a complete ban 
on the use of any agricultural 
chemical and recommend that 
continued use be determined 
on a product-by-product and 
-use-by-use basis,” delegates 
said.

In the field of education, the 
farm ers and ranchers said that 
students taking part in a 
school boycott or strike should 
be expelled, and participating 
teachers should be fired.

As for taxes, the TFB dele­
gate body recommended that 
a study be made on “a broad- 
base tax or some other method 
of financing education in our 
state school system so t h a t  
equitable costs may be borne 
by a great portion of our citi­
zens.”

They recommended that only 
real property owners be eli­
gible to vote in bond and ad 
valorem tax elections.

Our Shrinking 
Oceans

It used to be th a t oceans 
seemed so vast tha t nothing 
man could do would alter the 
seas of the world in any way. 
Much to nearly everyone’s sur­
prise, this is not the case.

The National Oceanography 
Association, a citizens’ organi­
zation for a strong national 
ocean program, recently quoted 
Dr. Max Blumer, a scientist 
w ith the Woods Hole Oceano­
graphic Institution as saying 
tha t although it is believed 
that, w ith proper measures, 
Lake Erie can be cleaned up in 
a m atter of decades, “the ocean 
is so big, and its circulation so 
broad, that it is very likely 
that any pollution, of w hat­
ever degree, is irreversible.” 
Once the oceans are polluted, 
said Dr. Blumer, “four or five 
hundred years would be re ­
quired to balance its effects.”

The NOA quoted President 
Nixon as warning:

“Contamination of the ocean 
has begun. Chemical wastes 
from factories, heat from power 
plants, domestic wastes and 
sewage from cities and towns, 
insecticides and fertilizers from 
land runoff, autm ospheric fall­
out of gasoline vapors, low- 
level radioactive waves from 
reactors, laboratories, and hos­
pitals are all flowing into the 
ocean. The sheer bulk of the 
m aterial disposed of and the 
present of new types of non- 
degradable waste products are 
now beginning to affect the 
ocean at an increasing rate. 
. . .  As a consequence, ocean 
pollution — once of little con­
cern because the ocean w a s  
considered so large as to un­
limited in its capacity to ab­
sorb wastes — is recognized as 
a growing problem.”

W hat is needed, says the Na­
tional Oceanography Associa­
tion, is a stronger national 
ocean program; public support 
for oceanography, and appro­
priate public, industrial and 
government action — in that 
order.

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School to Provide 
Free Lunches for 
Needy Students

A new program w h ereb y 1 
M uenster Public School coop-1 
erates with federal and state 
agencies to provide free and 
reduced price lunches to needy 
children will become effective 
on November 30.

Superintendent L. B. Bruns 
announced the program  this 
week after attending a m eet­
ing at Birdville for Region 11 
of the Texas Education Agency. 
The program is made possible 
under provisions of the re­
cently approved Public Law 
No. 91-248.

Bruns also announced that 
an increase of lunch prices be­
comes effective at the Public 
School on November 30. The 
new charge is 35 cents per 
meal for students of grades 1 
through 8 and 40 cents for 
teachers and high school stu­
dents. However the prices do 
not apply to all children. Those 
who can qualify because of 
financial-need will receive 20 
cent, 10 cent, or free meals.

Basis of determ ining eligibil­
ity  is family income relative 
to the family size. A table in­
dicating who can qualify and 
to what extent has been p re­
pared by Mr. Bruns and is be­
ing sent along with applica­
tion forms to the parents of 
all public school students. Ad­
ditional copies are available at 
the school.

Parents are urged to reply 
promptly so that the list of 
eligibles can be completed 
next week. The completed ap­
plication signed by an adult 
member of the family should 
be sent to Superintendent L. 
B. Bruns, M uenster Public 
School, Box 430, M uenster. Ap­
plications will be reviewed 
promptly and the family will 
be notified w ithin three days. 
Information on the application 
will be confidential.
