&

Congressman Graham Pur-
cell in his newsletter last week
takes issue with the revenue
sharing proposal in President
Nixon’s budget message. He
points out that the idea has
popular appeal because it pre-
sents an opportunity for cities
and states to receive increased
revenue for their local projects
without having to increase lo-
cal taxes.

However, it has features
which give the proposal a
completely different look. The
first one is that the $16 billion
intended for sharing would be
that much more revenue for
the government to raise, mean-
ing that taxes would have to
be increased accordingly or
the budget would go that much
farther in the red.

An even more objectionable
feature is that federal taxpay-
ers thereby would indirectly
subsidize the kind of projects
that a city’s or state’s people
themselves would not be will-
ing to support. After citizens
turn down a bond issue for
financing some proposal it
could still be financed' with
revenue sharing money from
Washington. Supposedly no
strings are to be attached to
the give-away funds. States
and cities could use them as
they wish. The plan appears
to be subject to exploitation
by politicians who want pro-
jects that they would not ask
their constituents to pay for.

As it was presented, the
proposal had definite appeal
Most of us like the idea of
decentralizing the big power-
ful federal bureaucracy. Let
the states and cities have some
of the funds and do some
things for themselves. But
then one wonders how much
bureaucracy and political
shenanigan would be elimina-
ted. It’s a well known fact
that influence is exerted when
federal funds are dished out.
It’s questionable whether fed-
eral interference would be less
in this sort of handout than
in the present give-away pro-
grams. So, would it really de-
crease centralized federal pow-
er?

Another demerit, particularly
to us Texans, is the fact that
some states inevitably would
receive less in revenue shar-
ing than they pay in support
of it. Some economists have
figured out that this is one of
fourteen states which would
be big losers in the program.
Like the present welfare pro-
gram the revenue sharing
money would go principally
to the places that have the big-
gest problems.

Still another difficulty is a
possibility that only states with
a state income tax are to be
eligible for revenue sharing
money. We Texans would have
to impose another tax on our-
selves, after which the state
would need less and we'd get
back a still smaller portion of
the federal handout money.

The more the proposal is
studied the worse it looks. Its
most attractive feature is the
idea of decentralizing the gov-
ernment but even so it seems
the bureaucracy would retain
some power in handing out
to the states.

It now appears that the fair-
est and most fruitful method
of helping states and also de-
creasing federal bureaucracy
is simply to phase out some of
the federal services, reduce
federal tax proportionately,
and notify the states to as-
sume responsibility of raising
their own funds to render
those services Furthremore,
it seems to be the more effici-
ent way. States can realize
more by collecting their own
tax than by having the feds
collect it and share it.

Lots of criticism was heard
during the weekend following
US involvement in South
Vietnam’s attack on commu-
nist bases in Laos. Congression-
al doves renewed their attacks
on the Administration for pro-
liferating the war and commies
everywhere accused us of ag-
gression,

After these many years it
seems that our doves would
get self conscious of their con-
stant stand beside the enemy.
We think it would be more
proper, as a general rule, to
assume that a good American
should hesitate to condemn
anything that the communists
condemn.,

As regards the charge of ag-
gression, could any statement
be more absurd or hypocriti-
cal? If we attack commies in
Laos it can mean only that
commies themselves had to
be aggressors in order to be
there.

As regards the charges by
our doves of sprea%i)ng involve-
ment, we can say that blasting

Cold Wave Strike

The season’s most severe
weather to date moved in dur-
ing the weekend as a light
snowfall was accompanied by
a plunge of temperature.

Tax Collections

Over 94 Per Cent

The taxpaying record at this
community’s two tax offices is
slightly better than a year ago,
according to reports from both
this week.

As of expiration of the Jan-
uary 31 deadline collections
were 94.6 per cent complete by
the City of Muenster and 94.5
per cent complete by the
Muenster School District. Last
year at the same time the city
had collected 93.8 per cent and
the school district 942 per
cent.

Mrs. L. B. Bruns, tax asses-
sor-collector for the school dis-
trict, said that receipts up to
the deadline were $136,963.12
out of total assessments of
$144,908.55, which is based on
a $1.50 rate and total valua-
tions of $9,662,380.

Miss Theresa Becker,
city’s assessor collector,
said that collections before
February 1 were $27,220.58 out
of total assessments of $28,-
956.42. The city has a tax rate
of $1.50 and total valuations of
$1,930,428.

Delinquent people will find
that their tax bill is upped by
a penalty at both offices and
the charge will keep going up.
At the school office the charge
is 1% per cent for the first
five months, making 7% per
cent in June. It jumps to 11
per cent in July and goes up
% of 1 per cent for each month
thereafter.

The city’s penalty starts at
3 per cent in February and
goes up % of 1 per cent the
next four months, making 5
per cent in June. From then
until January it increases 1
per cent per month — a 12 per
cent penalty for tax that is
delinquent one year.

The electronic eyes of gov-
ernment computers rarely fail
to collect the last dime possi-
ble from the taxpayer.

poverty funds have simply
disappeared, and city officials
concede that they may never
know how at least $4 million
of the $8 million was actually
spent. Independent auditors
have been employed in an
effort to account for the miss-
ing millions. Many of the
agencies that expended the
funds no longer exist.

One can imagine what would
happen to a private firm that
was unable to account for the
expenditure of 25 per cent of
its revenues. The management
would either go to jail for tax
evasion or embezzlement. Few
private concerns could stand
the financial strain of an un-
explained disappearance of $8
million. Public enterprises al-
ways have the taxpayer to fall
back on, which is one good
reason for keeping government
out of any business undertak-
ings that can be performed by
taxpaying, private enterprise.

Mr. Charles B. Shuman, re-
cently retired head of the na-

tion’s largest farm organiza-
tion, the American Farm
Bureau Federation, has been

a lifelong advocate of the free
market and private enterprise
in agriculture. Under his lead-
ership, the American Farm
Bureau and its nearly two
million members steadfastly
supported proposals for the
gradual dismantling of the
bureaucratic and costly agri-
cultural programs of govern-
ment supply management.

This means that
the price system must be al-
lowed to guide changes in pro-
duction and consumption.”

Hard Work, Determination Pay Off
For Tom Hess on NTSU Track Team

The fall Sunday afternoon
was cloudy and windy, threat-
ening rain, as Tom Hess and
two other runners ran into the
stadium parking lot. After a
brief conference, they decided
to add three more miles to the
ten they had just completed.
It was now raining, but Hess
didn’t seem to notice.

Beginning his third year as
a middle and long distance run-
ner for North Texas ' track
squad, the 20-year-old junior
has already set the pace for
what could prove to be his
“coming-out” year.

Running in the first intra-
squad time-trial of the cross-
country season last September,
Hess led the Eagle pack around
a rain-soaked track, finishing
first with an impressive 4:24.5
mile time. His best effort last
spring was only two seconds
faster. *

And, in the season’s finale
four weeks ago, Hess placed |
eighth™ at the Missouri Valley
Cross Country meet in- Wich-
ita, Kan. His time of 20:29 for
the four-mile run was a mere
47 seconds behind first place.
As a team, the Eagles finished
third, behind Drake and Wich-
ita State.

Though track season is on
the other side of the year, Hess
doesn’t hide his enthusiasm
for what’s coming up.

His primary goal is to im-
prove a disappointing perform-
ance record from last year,
openly admitting that he is af-
ter the MVC six-mile crown
next spring, with a time of un-
der 30 minutes. He placed fifth
in the event last spring with a
33:04.

Hess also expressed new
found confidence concerning
the Olympics.

“This year I think I have
realized it’s possible,” he said,
adding, “I wused to think 1
could never make it there, I
know ’72 is too close, but I'm
going through the trials be-
cause I'll probably shoot for
the marathon and just get some

experience.”
During the Thanksgiving
holidays, Hess traveled to

Abilene to participate in the
26.22 mile race. Completing the
course with an overall time
of 2:59, he was able to keep
his mile times under seven
minutes — and for the first
15 miles, under 5:45.

A calendar year for Hess is
divided into three seasons.
During the fall months, while
in training for the almost
weekly 3 to 6-mile cross-coun-
try races or the 7 to 15-mile
road races, Hess covers 75 to
100 miles a week, doing prim-
arily road work.

About mid-November and
continuing through the spring
months, he adds speedwork to
his schedule and averages 70
miles weekly. Following the
spring track season Hess be-
gins his summer training, do-
ing up to 100 miles per week.

Despite working evenings
and nights on the freight docks
in Dallas last summer, he
managed to exceed the 1,000
total mileage mark for the sec-
ond straight summer. Many
of these miles were run in
soaring afternoon tempera-
tures.

Several times last summer
he ran to Lake Dallas and
Lewisville, stopping at service
stations along the way for

drinks of water. ;
: Ouuheun&a!&_““"'
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terstate service roads, he aver-
aged seven minutes a mile for
the first 13 miles, finishing the
eight hour run home at 4 a.m.
What does he think about
while running, when at times
the only sound is the thud of
shoes on asphalt and the steady
rhythm of heavy breathing?

“Sometimes your mind is
just blank . . . I can run in a
daze.” He replied, adding,

“

. all kind of ideas into
your head.”

The 5 11” tracker, graduated
in 1968 from Sacred Heart
High School in Muenster, and
entered NT without a scholar-
ship. He participated actively
in high school social functions
and sports. He went out for
track as a freshman, but quick-
ly became discouraged.

“I'd come for workouts and
be dead. I wasn’t doing very
good, either,” he confided.

Hess continued to workout

daily and improved his times
to such an extent that he ap-
p((nod to be heading towards
top billing as a sophomore in
| the MVC.

“To me it was a challenge
. 1 knew the costs . . . and
I was determined I wasn’t go-
ing to quit ’til I made it.

“I think mainly why I run
is for challenge,” he added. “I
want to see if I can accomplish
